It was -a clear night, moon out, very
few clouds, thera were numerous other bright red blinking lights which she felt certain
belonged to planes in the arsa. 3oth she and husband watched, both felt the movements
of the ex¢sptionally br isht red one wers far too smooth and fast...and perfsct to be

an airplane. Finaily it went dire ct.ljr northeast and moved away into the distance.

September 30th...10:30 B lM..Kenmere-...near the car barns, 3etty Fern noted a brilliant

white lisht, easily as large as an orange held at arms length, which would dim, fade out,
grow smaller and. larzer as she watched it..for approximately a half hour. An airplane
passed overhead and as it did so, the light blianked out, then returned and began to move

motion. Immediaééiy after arriving home, Mrs Hansen initiaced a call, and twice while the
other party was talking the phone was disconnected. The other party hung up and tried
several times again, from their location...the sa me results.3oth parties said thera was
a sound sim ilar to the clicking a tape makes as it poes thru the_ recorder..very soft
but a steady and definite ticking sound. Later on during the evening, Mss Hansen had
in£ense interference on her phonec, to the extent that she had to curtail all phore calls
NO'l...at 5;30 A M. Oectober 5th, pcople <from all over the castern sesaboard and
in many states cast of the Missippii, saw a huge clqud of red and greenish vapor that
prew to ten times its original size within seconds, séemed to be heading westward at
great speed, anc had AN ARROW IN TH3 CINTSR.
