Remember to tiy to be objective...to evaluate everything you ses,
hear or feel....and that may be extremely difficult at times. RECORD everything...even
your own feelings regarding what is happening...bo they pro or con..no matter.

FE% Sighting Reports

March 16-71..West Akron..7 P M ..Mrs Dollie Hansen and her youngsters,gecompanied by

her neighbors, happened to be talking outside, when they observed directly to the south,
a huge golden ball, .with sort of rays or flames, seeming to shoot out from it, making
it appear like a small sun or ball of fire. At t hat time, they estimated it to be about
the siz of a nickel. As they watched, it bogan to gét smaller, turned a brilliant

bright red.. then to a deep dark red dot, about the size of a pea, and then, poof !!!!
it was totaly gone. No noise was observed, no other unusual physical sensations noted.

Thers was a heavy cloud cover, with scattered rain-showers at the time.
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Prmr to this, however, Mrs Hansen had complained of being extremely fatigued, wanting
to sleep all the time,.and only three nights before she had called relating an incident
in which she could not explain a small neat pinnole with a small bruise directly over her
left wrist veins, and a sort of imprint on her left thumb. Her hand was not sore or
tender. However, after this experience, she found herself getting rather dizzy, and un-
able to walk with co-ordination.She fell, loosening the cartilege on her knee. When
she went to the hospital for ex-rays of the knee, they also took ex-rays of her hand
because by this time a large lump had developed on her wrist area, just above the
bruise and piﬁ—h‘ole. The results 1?7 on her wrist..either the formation of a new bone
ridge or floating cartilege, from an-old wound. The Lump is not now present.and. she
has not had any recurrancé of her physical difficulties.
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Shortly before the above expenence, on Sunday the lll'th and Saturday the 13th, we had
two other calls very similar and in the same general area. One had come from te Copley
Rd saction. concerning a young lady,who, while 'balking to her sister-in-law in the kitchen
suddenly felt a sharp pain on her right hand, third finger. She looked down, and saw
two small dots like bruises had appeared(they were NOT there moments before, according
to both her and her sister-in-law.) directly in lire with each other. Later, when we
saw them, they had taken on the appearance of a small blister with a scab forming

atop it. Suddenly her sister-in-law excla:m.ed ."Look, , Look at your knuckle"...and
looking down, they both saw small perfect teeth marks on it..red and angry looking.!!!
Later this girl complained of feeling extremely tired, was pale, drawn and exhausted.
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On, The following day, Sunday, March 1li4th, another report came in from the Zllet section
in which a woman had awakened in the middle of the night to find her arm hurting t.erribly.

She got up, turned on the 1light, and saw on her left arm, about at the elbow, on the
inside, elght small pinhole marks, in a circle. She was chilled to the bone (not an outer
chill, but an immner one..from the bone out) and she said she heard a voice say(in
her head) 'Alien forces are here. We will post a sentry before you that this will NOT

happen again' and then she says she saw, or dreamed, or imagined, she does not know
which..a bubble, wilth two large, oversize ‘tomato-worm like things wriggling inside it.

They had sucking protrusions on their mouth portions and she felt this was what had bitten
her arm. She said she had never been so frightened in her whole life.
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We have NO explanation of these incidents. ‘but they have been occuring with far too much
regilarlity in thé same genéral areas to ignore. A1l reports have the same. géneral infor-
mation. .bifes, marks, or bruises...extremé tiréduéss, a wan look abotf thém, inability

‘to concentrate difficulty in keeping their balance..we do not have reports such as this
from other’ areas of the locality.Also, these reports seem to follow a specific geographical
line.. .along which we have in years past had some rather extraordmary sightings.
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March 19-23...people reported headaches, the kind that leave you feeling as tho your
head is going to burst apart. _nabllz..t.y to sleep at night, individual being dead tired,

but as soon as hitting the sack, their mind would begin to click endlessly and t.hey

were unable to fall into a restfull sleep. WHAT they were th:mkmg none seemed really

able to recall...From Friday 19th, tralght thru to Monday 22 or early Tuesday morning.
the 23, these headaches gave no let-uo, nor the restlessness.But somewhere late Monday

a background picture, and suddenly four people appeared on screen, three men and a woman,
dressed in a short sort of outfit reminscent of what Spce-people are pictured wea.ring;,
the woman turning to LOOK into the room, giving both partles the i‘eelmg that she SAI-I
them.
