Roswel! and the Postal

Interview: James MoSeley, Editor
Of Saucer Smear

On June 26, Jim Moseley, longtime
UFO researcher, and Editor of Saucer
Smear magazine, graciously agreed to a
telephone interview.

Before we begiri, we must tharik Mr.
Maseley for inadvertently giving us a name

i for our newslettar.

D.A.: Let's start off slowly. At what
point did you first become involved in UFO
research, and for what reason?

J.M.: | started in 1954. Actually,
1953 was when | first got interested. |
started my magazine in '54. It was
originally called Saucer News instead of
Saucer Smear, but that's another story.

But | had recently met a man who
was a professional writer, and we were
going to co-author a UFO book. So, | took
off around the country in the Fall of 1953
and interviewed people who had been
mentioned in the early saucer books,
contactees, normal saucer sighters,
scientists, everybody that seemed to be
interesting to interview. | spent about
three months or so at it.

Then | got myself together, and the
next Summer, '54 , is when | started the
magazine. | never wrote the book, but |
did get involved ,at that point, in the
saucer subject. | gotintrigued by it, and
happened to hang on ever since.

D.A.: How did the book, Wright
Patterson, the book that we've heard you
"ghost wrote", come about?

J.M.: Actually, it was ghost written
for me by Gray Barker, who was a close
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friera of mine. It's got y name on the
cover, and that's why | enjoy it.

However, the book, as I've told
everybody, this is not an exclusive, was;
A) ghost written by Gray Barker, B)
fictionalized, C) added material by Tim
Beckley in the new edition is absolutely
beyond me, | don't even know who wrote
it, and D) the back cover might be the
greatest atrocity that's on anyuody's back
cover.

D.A.: So it was actually your story
that had been ghost written by him?

J.M.: Yeah, that goes back to the
first question. When | went around the
country | took detailed notes of everything
that | did and all the interviews that |
conducted. Then | let Barker work from
them, and he fictionalized them a bit.

But the back cover is not related to
anything. Thatis a wax dummy, that was
on a display in a museum, | believe in
Canada, maybe a wax museum, I'm not

quite sure, in the early eighties. Tim

‘Beckley came across this and thought it

was worth putting on the back cover. It's
really sickening, but, that's my book. Yes.

D.A.: You've been called a total
skeptic and a debunker, by some people.
Have you changed your opinion from a
believer to more of a skeptic over the
years?

J.M.: Yeah, atthe beginning | was
attracted to the interplanetary theory, like
everybody is. Then | saw that that didn't
seem to be provable, and | got more
confused about. Eventually, to make a
long story short, | sort of went into | what |
think I'm in now, which is like 4-D. In other
words, if there is something strange going
on, and their seems to be, thenitis not
interplanetary, and | can explain that, it's
something beyond our present
understanding and it is, uh, well you can




use any crazy term you want,
interdimensional, or 4-D, or alternate
realities, or alternate universes. | mean
those are meaningless terms, but it isn't
what everybody in the saucer field thinks it
is, or most of the people think it is. It just
isn't. It just doesn't check out that way.
These are not nuts and bolts objects,
which come from another planet to our
atmosphere.

If you read the top thing above the
masthead in the current Smear. There's
this guy, Alexander Mebane, who is a
physicist, he's quite a brilliant guy, and he
says it just about as well as anybody
could. Did you notice that?

D.A.: Do you mean the quote that
basically says, they never have crashed
and 'never will?

J.M.: Exactly. He says it never
has, never will, and that's part of the
structure of the phenomenon. It can't. It
won't. So that gives us the answer to
Roswell right there. It's a crock of shit.

D.A.: What effect do you think the
Randle/Schmitt/Post Office debate will
have on the Roswell case?

J.M.: | think that didn't help any,
certainly. And it upset Randle to the point
that there is a rumor that he might get out
of the field. Schmitt has been pretty well
driven out of the field.

| think what's going to kill Roswell
more than that, by far, is this ghastly
Roswell video, which | featured a couple of
issues back in Smear. And it's still going
on in England and | just don't see any
hope for that video. Even Stanton
Friedman doesn't believe it, and that's
amazing.

D.A.: As you well know, Randle
later claimed that he had been lied to by
Schmitt. He says he himself was mislead
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and was not attemptlng to mislead the
public in any way. Do you believe him?

J.M.: Well, I'll give him the benefit
of the doubt, okay. | don't know one way
or the other. He says that he didn't know,
and I'll take him at his word.

D.A.: Some people have said that
your newsletter encourages feuds and
infighting, while others say that it helps
show the silliness that some researchers
involve themselves in. What do you say?

J.M.: Well, | can see their point
actuaily. iI'm going to have letters in the
next issue. One written by Robert Todd ,
about...my god, who is he feuding with
now? It escapes me. Oh, Carey. What's
Carey's' first name? The guy that was
hunting for the Roswell archeologist. Jim,
John, something. Anyway these two guys
have gone at it, and each has written a
horrendous letter about each other
expressly for Smear. And they wouldn't
bother with it, | don't think, if they didn't
think | was gonna publish it. When it gets
to that point, then you're creating news,
rather than reporting it. That is excessive.
Not on my part, but on their part.

And | can see the point that people
have made, but | also think that if you're
going to be serious about this subject you
have to; A) keep an open mind, B) have a
sense of humor, and C) realize that most
of these people are almost childish in their
approach and prejudiced in their own
ways, and there are few of any of us,
including myself, who take a truly open
mind and look at the evidence the way that
you're supposed to.

| said that brilliantly, didn't 1?
D.A.: Yeah, that was great.
J.M.: Thank You

D.A.: Do you think that factor has
changed since you first became involved




‘with the field=or do you think it's still pretty
much the same tiow, in that regard, as it
was then?

J.M.: No, it's different players and
different eras, but pretty much the same.
The contactees were no more sensible
than the abductees, just a different era.

D.A.: Do you see things improving
much in the future, regarding UFO

. research?

LM.: Ng, | guess human nature
doesn't gei 2 helluva ot better or worse
over the years, i guess the saucer field will
stay pretty much the same.

D.A.: Now the "big question”. Do
you think the government has any proof of
what's going on? That they know?

J.M.: | honestly don't think so. You
know, it's very easy to think so. Like when
you hear of Bob Lazar, or somebody like
that seems to have some knowledge of
what he himself experienced and so forth.

| can't explain all of what's going on,
but there must be a lot of disinformation.
Again to be brief, if the government is
screwing around at all, it is just the
opposite of what the saucer people think. |
should say more about it. | think they're
encouraging us to believe crackpot stuff in
order to cover up something worse, and |
have no idea what could be worse. That |
could almost believe. But no, | don't think
there are any alien bodies or craft sitting
anywhere.

D.A.: Do you think they are just as
puzzled as we are then?

J.M.: Well, they have more
knowledge about a lot of things than we
do. But then again "they”. It's so
compartmentalized that no one person
knows everything.
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Let me: put it this way, just a few

months ago, | mentioned it briefly in
Smear, the president's science advisor,
whose name | don't know offhand, wanted,
on behalf of the president of the country, to
have an informed opinion about UFOs. So
he went to the CIA, for the best that they
knew. | forget the name, also, of the key
man there, but he was a mutual friend of
the science advisor, and of Dr. Brucs
Maccabee. So the science advisor werii to
this middle man, so to speak, and that guy
didn't know much about UFOs, so he went
to Nr. Bruce Maccabee and said "hey, will
you write this paper?", and Dr. Bruce
Maccabee did | happen to have a copy of
it here somewhere. i mean after that, you
know, he was ready to send it to anybody.
And Dr. Bruce Maccabee is a nice guy and
he's one of the most gullible people I've
ever known, especially when you consider
that he has a Ph.D. and works for the
Navy.

And so, here is the poor president,
ill-informed though he may be on many
subjects, and if he wants to know the truth
about saucers, he will go to his science
advisor and say "Oh, did you ever get that
report back?", and he'll be reading a thing
by Dr. Bruce Maccabee, and it's
frightening. He might as well read Saucer
Smear. | mean it's just that bad. | really
think they're screwed up.

D.A.: Would you say that outside
experts should be the ones checking the
validity of UFO photographs, instead of
MUFON experts or CUFOS experts?

J.M.: Well, outside experts are
biased too. | mean, Dr. Maccabee is an
authentic expert. You take your choice.
They will interpret what they are seeing
according to their bias. And | don't know
how, especially with the computerization
that you can do to photographs these
days, | don'tknow how you can ever get a
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final answer on a photograph; especially a
still photograph. There's no way,

You got a mystery here old buddy
that your never gonna solve in your
lifetime, and least of all in mine, and I'm
serious about that.

D.A.: What do you think about the
oppusing views regarding abductions,
involvirig somezone like Whitley Strieber's
contacts opposed o the research
someone like Budd Hookings is doing? Do
you think one of those 15 a more accurate
picture than the other?

J.M.: | think Strieber is trying to say
what he believes happened to him. But, |
really haven't read his books thoroughly.

Hopkins, unfortunately, as you may
well know, | have a little bit of a problem
with. Hmm, which convention was it that
he gave me the finger?

Anyway, Hopkins and | don't get
along well. | don't want to way him out in
your 'zine, because he knows pretty well
what | think. Let's just say that he has no
qualifications, except-as an artist. And an
artist is not a scientist by a long shot. Let
me be kind and just say that he has no
qualifications to do anything that he's
doing.

D.A.: Do you feel, in a way, that
your trying to be open and objective about
the whole phenomenon and you're getting
attacked for it?

J.M.: Yeah, that's part of it. But,
you know, there's personalities. | mean, |
never claim to be right about what I'm
saying, | only take the devil's advocate
position. Whatever they're saying, | pick
the flaws out so that we can all think a little
bit deeper about the subject, and perhaps
in new ways that we haven't thought
before. But, if | had an answer I'd tell you,

I'm jt saying that these guys don't have it
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either, but they're pretending or claiming
that they do.

D.A.: I've noticed that you often
recommend Phil Klass' newsletter, SUN.
Have you taken a lot of heat for that? Are
you doing it so everyone will see both
sides of the story?

J.M.: Oh, absolutely. Klass, of
course, let's not go overboard, I've known
Klass for years, socially, and in saucers.
I've had dinner with him many times, and
even clept over at Kis house. Heis a
brilliant guy with a marvelous sense of
humor. He is as biased as anyone in the
field. He has no objectivity whatsoever.
He can be just as wrong as rain and never
admit it. It's happened many times and
I've caught him at it. But, he is quite often
right, and he does write a brilliant
newsletter and I'm happy to recommend it.

D.A.: Well, | guess that just about
wraps it up. Thanks for the interview.
