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I hate mind control. I have to keep saying that because I've 
become so used to it that I can actually talk about it without 
displaying symptoms of panic. 

In the first place, I think all the super powers are using it. 
No great nation-state seems innocent of resorting to mind control. 

In Russia there are the Woodpecker Stations. In China they are, 
according to my mind controllers, brainwashing the entire population 
by means of general nocturnal dream broadcasting. That the CIA and 
I.G. rarben have been experimenting on human subjects has been known 
for years. 

Mind control is usually rationalized as countering anti-social 
behavior when the project is not so ambitious as to endeavor to make 
the ordinary worker over into the •socialist man," etc. 

That is like squeezing a flower bud to make it bloom. If the 
worry-warts would only stop coercively socializing their children in 
the first place, all the problems they seek to correct would not 
arise to begin with. 

Curiosity and compassion and sexuality and the love of beauty and 
and devotion to freedom found in infants could survive into adult­
hood, if only parents could restrain. themselves from teaching these 
values by means of imposed discipline. 

As the socialist powers engage themselves in technocratic folly, 
they in turn are victims of right wing capitalist mind control. Tom 
Miethe•s conspiracy -- called in code "the champions" -- is alleged 
to be mind controlling members of the Politboro, etc. (In this re­
spect it is interesting to read about the "atmosphere of superstit­
ion" described in Psychic Discoveries Behind the Iron CUrtain. in. a 
discussion of the communist Party session where, among other things, 
a wo� who at 17 had worked with Lenin. claimed, to great applause, 
that he had been visiting her regularly since his death.) 

The Hoover Institution is involved in counter-insurgency mind 
contro and Yale University is a virtual bastion of mind m� 

ipulation. 
People in the Denny1s an Merritt Island were dis­

counting all else I said because of my admission to 
being a mind control subject. Later I heard that, 
J'Undamentalist Christians that they in this case were, 
they didn't realize they themselves were also bein� 

mind controlled. (A disadvantage of religious 
faith is that it furnishes ready-made cover for 

mind control experiences.) 
What I'm getting to, however, is that being 

for or ·against mind control is no reason to be 
for or against this or that economic ideology. 

Mind control and·technocracy are facts of 
modern life -- as are nuclear bombs • .  They're 
just unfortunately present. Obviously, it will 
not be simple to get rid of the� Approaches 
that exclude negotiation instead of war will 
fare no better than. does m.ili tant anti-Commun­
ism as a means of abolishing the H-bomb. 

The thing that has almost been forgotten is 
that it was Hitler's scientists who first exper­
imented with electronic control of behavior. 
so it is hard for me to envision how we could 
get rid of mind control by collaborating with 
the class whose henchmen first developed it.

JUst scmething that <Jets the old 
sluggish adrenal qland, lulled----r.ito atrophy by the sanitized treachill of everyday "living" 
and a diet rich in cholesterol, �ing like a piston . Horror films are the 1108t affordable 
fona of shock therapy, an instant laxative foe constipated nervous systems. You could get a 
bi99U thrill fraa riding a roller coaster, but that involves sane personal risk (no ���atter 
how lllinute) and you can't <Jet off in the Middle of it if you decide you don't like it . No 

·��atter how frigthening any horror IOVie •Y be, you JClOil that you will leave in safety at � 
erd. A quaranteed safe rite of passage thru the acid test of fire in the 11a9ic theater of 
illusion. No matter how qross or realistic the special f'X, you know that it 'a only a movie. 

In the past the villians and real heroes of horror films were basic .ansters, either 
<]iant incarnations of .iJipersonal, Wli.ntelliqent brute force (Godzilla, lUng l'.c:lng, the Blob, 
any ruaber of BatS 1 'lhi.ngs ) loh:lse victt.s were anyone and anything that got in the WilY or 
alOe h\IMJl er para-h\.IIWI intelligences I �la, the Wol fman, Fran1tenstein 's lroi'ISter J that 
are IIIOtivated by a specific, often llllllevolent qoal (re�, vit.ll sustenance, sexual satis­
faction) and their primary victt./lust object vas usually one person and female. 

'ftle under 1 ying thanes of horror f i lJis haw al Wilys been the repressed sexual, reliqious, 
and p:>litical pa.ranoias of the audience. 'Ihis is why the horror nvvie alWiillys thrives in tiJIIes 
of dread and anxiety. In the 50s, the aainstream aedia was qeared towards projecti.n'l an iJM<}e 
of Mlerica as a \tholescme, happy land of suburban c:onsl.lller < i ti zens optimistically facing the 
challefl9e5 of the future. It Wil5 a ..:>rld of small town values wrapped in a p::lSt-m:xJern cal­
tainer . aJt this vas in reality an era of stifling conformity, of fear of the unusual, of 
the Cl:>ld War and the HcCa.rthy inquisition. �le p:>liticians and the press frightened the 
public with stories of CXIIli1'.J1\i s t brainwashing of American �s, the I!Difie i rdustry WiiS sub­
iainally oalditicnin9 the populace to beware of ruthless, inh\..IT\all enemies waiting to strike 
fraa both within and without. 'Itle horror and science fiction rrovies of that tine (they often 
lller()ed) reflected this. fbr all its strife, the 605 were a basically opt.anistic period and 
one CXlllCerned with rea 1 life horrors. 'lhere vas a s 1161l' in output until the ear 1 y 70s lotlen 
the horror rrovie suddenly became hip &9Ain, as the oounter -culture lay in ruins. 'ftle 70s 
saw the trend of blatant reliqious prc:lpa9anda foisted off as horror "entertai.mlent. 1be 
Jbnan catholic Olurch financed the production of the filming of a novel written by an ex-
CIA psychological "6rfare a<]eflt at a time of mss a(X)Stasy and 'Ihe Exorcist spawned a re­
treat in sane �ers tack to the confessicnal (or at least the psychiatrist's oouc:h) as 
well as a host of iJnit.ltors.Althouqh the reliqious subtext still survives in mny current 
f ilJns, the 80s I a hideous, barren decade thanks in no sma 11 part to the atna;� created 
by lb1a ld Aea<Jan and the creeps loho elected hUI) saw yet another trend, the splatter /epee 
flick that featured serial killers as the hero/anti-hero oenterpieces. 'lbe lWlrea..l boc}eys of 
the 40s and 50s t::Jecane cliched and red.lndant. &Jt reality in the int.ert., had spawned tunan 
IIIOOSters even 10re revolting and mnerving than any f icticnal cri t ter.

invesbnenll in Vlst tracts Of land an poor COUntries. Tbc 
land is sold to them by the doUar-hunary rulen (often 
military), privileaed elites who evict the small fanners 
arowina food for their own people.

MCDONALD'S AND HEALTH

(which Is full of impreuive-look.ina but ruUy Irrelevant 
racu and lii'Jres) that mus-produced buiJen, fries. 
c:olu, milkshakes, e�. are 1 usefulllld nutritious pert o f  
In)' diet. 

Most people l'eCOpize that processed buiJen lnd 
synthetic fries. served up In paper or plastic containen. 
are junk-food. Mc:Donald's prefers the name ·rast-rood·. 
This is not just because the food is manufiCtured lnd 
served up u quickly u possible - it tw to be eaten 
quickly too. Chewina is essential for aood health, u it 
promotes the now ofdlaestive juices which break down 
the food lnd send nutrients into the blood. McDonald's 
food is ., lackinc in bulk tlw it is hardly possible to chew 
it Even their own fiiUres show that a ·Quaner Pounder'" 
is 48' water.

TOY RX>D . 
As if 10 compensate for lhc inadequacy of their 

products, Me Donald • s promotes the consumption of meals 
as a "fun event". This turns the act of eating into a 
pertonnance. reducang lhc food itself to the status of a 
prop. 

Not a lot of children � interested in nutrition. and 
even if they were, all the: gimmicks and routines with 
paper hats and straws and balloons hide the fact llw the 
food they're seduced into eating is aa best mediocre, at 
worst poisonous - and their parents know it's not even 
cheap. 

MCDONALD'S AND WORKERS 
Tile re must be a serious problem: even though 80% 

of McDonald's workers are part-time. the a.mual staff 
rumover is 300%. lt's not unusual for their restaurant 
workers to quit after just four or five weeks. Tile reasons 
are not hard to find. 

NO UNIONS AlLOWED 
Workers in ca&ering do badly in tenns of pay and 

conditions. lbey wort evenings and weekends, doing 
long shifts in hot, smelly. noisy environments. lbey are 
under constant pressure from both managers and 
customers. Wages� low (usuaDy minimum or even su� 
minimum) and chances of promotion are negli&ible.

To improve this through trade union negotiations is 
very difficult: there is no union specifiCally Cot these 
workers. and the ones they could join show liale in&erest 
in the problems of pan-timers (mostly women and 
teenagers). A rec ent survey of workers in buraer 
restaurants found thal 80% �id they needed union help. 
Another difficulty is thaa the ·kitchen trade" has a high 
proponion of workers from ethnic minority &J'OUps who, 
with linle chance of getting work elsewhere. arc wary or 
being fired- as many �ve been- for aa.ernpting union 
organization. 

McDonald's tw a policy of preventinc unionization 
by gening rid of pro-union workers. So far they have 
succeeded in keeping unions our everywhere in the world 
except Sweden and Dublin. 

nAINED TO SWEAT 
ll's obvious Ltw alllaiJe chain swres •KJ j&Jnk-faoo 

giants depend on the labor or young people for their far 
profits. McDonald's is no exception: thn:e-quaners ofi t's 
workers are under 21. Tile production-line �m deskills 
the work itself: anybody can run the burger machine, and 
cleaning toilets or smiling at customers requires no 
training. There is no need to hire chefs or qualified staff 
-just anybody prepared 10 work for low wages. 
EVERYTHING HAS TO GO 

What's wrong with McDonald's is also wrong with 
all t.he junk-food chains like Burger King, Kentucky Fried 
Olickcn. Wcndy's, etc. All of them hide their ruthless 
exploitation of resources, animals and people behind a 
facade of colorful gimmicks and •family run·. The food 
itself is much the same everywhere- only the packaging 
is different Tile rise of these finns means less choice, not 
more. lllcy are one of the worst examples or industries 
motivated only by profir, and geared to continual 
expansion. 

This materialist menlaliry is affectina all areas of our 
Jives. with gian t cong lomerates dominating lhe 
marterpla<%, allowing little or no room for peGp1e 10 create 
genuine choices. But, alrematives do ellill. and mariy are 
gaining suppon every day from people rejecting big 
business in favor or small-scale self-ofJJiliUlion and 
cooperation. 

1be point is noc 10 change McDonald's into some son 
of vegetarian organization, but to reject the whole sys&em. 
Anything less would still be a rip-off.

Bit you my not be aware that you would probably not. knov 
about "The Nazi Connection• except !or the efforts of the controvers ial 
sci ence- f iction wr i ter and part-time messiah, L. Ron Hubba.rd .  

In the ear l y  ' 60s  Ran , by then leader of a rapidly-expand ing movement 
called Dianetics, d iscovered that he vas under investigation by several 
agencies , vithin the USA by the FBI and overseas by the CIA. f'tlst men 
would have been appalled , but Ron vas not nDSt men .  He va s  Hr . Pi th  
Hela!t, t o  wt.. l i fe itself vas a ta le of heroism and intrigue, and 
he vas absolutely de lighted. The CIA and FBI were invest igating him? 
What fun ! He would investigate them back. 

Fi rst,  he took steps to make things hard !or those vho vere trying 
to i nvest igate hilll by l imi t ing his direct social cootacts to people 
he had known before 1949 ,  the year in which he had introduced Dianetics 
to the wor ld . 11lese people ,  he felt ,  could be trusted, while a lmost 
anyone e lse llight be an agent !or sanebody or other. Because I had 
helped i n t roduc:."e Dianetics at the World Science Fiction Convention, 
and because I vas a f r i end of many members of the Los Angeles Science­
fantasy Society , Ron ' s  "gang " , I vas included in thi s  inner ci rcle even 
though I had never met Ron face to face . 

SE'cond , he bought a yacht and three other ships which he sent sa i l i ng . 
in a hi ghl y visible fashion f rom port to port, mostly in the Med i terranean . 

'Illen he hi red three actors who looked l ike himse l f  to make appearances 
on these vessels and at various Di anet ics ( by then ca l led Scientology ) 
headquarters around the world , i nclud i ng  the Di anetic Vat ican , Sa int 
H i l l ,  in England, as wel l as the shi ps  of his l i ttle f l eet .  I n  a letter 
to me he boasted , " I t  vas the old shel l game, on l y  as usual the pea 
vasn ' t  W1der any one of she l l s . "  HE himse l f  rented a shabby f lat i n  
Los Ange l es und e r  a n  assumed n ame  where he ma d e  h i s  real headquarters. 
He ca l l ed  his decoy fleet "The Sea Org " , and the small circle of h i s  
o ld sci ence- f i ct ion f r i ends became "The Fan Org" o r  somet imes "The Founda t i on " , 
a f ter a secret base in the stor ies of his f r i end Isaac As imov .  

Th i rd , he created a paper maze wi thin t he  d i anet ics/scientology 
organ i zat i on  so et:�q>lex tha t even he, who had created i t ,  d i d  not understand 
i t .  No i nvestigator has yet been able to unsnarl i t ,  and it remains 
someth i ng  of a �stery even to the present admi n i strators. I n  a letter 
to • he retnarked , "I j ust remembered a bank account I have i n  a l i ttle 
backwa ter in Florida , but !or the l i fe of me I can ' t  remember the name 
I � ed  on i t . " 

Fcaurth, he ran a check on his rosters and located a number of scientologi sts 
around the country and overseas who worked in the " I ntel l igence Col!lnuni ty " .  
He recru i ted a szr.a l l  army of them to form wha t  he cal led "'Ihe Th i rd 
Org• or "The Phantan Org . "  

TI1 i s  Phantom Org he set to work combing the class i f i ed  documents 
of the FB I ,  the CIA and Interpol . He sa id , "I told them to look for 
anything ,  so long as it vas embarrassi ng . "  Within weeks Ron • s phantcms 
had sent h im xeraxes on former naz is now working for "our side " , i ncl ud i ng  
Kurt Waldheim and a l l  t he  me n  mentioned in "'lbe Nazi Ccnnect i on " . Gleeful ly 
Ron gathered thi s  mater i a l  together i nto a series of press releases 
he • leaked" to every maj or newspaper , television sta t i on  and rad io station 
in the Un i ted States . 'Ihe FBI managed to shut up IIDS t  of them, but 
not a l l ,  and the story broke big in Europe . ( Kurt Waldheim ' s  career 
has never �lete l y  recovered . ) Ron, however , did not release the 
11106t incr i mi nat ing doclments of all , some of which dea l t d i rectly w i th 
the FBI . 'Ihe FBI knew he had them, OOvev'er . Investiga t i on of Scientology 
fizzled out ,  but nobody vas vi l l ing to say why. 



Ron had made xeroxes of these rea l l y  incrimi nat ing documents and 
d istributed them to vhat he felt were safe hiding places a l l  over the 
world, including two locations behind the I ron Curta in.  He said, "At 
this point even I myself couldn ' t  destroy a l l  the copies . "  Some of 
the information, that deal ing vi th the FBI ' s campa ign aga i nst Martin 
Luther King Jr. , has since surfaced fran other sources , but there remains 
enough material apparently to keep the feds at bay. 

In 1 966 Ron set in mtion his Fi fth step . He res igned as head 
of 'lbe Church of Scientology , thus becoming the f i rst mess i ah ever to 
retire. He sat down and vrote in a fev weeks, as he put i t ,  "Enough 
editorials to last Wlti l the Year 2000" and ea5ed h i mse l f  out of h i s  
own church, canplet ing t he  separation i n  1 969 wh i l e the backlog of ed itorials 
and other mater ial cont inued to appear in of f i c i a l  Sc i entology publ ications . 

From that point an he devoted himse l C  so l e l y  to the "'' i t i ng of 
Science-Fiction, beginning vith the bes t-se l l i ng " Ba t t l e f ield Earth" 
and cont i nuing through the ten volume "Mi ss ion Earth" ser i es .  Sha rp­
eyed readers vi l l  note a lot of autobiographical mater i a l  in the par ts 
of the Mi ss ion Earth series dea l i ng  wi th New York C i t y .  For exampl e ,  
during his bout vith t he  FBI , Ran actua l ly d i d  ma k e  his headqua rters 
in a whorehouse patronized by high offici a l s  i n  the Un i ted Na t i ons . 

Du r i ng  the ' 70s and up to fairly shortly before h i s  death in 1 986 
he often drove up and down the ca l i forn i a  coast in a ba ttered old Ford 
pickUp with a camper shel l ,  staying ove rn ight w i th old f r i ends in the 
Fan Org, and mak ing new friends in the sc i - f i  commun i t y such as Phi l ip 
K. Dick in canada . The Hubba rd-Dick rela t i onsh ip was a rocky one hovever . 
Hubbard "''ote, "Dick thought I vas an avatar of Satan . "  La ter , in L . A .  
t hey  m d e  u p  an d  became close friends . 

I can ' t  say for sure, rut there may be yet a S i xth step in Ron ' s 
elaborate scheme. During a period when Ron ' s  ccmnunicati ons consisted 
of aud io cassettes which we vere supposed to erase a f ter l i s teni ng 
to , Ron told me scmething that Sf!eaw:!d l i ke a j oke at the t i me .  He sa i d  
t ha t  he cou l d  arrange i t so t ha t  he and Phi l  Dick and Bo b  He inlein and 
I could fake our deaths and a ssume nev i denti ties el sewhere in a place 
where " the bastards can ' t  get at us" . He would have someone fran the 
Phantan Org locate a double for each of us who had d i ed  of natural causes , 
a l low a doctor to examine the double , then qu i ckl y  cover h i s  tracks 
by cremating the double .  As I say, I d i dn ' t  take i t  ser iously at the 
t i me ,  but nov I can ' t  help but wonder . Ph i l i p K .  Dick ,  Robert A. He i nlein 
and L. Ron Hubbard all died in somewhat myster ious c i rcums tances , and 
a l l  were cremated wi thin a few days of the i r  api)arent dea ths .
