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1. ��)1)�� The Shadow of Death 

The dream weird--am in a very particular place, very powerful sense of 
place--as in this i! your � sinner! It is Madison! in part--east 
down Langdon Street, the fraternity row there, street w1th most of the 
fraternities and sororities on it. Children of God, still growing at 
the Garden of Eden University school. School forest for humans hiding 
from the fireball of Apollo, from Fletcher Waller of the A.E.C., in the 
trees. In the trees--as wood for the carpenter to build crosses from 
or into arks of faith. My feeling is we, Mariah, my daughter and I, are 
half way between Badger House where Fletcher Waller threatened me with 
nuclear annihilation for trying to "know" his daughter, Adrien--"the dark 
one, " /Nicknamed "Dusty," for what you get created from after her dad 
gets finished scaring you to death with the Shield of Athena--what will 
happen to � for desiring power, knowledge of death. You will get your 
head lifted-right off your body, like Medusa did, or like the Baker did 
in the story of Joseph. Birds will come eat it, pluck out its eyes./ 
and Elizabeth's place, where she lived over toward the capital square. 
Mariah and I are going toward Elizabeth's place, t�ying to be �orn, ! 
would guess. Elizabeth'means "consecrated to God," so I guess I've 
learned not to try to make it with The Dark One. Learned my lesson. The 
Dark One is for Dad to know, not us kids. It is not clear why we are go­
ing toward Elizabeth's plact, relates to the Golden Gate dream I think-­
to Jekyll and Hyde, to The Edge of Sanity, the most recent Anthony Per­
kins version of it in which Hyde is released from the saintly Dr. _Jekyll 
by drugs, co� smoke to be precise. · 
Mariah and I stop some place, kind of Cooke's home in Minneapolis, where 
I worked painting for a day to make money for a trip out west with Andrea 
Shallit to the Cloud Peak Wilderness Are�inted Cooke's eaves, gutters. 
Cooke's Eves? Appropriate as Cookes are right wing Christians. What l 
remember here is it is super-intensely hot--the sunshine almost palpable. 
But it's not really a daytime sun--more the light from a nuclear blast 
lighting up the night. It, the sun, the fireball is slightly west of 
us, maybe directly above Badger House which I was badgered from--shadows 
falling east, out of campus, Eden----the same direction we are heading • .  
This is supposed to be another dream about death, the angel of death, · 
how I became it, got saddled with the job. For trying to raise the Scar­
let A child of curly haired Mariah from the dead zone of the occult dark. 
To even think about raising such a child on your own, outside the strict 
sch.ool forest rows of the garden of academia is viewed as an act of war 
again�t the Pleasure Dome of Kubla Khan and its Coleridge apolo�ists who 
view an "undevout poet as mad," as "impossible." Samuel Taylor s boiling 
testicles were his punishment for even daring to phrase the woman "wailing 
for her demon lover." Even the circumsized words are a threat to the 
Creation control of Art and Mary and their Dad. I tell Mariah we can 

wait here in the tiny slice of shade on the east side of Cooke's home 
until later in the afternoon when the shadows will be longer, travel less 
dangerous. Waiting in the shadows of Eve---evocative. 

2. Writing the Mystery 

Mariah is suddenly no longer with me. Why? I am in a plane or bus 
terminal resembling a hospital lobby--no Mariah. Maybe the name of 
the place is St. Elizabeth's? Destinations being droned from a speaker 
in a corner of the ceiling. Flight #232, the Nimitz Freeway, Soviet 
Armenia, Huntsville Alabama, Newburgh New York. These destihations 
don't really mean anything tp me. Why am I here? Where is Mariah? 
What happened to her? God! why do I feel so flat, so empty? like there's 
nothing in me but . . .  dust? I spend all night in this terminal with 
this Russian guy writing a mystery story. I have the whole story in 





mY mind, all I have to do is dictate it like Mozart did his symphunies. 
I wish I cared, I don't even care . . .  who the fuck cares? This is 
what it feels like to be on the psych ward above obstetrics where a l l  
the moms are knocked u p  with rust. 
The story has three parts. The first part is a sort of dramatic mono­
logue bet�een a woman and a questioner, maybe a policeman. All I have 
to do is dictate it, the Russian guy writes it down and asks str tegic 
questions to prompt my memory. It's like my story about Mary I told on 
the radio. About how this Mary gets number and number around Christ­
mas time, starts to feeze up, can't feel anything any longer, finally 
commits hersel f to the psych ward at the local University Hospital. I 
told this story about ":'-lary, " but actually I meant me. without Mariah. 
You see, �hen you don't know about Mariah, about the marvelous dream 
child o f  a saviour who is your very own, when she is suddenly �one like 
a memorv �iped out of thE: meua..:>L"y bauks of a co:::p�.;te:r, 0r �'':'!..!r name, 
your identity wiped out by the Jove bolts of juice from the electric 
shock machine what you feel is an emptiness, a wasteland of flatness, 
of death that has no meaning, no origin, no end. This is what the 
shrinks up in the rat lab call "mental illness. " They are busy trying 
to find some "drug" that will cure this "illness. " Robert Bly ·identi­
fies this feeling as "grief" and the best way "in, " the way in which 
to recover the crystalline structures of the male archetypes which lie 
below the �rief floor in the watery abyss. Bly just never examines the 
true nature of this "grief, " \vhv the male archetypes are down at the 
bottom of the F lood with a l l  the other drowned things. Bly doesn't be­
lieve we should "get mad" at Dad. I guess raising Mariah is too "vio-
lent" a thought for Him. . 
As death, standing in the shadows of the Cooke's Christian home where 
they C3nnot see me because it is in the shadow, in the occult all I hav� 
to do is dictate this mystery of a woman whose soul has been stofen_t_o __ _ 
create "mental l l lness" and it wi ll be so. It will be so for all who 
attempt to know. A l l  who attempr-lo�now will be delivered to damnation. 
This is how:--Death wi l l  write it for them in St. Elizabeth's Hospita l' 
where he is a patient, where he grieves his incomprehensible grief. 
Death does not even know that his dictation will be written into the 
genes o f  children and delivered to the destinations dronin� from the mic­
rophone in the corner. Death is i ll, he is terrihly ill cut off from 
his Mariah who is his saviour and the one no one will allow him to write 
with his �ord in the magical shadow. 

3. �ho Framed Death for Death? 

Then a strange one--a court case involving our garden. The frozen, 
chomped cau lif lower. The dream occurs down in Shell Lake at Judge 
Bailey's court at the Washburn Couty Court House--a dream variation on 
it. The case doesn't seem to rea l ly involve me though �entra l to it 
are these caulif lowers from our garden, a few which I neg lected to pick 
which were chomped by deer and damaged by frost. A lthough I am present 
I don't have to be here in any o f ficia l capacity as p laintif f, defendant 
or witness. I am merely a member o f  a large g a llery. The court is, in 
part a theater, movie theater. I am sitting next to Ladon Lackey, my 
first gir l friend in grade school, who is grown up in the dream, and 
resembles the actress who p lays the female lead o f  baseba l l  groupie 
and guru to future stars in Bu l l  Durham. I smile over at Ladon, who is 
on my right, say he l lo. Immediately in front of us, in the area in the 
court where the de fendant and his or her lawyer usually sit, is our o ld 
Biltmore house, the front door of it which was on the left side of the 
house and the new addition inc luding the garage. Precise ly what the 
problem is is not c lear. However, sitting in front o f  me here are the 
hal f  dozen or so caul' flowers with their deer chomped leaves and their 
frost damaged heads with brown spots o f  rot. Apparently they are the 
defendants, these . • .  vegetables with their . . .  feeb le minded heads? 

Cau lif lower--ear lier cole florye (see cole). 
Cole--any o f  various p lants of the mustard family, to which cabbage be­
longs; especially, rape. 
Rape--a plant o f  the mustard family, whose seed yie lds.an oi l and whose 
leaves are used for fodder. 



Rap.:-the Cl.";.Jsi'.ed pulp of g::-a?es a f ter the jui<:e has been extracted. 
Rape-to seize and carry away by force. 

Judge Bailey, who is sitting over to the right of the theater where the 
D�strict A�torney, or prosecuting lawyer usually sits is having a hard 
t1me manag1ng the case--cannot keep order here. He vacillates between 
towering judgemental rage and whining petulance-neither of which have 
m�ch, if any, effect upon the court room which is noisy, disorderly­
llke the courts set up to judge the nobility during the french Revolu­
tion. There is no one actually occupying the position of judge here, 
sitting in the elevated position at the back of the room. 

4. The Island of Cythera 

With both parents, but more mom, down fishing on Shell Lake. Mom is old, 
maybe she's really with me here though I doubt she'll recall these dreams. 
I seem to be scouting out the lake for good fishing locations, plus fish­
ing a little bit--predominantly down near Scout Island around the south 
shore of the lake, near the base of the "shell." We stop and get out 
on the island. There is a rather beautiful small ravin� here, of stone, 
that nearly crosses the entire island-sort of sacred place feel to it-­
quite wild. Mom is here with me but very old and somewhat tired. She 
has llttle of my enthusiasm for this project, though willing to go along 
anci "play," sort of like I might "play golf" with them. We make several 
trips to several parts of the lake-the !sland, I land part the clearest. 
My sense is large fish here. This place is also reminiscent of the wind­
fall, sma 11 canyon, where "Dutch," Arnold Schwarzenggar, kills the "pred­
ator," in that film, Predator. Predator is a demon alien who attacks 
Schwarzeneggar's commando unit. It has a camoufage suit which renders 

it nearly invisible in the Central American jungle location of the act­
ion. Curiously, the worst thing Dutch can come up with to call the crea­
ture, just before dispatching it is "motherfucker." It may be in this 
sense that we are looking at this location--as Oedipus and his mom pre­
viewing the site of the end of the Oedipus complex. As my mother's name is 
Helen, Helen of Troy is also implied. Troy being in the ancient land, 
or near the ancient land of Lydia implies a connection to my wife, Lydia, 
and my �ord raising project. What sacred island might this be? Cythera, 
birthplace of Aphrodite is my intuition. As the site of the island is 
in Shell Lake, which is actually shaped like a scallop she111 this intu­
ition seems accurate. B irth of Aphrodite? father my mother s rebirth? 
I am suggesting to my real parents, now in Florida that this can be done, 
and that I have the will to do it. 
On one of the trips back and forth across the lake I notice there is a 
considerable storm up above the north shore of the lake moving west di­
rectly toward the location where the courtroom dream that preceded this 
one was located. There is an almost constant display of lightning up 
in the black cloud in a very particular configuration of lateral bolts 
almost like the strands of a loom. At this point the lake which we are 
crossing toward the island looks more like Matthews Lake which I have re­
named Angel Lake. This storm does not seem very threatening as it is not 
very large and seems precisely aimed at the northwest corner of the lake 
where the courthouse-theater complex was-is located. That's about all 
for this portion of the dream. 

5. The Hypothalamus Bank 

The r�mainder of this dream involves a bank set up on the northwest 
shore of the lake in approximately the location of the W.I.T.C. District 
O ffices. Wisconsin Indianhead Technical Institute--the "Indianhead" be­
cause the state of Wisconsin along with Upper Mic higan and Lake Superior 
can be seen as the head of an Indian chief in ceremonial headdress. Shell 
Lake would lie close to the inner corner of the eye of this Indian head. 
This bank is quite large and sits in a position that has figured in dreams 
often, particulary one in which the Hite Report on female sexuality fea-
tured. Height Report. In the dream this report was filled with mechan-
ical pumping, oil wells, derricks pumping the . . •  black crude of the 
occult up to • • •  the bank, the Indianhead bank, the collective God head? 



All its wealth actually deriving from below, from Adam's Lord induced 
"deep sleep. " In another dream Mt. Fu ji sat on this same site and all 
the pilgrims making the long climb to the summit had to carry offerings 
of alcohol with them. I was expected to carry an entire case of dark 
beer to the summit. 
This Indianhead bank closely resembles the Bank of Spooner, main branch, 
in downtown Spooner--which I have renamed Mecca City for a local site to 
explore the world of Islam in my dreams--submission in dreams to the Will 
of Allah. Lydia and I walk through the second floor of the bank on a 
northwest to southeast diagonal. Beige, everything is beige--walls, cur­
t�ins, rugs. The back wall looks .out onto the lake. I have no partic­
ular sense of why we're here , merely need to get through here, this is 
the only way to where we need to go. Open up a channel? Lydia as the 
power of the Word to create flesh from consciousness; reconnect the gen­
itals of Uranus severed by time to the present; make Genesis �� so that 
the distorted Eden can be corrected, replanted. 

6. The Editor of the Book of Life 

We seem to make it through here on our way to the Island of Cythera 
to plant some love for my work--but then in the next scene meet the 
emotional storm of fear and dread in the form of Sandy Lyon, eo-direc­
tor of the Ojibwa radio station, WOJB, where I used to be a dj. Sandy, 
a white woman, is sitting over here on the bank's second floor at a fan­
cy glass and stainless steel desk. Maybe she's an officer of the Bank 
of the Indianhead, in charge of deposits and withdrawals of emotion? 
Yes, siree! An honorary white, Mother Earth worshipping, Indian. She 
is showing Lydia and I something. At first this seems entirely harmless 
and friendly. I am suspicious, but Lydia, is taken in by what seems 
open friendliness. 
Sandy has a copy of some newspaper, very possibly The Journal--The News 
from Indian Country, the Lac Court Orielles tribe'smonthly pa·per. San-· 
dy used to edit the insert featuring the WOJB programming schedule. I 
have, recently, had several letters in The Journal questioning Mother 
Earth worship, .as well as the traditionaT interpretation of several Ojib­
wa tales, myths--specifically the story concerning the origin of the 
sweat lodge ceremony, which was "channeled" through a y.oung boy on his 
first vision quest. I questioned whether unexamined acceptance that the 
ceremony was coming from the "Gods," in the form of Grandfather Spirits, 
was safe, or a dangerous form of �ubmission. As Lydia and I sit down 
at the table Sandy opens the paper and turns it to show us something in 
it. At the place where she opens the paper is my letter on a separate, 
smaller piece uf writing pap�r. Though I know the letter is the one I 
sent to her recently bashing her interview with a reservation alcohol 
counselor who claimed the only "cure for alcoholism is death," the let­
ter is .different from the one I sent. Her copy of it contains just a 
couple of hand written sentences on a sheet of plain, white paper. 
On some inner page of the paper, perhaps corresponding to the sections 
of the Mishomis Book, the sections of Ojibwa legends printed there,. she 
points out something to Lydia. I am now sitting at the south end of the 
table and am a bit distant from this so I can't quite see it clearly-­
but she points to a couple of letters in-on the page. The same letters 
in each case. I think the two sides of the page are identical, both 
columns. ChromosQme maybe? Alcoholic gene? On the rocks of the pre­
scripted word? That seems correct because I recently destroyed some of 
the Hqpi stone tablets, the Word en th� Rock. pre-scripting their his­
tory. Destroyed them metaphr.sically, on the Word level. I think the 
letter Sandy points to is a 'w," lower case w. It is the last letter in 
the column on either side of the page. Both cotwa1s ending abruptly a­
bout halfway down the page with this same letter. 23rd letter of the 
alphabet, King of Wands in the Tarot: "He has the power, indicated by 
the lions on the backround screen and the living wand of spiritual power 
in his right hand, with which to make decisions about future courses. " 
The 23rd Psalm, of course, is the one about the "valley of the shadow 
of death," and fearing·no evil, for thy rod and thy staff art with me, 
etc. Staff of the living' Word embodied by the presence of Lydia with 
me. I see! The problem is I have dared to "edit" their pre-scripted 
history--the one that always has me in the Beast, or Windigo part. The 



23rd letter would also be a long way toward that "omega" point which 
worshippers covet when the Lord will come with His Kingdom and his mill­
enium of "peace," at the end of which they'll let the Beast Ui) to scare 
everyone to death again so we can have some more "peace. " 
Sandy's pointing to the letter occurs quickly and in a some-what conspir­
atorial fashion. with Lydia--Sandy is trying to sway Lydia away from me, 
now down in the "f lesh," or "Satan" position in the south. . 
Just at this point Sandy plays her "storm. " The whole tone of the con­
versation radically changes, becomes one of accusation, blame. She 
says my work is f ar too controversial to print or use in any fashion in 
The Journal. Maybe that's the off icial "dream" journal being broadcast 
IrOrn all the Zion sites? My sense is my "work," liberating the Word of 
Creation f or humans to control is more threatening to Sandy and her hus­
band, Sam Brooks, manager of the station, as honorary white I ndians, 
guardians of the tribal radio. Angrily, she swirls the paper sideways 
so that I can see the pages are now blank, nothing pre-writ�en, no script 
for history anylonger assuring the victory of the "meek" through the se­
cret subversion by the Kingdom with its thief who comes in the night to 
steal our souls. At this point Sandy directly challenges me, claims she 
"knows more" than I do, that's when I wake up. 

7. The Claws of the Bear Clan 

No, she doesn't "know more. " Number one, this Sandy is not a conscious-1� controlled Sandy. This person is a representative of the pre-scripted 
wlll of the Creator on some Hopi stone tablets, or the "Grand fathers" of 
Oj ib,•a legend--a Word program engraved on a soul. The actual Sandy Lyon, 
won't, I 'm sure, even recall this dream �hen she wakes up, or how her 
unconscious "shade" down in the valley of the shadow of death is protec­
ted by the Rod and Staff of some stone hierog lyphs, or the ability of the 
Lord to "write" us in our sleep. Sandy, I would bet, has no individual 
will in dreams and little if any grasp upon the living Word, so of course, 
"she," opposes me and my living will which runs counter to the pre-scrip­
ted tablets which protect her. The channel I am developing here then 
is one through the hypothalamus and pituitary gland zones of the mass, 
the collect1ve I ndianhead brain straight to the heart and the realms of · 
individual, conscious control over rebirth represented by Shell Lake and 
the I sland of Cythera where Aphrodite was born. The threat that prevents 
this kind of "channel" f rom being made, f rom the conscious mind down in­
to the Valley of the Shadow of Death in the unconscious zones is the Fear 
of the Lord. Fear of the Lord can be stimulated in this complex region 
by outside forces, and strike all who walk into the valley without the 
protection of the Rod and Staff of the prescripted word. I n  fact, con­
trol of the human emotional brain via the unconscious is how the "gods" 
have inflicted their terror upon us throughout history. When Artemis 
turns Callisto into a "bear" it is br. touching, or cursing this animal 
brain area of her, Callisto's mind, 'cursing" it with madness or uncon­
trollable urges. Same for poor Actaeon when Diana curses him for wit­
nessing her bath--she touches his animal brain and possesses it with the 
terror of a deer being pursued by the hounds. The stone tablet of the 
Bear Clan of the Hopi depicts just such a programming mechanism. On 
one side it depicts the land partitioned to those who keep the faith, 
obey the Creator's rules--on the opposite side is simply the paw print 
of the bear, the animal access in the human mind the Creator will use to 
enforce his rules, his choice of who shall inherit. This fear of the 
bear used through dreams and the emotional mind is not unlike that which 
"Satan" exerts on and over Christians. Christians are so territied of 
Satan they would never enter the land of the shadow of death to reclaim 
his power f or themselves. Same f or the power of the bear to enforce the 
word of the Creator, his plan f or his people. . 
In order to make this channel I have to come through this reg1on of the 
collective emotional brain, I ndianhead mind of God. In order to create 
any sympathy or understanding f or my work! my ass�rtions that control of 
the Word would be infinitely better kept 1n consc1ous human hands, I must 
take control to some degree of the dream locations where Fear of the Lord 
originates. Fear of the Lord is real fear, which at its

.
worst t�kes �n 

the endless terror and torment of mental illness; of sch1zophren1a wh1ch 
some have described as the most painful "illness" in the world. And Fear 





of the Lord has a real purpose--that being to keep all humans from con­
quering death and reclaiming the Word. 

8. The War in the Attic 

I wake immediately after Sandy challenges me. Ok, I then go ba�k in con­
sciously and challenge her back. What I see here which wasn't apparent 
or visible before is a union-zone between the second floor of this bank 
and the court house-theater complex which is located behind and below 
it to the southwest, toward the actual site of Shell Lake's new court 
house just finished this year, in the dream from Nov. 12, yesterday, 
where I observed the case involving the cauliflowers from my garden. 
Possibly, that case concerns what "frosted" the v.::getables, why Cain's 
vegetables from his garden are refused, rejected? That this court room 
scene is directly connected to the Bank of the Hypothalamus and Pitui­
tary zones of the I ndianhead certainly would indicate the I ndianhead 
and its emotions, p,rincip,ally Fear of the Lord, exerts some influence 
on the court from 'above ' and "behind." Above in a hydreulic sense and be­
hind in the sense of being in the past. Also of note is the fact that 
it is � house which this bank-courtroom-theater complex occupies--mean­
ing, I would guess, that my "existence" has been turned into a courtroom 
drama \�ith a particular axe to grind--that the products of Cain's garden 
are bad, evil--that the son gotten from the father, not the prescripted 
Word semen of the Father from above is inevitably bad, fallen, a bad seed 
needing to be eliminated from the Tree of Life. 
I have several helpers, fellow warriors with me here. One of them is a 
character actor I like, a bald headed fellow who usually plays gruff, 
tough good guys, or bad guys with hearts of gold. The most recent film 
I can recall seeing him in is as captain of the aircraft carrier Enter­
prise in Top Gun. I am intuitively aware he is Jonah, my son, when 
grown up--but even more accurately the real, Biblical Jonah, now fighting 
on my side since I reversed his myth, turned it rightside-up. Our fell­
bw warrior here is Lydia, embodiment of the living Word, and the country 
of Lydia, effectively smothered by Greeks, Christians and others. The 
three of us are attempting to stop a terrorist action being prepared, 
or already set up, by Sandy and the Bank of the Emotions. Jonah runs 
down the long hallway which parallels the joint between the two build­
ings and is a balcony entrance into the back of the theater. As he turns 
the corner at the end of the hall to go left, or southwest, I yell out 
to him "know more than her!" He smiles back at me, puffs on his cigar 
and gives me the thumbsup sign, then disappears down the hall. At that 

instant a bomb goes off--boom! in the attic above the theater hallway. 
A huge, plate glass window pane, fifty or more feet long drops down into 
the hall and shatters down through the doors into the theater showering 
the spectators with pieces of deadly glass. Lydia ·and I, appalled at 
this development, pull the shards back into the hall and then shield the 
viewers from the explosion as well as we can with a force field. My 
sense is this i.s knowledge ahead of a real world news event--the conse­
quences of which we have moderated. Which Oedipus is not supposed to see! 

9. Watching the Night Stalker Being Planted 

A nap flash later in the afternoon--powerful and startling. In it I am 
looking down into the trunk of a car, a dark Mercury, I think. A group 
of women, one looking like the Goddess Diana from that Actaeon, Diana's 
Bath painting are dropping an apparently dead body into the trunk of 
the car. The body thumps down heavily into the trunk, rolls enough so 
I can make out the face. It looks like Richard Ramirez, the Night 
Stalker-killer, as portrayed in the recent tv film about the man hunt 
for him and his arrest. The location of the scene is in Los Angeles. 
Thus, I could be witnessing the planting of an "Evil Spirit" into the 
trunk of a soul conductor, so that he or she carry the Satanist Termina­
or type down to incarnate along with his other work. Carries The Night 
Stalker unconsciously, never knowing that he's there to taint the gar­
den of reincarnation right from the start. Frost it, curse it right from 
the start like the Lord does in Genesis: "And I will put enmity bet�•een 
thee and the woman, and between thy seed and her seed: it shall bruise 



thy head, and thou shalt bruise his heel." Enmity-is Richard Ramirez 
thy name? Wrath that floweth own from the Throne of Los Angeles-is 
thy name Night Stalker come to sow the seed of mistrust between men and 
women? 
This flash rejlly startles me when I have it lying on the livingroom 
couch and I c utch at my journal which is lying on my chest thinking it 
is a newspaper • . .  to keep from falling . • .  into the news? 

10. The Shield of Athena 

I go to Hayward, a small tourist-oriented town 30 or so miles to the east 
of us, during the day. It is a beautiful day, I could have gone fishing­
which I was considering doing. I deliver Lydia's articles to the print­
er, my primary purpose for going. Poke around a bit at a bait shop and 
the Department of Natural Resources trying to determine if there is a 
fishable population of lake trout in Lac Court Orielles. Guy at the 
bait shop doesn't think so. Buy some meat at the Meat.Palace. Price 
of the steak is $6.67. Should be a warning of the storm. Write letters 
to Tim and my parents when home. Feel really greaD. 
\�ham!. I get a letter from Jean Houston's husband, a Robert Masters, psy­
chiatrist, declaring me "insane," a threat to society for daring to write 
his wife, famous new age thinker Jean Houston, as "Dionysus." Masters 
claim s he showed my letter to five other shrinks at the center for "cre­
ative -growth" he and Houston run, and all declared the letter virulent 
psychosis so he sent it on to the F.B.I. who "keep track" of people like 
me. 
As I read the letter the old fear poured into me in a nearly over­
whelming torrent. Was he right? Was I "insane?" I had been officially 
"mentally ill" at one time. I had had "violent thoughts" and had feared 
loss of control over my urges. I � marked by precisely the dark past 
Masters accused me of now, in the present. As the awful fear poured in 
it didn't much matter that I had solved "mental illness," conquered it, 
had defeated the attack of the Evil Spirit sent by the Gods to destroy 
the strong that it was. It didn't much matter that I now knew that this 
fear, this gush of evil spirit could be and was being Channeled into 
any person deemed an "enemy" of the Lords. No r did it much matter th.J: 
I knew I was right about Jean Houston's channeling of Athena, the GreeK 
Goddess sprung fully armed from the forehead of her Father, Zeus, to pro­
tect Him-that this innocent, virginal channeling was the source of the 
awful "alien" abduction experiences suffered by Whitley Strieber and de:. 
scribed in his book, Communion. 
I had noted, when I read Strieber's book, the many references to Athena­
that the wizened "Queen" of the visitors who sexually raped him reminded 
him of Athena; that many of the abduction experiences were preceded by 
a vision of an owl, Athena's sacred bird, guardian of her wisdom; that 
Strieber described the visitors as insect-like while Athena is Queen of 
the Hive; that the mere presence of the visitors produced total body 
terror and paralysis, as precise a description of being ''turned into 
stone," the power of the Shield of Athena with Medusa's head on it, as 
you're likely to find; that the shafts and rods that the visitors lanced 
Strieber's back,.animal brain with produced awful visions of apocalypse 
and death which Strieber felt were his, mankind's fault--Athena weilded 
just such arrows of madness and blame which she shot into the dream sleep, 
the occult being of her and her Father's enemies. Primarily those "en­
emies," were any who dared to think themselves the "equals" of the Gods, 
or dared to point out that the God's being was based upon human sacri­
fice. 
Hearing Houston on Wisconsin Public Radio "channeling" Athena during a 
show discussing the "return of the Goddess" brought it abruptly, terri­
fingly home that Strieber's "visitors" might have a very human source, 
or that a naive human was opening the door between dimensions for them 
and.had �control over the manifestations of the Being of the Goddess, 
much less !£Y knowledge of the reality of her dark, Id monster side. 
That Houston lives in Pomona, New York, close to the Catskill site of 
Strieber's experiences, and that she runs a "Mystery" school in Buffalo 
only heightened my suspicions. I had just had a puzzling dream involving 
a Basement of the Mysteries filled with images of "aliens, run by a dark 
haired woman resembling Houston. A dangerous flood of water had been re-



leased from this Library of the Mysteries site, which the dream depicted 
as being in western New York--my guess was the Love Canal. The flood 
of dark water was gushing east toward the opposite side of the state 
where the Catskills, and New York City are located. The real world co­
nnection to Houston and then to Strieber made this dream suddenly clear­
er. The curious thin� was this dark-haired woman was depicted as being 
rny "relative." 

· 
I wrote my letter to Houston after hearing her on the radio as Jeff Lewis, 
"Dionysus," as he is the Greek God I most identify wi�h though I know he, 
the actual source of the cult of Divine \.Jine, was �a man, not a "God." I 
did this, in part to challenge her--her "Athena" on a \�ar in Heaven, !...!.­
iad level. From what I know of the being of Athena I am definitely � 
on Her side. I told Houston I would not let Her, Athena, incarnate on 
the planet, not allow any such return of the "Goddess." I challenged 
her to get the power and being of the goddess she was channeling under 
ego control, otherwise uncontrolled manifestions such as were occuring 
to Strieber would continue. I also said that if she did not get her 
goddess under control that I would rewrite Her, Athena's archetype with 
the Word. I did this in a spirit of "mythic warfare," meaning it only 
to be taken as applying to the metaphysical levels. About halfway through 
the letter I realized that Athena and Dionysus were relatives, born, in 
fact, from the same Father Zeus--Athena from the-IOrehead, Dionysus from 
the thigh. Although I meant the letter mythically I also meant it ser-
iously. · · 
And now, heart pounding, fear flooding in, I stared into the very shield 
of the Goddess, herself--the declaration of madness made by not one, but 
five very official shrinks. Principal among the many signs of my total 
insanity was that I had signed the letter as "Dionysus." Masters made sure 
to remind me of the awful fate of another such mad person who had iden­
tifed with the God of Wine, Nietszche. Why the very act of identifying 
with a God was insanity--couldn't I see that his wife only meant to 
channel Athena "in jest?" Fantastic! Now I could see, at last, how a 
"virgin" Goddess operated, and what the severing of Medusa.'s head, the 
head from the body really meant. Houston is, must remain a virgin to 
the body, the physical manifestation, of the Goddess! No mere human may 
have any knowledge of, or real control over Medusa's body or its Gorgon 
power--the human head of the virgin may never know that it controls the 
body O'f the God.

The elec­
trical storm crammed full of Fear of the Lord Jove, Jehovah volts that 
I saw coming to the Bank of the Emotions in the Shell Lake dream is pre­
cisely that real power, the real arrows that strike our emotional brain 
if we threaten to top,ple the power of the Throne or weave a picture that 
shows how it is the 'gods" who are to blame for the "Fall" of humanity. 
Poor Arachne was turned into a spider by this same Athena for that 
"crime·." · · 
I had no idea this would be the explosion in the "Attic" of the Bank, 
but boy, it sure hits! I write an immediate response to the letter say­
ing it was meant only on the mythic and metaphysical levels, but not 
backing down an inch in my opposition or belief Houston is partially re­
sponsible for the Athena invasion into Whitley Strieber's brain. The 
rest of the day I spend trying to get a handle on the incredible gush 
of fear that accompanies the attack. Lydia comes home in a tailspin, 
too, about work and school. I had consented earlier in the day to ex­
perience "greatness." My intuition voices said this would be hard-this 
hard? I am uncertain I can stand it. War in Heaven has been declared 
agains·t me! Along with Master's letter a catalogue called "Sounds True" 
arrives'in the mail. A picture of Athena on the damn cover! All sorts 
of myth stuff, Joseph Campbell, New Age tapes advertised. Athena in 
arms with her damn owl on the cover. Minerva. Shit! The brilliant, 
emasculating idea of the Father Complex. The Virgin is the armor of 
the Father!

Persons who are not scholars of ancient writings wonder how it is that 
documents can be dated to a certain time, etc. Well, of course we know of 
many •tests• to put these manuscripts through, and instead of me listing 
all of these - which wotild do no good anyway ( because doing so, .would not 
magically turn these curious novices into scholars ), in the same way that 
my listing or citing specific references would do no good.* However, I 
will list a few things that happen to be convenient to me at the moment, 
therefore allowing me to go on to other things. Because one of the main 
concerns in the study of 'history' during N.T. times, is the fact that 
there was a war going on at the time, then, naturally, this is a consider­
ation which deserves to be treated in its deepest facits. It is known 
that the Jews went on ( after being defeated by the Romans ), to keep 
'histories' of their own. And, we can look further into eo-relations & 
'possible' eo-relations to the 'history' that _was kept by the Roman side. 

Now, a bit on the anachronism of 'the Gospel of John'. In this Gospel 
( John 3:2, etc. ), 'Jesus' is called 'Rabbi', but teachers of the Jewish 
law ( or code ), were not called Rabbis until after the distruction of the 
Temple in 70 C.E., 'Jesus• was supposed to have died several years prior. 
However, this could be a hint by the writer of John that Jesus ( or the 
person play�ng Jesus ) was not dead until after the year 70. Another 
thing that is often wondered about is why 'Jesus' calls himself 'the son 
of man•. Several possibilities come to the forefront as we examine the 
meanings of the words used. One is that the word •son' in some instances, 
means 'invention' in Hebrew. Yes, 'Jesus' the inventfon of man. But this 
takes on a grander meaning when adding the fact that the same word also 
means 'descendant•, and that 'Jesus' claimed descent from King David using 
the same word. And yes, why not? After all, 'ben Adam' ( son of man l also 
means 'descendant of Adam'. The authors of 'Matthew' saw fit to give a 
genealogy of 'Jesus', and so did the authors of 'Luke'. Anyway, to boil 
down what I have found, you can find the meaning to be 'descendant of 
Adam', which 'Jesus• was, as a descendant of King David. But as we go on 
in our studies, we find that 'Adam' was not the first man, but the·Pharaoh 
who founded the 12th Dynasty in Egypt! 

Now, we take a look at the anachronism of 'Hark' and 'Matthew'. In 
these books ( Hark 7:1-5, Matt. 15:1-6 ), passages can be found that shows 
a controversy between Jesus and the Pharasees regarding the washing of 
hands before aea1s. However, the institution of washing hands before 
meals took place only 'after' the year 65 C.E. ( Ref. S. Zeitlin, "The 
Hakala in the Gospel"). Now, we profess that some of the famous ( or 
infamous ) sayings of 'Jesus• were actually deliberate paraphrases of the 
words of Hille1 the Pharasee ( Ref. 'Perki Aboth' ). Do you recognise the 
following statement which was re-worked: "What thou hatest for thyself, do 
not do to thy fellow man."? Hillel had a reason for putting it in the 
negative particible, so that the undesirable elements would not occur 
that happen autonomously when the statement is made inclusive in the 
'positive' form. If we examine further, the actual reason for changing 
this statement becomes clear. 

In the New Testament, the statement is changed to "Do unto your 
neighbors as you would have them do unto you." This is further inter­
polated with the 'commandment' that you should "Love your neighbor as 
yourself." This is an example of the ultimate use of rhetoric. The 
device occurs as a part of the total package thusly; When a convert is 
made to Christianity, the next ingredient is to have this convert 'auto­
matically' proselytize and make more converts. So, by the reasoning given 
to the Christian, if he/she 'goes by the book' so to speak, then naturally 
they would want their neighbors to be Christians too. Remember, there was 
a war going on, and these converts were following this Romanized religion, 
with its neatly placed •anti-semetic' references. These converts were 
indeed used in the war against the Jews. 



In the long war of the Romans against the Jews ( actually the .��rasaic 
Party ), the following events took place. After the death of King Herod, 
who was the -Roman installed Governor/Ruler/King over Judea, the Pharasaic 
Party lead by Hillel and followers of his teachings, revolted. This 
campaign lasted from 3 B.C.E. - 4 C.E., when the Romans won back control of 
Judea and had over 2 thousand Jewish underground fighters ( i.e., 
Phara.sees ) crucified in the mountains of Jerusalem. Then, in a little 
over a year after that, the Romans declared that Judea was officially a 
Roman imperial p�ovince. That was the year 6 C.E. This prompted the 
Pharasees, who were lead by Judas oE Galilee, to revolt against Rome. The 
revolt was crushed.

· 
Then in 44 C.E., there was another revolt against 

Rome by the Pharasees. Theudas the Pharasee, lead the revolt, but was 
defeated and the sons of Judas of Galilee, Jacob ( Judas ) and Simon, ** 
who were with Theudas the Pharasee, were crucified by the Governor of 
Judea - Tiberius Julius Alexander. By the wa-y, Tiberius Julius Alexander 
was a direct descendant of King Herod, and King Herod was a descendant of 
of Hattathias Hasmonai, who was a descendant of Aaron the brother of 
Hoses, and thereby, T. Julius Alexander was a descendant of Levi ( the 
tribe of the Priests ) of the twelve tribes of Israel and also 'ben Adam'. 

Now again, in the year 60 C.E., Benjamin the Egyptian lead a revolt 
against Rome. Rome won. Arrius Piso instigated a revolt in 66 C.E., and 
conducted a wholesale crucifixion of the Pharasees. Then, in the year 70, 
Arrius Piso, his cousin Titus, and his great-grand uncle Vespasian, 
destroyed the Temple in Jerusalem, whereupon, another relative of theirs -
Felix, conducted a great crucifixion of not only Pharasees, but anyone who 
had associated with Pharasees. On one single day alone, 3;600 Jews were 
crucified or killed on the way to the cross. Titus had prisoners taken 
during the seige of Jerusalem to be crucified on the walls of the city -
and day after day, at least five hundred of the Pharasees died in this 
fashion ( little do most of the Jews today realize the real reason that 
they visit the ' wailing wall' ). All of these people died to give the 
world a chance to win against Rome and Christianity. All of these people 
really died on the cross for you, yet a vast amount of people worship one 
fictional person who only died on the cross in a story written for the 
express purpose of keeping the masses subject to one Roman family. 

* I give only enough specific references to get a person started on 
questioning & studying, because I feel that it is necessary t� become 
familiar with the entire history of the time, and not just 'portions' 
of it ( as most Christians are not familiar with the history of the 
time, but yet can, on demand, quote ' portions' of the so-called 
' authorized' English translation ( sic ). 

** While their brother, Father Hanahem ( who was raised with· Herod the 
Tetrarch ), was stoned to death by Priestly order. These sons of 
Judas of Galilee were kin to Eleazer ben �air who_defended Hasada in 

_.the year 7 3 ( Ref. Josephus, 'Wars of the Jews' ) . 



Jesus Seminar 
Concludes 80% of 
Jesus' Words 
Fraudulent 
Theological scholars who have 
participated in the six-year 
"Jesus Seminar," have ruled 
out about 80% of the words 
attributed to Jesus in the Gos­
pels. The scholars' provocative 
conclusions will be published 
in an upcoming book, Red Let­
ter Edition of Five Gospels. 

Founded b y  Robert W. 
Funk, of Westar Institute, the 
seminar most recently an­
nounced that virtually all of 
the words attributed to Jesus 
in the Gospel of John were not 
said by him. This includes the 
ever-popular "For God so 
loved the world that he gave 
his only Son, so that everyone 
who believes in him may not 
perish but may have eternal 
life." (John 3:16). 

Other rejected sayings in­
cluded: 

John 14:6: "I am the way, 
and the truth, and the life. No 
one comes to the Father ex­
cept through me." 

Matthew 5:11: "Blessed are 
you when people revile you 

and persecute you and utter 
all kinds of evil against you 
falsely on my account." 

Also voted down was a series 
of apocalyptic sayings, inch.id­
ing his prediction that he 
would return in one genera­
tion amid conflict, as well as 
his supposed prophesy of his 
own death and resurrection in 
Mark 10:32-34. 

Two hundred scholars met 
twice a year to examine par­
ticular passages, discuss schol­
arship, and vote on authentic­
ity. 

The seminar earlier an­
nounced that Jesus was not a 
celibate and did not advocate 
celibacy, that he did not prom­
ise to return to earth to usher 
in a new age, that he did not 
write the Lord's Prayer, that 
he was not tried and con­
demned by Jews, that his con­
versations with disciples at the 
Last Supper were probably 
not authentic, and that, while 
hanging from a cross, he did 
not ask God to forgive his per­
secutors. 

Phase 11 of the Jesus Semi­
nar is scheduled for fall, when 
the theologians will examine 
the "deeds" of Jesus to see 
which have "historical bases." 

"I received Jesus Christ as my 
Savior the 15th May of 1990 
at 11 A.M.," Gen. Manuel 
Noreiga announced, as he 
awaits his June trial for federal 
drug trafficking.

The llole in the Sheet: A Modem Woman /.ooh at Ortlwdox ami 
llasidi�· Judt�ism. By Evely n  K aye . Lyle Stuart ,  2 1 9 pages, ha rd cover . 

An apocryphal story out of N a�i Germany has it that J ulius 
Streichc r ,  the violendy ant i-Jewish editor of I>er Sturmer, a 
·newspaper somewhat to the right of Adolf Hit le r ,  was widely 
rega rded hy the German people as having been of Jewish descent .  The 
Tcutons have a folk belief t hat  only a Jew can be that anti-semitic.  

Evelyn Kayc is the daughter of followers of orthodox J udaism . l lcr 
ent ire youth was spent  within its severe confines, regulated i n  minute 
detail by t he writ ings of 1 6t h  cen t u ry rabbis ( "  . . .  there arc rules about 
e ve ryt h ing you can think of. There a rc even rules about what you may 

. think about when y(m arc si l t ing on the ·wilc t .  " ) Ouring those years 
inside orthodox J udaism , Kaye's rage was bu i ld ing, until  she 
discovered feminism , unburdened herself  of her Pharaisical baggage 
and found an outlet for her anger'  abuse and humiliation by writing 
The flole in the Sheet, a hook t hat makes t he Protocols of the l .eamed 

Eltler.'t of Zion read l ike Paddington Bear in comparison . 
The fact t h(\t a book this powerful was written hy a Jew and 

published by a major house specializing in J udaica is a significant 
herald of t he civil  war emerging in Jewish ranks between left ist , 
secular Jews enamored of t he modernity progenitors l ike Marx and 
Freud helped create ( pa rt ly in  reaction agai nst t he mental arfl ictioits 
of ort hodox J udais m ) ,  and the l lasidic and m thodox who lay cla im to 
t he B iblical side of Zionism , upon w hich the egregious real estate 
swindles in Palestine a rc based. 

If t his book does not go out of print immediately and receives the 
attont ion it deserves , it has the power to disabuse a generat ion of thus 
far hopelessly naive aoyim, of their i l lusions about what J udaism at its 
core really is.  And that reality is not p ret ty .  A flole in the Sheet is a 
descent  into a snake pit of madness so dark ' and compelling that t he 
reader cannnt help recognizing in t he schizophrenia depicted in 
J udaism , t he outl ine of  our ow n " We�tem "  society.  This  hook wil l 
give pause tu those w ho have t h rown· t hemse lv\!s at the feet ,,f t h\! 
"Chose n , " to t he exte!lt t hat our education,  entertainment , 
infurmat ion and art worlds have become nut much more than shadows 
and reflections of J udaism . 

I n  t he pas t ,  any at tempt to hint  t hat the brutal t ruth about Judaism is 
t hat it is insanity codified , was met w i t h  t he murine Newspeak cl iches 
about " neo-Nazism" and " bigot ry . "  Rooks proffered as evidence 
were dismissed as ··czarist forgeries" and " harbouring fascist 
sen t i ments . "  Kaye 's book is ne i the r and argues from the same 
" modern" ami "enl ightened" sta rt ing point t hat the l i bera ls hcgin 
from when tlcnuuncing rm:ism , rem:t iou &tnd ignora m:e . Not �im:c 
Ben l lecht 's /,erjltly has t here hcen a hook ots �haltering in i ts  
revelat ion as '111e flole ;, the Sheet. Hut whe reas l lccht was a 
confirmed ( lerman-hater ,  Kayc appears to admire " righteous 
ge nt i les ," her use of the word " hohx:au�t " is minimal and i n  one 
mov i ng passage she denounces .lewish contempt for the non-Jewish 
majori ty ,  .. . . .  for most of" us growing up in t h is modern world, i t 's dear 
thal  t he u n reasoncd hatred of" a major ity group is completely 



unrealistic. h 's hard lO ignore the fact that the reason we ( Jews) have 
running wate r and e lectricity i n  t i n! house is because �omeone who 
most l ikely wasn't an Orthmlox Jew hui lr them in for us.  A nd the 
rcilsOn the sy�tems wmk is hccausc people who i l l �.: equally l ikdy not 
( ht hodux Jews keep the m  wo1 k i ng. " 

The r()Ots of t he psychosis l ie in t he rabbinic mentality or as Kaye 
puts i t ,  "The wor k ings of t he rabbinic mind arc bizarre indeed . "  The '. 
re lationship of the rank and file Ort hodox Jew to his rabbi is not very 
different fro.m the relat ion of t he ordinary goy ( nun-J cw) to any Jew in 
America , a re l ationship characterized by nauseating sychophancy: 
" A mong B asidics , t he rabbi-leader of t he group is appoin ted hy the 
rabbi- leader in powe r .  Like a k ing he is reve red . There's no recourse 
of any kind for crit icism , complaints or change . . .  At the t'rc4uent 
men-only 1J1Cetings where the rabbi-leader addresses his followers i n  
Yiddish , h e  spouts plati

.
t udes a n d  out-dated teachings which they 

accept wholehearted ly . Afterwards, t he men scramble to cat a crumb 
froin the rabbi-l�adcr's plate,  fight ing ove r  t he leftove rs, struggling 
forward to touch his coat or his hand . "  

O n e  c a n  imagine j ust how " lofty" J udaism 's Talmudic, legalistic 
think ing is when succorcd by , such a following: 

''There · arc those who believe that t he rabbinic students who 
spend days arguing over t he points of religious law in t he sch<K•ls 
1 rabbinic studies arc somehow bene fit i ng from an educational 
met hod worthy of serious conside ration . l l 's a misplaced 
admiration . . .  The discussions arc rot al ly poi nt less, nK•tcd in 
unreal i ty . . .  Jews have always bee n  an argumentat ive and 
contentious people . . .  They can cont inue to hat t he issues hilck 
and forth ,  bringing up obscure poi nts ut' law m andcnt sayings. 
They k now how to divert atte ntion from t he issue at hand . And 
t hey have no unde rstanding at all of logical t hink ing . . .  Thei r  
minds are successfully fogged up i n  a n  eternal wandering 
miasma . . .  They are quite oblivious to t he realit ies of the 
discussion � i t 's merely a pretext . . .  for ignoring the basic 
commonsense of rat ional t hought . . .  The exaggerat ions and 
stories of mi racles described in the i r  hooks a rc part icular and 
evident l ies . . .  fa i ry stories . . .  R umur, gossip a mt hearsay . "  

Schola.-ship i s  ct.tually shoddy , wit hout even l l eh.-ew hc ing acl lmUy 
mash·rcd: " A fter years of this k i nd of learning, you' l l  (ind men whu 
can read l lebrew �autifully, and understand re markably l i t t le .  They 
have minimal k nowledge of the language . "  

Out o f  the rabbinic mind spri ngs t he ru le� . regu lations, laws and 
fiats governing all things Jewish , especial ly t hat which conce rns 
Sabbath day: 

"assuming you decide not to t ravel ,  whid1 is ·good ,'  you then 
have to worry ahout the sub-rules. For example , the re arc 
passionate discussions about what you may carry while walking 
on t he Sahhat h .  If you arc carry ing some t hing you an! ·causing it 
to t rave l ,  and t he rdmc m<ay he liC l ually doi ng wor k .  The 
0.-t hodox go to gre<al length� to . . . lllilkc sure they WCilr their 
gloves all  t he t i me so t hey won 't  carry the m  hy <acdt.knt . . .  you 
cannot turn t he l ights on or off, on t he reasoning that you arc 
causing wor k for t he electrici t y ,  and work is forhidt.lcn on t he 
Sahba t h  . . .  They throw stones at cars passing thro ugh areas where 
they live on t he Sahbath . . . " 

Hut t he regula t ions arc j ust as intense on non-Sabhath days: 



"Travel is a great proble m. A man a nd a wnman t:an travel in a 
t:ar t h rough an area as long as the re arc passc rs-hy . Otherwise 
you have to have another man in t he l:ar .  and there must he 
minimal t raHit: , wi•kh t he rabhis sec as 'one passing t:ar eve ry hvc 
minutes . ·  A woman may t ravel t hrough a populated area in a taxi 
driven by a genti le only during t he day. And some authorit ies 
maintain that these restrictions apply in an elevator . .  lt's like 
l iving in some maniacal life-size board game where every move 
involves a complicated sequence of reactions . "  

O r  l ike l iv ing i n  an increasingly bureaucratized Ame rica where t he 
s ix  yl'a r olds must now have Social Security numbers to please the I RS 
and parents must have $ 1 000 and their l i fe story ready i n order to 
lil'e nse t he i r  automobiles. 

What Kaye terms " the undertones of craziness" become poignant 
when we learn that a Jewish woman may never sing in her h usband's 
presence . The a n t i - l i fe proscript ions extend to the female body where 
" flare  sk in is extremely sinful . There a re length y  rabbinic discourses 
on whether it  is atTept ahl c to allow four inches of skin to be ex posed 
on t he ·arms . or whether it is too repre hensihle to be accepted . "  

I n  matters o f  se xual i ty  t he sick ness i s  pa rticularly evident : 

" Yes , t he rabbis arc absolutely fascinated hy a woman's cycle of 
n�proc.luction . .  0 ( I n )  The Code of Jewish Law . . .  t here are RS 
pages of ru les. rcgu1ations and inte rpretations coveri ng every 
minute aspect of the menstrual cycle . . .  The rabhis drew up a 
series of defini tions for ' R egu lar Periods' . . .  ' I rr egular Periods , '  
which t h e y  divide up i n t o  l .unar cycles, Same - I nterval cycles and 
Th irty  Day cycles . ' ' 
Which hrings us tu t he eponymous " hole in t he shee t : "  
" 0  . .  d ur ing se�ual intercourse , t here are st rict rules about what 
ynu may wea r .  what  you must t h i n k  and how you must behave . . .  
I n  order t o  protect t he modesty o f  t he wife during intercourse , a 
she(�l is kept l'letwecn her and her h usband . with a hole at t he 
appropri ate pl ace for the correct con nection to he made . . .  When 
having intercourse . one should t h i n k  of some subject of t he 

' Torah .  or nf smm· other sacred subjects . . .  A man may never sec 
his wife undressed . . .  l t  is forhiddcn tp have in tercourse by a light .  
even i f  t he l ight  is shut  out  hy means of a ga rment ; hut it is pcr missihle if one makt�s a pa rt i t ion , ten ha ndhrcadths ( forty 
inches ) h igh in front nf the light . . .  A t  night if  t he moon shi nes 
direct l y  u pon them it is forbidden,  but  if it does not shine direct ly 
upon them it is permissible if  that l ight is shut out hy a garment . . . 
I f possihlc . a man should be carefu l not to have cohabitation 
e i t her at t he hcginning or at the end of t he nigh t ,  hut in  the 
middle . . .  lt is forbidden to have cohabitat ion in  the market 
pl <t('es , i n st reets , in gardens , or in orchards . . .  " 

The a ut hor adds t he ohsc rvation t ha t ,  " l t's a wonder any 
procreation takes place . at all wi th  so much to concentrate on . " 
Anot her wonde r is t he fact that a pcopiC' hurdened with a heri tage so 
t ragical ly  warpe d .  would somehow be appointed the counselors. 
"sexcl'logists"' and the rapists for t he rest of us. From Freud to Dr 
Ru t h . from Ann La nders to " Dear A hby" t he children of Barabas lay 
down t he rules and guidelines of mental  health ami human sexuality 
for gt• n t i lcs o Equal ly  fasci nating is t he process whereby , up until  the 
publicat ion of this book , the White Christians of the Victorian era 
were transformed into synonyms for se x repression and insan i ty , with 



· " pious" .Jews escaping notoreity or investigat ion . 

And now we come to the fi nal heart of dark ness in this harrowing 
hook . . to con front head-on , a people tortured , disfigured and 
consumed hy gui lt . sex and ultimately, violence . Infant circumcision is 
a procedure many have condemned as cruel even when performed by 
� physici an in surgical privacy accompanied by a local anaesthetic. But 
a Kha7ar ci rcumcision is an exercize in  cruelty difficul t  to 
comprehend: 

" . . .  as soon as he ( the baby )'� made it  through the first seven 
d:1ys, you arc going to invite a crowd of friends over,  serve drink 
and food , and have your basic-black-bearded rabbi , expert in 
sl ici ng and called a ' Mohe l , '  come over and chop a piece off 
Sammy's pen is . . .  I once attended a circumcision . I have never 
forgotteu the expe rience . I was twenty-one and visiting Israel .  
One weekend we went  to a rel igious ' kibbutz,' a collective farm .  
O n  the Sunday morning, a circumcision ceremony took place i n  
t he main meeting hal l .  We al l  filed in,  chatting and laughing. 
When the room was almost ful l ,  the family came in,  and walked 
up to the platform. There were about a dozen people , mostly 
men. including a black-robed rabbi . They crowded round so that 
we could only see their ba\:ks. We gli mpsed the tiny haby on the 
table in the middle . There was the mumbling of prayers and 
chanting. The rabbi swayed. Suddenly there was a piercing 
scream of pain from the ba by. followed by cries of anguish and 
howling terror . Then t here was agonized sobbing and crying 
( from the baby) .  The people in  the hall clapped and shouted 
' M azc ltov ! '  meaning 'Good Luck ! '  and the talking and laughing 
continued, drowning out the screams of t he b�by . The ceremony 
ended. Wine and cake were served . . .  here was an ancie nt  
ceremony being conducted with the same voyeu ric;tic l iplick ing 
del ight with wh ich people must · have watched pu b l ic hangings .  
wh ippings,  executions. A crowd of modern .  a d u l t  people stood 
cheering on a man with a knife who sl iced the pe nis of a hahy ,  
causing grea t pa in . and d iscomfort for n o  good reason . . .  the 
repu lsiveness of a publ ic ci rcus . . . · ·  

From here Kaye proceeds c m  towa rd the most he<lVily concealed 
and taboo area in  all  of J uda ism : in a creed that has made a re ligion 
out of claiming the world holds a racist . persecuting bias against the m ,  
Kaye confirms what non-Jews from Martin Luther to L A .  Rollins 
have long asserted - that Jews t hemselves ha rbor feelings or extreme 
racism and hostil ity toward the "goy im . . . Kaye says that t his hatred is 
incukated in Jewish children from the hegin ning: 

"The mark of a truly devout l lasidic or Ort hodox Jew, as well as 
many other Jews, is an unquest ioned hatred of non -.Jcws . . .  t he 
essence of ant i-Ooy ism is passed to Jewish children with t heir 
mother's milk . and then nurtured . fed and watered care fully into. 
a full-blown phobia throughout their l ives . . .  They know whom to 
hate . . .  They want their childu• n to hate Goyim . . .  l t 's so deeply 
ingrai ned hat even to say . ome thing nice ahout a non-Jew is 
suspect . "  

Kaye lists many of the �1egative attri butes o f  non-Jews accordi ng to 
t he Orthodox system as well  as outlining Jewish rac ia l hias against 
l l ispanics and negroes. Meanwhile a trip to any big cit.y hnokstorc will 
reveal a she l f-ful l  of novels and h istories by luminaries like Elie 
Wiescl and others, ex toll ing the "Ort hodox" as paragons of 



tolerance , wisdom , virtue , laughter and love . Up unti l  the publication or The Hole in tire Slreet, only traditional Judaism was immune from attack among ancient  rel igions in the mndern world. A l l  others -Islam.  Calvinism . Puritanism , pre-Vat ican 1 1  Catho l icism · have heen at tacked , mocked and lampooned . Only J uc.laism remained intact . But no longer . 

While many passages in 11rt> Holl' in tire Slret>t evoke the standard, t iresome rhetoric of t he women's l ihhers , whole pages of it hrim with some of the most amazing , devastat ing information and harbs ever published in  the realm of J udaica . K aye concl udes her hom�hel l  wi th the enshrinement of " modern i ty ' '  and "progress ." undcrstandahle beacons to a woman so sorely oppressed hy the Pharaisical spirit or 2 ,000 years inheritance . But hy grasping a rtcr the equally depra ved, modern J ewish react ion to Orthodox J udaism's misogyn y ,  regimentation a n d  racism . t h e  author becomes ensnared hy such secular  Jewish prophets as Friedan , Stcinam.  Ahzug and Dwmkin in addition to Marx and Freud . Thus, she remains in  thrall  to w retched Barahas as a hopeless daughter or a phi losophy - whether in ancient or 
m�dern gu ise - which is overwhelmingly anti-natural and cut-off from 
the springs of l i fe .

An Unknown Casualty 
With the Persian Gulf war over 

and won, the Air Force has 
. chosen to disclose a fact that 

few television viewers or newspaper 
readers could have suspected while 
the fighting · was going on : The fa· 
mous "smart bombs" made up only 7 
percent of all the U.S. explosives· 
dropped on Iraq and Kuwait. 

In fact. despite all those TV scenes 
of precision-guided bombs · ·going 
down the chimneys or in the doors of 
Iraqt targets, �0 percent of the 88,500 
tons of bombs dropped · on Iraq and 
Kuwait in •3 days of war missed their 
targets. This is not a condemnation of 
the Air Force, which did an outstand· 
ing combat job and voluntarily made 
these facts public - after the war. It 
Is a damning commentary on the 
controlled information policy exer· 
cised by the Pentagon during the war. 
And Ws no compliment to the Amerl· 
can press or public, both of which too 
tamely ccepted military censorship. 

The point is not that mllltary offl. 
clals lied ; they said the war was 
being won, and it was. It is not even 
that they impermissibly distorted the 
facts ; smart bombs were about 90 
percent successful - though the na· 
tion was not told that 81,980 tons of 
ungutded bombs had an accuracy rat­
Ing of only about 25 percent. Of these, 
82,137 tons missed th�lr targets. 

· The r�al, and dangerous, point is 
that the Bush Administration and the 
mllitary were so successful m con: 
trolling information about the war 
that they were able to tell the public 
just about what they wanted the pub­
lic to know. Perhaps worse, press and 
pubUc largely acquiesced in this dl:s­
�osure of only selected information. 

Suppose the military had been ly·J 
ing? Suppose the brtefers. had been 
radically distorting the fact$? Sup­
pose in the next war - and all the talk 
about Pax Americana presupposes 
one - Pentagon and mllltary .officials 
are not so circumspect. as Gene.rals 
Schwarzkopf and Powell and Secre­
tary· Cheney usually were thls time? · 
If information can be controlled at 
all, without public reaction or suffl-

clent press protest, Jt can be con· 
trolled to any par.ticular purpose the 
controllers may desire. 

Since the fighting ended, we have 
learned - for another example -
that the vaunted Patriot anti-missile 
missiles were destroying Scud mis· 
slles as claimed, but not Scud war· 
heads. The catastrophic damage said 
to have been inflicted on Kuwait by 
Iraqi invaders has been downgraded, 
both as to its extent and the cost of 
restoration. · While there's no doubt 
that the occupation was bestial, it's 
no onger clear that Iraqis actually 
threw babies out of their incubators, 
as was alleged during the war. 

There's nothing new in wartime 
about exaggerated claims of succe.u · 
or inflammatory charges of enemy 
atrocities. The need to keep the home 
fires burning is obvtous ; and since 
the days of Alexander the Great, Ws 
been acknowledged that the first cas­
ualty of war Is truth. 

Nor is there anything new in e 
miJitary trying to control inf 
lion. Censorship of reporters' sto ies 
was imposed in World War 11 .  Though 
there was no censorship in Vietn� 
reporters were given guidelines as to 
what could not tM; reported, and brl�r­
ers - in Saigon and in the field· ­
habitually put the best face on thinr,&. 

In the gulf war, however, thoUgh it 
was clearly a less challengin& epi· 
sode than World War 1 1  and Vietnaun 
the military went further than ever In 

. order to control information. Not onlY 
did stories have to be cleared before 
publication or airing ; reporters and 
cameras were limited in their moV& 
ments and Inadequate "pool .. cover· 
age. was .the rule. Even troop inteJ";. · 
views were monitored and some-· 
times forbiddeo. Ernie Pyle, the ta- . 
mous World War 11 correspondent . 
could not bave done his work with hi* 
movements so llmlted. 

Polls showed that the American 
public by a wide margin approved 
this drastic information control. One 
reJtson inay have been demonstrated 
public dislike for the press ; anotiaer 
probably was that so much inform.

As we sit and watch with amazement the collapse of the brutal, 
corrupt, totalitarian systems of Eastern Europe, our own system Is 

. becoming more brutal, more corrupt, ·more totalitarian every day. 
America, hailed by the rest of the world as a bastion of freedom, 

liberty and opportunity, is a nation plagued by poverty, homelessness, 
despair and violence. Unchecked police forces act with Impunity as they 
occupy our neighborhoods like a foreign army, killing and maiming our 
children, imposing curfews, protecting rich Real Estate developers as they 
demolish our horNts and facilitating the drug trade which they then use 
as an excuse for their expanded powers. 

Any . expression of autonomous culture or independent creative 
activity Is attacked and criminalized by the powers that be.

In addition, our prime sources of information and education, e 
media and the press, are under the absolute control of the richest 
corporations In the world, the same corporations who choose our political 
leaders through campaign contributions and media publicity, and who send 
us to war In defense of their overseas lnvesbnents. The federal 
government exercises totalitarian control over the �rwaves by means of 
the FCC. If you don1 believe it, try starting your own radio station. 
Constitutional guarantees of a free press dg m1 � to the airwaves. 

1t Is tine for the American people to learn from the experience of 
Eastern Ewope. Freedom Is not given. 1t does not come by decree. lt 
must be contlnualy struggled and fought for. Once freedoms are attained 
they must be relentlessly exercised. The minute we let down our guard, 
the forces of backwardness and tyranny will step In and take back every 
freedom we have fought for throughout history. Tom Jefferson would 
know what I'm talking about. 

The freest people In the world today are the struggling people of 
Eastern Europe. They are free beciluse they are struggling, for freedom 
Is not a neutral state of affairs which once attained, can be put on a back 
shelf and simply enjoyed. Uke life itself, freedom Is a living, breathing 
entity which must be constantly nourished and renourlshed or else it dies. 
We have already relaxed for far too long! 

The people of Eastern Europe, perhaps inspired by America and the 
American Revolution, have taken their struggle to the streets and they 
are winning. 1t Is now 2Y! tum to learn from bml·

Jarod O ' Danu 

As the sel f-appointed Apostle of Endarkenment , I mus t applaud Jarod 
O ' Danu ' s  article , "Might Makes Rights" in " Dharma Combat 10" insofar 
as it denies that our rights , such as they are , are granted to us by 
God , Allah or Damba llah Wedo .  As he rightly points out , a t  least one 
source of the rights we exercise is "political clout " ,  particularly 
if this is taken to include mi litary clout. Sti l l ,  I finished reading 
this essay for the third time with a vague feeling of dissatisfaction 
that has taken me some time to clari fy in my own mind . 

I suppose this d issatisfaction was tr iggered by the opening line 
of O ' Danu ' s  piece, a quote from the United States • Declaration of Independence 
which states, "We hold these truths to be self-evident , that all men 
are created equa l .  " 

Weren ' t  some of the signatories of this admirable document slave 
owners? Didn ' ·t some of the states ccmnitted to this principle later 
fight a major war to defend the inst itution of slavery? Hasn ' t  the 
struggle against inequal i ty continued to this very day? Has anything 
l ike equa l i ty been establ ished in our country after all this time? 
The answers to these questions are , as the founding fathers might have 
put i t ,  " self evident " .  In 1 776 some people slept in mansions, others 
in shacks . Today some people sleep in mansions, and the others have 
often lost even the i r  shacks . Polit ical clout has done what it could . 
Mi l i tary clout has done what it could . Neither has succeeded in turning 
the self-evident truth of equal i ty into a reality. 

God has not granted us rights, but nei ther has pol i t ics or war . 
Instead , the exercise of clout has cost us billions of l ives and more 
roney than anyooe would want to count , yet our goal st i l l  eludes us . 
Hasn ' t  anyone , after all this time, stopped to question whether there 
might be something faulty about our methods? Is this really the best 
way to attain our " una l ienable rights" to " l i fL• ,  l iberty and the pursuit 
of happiness" ? 

do? 

I tliink not .  
So let us talk about rigtlts . Just what do I have the right to 

Firs t ,  I have the right to do anything I have the political or 
mi l i tary power to do .  Th i s  i s  the arena o f  struggle o n  which most people 
focus thei r  attention . It reflects a basically adversarial approach 
to l i fe ,  an us• vs .- them menta l ity. Not only war is viewed as a gladiatorial 
spectacle, but also poli t ics ,  law , games and even popular fiction .  

Good guys and ba d  guys , winners and losers , on and on and on . 
But no matter how vigorously you clout people they only retreat 

· temporari ly . No matter how gloriously you win out over people ,  th�y 
only pay lip service to your rule and patiently awa i t  your f i rst sign 
of weakness . Even the rost i ronclad totali tarian ruler someday grows 
weary . The iron grip relaxes ever-so- l i ttle, and suddenly MacDonald ' s  
opens a branch i n  Red Square and the Berlin Wall comes tumbling down 
and Conmunists proclaim the daw:n of a Market Econany , unaware that some 
capital ists sleep in cardboard boxes in the alley . Even while "on top" , 
the winners are not free to enjoy " l ife,  liberty and the. pursui t  of 
happiness " .  On the contrary , in order to ma intain their position at 



the top of the heap, they have t w rk harder than a sJ 1d regulate 
their own behavior in order to maintain at least the appearance of conformi ty 
wi th the standards of their constituenc ies , poli tical , economic or even 
artistic.  Sometimes they k i l l  themselves quickly and openly . Sometimes 
they kill themselves slowly and unobtrus ively . Sanetimes they j ust 
make one l i ttle mistake . However it works out, there is nothing to 
envy about their l ives . 

I have j ust descended from the mountain top with a tablet of stone , 
and on it is graven no cammandments at all , but only these few simple 
words , " I f  you push people , they push back . "  I f  I decline Mr .  o • nanu • s  
kind invitation to exercise clout , i t  i s  not through any desire to cause 
offense, but simply because I have read these words and thoroughly absorbed 
them, and thus seek my rights to l i fe ,  l iberty and the pursui t  of happiness 
by other means . 

Even wi thout polit ical clout , I have the right to do anything I 
can keep secret . This is the second source of rights . 

Even wi thout pol itical clout , I have the right to do anything I 
am will ing to pay for with a certain amount of time out of my l ife . 
If I think i t ' s  worth i t ,  I can even assassinate the winner of my choice . 

Even wi thout pol i tical clout , I have the right to do anything that 
nobody cares about enough to stop me .  This is the fourth and greatest 
source of rights . Since I don • t  l ike voting ,  keeping secrets ,  or breaking 
laws, I f ind my rights outside the well-worn paths of the frenzied winners 
and losers . I can write what I please . If saneone pays me for i t ,  
that ' s  nice .  If someone doesn ' t ,  I can write i t  for "Dharma Combat " .  
I f  "Dharma Combat " rejects i t ,  I can write i t  i n  a letter to one of 
my many pen pals . If they don ' t  like i t ,  I can write it in my diary 
or j ust think i t  and smd le enigmat ically . The same can be sai d for my 
drawings, my songs . Because my friends enjoy the same right s ,  I need 
not live in the big world any more than required to rent out my ecological 
niche in the social envi ronment . My real l i fe is in the small world , 
the world of the arts , the world of the imagination ,  the world of alternate 
rea lit ies that sat isfy those needs rea l i ty has never satis fied , and 
which it never wi ll . The Microcosm ! 

I used to be so angry all the time at other people for not thinking 
and acting l ike me .  The desire to reform the world ruined the first 
half of my l i fe .  Now I don ' t  care what they do or think , or what they 
think of wha t I do or think . The world is over there . I am here, with 
a few carefully selected friends . The day I stopped asserting my rights 
a miracle happened . My rights fell on my head l i ke rain , or perhaps 
they had been fall ing all the time but I was too busy fighting for them 
to notice , and my happiness? All the t ime I was pursuing i t ,  it was 
patiently waiting for me here at my typewriter .

I w i sh t o  correct a mi�take . That mistake wa..i my use of the term "myst icism" 
in the f i r�t Autonomyst io� e�say . I did not c larify what I meant by it all (somewhat on purpo�e , I might add ) and so generated some confuaion on the mat ­
t e r  (which I can ' t  re� ist now and then ! ) . I �tated that in our current state 
of affairs myst ic iom can assume a revolut ionary character because it can have 
the posaibility of counteracting the d iminuation of con�ciousness brought on 
by c iv i l ization in £!!! and pract ical way� . I am not ao sure as to whether 
"myst ic iam" pro pe r  can do this , ino::tofar as it consist s of be lief syste� of 
varying rigidity which serve only to def ine and catagorize what we experience . 
My t rue interest l ie� in the counteract ing ment ione d above , ·  and that means 
l i be rat ion from all that bind� us . And , as I said , I want to kee p thi� prac­
t i cal , since theory (usually full of holes ) d i�conne cted from action abounds .  

I w ish ta · propose a different te rminology . I have decided t o  usA "non�orciinary 
real ityw instead of what tl ·  ·Ra.ve been mislead ingly call ing "myst ic ism " .  "Non­
ordinary re ality" sugge st s that such experiences are aa real as any other� , 
and po ints to the normat ive , restraining e ffects of what can be called ' con­
sensus ' real ity . Thii:i , to me ,  is the "real world" we have both been forced 
to be l ieve in and have part ially made ourse lves . Only the ordinary is defined 
and acce ptable these day� , as sc ience bends over backwards to prove anything 
out s ide the l imited realms of its perce pt ion as false , a hoax, or some wrong 
funct ioning of the brain . 

There are a couple of othe r points I need to correct as we l l .  The first w� 
my stat ement about making non-ordinary expe riences understandable to our nor­
mal stat e s  of mind . In ret ros pect this was quite a boo-boo , becau.3e this would 
only serve to make non-ordinary experiences commidif iable by the incessant drive 
of capital . I think that non-ordinary experiences are · able to transform nor­
mal states , ult imately erod ing the based of them by �bowing them to be mo�tly 
kulturally- induced ll lus ion.3 . The other point that need� correct ing is the 
statement that we need a methodology in order to combat our conditioning and 
the i l lusions it creates . Here I make the mistake of using part of the problem 
as part of the solut ion . I fe e l  we need e fforts and we need some means by 
wh ich to do this , but not a pre-defined system of rules and how-to ' s .  Each 
ind iv idual can d isc over/create her own methods and ways , borrowing from and 
using (how about plagiarising? ) anything that st rikes her fancy . This does 
not prec lude any serious study or d i l igence in e ffort s ;  that they are se lf­
d ire cted is the iey here . 

How such pract ices connect ; to anarchi�m is of great importance to me ,  be-
cau�e thi s conne ct ion is one of l ibe rat ion . I de s i re' to locate the anarchist ic , 
ant i-authoritarian , and subversive e lements of these practices which I labeled 
"myst ical " ,  be cause doing so can free the individual from the techno-capitalist.­
chr i�tian power structure a bit , and give her the abil ity to live more free ly . 
When such pract ices are connected to a ded ire for l iberation from dominat ion ,  
then t hey he l p  t o  remove the indiv idual from the whole st inking system, not 
place he r more securely w ithin it� confine s . So to me it i� inherent ly po li­
t ical . 

Some of these e lement� that I have found so far are procedses that increase 
an individual ' s  awarenes� and realization of herse l f  as an alive , active being . 
This can involve a certain amount of empowerment or ' solidity ' � an ind iv i­
dual be ing ,  as we ll as a sense of be ing ine xtricably conne cted to a vast range 
of t he r  be ings (a simultane ous move away from sol idity? ) . The implicat ions 
of t he se realizat ions on the behaviour of the individual can be intensely sub­
vers ive to the current order of dominat ion . Seeking such realizat ion� in 
an intense and profound and personal way id increadingly be coming the focu� 
of all that I do . 



·And so , when I look at "myst ic ism" , or think about way;;j in wh ich to begin 
t oying wit h  d ifferent ideas and pract ice s ,  I look for aspe c t s  that pay no 
due s to gods or othe r abstract forces such as "th tao " or "the way" . I 
also have no interest in se lf-worship; t he "I am my own god" or "we are 
al l gods " at t itudes st i l l  le ave the mast e r/slave re lat ion�hip that under­
l ie s  re l igion intact . Remembe r ,  self-empowerment and gre ater sensitivity t o  
one ' s  environment are ·not mutually e xlus ive . 

There are twa areas of act ivity that I am current ly e xp l oring. The fir�t is 
med itat ion . I f ind that meditat ion ,  w it h  rhythmic breathing, enables me to 
break through the no i�e in my head at cert ain moment s ,  and get a sense of 
myse l f ,  my body . Thus far it makes me fee l  that my body and my mind are dif­
ferent . part s  of the same thing . It also increase� my sensit iv ity to my sur­
roundings , enabling me t o  pick up on finer and more subt le variations of sen­
sat ion .  And it enables me t o  be tter l i�ten t o  my own body , whose faint sig­
nals are usually drowned out by the kultural feedback e ffect ( in which we 
tapeloop our fears and add to our confusion ) . 

The se cond area is movement . To me ,  study of and e xpe rimentation with movement 
is very important , because it is large ly a learned phenomenon, and the oppre s­
sive me chanism� of our kulture are recorded in our bod ies , Un�learning and 
rerlearning · movement can loosen" the gri p  of thia repressive programming on 
our cons c i ousness . In a sense it breaks up our charact e r  armor ( if I am using 
that term corre ct ly) : but the armor is re s i l ient , so t hi� must be done in a 
variety of ways ( and I fee l  pers istence iti ne ce ssary ) in order for deep change 
to occur . Dance , mart ial art s ,  and othe r spontaneous movements can he lp t o  
bring about such change s .  

Another issue t hat I want t o  deal with i s  "spi ritual ity". . The entire notion 
of "spiri� " as se parate and d ist inct from "fle sh" or body i::s a di chotomy 
which I feel has bee n  imposed on human e x pe rience and made ' concrete ' by 
many rel igions and phi l osophies . Those groups throuthout his-story who 
di ffered from this l ine met with suppre ss ion and pe rse cut ion . If the spirit/ 
flesh d i chotomy is removed ,  howeve r ,  one h� a cont inuum of real ity e xper­
ience which extends from the dee ply pe rsonal to the widely e xte rnal . 

I have been thinking a good bit about why I am writing these ea says and art ic les , 
taking up the se discuss ion� , and so forth . I do not w ish to s pe l l  out or name 
that which cannot or should not be spe lled out or named . '�hat I am seeking is 
a change of worldv iew , an un-learning of a lot of what I know . I wi sh to 
create a s ituat ion which is more conducive to non-ord inary � xperience (which 
means remov ing the blockages ) . This , to me ,  means a bas ic t. • ..u ge in one 1 s 
l ife which is d ire ct ly conne cted to unplugging one se lf from the se lf-perpet­
uating syste m  of domination of patr iarchy , capital ism , te chno-fet ishism , 
the judeo-christ ian morass , and mass med ia . Experien c ing non-ordinary reality 
and becoming freer go hand-in-hand - each enhances the othe r .  Those drunk 
on the wine of be ing are not useful to those in powe r and may we l l  be dangerous 
to t he m .  One idea I am looking at is an "art iculated schizophren ia" . This 
impl ie s a kind of cons c ious insanity, a dee p and wondrous break with ' c onsen-
sus real ity ' in whi c h  poss ibilit ies are opened up and normal lines of dist inct ion 
blur t  merge , separate , and dance with one anothe r .  C e rtainly "th is" real ity 
could be part of this . At this point I think it best to st op talking about 
my ideas and t o  start asking some que st ions ( otherw ise I ' d go on for pages • • • •  ) . 
What does this mean or imply to you? How ( if you can ) do you conceive of or 
e x pe rience such a cond it ion? Do you see examples of it in your daily l i fe ,  
cracks in the humdrum same-old which invite some prying int o? Ways to sl i p  
in a bit o f  a non-ord inary element into a seemingly ordinary event? � 
I w i l l  leave thi� · at quest ions ( and hopefully di scuss ion ) , s ince my thinking 
and act ing in this area has raised only more que st ions with everything I ap­
paren t ly "f igure out " .  Hopeful ly this reflect s a push toward openneas , as 
each endeavor shows the falseness of the sructures that apparently support it .

I t  •ay s e e• frivolous to quibble 
about aew ta i s  was don e ,  as i f  we were p etulan t ly throwin� s t ones in­
s i d e  ta e p er f e c t  �lass wall s of ta e N ew Worla Ord er .  Aad aow caastly 
to actually cas t d oubt on t h e  d e s i rabili ty and virtu e of ta e acco•­
p l i sament i t s el f !  N ever ta e l e s s , ta e fac t  is tha t t a e  new ( and pre­
sumably still human) creatures who inhabi t the n ouv ell e re�ime have 
at tained tranqu i l i ty and un i versal ord er not by mas terin� th e primal 
forces wi thin th em selve s ,  but by eliminatin� th em . Of th e s e  two pos­
s i ble solu t i on s  to the human conunarum - - b ecomin& &od s or b e c omin & 
zombi es -.- the forc es that act and c h o o s e  on b ehalf of th e wh ole .P lan e t  have opted for th e l a t t e r .  I t  i s  adm i t ted ly a hop eful s i gn  
that there i s  s t ill someone l e ft w h o  i s  hum an en ough tc d eplo re thi s 
c h o i c e  and a t t em p t  to call at t en ti o n to i t ; but it i s d i s t ressing bow 
few of us there are ,  and how daun ting th e pros p e c t  for reali stic 
act ioa to r e vers e an apparent land slide of his tory. 

And yet we are convin c ed that th ere is s om ething that can b e  done 
- - that th e r e  is in fac t a solu t i on astound i ng in i ts simp l i c i ty ,  
albeit dras t i c  in app earan c e  to th o s e  who have fall en i n t o  t h e  lo ck­
s t ep of th e z o m b i es and had th eir brains i c ed by mind .  contro l .  You 
can jud ge h o w  far gon e  you p ers onally are by your r elati on to the 
s tatement th a t  the fir s t  s t ep toward und ers tanding th e s oluti oA i s  to 
unplug your s elf from the elec troni c m ed ia -- at l east long en ough to 
g e t some p er sp ec t ive , wh i ch c ould be anywh ere from a coup l e  of we eks 
to a coupl e  o f  y ears .  Do n ' t wat ch TV , d on ' t li s t en t o  the rad io or 
s t ereo , don ' t  go to th e movi es , d on ' t use c ompu te�s -- at al l ,  any of 
i t .  If you h ave not b e en totally zombi fi ed , th en a t  s om e  p o i n t  in 
your media fas t you may exp eri ence a rebi rth of pr imality -- a bare 
i nkling of a mind that thinks for i t s e l f ,  an eye that sees what ' s  
wh at , · and a h eart that fairly br eak s from th e knowl edge o f  th e loss 
w e ' ve suffered . At th i s  poin t ,  you will be ready to compreh end the 
n ext step o f  th e s olu t i on . 

There are a number of plans extant for th e impro vement of th e 
human sp eci e s . Th e one that has been in eff e c t  on a broad sc ale for 
th e past t wo hundred years is an impl em enta ti on of th e the ory that if 
the bas i c  phy s i c al n e ed s  of the mass of humani ty were sati sfi ed , the 
p eople would r i s e  to n ew h ei ghts of moral and s p i ri tual d evel opmen t .  
What ' s  happ en ed inst ead i s  th e moral and spiri tual de bac l e  w e  s e e  
around us , d i sproving th e validity o f  th i s  the ory c ompl e t ely an d  for­
ever. Whate ver it tak es to insp ire human b eings to tran s c end them­
s elves , i t  is e vid ently something o th er than : 

A j ob ,  a hous e ,  a c ar ,  
A mi crowave oven an d  a VCR . 

Som e  of th e p eople wh o have all t h es e things are followers of a 
trend purp ort edly to ward th e spiri tual b e t t erm en t of human i t y ,  or at 
l east of th em s elves . Some of th em ar e prac t i t i on ers o f me thod ologi es 
and d i sciplin e s  hand ed d o wn  from the h e t erod ox body of glo bal spirit­
u al trad i ti on . We can a t t e s t  th e p o t en cy of some of th es e pa t.hways , 

. and are even l ed to sp eculate that a favored i n d i v i dual h er e  and there 
may evolve t o  s t el � ar proportions . But the larg er swath of N ew Age 
n o e t i c i sts can D ever evo lve in t o  anything r em o t ely capabl e o f alvag­
i n g  th e fu ture of the s p ec i es .  To und erstand wh y ,  we mus t d l nto 
areas that ar e n o t  only l i t tle known in th e p o st-modern utop i a ,  but 
ac tively for bi dd en . 

Civili zati on rests i n trinsically on a d i vi s i on of th e p eople into 
a hi erarchi c al s truc ture , wi th mind c ontrol o f  vari ou· tri p e s  n eed ed 
t o  k eep the l o w er ord ers in plac e .  Th e p ersonal human qual i ties also 
t end to get d i via ed up . H i s torical l y , i t ' s po s s i bl e  to conc eive of a 



whole human b eing only in a pre- or Don- or un- c i vi l i z ed con t ex t ,  be­
c aus e the bas i c  primal human s eems to immed i ately get fragm en t ed in 
any s o cial s y s tem further removed from nature than the pal eol1 thi c  
c l an .  Th e earli est civili zations explained th eir caste d i vi s i ons i n  
t erms o f  a f i ve-fold mod el : 

At the b e tt om of the s o cial pyramid were the labo rers , who special­
i z ed in th e physical asp ec t of human nature , emb odying th e earth ele­
m en t .  N ex t  w ere what we would tod ay call th e middle clas s : the farm 
oWRers and m erchants , who were said t o  b e  c en t ered in the em o ti onal 
nature , involving th e wat e r elemen t -- e . g . , i rrigation and s eafarin g .  
Then there were th e formal pri esthood and other i n t ell ectual s , symbol­
i z ed by th e elem en t  of ai r ,  calling upon th e gods who lived i n  th e 
h eaven s . Th e fourti1 cas t e  was that of th e warri ors , .man i fe s t in g  th e 
fi ery el em en t  of man ' s b e i n g .  In th e b e s t  of t i m e s , the warri ors and 
their lad i es would c on s t i tu t e  a true nobili ty , s om e thing approaching a 
culture of wh o l e  ind ividual s :  th ey would p o s s e s s  th e phys i cal , emo­
t i onal , and m ental fi tness that had b e en fragm ent ed am ongs t the lower 
c as t es , and would fir e these el em en t s , as it w er e , i n  a cru c ibl e -­
uni ting th em in an all- c om prehending faculty of intuition. 

Th e fifth element i s  spac e ,  or spirit , and th e i nd i viduals who at­
t ained thi s  finest c en t er w ere so few that th e y  w ere often not recog­
n i z ed  as the c as t e  th ey wer e ,  and are. I t  was h ardly ever h eredi tary; 
i ts m embers were indiTiduals who " graduated" from th e o th er c as t es , 
o ft en that of th e nobl �· warri ors , as in th e case of Buddha. This 
c as t e c onsi s t s  o f  th e true hidd en ele c t , m en and women who h ave ri s en 
t o  spiri tual greata es s .  

Socially an d  evolutionarily speaking, th e gr eatest d i sas ter that 
h a s  b efallen the human race in th e las t  five hundred y ears i s  th e d e­
cline of th e primal nobil i ty .  T echnologi c al weaponry removed the com­
manders of l e gi ons from the n eed to go physi cally into battle aad 
p ersonally d raw the blood of the foe wi th th e blad e ,  th e bow , or th eir 
bare h and s .  Ther e  was always a t end ency for ar i s to crats to grow soft 
and c omplac en t ,  but the mirac les o f  mod ern sci ence hav e rend ered th e 
g enus o b s c en e ;  n ever in th e history of th e plan e t  has th ere b e en a 
c o t eri e of o l i garchs l es s  worthy to rul e .  

T h e  d ark f orc es that u s e  t ech as a tool have furthermore f o i s t ed a 
d e cline in primal i ty upon th e p opulation as a wh ole . Our brave new 
world ord er is brimming w i th techn o crat s and int ell e c tu al s ,  and even 
the prol etarians are innoculated by elec tronic m ed i a  with th e cruder 
s train s of d e cad en t  cul tur e .  Cons equ ently , th e only people around 
any more wi th a T e s t i g e  of geneti c phys ical forc e ,  or a h i gh dose of 
p rimal en ergy , are to be found in th e rol e  ·of outcastes -- the lumpen 
bum s  who hang out on corners doing d rugs and crime , and the higher­
c alibre vari e t y  who s e  cond i t i on is often d i agn o s ed as a m ental illn ess 
and " cured " wi th s ome chemi cal s p e c i fi cal ly d es i gn ed t o  annihilate 
p rimali ty. 

Thus we c an  s e e  that efforts by th e d eprimal i z ed eli t e  in thi s 
emas culated age to impro ve the small quantum of b eing that has been 
allot ted to them by th E t e chno s t ruc tur e is equi val ent to piddling in to 
a river. Sl i ghtly more s i gn i fi cant re sul ts can ari s e  if th e aspiran ts 
s trive not only to el evat e bu t al so to reprimal i z e  th em s elves . And 
u l timately , the only hope for humani ty to survive at all i s  to impro ve 
th e basic s t o ck as part o f  th e pro c e s s .  

T h e  bo ttoming-out of th e cast e  d i vi s i on i n  th e great n e w  age o f  
r o b o t  d emocracy and zombi e qual i t y  pres en t s  us wi th th e nec essity and 
t h e  opportuni ty of s tarting it al l over from scratch . Wi th no surviv­
i n g  cultural enclaves ef nobil i ty ,  th e most real i s t i c  way to reclaim 
the whelen e s s  of th e five elemen t s  is to reTert t o  th e manner of life 
that obtained b efore th�y were divid ed up am ongs t th e fi ve cas tes. 

Envi si on a s eries o �  wi ldern ess s e t tl em ents wh ere th e most sophis­
t i c at ed frui ts of civi li zati on are cul t i vated in a natural , in tenti on­
a lly primi tive mil i eu d es i gn ed to re claim and s u s tain the primal 
quali ty of th e p eopl e ,  and to tran sm i t  it down through th e generati ons . 
Even farmin g ,  wi th i t s  arb i trary d i vi s i on o f  drud g ery and ar ti fi cially 
created need s ,  i s  forsaken by thi s  e l e c t . Each succ eeding generation 
o f  children will be hard i er than th e one b efor e ;  and th e s e  h i ghly 
p rimal b oys and g i rl s  will be pres en t ed wi th the oppor�un i ty from th e 
e arli e s t  practi cab l e  age to mak e us e of th e most effec t i v e  psycho­
s p iri t�al tools d eveloped over the cours e of 6000 y ears of c i Tiliza­
t i on . 



A new gen e- p o o l  of th i s  nature , 
small bu t vi abl e ,  may well be the

Nazi video gatnes 
The Associated Press 

LOS ANGELES - Underground com­
puter-video games circulating among Aus­
trian and German· students test the ability to 
manage a Nazi death camp and to 
distinguish . between Aryans and Jews, a 
Holocaust study center says. 

Eight copies of the programs, designed for 
home computers, were obtained by the 
Simon Wiesenthal Center in Los Angeles. 
The center demonstrated two of the pro­
grams for The Associated Press on Monday. 

Rabbi Abraham Cooper, the center's 
associate d� said the programs are based 
on the Holocaust but often substitute Turks, 
many of whom work in Gemany, for Jews. 

In one program, KZ Manitger, the player 
must sell gold fillings, lampshades and labor 
to earn enough money ·to buy gilS nn1 ac!tt 
gas chambers to kill Turks at the Treblinka 
death camp. "KZ" is an abbreviation of the 
German word for. concentration camp. 

The player must correctly answer ques­
tions about Turks or be taken by a Grim 
Reaper figure to the Buchenwald death 
camp. 

"What you want to do now if you love 
playing computer games, you want to go 
right back in and you want to win/' Cooper 

said. "It's a very shrewd psychology in tenns 
of the design of the game." 

Reports of the games have . circulated for 
several years, but they were not believed to 
be widespread until a recent surge of reports 
in the Austrian media, be said. 

Newspapers reported that a poll of 
students in one Austrian C:ty said that nearly 
40 pcF.ent knew of the pmes and more than 
20 percent bad seen tl em, Cooper said. 

The game Alyan :; �-st says it is by Adolf 
Hitler Softwl('e Ltd. The game Anti-Turk 
Test says it was nu·de in Buchenwald by 
Hitler & Hcss. 

Distribution has b-·en by electronic mail, 
un er-the-counter sal.� word of mouth and 
· deceptive packaging on store shelves. 
Cooper �d the Ji:lckaging of the KZ 
Manager game resembles "some sort of 
money game." 

Cooper believes the games are the work of 
neo-Nazi propagandists seeking youthful 
followers through a technology Jargel .. 
unfamiliar to their pa -cnts .
