The FUND is still attempting to obtain a complete report on the
puzzling Puget Sound case, the "UFO that got away.' What can be
reported at this time is that an analysis has been conducted on the
reddish mud scraped off the submerged object by divers. An electron
microprobe test was done at a well known university in California

to determine the compositon of the red material that was imbedded in
the paper used to wipe off the diver's boot. The test found iron
and oxygen in a ratio suggesting iron oxide. This test removes the
red material from the '"anomalous' category. However, the shape and
size of the object, and its seeming disappearance after discovery,
have yet to be explained.

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It is clear that our apparent failure to resolve this case is a direct result

of an insufficiency of funds. As a result of the case, we initiated a ''Rapid
Deployment Fund' specifically designed to make money available for "instantaneous
investigation' of cases where there is a good chance of getting convincing
information (e.g., multiple witness, landing trace cases, etc.). The "Rapid
Deployment Fund" now has more than $700, which is a good beginning.

Also during this quarter, the FUND has received initial portions of two
abduction case catalogs being compiled by Dr. Edward Bullard and Michael
Frizzell. These catalogs will be available this spring. Both are exhaustive
analyses of abduction cases found in the UFO literature from around the world.

The FUND is pleased to report it is making available--for the first time--

a new package of U.S. government documents on the sighting of a UFO by U.S.
Senator Richard Russell and other witnesses in the Soviet Union in 1955. The
document package is a complete collection of Air Force, FBI and CIA documents
relating to this sighting, identifying Sen. Russell, former Chairman of the
Armed Services Committee, as the primary witness for the first time. This new
document package, which consists of more than 50 pages of previously unreleased
material, is available from the FUND for $15. Please use the enclosed reply
form to make your order.

The FUND is also taking advance orders for what will prove to be a fascinating
new book by Dr. Richard Haines, a member of the FUND's National Board of
Directors, on the famous Frederick Valentich case. Dr. Haines' book, The In-
Flight Disappearance of Frederick Valentich, won't be available until late in
the spring; however, the FUND has made a special arrangement with the publisher
to have copies available as soon as they come off the presses. The book, with
a forward by FUND Chairman Bruce Maccabee, details the disappearance of pilot
Valentich off the coast of Australia near Melborne in October 1978, immediately
after he reported seeing a large Unidentified Flying Object. His last words
were: '"lt's not an aircraft!" Dr. Haines' book is the most thorough analysis
of this sighting ever published, and it provides several possible explanations
which are left up to the reader to decide is most likely.

1985 YEAR-END REPORT

Over the past year, the FUND has sponsored investigation/research projects on
the UFO crash/retrieval issue and UFO '"abduction' reports, as well as historical
research and other topics. The final report on the psychological study of UFO
"abductees,'" by Dr. Aphrodite Clamar, Bud Hopkins and Ted Bloecher was released
in 1985, and copies were sent to major psychology societies. The study had one
major finding: that after study by well-qualified professional psychologists,
UFO "abductees'" are essentially normal people who display the symptoms of
victims, not '"crackpots.'" (See the excellent article summarizing the study

on the opposite side of this page, re-printed from the Baltimore News American.)

A major catalogue of UFO abduction cases, with analyses of recurring patterns
and significant features, has been compiled by Dr. Edward Bullard. This massive
document will be released by the FUND in 1986, along with a complementary study
by Michael Frizzell conducted independently. Together, these two reports will
become sourcebooks and will provide guidance for all future studies of abduction
case reports. They will provide an overview of the nature and scope of the UFO
abduction question, which should stimulate further research.

A major study of the 1896-97 "mystery airship" reports in the U.S., by Robert

G. Neeley, Jr., is in an advanced stage and is expected to be released in 1986.
Research support by the FUND enabled Mr. Neeley to travel extensively through-
out the U.S. to visit major libraries and despository sites and to obtain a
large amount of new information, despite the fact that several other people
already have conducted fairly comprehensive research on this topic. The result-
ing catalogue and analysis should be the most definitive study yet conducted of
what might be called the first wave of UFO sightings in the U.S. 1If, in fact,
there is a conventional explanation for the reports, the information compiled

by Mr. Neeley will be an important factor in resolving this question.

In parallel with the U.S. study, the FUND recently approved a grant to a team
of British investigators to compile and analyze data on '"'mystery aircraft"
reports in the British Isles early in the 20th Century. This study will get
under way in 1986.

Another project funded over the past two years and expected to result in a

final report during 1986 is an update (considerably expanded) of the study by
V.J. Ballester-Olmos of Iberian Peninsula (Spain and Portugal) UFO cases
involving physical effects--otherwise known as Close Encounters of the Second
Kind. The original catalogue of Iberian Peninsula CE-II cases was published by
the Center for UFO Studies in 1976. Again, the expanded data collection and
analysis is expected to provide a clearer picture of the nature and scope of CE-
II cases worldwide.

A long-time goal of the FUND has been to encourage UFO research projects in

the college/university community, to provide funding for graduate and post-
doctoral level studies. Colleges and universities potentially are a major
contributor to UFO research. A proposal from a graduate student in astronomy
currently is being evaluated by the National Board, and thus it is premature to
discuss it more fully at this time.

The FUND, over the past few years, also has received inquiries or proposals
from documentary film makers and others regarding major projects that are
presently beyond our existing financial resources. This is mentioned in order
to illustrate that there is no lack of people willing to do the work we all
would like to see accomplished--if only the funds were available. That is the
sole purpose of the Fund for UFO Research.
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
