At first, he was given a view 
of the Earth from space, then a journey around the Moon, and finally a 
landing and tour on the surface of the Moon, where he met people who 
actually live there. He also took trips to the various planets as well. 

Later, Howard Menger went on to marry a beautiful woman from Venus, 
so he claims. He is, at the present, very active in the saucer movement.

!n this theory, it is believed 
that the un iverse never had a 
be&inning and will ha ve no end. 
The st a �s now in existence will 
some day burn out and new ones 
will take their nla ces formed 
from newly co� bined matter. Gas­
eous ma tter is being accumalated 
in billions of tons from atoms 
of hyd rogen . Hydrogen atoms 
are thrown out by stars and only 
appe ar in space, but they are 
not created. 

�ow about Solar Systsms and 
?lanets? How d 1 d they come into 
e xi st e nce? 
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There have been numerous theories proposed on these questions. 
About four good theories, however, have really stood out. rwo of 
·these theories which are considered to be the most logical are the 
Nebular Hypothesis and Dust Cloud theories. 

The Nebular Hypothesis Theory. A French astronomer of the 18th 
century claimed that th� sun was at one time a nebula (mass of hot 
gasses). It rotated at very high speeds and finally began to cool off. 
As the mass cooled down, it became smaller and began to spin faster and 
faster. Finally, a ball of gas broke off, and another followed in a 
continuous process. Fach of these layers or balls of gas cooled down 
and formed what we now term as the "planets". 

'llie Dust Cloud Theory. This theory, also called the"Protoplanet 
Theory", explains that the gase s which formed the sun slowly contracted. 
They separated into different parts such as the "protostar" and the"pro­
toplanets". 

'The Planetsimal Theory. �·Jhen the sun was approaching another star, 
the gravitational attraction from the star pulled various parts away from 
the sun. These parts formed to become the "planets"o 

The Tidal Wave Theory. Similar to the Planetesimal Theory, when 
the sun neared a star, the force of attraction pulled away tides of mat­
ter from the sun which swung into space and formed the ''planets". 

Now that some of these theories have been explained, try to imag­
ine the universe, if it had a beginning, before it was formed. Isn't 
it unbelievable to try to imagine "nothingness"?

flags on the North Pole, then proceeded straight across to 'fuller, Alaska. 
lrhey proved that between the North ?ole and Alaska lies only the deep Pol-
ar Sea. 

In the Hollow �arth theory it is noted that the earth has a hole at 
the North and South Pole about 1400 miles in diameter. If thi s were s o, 
any investigation of a map would s how that this would take in the North­
ern rim of Siberia, and Part of the Scandinavian Peninsula and part of 
Canada. Obviously these countries would know whether their northern 
borders dipped downward into a hole. Admiral Byrd's flight took off 
from Spitzbergen in 1926 �-n a Fokker plane. *  He s tarted at 12:50 A.M. 
and reached the Pole at 9:00 P.M., circled it severa l times , then re­
turned to Spitzbergen at 4:30 A.�l. or after about 15 hours of flying , 
or l,L�oo mi l es . Since it is about 600 miles fro m Spitzbergen to the 
Pole, Byrd must have gone about 100 mil es around or beyond the Pole be­
fore turning back because of low gas supply. History does not relate 
anything unusual about his discoveries. 

Again in 1928 v-rilkins flew from Pt. Barrow, A. laska over the North 
pole and, after 20 hours , reached Spitzbergen . He s tated no new land 
areas were sighted . ** 

In 1937 tw o non-stop flights from Moscow to the United States were 
made over the �·Jorth Pole. 'I'he firs t commercial flights made over the 
Pole. Surely all of these flights would have n oticed s ome peculiarity 
in the �.rth at the ?ole. 

Again in 1937 the Russian Ship Sedov reached within 300 miles of 
the �ole and was frozen 1n the ice for months . They could not be frozen 
in a hole. The most recent demonstration of a normal North Pole was in 
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195� when the Nautilus sailed under the Pole making a sounding which 
showed about 1,500 ft. between the bottom of the Sea and the under­
side of the ice shelf. I'he 'Jautilus sailed from Spitzbergen and made 
a straight line north arriving at Point Barrow in Alaska.
