Saucer Fragments' from the past 

By Rick R. Hilberg 

In the ear ly days of UFO research, there were many claims of persons having recover­
ed parts of the mysterious flying saucers. Most, if not all of these reports, later 
turned out to be clever--and sometimes not so clever--hoaxes. Everything from old 
saw blades to paper plates were found, with newspapers giving fu ll coverage to these 
silly events. But even though the published reports were skeptical regarding the 
validity of the 11evidence 11, who is to say that behind the screen of joking sarcasm 
erected by the newspapers of that time there was some truth to the stories? 

Early in the saucer era, on Ju ly 6, 1947, a jeweler named Norman Hargraves found an 
aluminum disk f loating in the water on a beach near Trinity Bay, Texas. At first 
the papers gave litt le space to the find, Hargraves later saying the who le incident 
11 • • •  was a l l  a joke. 11 However, T H E  HOU STON  C H RO N I C L E  said, 11 There are some myster­
ious facts contained in Hargraves• first report that lend credence to the tale. 11 
Supposed ly, the fo l lowing was written on the disk: 11 Military secret of the United 
States of America, Army Air Forces M4339658. Anyone damaging or revea ling des­
cription or whereabouts of this missle sub ject to prosecution by the U. S. Govern­
ment. Ca l l  co l lect at once, LD 446, Army Air Forces Depot, Spokane, Washington. 11 

Supposed ly, Hargraves to ld a reporter from the same paper that a 11 Col . Voyce 11 from 
the Spokane Depot had cautioned him about revea ling information about the disk. 
Hargraves a lso said the officer instructed him to turn the find over to the local 
police. , The o lice in nearb Pe l l  denied that they had the disk in their posses­

sion. At this time, Col . R. W. War­
ren, Commanding Officer at El lington 
Field, said his office wou ld invest­
igate the matter. 

The fol lowing report was carried in 
the HOU STO N P R ES S  of Ju ly 8th: 
11 Norman Hargraves, former Boy Scout 
executive, admitted today it was he 
who perpetrated a f lying saucer hoax 
that even Army authorities took ser-

An aluminum disk twenty inches in diameter ... quite an expensive hoax! Possibly 
Norman Hargraves indeed did find a crashed airfoil on the beach and, from his des­
cription, it seems hardly like a machine from outer spar0. It seems to me quite 
possible that Hargraves found some sort of Army test "saucer", as rumors from all 
parts of the country, at that time, told of secret U. S. tests to duplicate the 
saucers' flight. Assuming that he did find a crashed American flying saucer, it 
would seem logical that the authorities would want the whole story squelched--hence 
the 11Confession" made by Hargraves. 

While the Hargraves incident was being written off as a hoax, a man in Hillsboro, 
Texas found some mysterious "stuff 11 in his garden that just melted away when he 
touched it. 

Bob Scott said that he found pieces of a four-inch saucer-shaped object in his gar� 
den . It appeared 11Spidery and dusty" and gave off a light so bright he could not 
look directly at it . The ob ject was about as thick as four pieces of tinfoil or 
silver, but was translucent when examined on its side . 

When Scott picked it up, it seemed to disso lve slowly in his hand without any heat 
being fe lt. Again, a strange ob ject found, this time some sort of built-in "self­
destruct" mechanism. Was the Army playing with its little saucer prototypes that 
week? 

Other saucer fragments were claimed found in October of 1948 by cattlemen near 
Montrose, Colorado. In April of the following year, a Noah L. Clubb told he was 
re quested to turn the fragment he had in his possession over to Air Force intelli­
gence men. The Air Force men were reported to have spent two days searching a mile 
square section of rugged country some fifteen miles west of Delta, where a second 
and longer segment was reportedly found. 

I 

The original segment of the circu lar rim-shaped piece was found by cattlemen ident­
ified only as the Calhoun brothers. When the two finds were pieced together, 
they looked as if they were part of a wheel-shaped instrument about four feet in 
diameter. The aluminum appearing device was about two inches across and one inch 
thick . 

On the outer edge of the wheel were tube-like wicks about two inches long and made 
of brass. Some said that these even numbered wicks may have been part of some fuel 
feeding system. 

Clubb said that the Air Force inte lligence men were taking the two segments, one 14 
and the other 26 inches long, to Lawry Field near Denver for examination . No more 
was heard about the fragments . 

On December 18, 1950, The University of New Mexico announced that they were invest­
igating, without success, an eighteen-inch sphere that was found by deer hunters a 
month previous. Dr. Lincoln La Paz was unable to come up with any answer as to what 
the ob ject was or who made it. 

The find included the sphere, built of a light material--possibly duraluminum 
weighing seven pounds two ounces, an ob ject resembling a large f lower pot made of 
plastic imbedded with nylon fibers, a cheap alarm clock equipped with an expensive 
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micro switch, and three packages of photograph fi lm of a type used in nuc lear re-
·search. La Paz suspected that the object was a loft on November 29, as the number 29 
was written in ink with a ditto mark on a segment of the fi lm. The fi lm was manu­
factured by I lford Limited of London, Eng land and dated November 14, 1949. 

Dr. La Paz stated that on ly a few days after November 29, he received two reports of 
green fi reba 1 1  s in the genera 1 area of where the sphere was found. When asked 
whether he thought the find cou ld be a hoax, he stated, .. You cou ld hard ly find a 
p lace to leave a hoax where it wou ld be less like ly to be found 11• 

In a l l  of the mentioned reports, the finds seemed to be more than quick ly fabricated 
hoaxes. They were a l l  parts of some sort of rea l, operating ob ject. From examina­
tion, a l l  the finds were identified as terrestria l materia l, in some cases, common 
materia l. Then, may we not specu late that in the first few years after the in­
crease in UFO reports fo l lowing the war, the government bui lt and f lew sma l l  craft 
in an attempt to dup licate the saucers? From the evidence at hand, we may a lso 
specu late that these primitive devices crashed on severa l occasions--their parts be­
ing found by civi lians. 

What happened to the 11mi ni saucer.. pro ject, if it existed, and what did they find 
about the design and f light of the mysterious UFOs?

In the summer of 1969, a c lose study of te le­
VlSlOn pictures transmitted by Mariner 6 of 
the p lanet Mars revea led a mysterious region 
of terrain different than anything on either 
the earth or moon.

The presence of gases was discovered by a de­
vice that measured the intensity of infrared 
wave lengths passing through the Mars atmos­

Wave lengths characteristic of methane and ammonia were being absorhed by the 

Laboratory tests showed that the wave lengths are absorbed by thick deposits of dry 
ice. The absorptions were seen over the white snows near the south po le and nowhere 
e lse. It appears, therefore, that they both represented dry ice.
