An Orchard Street man reported late Thursday night that he had spotted
an unidentified flying object in the southern sky.

George Polozic said he first spotted the red and green stationary ob-
ject at about 10 p.m. after his mother, who had been outside told him
she had seen something in the “skye..

Polozic said that after seeing.the.object he drove to the Vernon
Police Department where he pointed it out, using binoculars, to three
police officers.

Vernon Police Lt. Emilio Pellegrini confirmed that he saw two blinking
lights in the sky but said he had no idea of what it was.

UFO SIGHTED IN SHELBY = GAFFNEY, S.C. Ledger - July 15, 1977

Shelby -- An unidentified flying object was siglted at 2 a.m¢ Thursday
by two young Shelbians and a Shelby police officer.

Johnny Hayes, 18, and h*s 13 year old brother Douglas, were on the
porch of their residence at 304 Tineberger St. when they saw the ob-
Ject in the sky, Johnny Hayes said.

"I had taken a bath and my brother and I were cooling of f on the

porch before going to bede I read books on astronomy and 1like to
watch the sky. I looked up and saw this big, strange object that kept
changing colors hovering up there? Johnny explatned.

After watching the ohject about 30 minutes, the brothers decided to
call police. Officer Teo Shores was dispatched to the Hayes residence.
Shores watched the object about five m'nutes, Hayes said, left and re-
turned with two other officers and confinued to watch the UFO for
another 25 to 30 minutes until it disappeared, Johnny Hayes said.

The following report was filed at the police department by Shores,
"Hayes pointed out an object in the eastern sky at about a ;0 degree
surface-to-air angle. The object appeared to be larger than a star.
It would change colors, that is, purple, red, blue, etc. The object
appeared tco be statipnary. The object was not an alrplane and did
not appear to be a star. No other stars were present around the
object. The only explanation T can give is that there was smog and
moisture in the air. It 1s possible that a large star was reflecting
and causing the colors. However, i1t did eventually di sappear."




WOMAN TELLS OF I.OCAL UFO - Niagara Falls Gazette - June 25, 1977

The barking of dogs and a "strange red glowing light" Friday morming
sparked a report of an unidentified flying object to Niagara County
Sheriff's deputies.

Jane Sherman, 3751 Beebe Road, told deputies she was awakened by the
barking of area dogs and investigated the disturbhance. She reported
a strange red glowing light over the woods near her home.,

She sald she called her daughter and son-in-law, who 1ive next door.
They Jjoined her in watching what appeared to be a craft hovering over
the wooded area. They reportedly watched for 15 minutes and told the
deputy arriving on the scene the craft disappeared, traveling in an
easterly direction, as he apnroached.
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UFO_REPORTED TO POLICE - MENOMONEE FATLS NEWS (WISC.) - July 1, 1977

Menomonee Falls police received a report of UFO's on July 6th, the
same night the squall system moved through the arezs.

According to police reports, Lynore I. Wiler, 28 of Pilgrim Road,
Menomonee Falls, and Pennie A. Wiler, 16 of the same address, and
ILinda O. Wiler, 19, of West Bend, stated that they walked out of the
Wiler house on Pilgrim Road and from the back yard, saw several un-
identified flying objects in the sky to the north.

Lynore salid the objects appeared to be some form of aircraft, and were
shaped similar to footballs. She said they appeared to have windows
or porthole type openings along the sides,

She said the ob jects hovered above one another in definite patterns
of threes and fours and moved rapidly across the sky, back amd forth,
She said she could not estimate the size, but stated that the objects
did not make any noise as they flew about.

Lynore said the objects hovered in the sky for about two hours and
would have been somewhere over the area of Maln Street and Pilgrim
Road. When police arrived, they were gone.

TWO MORE REPORT A UFO - Pawtucket Times - July 27, 1977

There are at least two other Pawtucket reaidents willing to stick
théir necks out and report seeing the UFO that a Pawtucket woman
claims she saw Sunday night.

On Monday morning, the woman (who asked not te be identified) called
the Times and reported seeming a flying object with two bright head-
lights twinkling 1ike diamonds.,

A spokesman at North Central State Airport in Lincoln and Smithfield

said the configuration of tha craft as reported by the woman, sounded
llke a private small aircraft, although he could not verify that any

Planes were in the air in the area at the time.

Monday afternoon, two more Pawtucket folk reported seelng the craft,
at the same time in about the same area.




Put they embellished the story a 11ttle. These two, who were in a
car when they saw the craft, said that not only did 1t look 1like twin
headlights and twinkling 1ights, but it also seemed to hover in one
spot for three or four minutese.

Meanwhile, & small plane came along and the two men heard the motor of
that plane. They heard no motor sound from the mystery craft. The
two sald they watched the craft for a full 20 minutes before 1t took
off 1in a northerly direction.

THREE UFO'S SEEN IN AREA - CORNWATY, ONT., - July 11, 1977

Three Unidentified Flying Objects were sighted over T.ong Sault Sunday
night. The eye witness and his wife, who prefer to remain anonymous,
stated that they spotted the first UFO at approximately 1C:30 p.m.
They said 1t was circular in shape and a bright yellow as 1t flew at

a high rate of speed from the north o the south. "We saw 1t clesarly,"
emphasized the eye witness. "It was not a falling star. There was no
diffusion of 1ight around the edges, 1t had to be a UFO."

He added that he and his wife saw the other two UFO's at around 11:15
and that they flew in from south to north in a zig-zag fashion and then
headed off ir an easterly directicn.

"wg'rs not sure what they were, btut it sure scared my wife", he said.

STRANZE OBJEZCT SEEN IN TESLIN TAKE

Toch Teslin 1s the placae to bes Thrat's where Menno Bosma of Teslin
was on Sunday when he and two others sighted a strange objJect in the
lake.

An object just at the surface of the stil) lake water at 11 a.m. Sun-
day morning attracted his attention when he was turning hi1s bhoat around,

Only part of the object, between 25 and 35 feet long, waes above the
surace. It was a darkish thing with black spots on 1t. It moved slow-
1y and steadily across the waters, unllke a fish or several fish,
pushing the water 'n a swell ahesd of it.

Rosma hasg 1ived in Teslin for four years, and fished the lake for that
long too. "I%ve never seen anything 1like this," he told The Star.

"There 1sn't any kind of fish that I know of that could make any dis-
turbance like that. A whale-type fish would do the same thing."

Bosma. and his two fishing companions had a good look at the thing,
although 1t was 200 or 300 feet away. He had spotted 1t when he turned
his boat around, and pointed it out to his two friends.

"It was there when I turned arocund and we looked at it...for more than
a half minute", says Bosma.

He headed his 1li foot boat towards it. When they got within 100 yands,
i1t slowly submerged.




The sighting occurred in the lake nearby the town of Teslin. The
lake 1s 90 miles longe.

Bosma, who says he would be skeptical i1f he had heard the story and
had not witnessed 1t, theorizes that 1t might be a sea-going creature
that made i1t's way up the Yukon and Teslin rivers from the Bering Sea.

UFO REPORTED OVER CITY - Penticton Herald, R.C., Canada - June 16, 1977

A Penticton man has reported seeing what he believes was an unidentified
flying object I1n the sky over the western part of the cilty Wednesday
evening.

Stan Pulton said he and a friend were standing on Van Horme St. at
11:30 p.m. when they saw what resembled a delta-winged (triangular
shaped) object traveling from north tuv south at a high rate of speed.
He observed the object for about 15 secondsbefome i1t disappeared. He
said 1t flew over the city at an -altitude of about 2,000 feet. The
object had lights on all three tips.

Mr. Fulton was a pilot during the Second World War. He said this was
the second time he has made such a sighting, the first being over the
Mediterranean Sea while he Wwas in the armed forces.

The tower control at the Penticton airport reported nothing out of the
ordinary in the skies above the city Wednesday night.
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
