Jay Cox or the Gannett News Service recently ran a piece about a UFO be­
ing seen in astronomer Carl Sagaa'e ''backyard" ot Ithica, New York. And while 
it's not as spectacular as some we've recently run, the anti-UFO Sagan connec­
tion llakes it a natural tor UAPA' s "Sighting Ot The Quarter." 

Cox reported that dozens or Ithica citizens had a UFO experience between 
9:00 and 10:00 PM on May 20th. 

"I ruled out airplanes and helicopters. The only thing it could've been 
was a blimp. Or something else, " said John Orale, who was en route to dinner 
with his wite, Stephanie. 

Although the night ot the reports was rather nastly, cloudy with scatter-
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ed periods or rain, police age ncies in the area received many phone calls. Se­
venty-five callers reported a �arge, low-flying object or objects - some spec­
ulated they might be eight ai�eraft - �lying in formation. 

But authorities at Tompkins County Airport had no notification rrom any 
such aircraft, and their checks with military sources revealed no activity 
from that sector that could have caused the reports. 

· Sev eral people who saw th objects compared them to blimps rather than 
ordinary aircraft. They also commonly described other characteristics: five 
to eight white lights and an oval or oblong shape. 

One person described an object shaped like a shield. Some saw red and 
green lights. Some reported no sound in association with their sightings. Some 
told of a slight humming noise. 

One person viewed it on Thurston Avenue bridge, near Sagan' s home. 
Needless to s ay, Carl Sagan had no comment about the reports.

PART 2 

(EDITOR'S NOTE: Part 1 of this interesting story was printed in the Summer 
Issue, #106, of FSD. - RSE) 

Stage #4 
Mr. Pel�er and myself meet witness at approximately 10:10 p.m. that even­

ing (June 26, 1967) at her place or employmen t .  The witness was just getting 
off duty. We were invited over to a table where we proceeded to question the 
witness. 

The following is what we have learned, remembering at all times to gain 
the confidence of the witness. 

1. The pictures were taken on or about the 4th or 5th of May 1967. 
2. The time was approximately 3:25 a.m . on same. 
3. There was another witness involved (her 

father). 
4. Witness, father, saw object in North 

Ridgeville Township. 
5. Witness, father, drove to Berea to meet 

daughter (witness). 
6. When witness was on 2nd floor of an �­

partmen t in Berea object was photogr aph­
ed. 

About The Object 

1. Object was very bright. 
?. Color was of bright red and orange ( like 

the color of a sun at sunset). 
�. Object hovered outside apartment window. 

(a) B,irst picture taken through window. 
(b) Second picture taken through open 

Hindow as object was hovering. 
Ll-. �Vhile ob j ec t was hovering it seemed to be 

wobbling on its axis. 
S. �enter section around object was derinitely spinni�. 

AUTHOR'.-.) NOTE: Witness referred to the center section as a 'platform. " 

6. Object had ligh ts on the "platform" all around that were very bright. 
AUT�IORT .:3 NOTE: These lights show up very clearly on photographs. 

7· Top of ob�ect was round ed (like the roundness of an egg). 
U . Bottom of object was also rounded (but more like the roundness of a 

toy top. ) 
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AUTHOR'S NOTE: This type of roundness can clearly be seen on the photographs. 
9. Witness stated object was visible outside apartment for approximately 

3 to 5 minutes. She also stated she could not be sure for she really 
isn't a good judge or time under these circumstances. 

Her Personal Feeling About the Object 
1. When witness first saw object through window she was shaken to the 

point or not turning away. She could not take her eyes oft the object. 
2. It seemed to captivate her. 
3. She claimed her body became rigid. 
4. Thought object was coming down (landing). 
5. Figures object to be the length o� a car and about 3 to 4 feet think. 
6. Object thought to be very close. 

Evaluation of Testimony 

At this point or stage of th case I would say: 
1. Witness appeared calm, but very excited. 
2. She was telling the truth. 
3. She had no prior knowledge of UFOs. 
4. She could not give exact date. 
5. She had always laughed at people who claimed to have seen UFOa . 
6. Used a 304 insta- matic camera. 
7. Wanted to talk to someone with knowledge or UFOs. 

Summation 

1. Witness turned over negative to me for further study. 
2. Witness agreed to loan us the pictures so we could make color slides 

for evaluation only it negatives were returned. The agreement was set 
for two or three days. 

3. Witness also agreed to let us question her father (which will be set 
at a future date) . 

4. Witness also agre d to let us go to her apartment, in the future, and 
take photographs o� same area. At this time we could also take mea­
surem nts of the trees and parking area tor distances in relationship 
to object. 

5. Mr. Pelger and witness worked out a sketch ot the object as seen from 
side view. 

6. Witness gave first name (Bonnie) and telephone number only. 
All summation here is after the first tour (4) stages only. 

Stage #5 
I tried to contact the witness to return the negatives and blow-ups, 

black and white prints. Date was June 28, 1967, time 7:06 and 7:52. No answer. 
On June 29, 1967, I made 3 telephone calls to witness's home. On all 

three occasions there was no answer. 
On June 30, 1967, the tirst call to the witness's home, at 2:47 p.m., 

prov d good. 
At this time I told th witness that I was trying to contact her �or 3 

days. She replied that she was not home. She also said that she had bad news 
for me. The pictures were in her handbag and she believes they were stolen. 
She carried the pictures in her handbag just in case we would show up at her 
place of employment. 

Before I could ask her anymore details, she told me to take the original 
negatives that I had in my possession and use them to get more pictures. 

With this, I thanked her and told her She would hear from me in 3 to 4 
days. 

I then turned the negatiyes over to Mr. Brill at his home on July 2, 
1967. At this time he stated that it would take from 5 to 7 daya to receive 
the pictures. 
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Final Stage ot the Bonnie Berea Case 
At approximately Stage #6, Ron Pelger stated the object in the picture re­

minded him or a picture he had see n  somewhere . Suddenly Ron walked to the rile 
drawers and pulled out a Post Magazine or Deo mber 17, 1966; there was the ob­
ject that was duplicated in the photo, identical markings and all. The object 
was a paste - up on a window and photographed. 

Reed it be said that this was another attempt to hoodwink dedicat e d people 
belonging to UFO groups. . 

T.hank goodness the people connected with the UAPA are conscientious, dedi­
cated investigators and are not hurried into stating whether a UFO sighting is 
valid or a hoax until a qualified investigation is made. 

Therefore, it is only fair that we write ott the Bonnie Berea Case as an 
earne st endeavor to perpetrate a hoax - which did not work. So, the case is 
closed, period. 

(Author's Note - This case, in a more e laborate manner, was submitted to the 
NATIONAL UFO CONFERENCE in 1967, in accordance with a Conference decree ot 19-
66, for the purpose or showing what UFO organizations did to better th• UFO 
scene the previous year. - AJM.)

UFO llETIIDfPEtTIIIE 
Winge d "Vs" Retorted Over Idaho � Pilot (1949) 

The-silt ake di�ribune reported that on July 24th, seven V-shaped ob­
jects that appeared to be about the size as tighter planes, were sighted by a 
pilot over the MOuntain Home desert. The objecte reportedly were no more than 
1500 to 2000 feet away from his civilian aircraft. 

The pilot told the Idaho Statesman, Boise, that as tar as he could deter­
mine the objects were not United States aircraft. 

He notified the Civil Aeronautics Administration ot his sighting as well as 
the 190th Fighter Squadron of the Idaho National Guard, who in turn reported the 
encounter to McChord Field, Washington. 

The Statesman quoted the pilot as saying he was "frightened and shaken" by 
the experience. He said the objects, in tight formation, but not the type ot 
formation used by military aircratt,·were flying "at tremendous speed." 

The pilot, the Statesman said, had wide experience in aviation. He trained 
pilots during World War II and was the op rator or an airport in the Boise 
Valley. He made his information available only on the condition that his name 
would not be released, th paper reported. 

The pilot described the obj cts as being in the shape of a V, with a solid, 
circular body under the nose or the V. 

There was no evidence or any means or propulsion, he said - no propeller 
and no exhaust trails indicating jet or roulet power. There were no markings or 
evidence or insignias on the objects. The color, he said, was a shade he " could­
n't describe and hadn't seen before. " 

The pilot estimated that he had the objects under observation for approxi­
mately two minutes. 

The pilot said that he was about ten miles west or Mountain Home flying to­
ward Boise at about 10,000 teet altitude. He said the objects were flying at a­
bout 9000 or 9500 feet. 

He described the formation as in two lines or three each with the seventh 
object either in the center, between the two lines, or above them. 
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"Sauceru Over Salinas, California (1950) 
More than twenty person$· reported seeing a saucer-shaped object in the 

Salinas area on March 11th. The various reports had the saucer diving on an 
automobile, looping th loop. and or speeding across the horizon at a low al­
titude. 

The Sheriff's Office reported a "lot of calls" shortly after 8:00p.m. 
(PST) by people claiming to have seen the mysterious object. Simultaneously, 
a number or calls were received by the local newspaper. 

The Sheriff's Office said the tirst call came from Mrs. SruM Raguindin or 
nearby Chualar, who said t he saucer "swooped down" over her automobile as she 
and her mother and two childre n were driving south of Salinas. 

She said she at tirst thought the object was a shooting star but changed 
her mind when it_ swooped down toward the car. 

"I t looke d like two dinner plates placed together," she said. "It came­
down to about 2,000 feet and as it came close it gave off a strong bluish­
white light that hurt our eyes like a welder's torch." 

She said it seemed to "loop the loop" and then sped away in a southerly 
direction at a high rate ot speed. 

"I'm still scared," Mrs. Raguindin said. "I hope I never see anything 
like that again. " 

The saucer was next reported by Hiram Don, a Chinese market owner, who 
said he saw it in the sky as he lett his market to take some gro oeriea to his 
automobile. He said it appeared bright in front and had a long fiery tail. It 
was traveling quit• close to the ground, he said. 

Most or the other·reporta we re similar to the above two. (UFO RETROSPEC­
TIVE Written by Rick R. Hilberg. ) 

Multiple-Witness Report From Illinois: 
Weird tlaahing objects in the sky were reported on January 31st. by 

several persona near the town ot Rushville. 
"It was some kind of UFO," said Joanne Piluski or Rushville. "I've al­

ways been kind or skeptic al, but I'm a tirm believer now - there's something 
out there." 

Piluski said she was traveling in her car at approximately 6:45 p.m. on 
Route 67 between Beardstown and Rushville when she spotted a strange aerial 
object. 

"It looked like a big basketball - orangey-colored - and was real bright 
and big," she told the Journal Courier ot Jacksonville, Illinois. 

"It was a real bright light, too bright to be a star and too large to be 
an airplane, and it looked awfly close." 

She said it appeared larger than two airplanes that were flying ne arby . 
She said it was also moving too fast to be an airplane, and would stop, sus­
pended in the air, then was "zooming" back an forth in the sky "shooting out 
fireballs." 

Piluski said she saw about six or seven such fireballs that would shoot 
off for "a second or two" and th n disappear. 

She reported that her 13-year-old daughter who was accompanying her in 
the car saw it, too. 

· 

She said, when they arrived at their destination, her older daughter and 
others at the house saw the object also. She also said she had heard of other 
people in the Rushville area who saw the same thing. 

Piluski said that the entire sighting lasted about 10 minutes, seemingly 
long enough to rule out the possibility that a meteor may have been respon­
sible for the incident. 
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The Schuyler County She:r-i.ff' s Department received one call of a report­
ed UFO. According to DispatcHer Andy Clayton, a woman re ported that while 
traveling south on Route 67 north of Rushville, she saw what appeared to be 
a star-shaped object that was shooting out numerous objects like ball s of 
fir�. She said that the large object followed her for three miles for about 
five to ten minutes. 

A spokesman at the Illinois State Police Department in MaComb said they 
had received two calls from people who said they saw lights in the sky, and 
one saw flares dropping out ot the obj ect. One caller, who was from Bushne ll, 
said the object looked like it was located some distance southeast of Bush­
nell. 

Girl Reports UFO To State Police In Oregon : 
Angela Legett, age 12, from the city of Haines, reported to the State 

Police seeing a "huge " object, saucer-shaped with re d and green flashing 
lights. The hovering UFO was seen on March 9th. 

The object was reportedly less than a quarter-mile from the girl. She 
watched it for two to three minutes before going to get her parents to see 
it, but it had disappeared before she and her parents could return. 

In relation to its size, Angela stated that she thought it wa s larger 
than a football field. 

The following morning, her grandmother, Mrs. Dorris Legget, reported 
that at approximately 6:00 a.m. she observed a flash of bright light. She 
was in her bedroom at the time, with the blinds down, and thought at first 
that it was the headlig.h.ts from a car. 

The light was seen in the same direction as the UFO that was originally 
seen by Angela, the Police report said. 

Flami� Ob�ect Reporte d Over South Dakota: 
omet ing that lookea-like a ball of fire trailing sparks on the even­

ing of April 4th brought out rescue parties searching for a downed aircraft. 
No plane was found, and the report has gone into the books as a UFO. 

A mayday reported on a radio scanner at Bison raised the possibility of 
the object being a burning plane. That explanation has been pretty well ruled 
out because of the wide area separating the sightings and the time elapsed 
between sighting s. A met or has been advanced as a theory but that seems to 
be unlike ly because the sighting s did not follow a straight path. It all the 
sighting reports were accurate the mete or would have to have been zig-zagging 
across a wide territory. 

The UFO was reported near Kimball. Several people at Mobridge reported 
sightings to Police. ·Marne Bickel, a resident of Trail City, said she saw a 
round ball of tire trailing sparks and thought it was headed toward Mobridge. 
Larry Gill, near Trail City, said he saw a ball of fire go by his living room 
at about 8:15 p.m. He said the ball was very bright and appeared to be head- : 
ing northwest toward Little Eagle. 

Some women going from McLaughlin to Mobridge on Highway 12 to go bowling 
saw the flaming objeet. Mrs. Jane t Rau said it flashe d in the sky something 
like lightning. Richard Glines and his wire were traveling east on Highway 12 
east of Mcintosh, and Mr. Glines said he saw something that looked like a 
burning round ball ot tire trailing flames streaking across the sky. His wite 
was sle e ping and he woke her up but the object had moved behind a cloud. 

The object was sighte d northeast of M cLaugh lin by Marvin Pleinis. He 
said he saw an orange and ye llow round object crossing the sky and that it 
appeared to go down eas t of the Oahe Reservoir near Pollock. 

Ruben Speidel was in Sioux Falls but said his neighbors told him the ob­
ject went over his farm northeast ot McLaughlin. He said his dog had gone 
blind but the dog had not been fe eling well and maybe something else was the 
reason. 

McLaughlin pilot Clyde Rische took off.from the McLaughlin Airpo�t on 
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the chance there was a downed plane. He thought he saw something burning on 
the ground near the Promis .·.Road in the northern section of Dewey. County. A 
four-wheel all-terrain vehicle did some searching but found nothing. There 
was some rain and travel by any other vehicle was not possible at the time. 

The next morning a search was started by the Civil Air Patrol with neg­
ative results. 

Recent Colorado Tidbits: 
The following brief items were found in the RookJ Mountain News ot Den­

ver tor April 23rd. Th ey were a sidebar to an article featuring. i'iitiior Linda ... 
Moulton Howe and her new book allegedly linking UFOs, cattle mutilations and 
human abductions: 

March 21, 1989; Flight Controllers at the Denver Air Route Traffic Con­
trol Center are baffled by strange radar blips. Some controllers 'had a doz­
en or more of these targets merging with actual aircraft targets over a halr­
hour period, " controller Kevin Cain wrote. Cain now dismisses the episode as 
a "false targets" generated by a computer malfunction. 

March 28, 1989; A Longmont resident writes the Ro�� Mountain News to 
report her sighting of a daytime UFO she witnessed Marcn-21, the same day FAA 
controllers made their puzzling sightings. 

April 3, 1989; A brilliant blue object rocketin� across Colorado daytime 
skies tentatively is identified as a possible "rare daytime meteorite " by a 
Boulder astronomer. North American Defense Command at Colorado Springs acknow 
ledges the sightings, but has no explanation. 

April 19, 198�; Capt. Thomas Niemann, at the u.s. Space Command in Colo­
rado Springs, says that military facility routinely tracks 6,900 man-made ob­
jects in space. Each day, he says, an average ot "one or two" objects enter 
the earth's atmosphere which do not "correlate" with any known object. 

Aliens "Buzz" Siace Shuttle?: 
The follow ng item wae published in the April 30th edition of the Mel­

bourne, Australia Herald with a London dateline. While it sounds rascinating, 
we must remember that often inaccurate and sensational treatme nt given to UFO 
reports in the British press over the years, so here' s exactly what was pub­
lished: 

American radio hams claim aliens buzzed the space shuttle "Discove ry" as 
it flew high over earth earlier this month. 

London's Star n ewspaper today quoted experts saying the UFOs tracked the 
shuttle during-rti five-day flight. 

They locked on to the spac ecraft' s controls, causing a sudden loss of 
power. 

The "Discovery's five-man crew, trained in UFO sightings, reporte d  the 
close encounter to NA SA. 

The conversation was picked up by radio hams in the u.s. 
NASA Chie fs in Houston, Texas, have refused to release the recordings. 

But one man in Baltimore, Maryland, claims to have taped the conversation. 
It was played to the Star which said "Discovery" pilot Colonel John 

Blaha was heard saying: "Houston, this is 'D scovery'. We still have the a­
lien spacecraft under observation." 

NASA and Col. Blaha angrily deny th ere was any contact with a UFO.
