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FLYING SAUCERS AND EVOLUTION

They have be en 
through the glamorous experiences of mysticis m in past lives, and to­
d� the y are baak in inc arnation as servers of the raee. !he selt­
eenteredness which made them mystios has vanished. !hey are .no 
longer interested in serving the.�s elves or their .Private God who, of 
course, must be definat ely superior to the priTate and p ersonal gods 
of other people. Now they are content to serve their fellowmen, be­
cause they knew their own welfare is only a by-product of their dem­
onstrated leve fer humanity. 

O ooul tism p recisel y marks a point of advance in evolution. 
Today, it is estimated that ther e are millions of o ccultis ts in 
incarnation.

PILOT SIGH!S a " FLYI�TG DISK " .A."la.rge, white, disk-like 
object" was sighted near Boston and kept in view for a full 10 min­
utes in plain daylight yesterday morni�� by a TWA Paris-to-New York 
air-liner pilot who later insisted that it was not a weather ballon 
as suggested by the Grenier Air Foroe Base at Manchester, N.H. Some 
jet pilets also saw the objects. 

n That weather ballen stuff sounds to me like a cover-up, 11 
said Capt. \;harles J. Kratovil at his Port Washington, L.I., home 
where the Air Force message reached him. 

n I was there; I saw it. There was no basket on it as the Air 
Force describes. There was a 60-mile-an-hour win.d blowing and this 
object was moving against it at high speed. We had it in view for a 
full 10 minutes as it flew parallel to us and high above us. How could 
a ballon move against such a wind if it had not some kind of power?" 

Capt. Kratovil spotted the ob Ject first at about 9:ZO A.M. when 
he arrived at International Airport here he reported that he had 
radioed the Boston airport control t�wer about it and that he had 
received word back that a flight of jet planes had been sent aloft. 
Pilots of the Jets saw the object when they reached 10,000 feet and 
according to the message from Boston, said it appeared to be"about 
10,000 feet above us and climbing ver fast."( Courtesy Daily News of 
New York City 6/2/54 )
