UNIDENTIFIED flying obj ects 
-better known by .their more 

stirring title of flying saucers -
are back in the world spotlight. 
Saucer-spotting took it on the 
chin when officialdom decided 
against the possibility that the 
earth had been receiving extra­
terrestial \ isitors. But it has 
beaten the count and coming 
back fighting. 

To say that flying saucers are 
back is too bald a statement. It 
could be that they never went 
away from our skies. 

But they are back insofar as 
saucer-spotters are active again. 
They are back on the j ob - and 
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making a better job of it than 
they have ever done. This time 
they will take a lot of stopping. 

\ A maj or step was taken last 
year when the British UFO 

I Association was founded to co­
ordmate the separate researches 
of individual organisations all 
over the country. 

Now the next step must be ­
and may well  be -a World UFO 
Federation. 

One man in Britain who has 
never given up is Mr Antoni 
Szachnovvski, who arrived in 
Britain with the 2nd Polish 
Corps in 1 945 and is now a ship­
ping clerk in London. Mr Szach­
nowski is organiser of the 300-
strong Anglo-Polish UFO Re­
search Club and one of the men 
- he is now the treasurer-who 
helped to found the British UFO 
Association. 

He is also a leading advocate 
of the World UFO Federation. 
"Only methodical and scientifi­
cally conducted research on a 
global scale can give a real 
chance of solving the mystery of 
this phenomenon," he says. 

UNESCO . . .  
"To achieve this a centrally 

co-ordinated international . body, 
a body that eould approach and 
get help and patronage from 
UNESCO, is needed. As a mem­
ber of the Cou,ncil of the British 
UFO Association, and as one of 
its officers, I have this obj ect 
very much in mind. 

"Among my colleagues on the 
Council there exists a consider­
able measure of agreement as to 
the ultimate obj ect of our striv­
ings." 

As a Pole Mr Szachnowski is 

particularly interested in what 
goes on in the UFO field behind 
the Iron Curtain. "The Press in 
Poland," he says, "touches on 
the subject from time to time. 
However, not nearly enough to 
satisfy the interest of the general 
public. This interest is consider­
able - constantly being aug­
mented by sightings and inci­
dents. 

"Some spectacular incidents 
took place in Poland and other 
countries in Central Europe. 
Even from Eastern Europe -
the Soviet Union - interesting 
news about such happenings 
reach us. So far these facts are 
hardly noticed in the West, al­
though they are worth noticing. 
"I  have in my club's files quite 
an amount of such 'saucerian' 
material which is generally un­
known." 

Mr Szachnowski takes a good 
deal more than an enthusiastic 
schoolboy interest in UFOs. In a 
letter published in the American 
magazine Newsweek in March 
last year he wrote: " inc 1 941_ 
flying saucers have been oon-

stanfly reported from all { ) 'Ver 
world. In spite of officia 

strivings to explain them away 
there remain a large proportion 
of sightings which defy all these 
attempts. Even if we take the 
2 .09 per cent which are admit­
tedly unexplained, the UFO 
question still hangs disconcert­
ingly over mankind. There is 
also a matter o,f real global 
danger. For UFOs could be 
mistaken for missiles and thus 
trigger off an ugly international 
situation." 

Expanding on these comments, 
Mr Szachnowski says that in 1 5  

2 1  
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years between 70,000 and 1 00,000 
sightings of UFOs have · been 
reported. If only 2.09 per cent 
of this number was taken - the 

· percentage which the authorities 
admit cannot be explained -
that means about 2,000 appear­
ances have been Q!ade of genu­
inely mysterious obj ects flying in 
the skies of this planet. 

TURNING l!..OINT . . .  -----
' 'General L. M. Chassin, Gen-

eral Au Defence Co-ordinator 
of Allied Forces in Central 
EuroPe '\NATO ) has written that 
if we ' persist i n  refusing to recog­
nise the existence of these u n­
identified obj ects, we will end u p  
o n e  fi n e  d a y  i n  mistaking them 
for guided missiles and the worst 
will be upon us. 

"The British UFO Association 
may be of considerable service 
to humanity and a turning point 
in the flying saucers affair. 

"It is only natural that in this 
context one thinks about 
UNESCO and certainly I am not 
the only one that thinks so. 
This excellent organisation 
would not lack interest in the 
subj ect but can only act in 
response to popular and sensible 
demand. 

" Concern expressed by single 
persons or even l ocal groups is 
not su fficient. Definite postulates 
must come from an organisation 
of a more general kind. 

"An international federation of 
clubs and organisations for re­
search into and study of UFOs 
wou ave a much grea�r 
chance of success, especially if  
some p rominent personalities 
would head this federation . No 
doubt there are such persons -

scientists or other respected 
celeb rities who a re interested in 
this. They would much more 
readily associate themselves 
with an international organisa­
tion-;'-' 

It is evident that Mr Szach­
nowski not only wants UFO 
research to e xpand. He wants it 
to gain i� scientifl status -as 
wel l .  something 1t has never 

-rea y done befo re. 

W hen flying saucers hit the 
world's headlines in 1 94 7  clubs 
sprang u p  all over the world. 
1\iany have since disappeared. 
But not Mr Szachnowski's. 
T .etters, photographs and news­
paper cuttings have poured into 
his home steadily for yea rs. 
The now form on of 
com rehensive flying saucer 
referenc libraries in the___world. 

Mr Szachnowski first became 
inte rested when Free Polish 
pilots told him of the strange 
lights and shapes they saw while 
flying. Then he heard the same 
stories from German pilots. Both 
thought they had seen some 
strange enemy secret weapon. 

FLAMING SHIELDS 
He also remembered seeing 

both German and Allied anti­
aircraft guns fi ring at a curious 
shining obj ect in the sky. 

Now his research has advanced 
enormou sly. · His archives con­
tai n  reports from a town in 
France · that luminous round 
obj ects , flying at high speed, 
hovered over the town square 
raining a white substance over a 
th rong of people. The substance 
- and thus the evidence 
evaporated in minutes. 
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There are photographs of 

discs surrounded by orange 
flames and of the "flaming 
shields" that have been reported 
as far back as Egyptian and 
Roman times. 

Says Mr Szachnowski: "Now 
there seems to be some sort of 
pattern in the appearances. But 
it is only when something is seen 
by a number of people at the 
same time that the reports can 
be corroborated. 

"Unfortunately people in towns 
are not so conscious of the sky 
as those in the country, but the 
more people that act as obser-

vers the greater chance we have 
of arriving at some explanation 
of these mysterious things." 

Mr S�i'chnowski is an-enthu­
siast for his subject. But this is 
not all. He believes that research 
into UFOs is mDre important 
than j ust making sensational 
headlines. Nothing will satisfy 
him but legitimate investigation 
on a \vorld -wide basis. 

That is why he tells people: 
"Look up at the sky every day. 
That is the only place where we 
can get the evidence we need."

He kept it under observa­

To Kenneth Talbert, pollee 
t adio operator at Fairfield, 
about 27 5 miles south of Chi· 
cago, the light appeared to be 
shaped like a cross, he ex­
plained reverently.

For months, people living 
near Lake Sarner have been 
puzzled by a mysterious ray 
of light in the sky. 

Police at Sarnen, a small 
town near the lake, investi­
gated. 

They tracked the ray of 
light to a remote spot on Lake 
Sarner and found Dr. Erhardt 
working in a well-equipped 
laboratory. 

"We had been aware of the 
strange rays since early 
spring," said a police inspec­
tor.
