CREATURES -ON MOON & MARS
TRY CONTACT WITH EARTH

Flashing lights observed on the
mountains of thé Moon, and
flares seen brightening the sur-
face of Mars, were recalled re-
cently by the report of a young
man and woman who said they
were pursued on their way
bome by a mysterious light.

The Air Ferce, as wsual, “ex-
plained’’ the light seen by the
young couple, as being the planet
Jupiter, which was shining
brightly  in the sky all that
meonth.

However, the Air Force dees
pot explain how the planet Jupi-
ter, 438 million miles away from
the earth, ceuld affect the car’s
radio, and cause the headlights
to dim, as the young couple re-
ported.

Neither has the Air Force a
good explanation for the myster-
dous lights that have been seen
Bashing oan the Moon

Scientists, also, are at a loss
o explain them.

A constantly flashing white
Light was seen on the dark side
of the Moon, near its western
edge, by an astronomer in
Woodland, California, on Jahu-
ary 16, 1856

The flashing coatinued for
about an hour and a half.

Flashes were seen also, on
the east wall of the crater Ca-
vendish, on January 24, of that

year.

The crater was just emerging
from darkness, as the sun rose
over that section of the moon.

‘The flashes continued brightly
for about three minutes, and
then took eight minutes to fade
away gradually.

In the short intervals betweea
flashes, the location of the dis-
turbance was marked by a paint
of light a little brighter thaam
the walls of the crater.

During each flash, a refiec-
tion eof the light was seen from
the weetern wall of the crater.

These two reperts could be im-
terpreted as evidence of signal-
ling from the Moon.

But the regularity of the flash-
es suggest that it could have
been merely a method of call-
ing attention to a certain area.

A white light, which shone
steadily, was seen on the Moon,
from Stanford, California, on
Apri} 19, 1959.

It was too far into the dark-
ened side to be a mountain peak
shining in the sun.

After shining steadily for one

and one-half migutes. it faded
gradually from view im a few
seconds.

This could bave been an actual
attempt to send a message from
the moon.

Park East Shop Caters
To Flying Saucer Fans

If a space man ever lands his flying saucer in Park East
and wants to swap the latest interplanetary gossip, he'll find
just the right earthling .in James Rigberg, the editor of

Flying Saucer News.

Mr. Rigberg operates his
magazine from a small,
crowded bookstore at 119 East
96th Street. Among the publi-
cations he offers are more
than 100 titles: The Night Has
1,000 Saucers; Son of the Sun;
Keys To the Citadel of Space;
Rainbow City and the Inner
Earth People and They Knew
Too Much About Flying Sau-
cers. “I'm the largest distribu-
tor I know of in the world,”
the 50-year-old editor claims.

Saucer Stories
Books on the world of flying
saucers range in price from 25
cents to $10. One of the most
expensive is a beautifully
bound volume of saucer his-

cers are as old as humanity,”
and has himself authored
several books on flying saucer
Jore compiled from the Old and
New Testaments and the Bha-
gavad Gita.

The wast majority of books
and magazines on saucers treat
the subject from a non-
fictional point of view. And
Flying Saucer News, a 32-page
offset publication, which Mr.
Rigberg edits, is filled with re-
prints of newspaper stories on
what the Air Force calls Uni-
dentified Flying Objects.

Flying Saucer News, begun
in 1955, is published twice a
year. Currently, more than
5,000 saucer fans subscribe, and
the editor is considering news-
stand sales to reach an even
larger audience. Readers often

send in articles for inclusion
but Mr. Rigberg also keeps his
own files of reported flying
saucer sightings.

A recent issue cotained an
article on the Abominable

Snowman; a reprin¢ from the
Chicago Sun-Times, “A Swift
Light Is Spotted;” and an ex-
planation of the tragedy of the
submarine Thresher (“an Uni-
dentified Aquatic Objeot ram-
med the atomic sub”). Adver-
tisers call attention to such
items as the Planchette: “a
mechanical means of making
contact with the spirit world;”
a copy of the Martian alphabet
and language; and “Sacred
Tibetan Rosebuds.”

Mr. Rigberg says he has
seen only one flying saucer.
One evening while leaving his
part-time job at a restawrant

in Greenwich Village, he and’

a friend saw a “dark, round
disk-shaped object . . . abou€
a mile overhead.” As the friend
did not speak English, Mr. Rig-
berg has been unable to get a
supporting affidavit.

Other saucer fans have been
even more fortunate. One, Dr.
Frank Stranges, described as a
“full-gospel minister,” knew a
visitor from outer space who
was assigned to the Pentagon.
Another man. George Adamski,
formerly head of a mystical
cult known as the Royal Order
of Tibet, has sighted and
photographed what he claims
was a “Venusian scout ship.”

Mr. Rigberg, holder of two
correspondence - course degrees
from the College of ‘Divine
Metaphysics in Indiana, first
became interested in (. : oc-
cult while working as a short-
order cook in a Manhattan
restaurant. He was supple-
menting his pay oheek by
operating a copying mechine
from his boardinghouse room
when, one right, “I get this

Among the first
saucer books to sell well was
Flying Saucers From Outer
Space, by Donald A. Keyhoe.
The author, a retired Marine
Corps major, writes in scienti-
fic terms and has accused the
Air Force of deluding the gen-
eral public by withholding sau-
cer information. His books still

make Mr. Rigberg's best-seller
list

Although the editor feels the
US. is wrong in failing to rec-
ognize flying saucers officially,
as do Brazil and Argentina, he
is quick to admit “There is not
much censorship here or 1
couldn't sell the things I do.”

His small shop also offers
“essential oils for Love, Health
and Prosperity;”’ books on the
ococult, psychic and spiritual;
and a carefully-selected stock
of burglar alarms.

The store has gone into
bankrupécy once and Mr. Rig-
berg still works as a short-
order cook, but he is confident
the saucerian shop venture will
suaceed.. By the first of the
year, he hopes to be financially
able to ‘“quit the restaurant
business” and devote all his
time to book-selling and mag-
azine publication.

However, Mr. Rigberg, who
regrets he has seen only one
flying saucer and has yet to
meet a space man, wishes he
had more time for saucer-spot-
ting: “The trouble is, I'm so
busy in the store I don't get
outdoors much.”

nascent humanity and are known to
occult scientists as the ‘Lords of Venus’
and the ‘Lords of Mercury.’

I could not believe God was so merciful to touch a sinner like me; yet my paralyzed
arm was healed instantly, and hate was taken out of me.
