In October of 1966 the Secretary of De-
fense announced that Dr. Edward U. Condon of
the University of Colorado would be selected -
by the Air Force to investigate Flying Saucers.
Dr. Condon selected Robert J. Low as his chief
adviser and consultant. He was also given 500,
000 dollars, and access -to all the Air Force
files to make a two year study of the project.
The National Investigations Committee on Aerial
Phenomena was the one 6rgqnization to give the
Air Force full cooperation, in the contract.

Two other top scientists under Condon’s
Committee were Drs. David Saunders and Norman
Levine, plus many other officials.

For the following reasons, the Condon re-
port will be totaly inacurate over any con-
ditions. .

1. In October of 1967, Df. Condon had not
yet made one single field investigation and had
not planned to make any. He had also not inter-
viewed one witness to a UFQ sighting.

Condon saying that if the project were set up
right, to the public it would appear to be a
totally objective investigation, whereas it
would be actually set up exclusively by non
believers, and would probably give a great
amount of information against there reality.

3. Condon and Low began to ignore all
sightings which had true concrete evidence.

4. Drs. David Saunders and Norman Levine
were fired by Condon on February 9, 1968 for in-
competence, as he Condon claimed. The two
scientist claimed they were fired because they
made public Low®’s 1966 proposals. Condon claimed
he had never seen the letter until February of
1968. When he did find out, he fired the two
scientist, who opposed Condon’s suggestion.

Condon has now finished his report giving
1485 page study. The results should be obvious.
There conciusion is that nothing has come of the
Air Force trying to give an answer to the saucer

- mystery. He claims that everything is negative

Some of Ohio’s UFOs

learned.

Large plastic balloons more
than 400 feet in diameter
were manufactured in Minne-
sota and were iaunched from
gites in that state for testing
purposes.

UFO OR AMERICAN FLYING SAUCER?

Flying saucers really were hovering over the south-
western states during 1966 and 1967, The Dispatch has
learned.

The majority of the sightings were genuine and
could have been explained, if officials of the U.S. Air
Force and the National Aeronautics and Space Adminis-
tration had chosen to do so.

HOWEVER, RATHER than volunteering information
that would have explained many of the sightings and
eased the minds of residents of the area, government of-
ficials preferred to deny the validity of sightings.

A series of tests of balloon-launched spacecraft con-
ducted from Walker Air Force Base in New Mexico was
responsible for most of the flying saucer reports.

A discarded spacecraft, at least 135 feet in diameter,
that looked like a flying saucer was photographed in a
*boneyard” by this reporter, while on a tour of the mis-
sile range at White Sands, N. M., six months ago. A guard
at the site told the reporter it wis not a flying saucer. He
called it a space re-entry test vehicle.

WHEN THE White Sands information officer waa
called from Columbus for informat'on about the re-entry
vehicle, he tol@ the reporter it was a Little Joo rocket.

The information officer was called again after a pho-
tograph taken by this reporter had been mailed to him.

“Holy Mackerel!" he exclaimed, “I didn't know that
was back there.”

AFTER MANY such calls, and repeated . alls and cor-
resondence with U.S. Air Force and NASA officials,
the facts for this story were gathered.

James Lorenzen international director ~f Aerial Phe-
nomenon Research Organization with beadquirtera ia
Tucson, Ariz., told The Dispatch his office had many re-

The spacecraft used in the tests was cone-shaped
and looked very much like an inverted saucer. A
NASA scientist told The Dispatch they were jokingly
referred to as flving saucers Officially, they were
called =2eroshells.

WHEN QUESTIONED about the appearance of an
aeroshell in flight, an Air Force officer cautiously admit-
ted, “It could conceivably give the illusion of being a fly-
ing saucer.’

The original aeroshell had four rocket engines cap
able of propelling it at a speed of mach 1.2 to mach 1.6,
or about 1.100 m.p.h. Later models had eight large and
more powerful rockets and were capable of greater
speeds.

The New Mexicc tests, callefl the Voyager Balloon
Program, involved a system of balloons to lift the space-
raft to a launching eltitude ol 130.000 feet

* AT THIS ALTYTUDE the aeroshell was dropped from
he balloan and its eight rockets ignited to propel it up-
ward in an arching trajectory, peaking at about 140,000
feet.

The blastoff of the rocket engines and the result-
ing red-orange color of the exhausts often waa reported
by UFO observers.

The data gathered in these tests was used in’plan-
ning for a landing on Mars because the conditions at these
altitudes correspond to the rarified Martian atmosphgre.

JUST BEFORE the testing program began in 1968,
Robert §. McNamara, then secretary of defense, categor-
ically dehied flying saucers existed, and he satd all of the
thousands of alleged UFO photoﬁ’lphs were only illu-
sions.

A year later, in March, 1987, a UFO photographed
by a New Mexico University student was published by
newspapers all over the country.

The student, who refused to be identified, was pho-
tographing land formations for a geology class when a
large globe appeared on the horizon. He sald the object
made no noise and disappeared when he looked down to
change the plates in the camera

ALTHOUGH NO official explanation was volunteered,
the UFO was a balloon of the type used to launch aero-
shells. Ome of these balloons sitting on the 50 yard line
would extend almost 80 feet beyond each end of a foot-
ball field The balloon’s diameter was 458 feet, an Air
Force officer said.

Although the Air Force claims the balibons were
always recovered after each Jaunchirg, this may not have
always been the case. Large, round UFOs have been
_ sighted all over the world.
