,Saucer' Haunts City Trucker

. Gerald Summey is losing 
his c o o  1. He's convinced 
he's b e i n g  followed by a 
flying saucer. 

It b e g a n about three 
months ago. He was coming 
around Charlottesville, va., 
on B Y P a s s 29 when he 
glanced out the left window 
of the big semi trailer truck 
� drives for Akers Motor 
Lines. 

"AT FffiST I thought it 

was the moon. Then I real­
ized there was a full moon 
to my right. I don't know 
why I didn't tum back right 
there," Summey said. 

"The thing kept following 
me out into the mountains. 
It would get b e h i n d me 
then rise above the trees: 
There was no noise, just a 
glow of lights. 

"It was oval in shape and 
g 1 o w e d like fluorescent 
lights. It was about the size 
of a helicopter, but t h e r e 

· were no blades and it defi­
nitely wasn't one."

Franklin and I loaded his 
cameras, teletitoto lens, lights 
and our overnight bags into 
my car at 6:15 Wednesday 
night. His wife and three of his 
children watched. 

Our assignment: F o 11 o w 
G e r a 1 d Summey in his semi 
trailer t r u c k on the 500-mile 
drive to Harrisburg, Pa., and 
see if we could see what he 
says he sees and get pictures 
of the unidentified flying ob· 
ject. 

And you know what? We did 
see it - three times. 

The idea of following a trac­
tor trailer truck for more than 
a t h o u s a n d miles was. not 
Tommy's idea of a fun assign­
ment. 

HE DID�'T WANT to go, 
looked on It as a wild goose 
ch�se. He didn't b e  1 i e ve in 
flymg saucers and the idea of 
trying to photograph one was 
well, ridiculous.

Me? When the magnitude of 
what might be out there after 
talking to Gerald Summ�y and 
his peers, had left me a bit 
overwhelmed at first.

HE SAID HE got out of 
his t r u c k at Lynchburg, 
V a . , and watched the ob­
ject. 

He has been watching it 
ever since. And, at various 
times, about a dozen of his 
trucker friends say they, too, 
have seen it. 

<The troubled Summey 
reported the sightings to 
The News. The News talked 
with Summey, checked into 
his background and con­
firmed his story with fellow 
truckers. 

<WE THEN GAVE him a 
camera and for two weeks 
he tried to get pictures of 
the object. Though his pic­
t u r e s were inconclusive, 
The News decided the mat· 
ter should be pursued. 

<Staffers Tommy Frank­
l i n , a photographer, and 
Edith Low, a reporter, fol­
lowed Summey and a part­
ner to Harrisburg, Pa., last 
week. Their companion 
story appears on this page.) 

On one trip, Summey said 
he didn't see the object at 
first but did see things like 
sparklers or shooting stars 
in front of him every five or 
10 minutes. Mike Robinson, 
a fellow driver and Char-

1 o t t e resident, was riding 
with him. 

"I CROSSED Lake Ga­
ston and back to the left of 
the lake it 1 o o k e d like it 
came out of the woods. It 
skimmed over the top of the 
water and I could see the 
reflection in the lake. 

"I woke up M i k e • The 
thing would come down at 
angles; then it would back 
off. It fired something like 
shooting stars or, well, it 
looked like tracer fire, but 
not quite." 

Summey s a i d it always 
goes away when the truck 
nears a residential .area or 
city. 

ONCE WHEN RIDING 
with Charlotte trucker Max 
Rhom, Summey had night 
binoculars w i t h him. He 
said through them the ob­
ject is o v a 1 , has a black 
base and hoies all around 
the base area. 

"Max watched to see if it 
followed, but it didn't. Lat­
er, about 15 miles out in the 
country I saw the oval be­
gin to drop down. Max saw 
it. We stopped and it looked 
like it landed in a field.

Anyway, I settled down and 
began to look forward to the 
assignment. Tommy t o 1 d his 
family goodby and we drove to 
Akers M o t o r Lines terminal 
where we were met by Sum­
mey and his partner, Douglas 
Pye. 

We talked a b o u t where to 
stop for gas, what to do if we 
got separated, how to signal 
for stops. At 7:30 p.m., we left 
Charlotte. 

The drivers carried a two­
way radio in the truck cab and 
we carried one in the �ar. We 
could talk back and forth fine 
as long as we stayed within 
about a mile of each other. 

TRAFFIC WAS heavy and 
my nervous stomach h:ad re­
turned as we took I-85 toward 
Greensboro.

We stopped in Greensboro on 
U • S • 29 for barbecue sand­
wiches and hot c o f f e e • The 
drivers talked about how much 
Akers frowned on drivers who 
drink on the road or pop pills 
to stay awake. <I had already 
been told by the firm officials 
that this is a firing offense.) 

Summey pointed out what he 
said was the object before we 
reached Rustburg, Va., where 
we stopped tor coffee again. 
Tommy wasn't sure again. In 
the meantime, he focused on 
something else which looked · 
much like what we'd seen the 
first time. 

IT WAS STAYING with us, 
though at a distance. Summey 
ran out into a .field there, too, 
but to no avail. 

At Rustburg, we stopped at 
a truck stop. Again, Tommy 
and I 1 o o k e d at the object 
through the binoculars. It atiil 
was oval, but more, as Tommy 
put it, like a tire spinning 
with the treads toward us. 
P e o p 1 e inside the truck stop 
looked out the window at us. 
Inside the restaurant people 
were teasing Summey and Pye 
about what they say they have 
been seeing. Summey stuck to 
his story; even invited them to 
go outside and see for them· 
selves. They didn't. Pye was 
quiet. 

We I eft the restaurant in 
high _spirits. 

Summey suggested Pye ride 
with us and he go alone to see . 
if the o b j e c t would come 
closer. Pye crawled i n t o  the 
back of my car and we drove 
to the entrance and stopped to 
wait for Summey to pass and 
lead. 

He d i d n ' t come. Pye sug­
gested he may have gone out 
the lower drive and would be 
waiting for us at the gas sta­
tion in Lynchburg. We couldn 't 
raise him on the radio. 

S U M M E Y WASN'T at the 
station. As the attendant filled 
my car with gas and cleaned 
the windshield, Tommy called 
over the radio, "Gerald, come 
in Gerald. Okay, Gerald, you 
can stay up there a 1 i t t I e 
while. " 

Then he'd stare through the 
.binoculars at the .object again. 
It wasn't going anywhere. It 
might well have been just an­
other star for all we could tell 
without the binocular�-

Pye s t i 11 thought Summey 
was ahead of us. After 30 min· 
utes of driving, he was begin· 
ning to be concerned. We had 
turned the car a r o u n d and 
headed back toward the res· 
taurant. When Tommy said the 
object was behind us. 

That's when Pye again saM 
he was sure we'd find Summey 
parked on down the road be­
cause that thing stayed with 
him. 

T u r n i n g again, we found 
Summey p a r k e d about fiv.e 
miles further than we'd gone 
on the first lap. 

The trip was resumed. 

A R 0 UN D the Washington 
bypass there w e r e airplanes 

· .that looked similar with their 
blinking lights, but it was easy 
to distinguish them through the 
binoculars. 

There simply was no com­
parison. 

We drove for miles. About 4 
a . m . Thursday, a skeptical 
T o m m y and I were getting 
tired. We decided not to drop 
out at that point because we 
had nothing except our word 
for what we had seen. We'd 
follow through until broad day­
light, then check into a hotel 
and get some rest.

STROUDSBURG - If you've 
seen strange objects flying 
through the sky recently on a 
clear night, don't worry. 

You're not the only one. 
Since the clear, crisp night 

o f  Ma r c h  1, m a n y  a r e a  
residents have seen what they 
call unidentified .flying objects 
flying and hovering, making 
hearts rise nearly as high. 

Most of the UFO's have 
been identified as airplanes on 
t h e i r  a p p roach e s  t o  a re a  
airports, but the origin and 
explanation of others remains 
a mystery. 

Whatever they are, scores 
have reported seeing diamond 
or teardropped shaped objects 
- with lights in the corners 
and pulsating beacons in the 
middle -moving through thE 
sky. 

Saylors Lake seems to be 

the target of the objects. 
L ocal resid ents  gather on 
cloudless nights, gaze upward, 
and wait. 

··J don't care what they say. 
T h o s e  t h i n g s  a r e n ' t  
airplanes," says Mrs. Shirley 
Pfeiffer, a Saylors Lake resi­
dent. 

She described the hovering 
objects (she says she's seen 
t h e m  s e v e ra l  ti m e s  sinc e 
March 1) as a large white or 
blue lighted apparatus with a 
light blinking in the middle. 

Her husband, Howard, said 
th e ci rcu la r ob jects would 
hover in a "V-shaped forma­
tion" and move near Bangor 
Mountain. 

The Pfeiffers also said they 
saw a strange, whitish light 
hover in the sky Friday night, 
di sappea r, and then c ome 
back again. Mrs. Pfeiffer said 
it wasn't a helicopter, despite 
police claims. 

A s p o k e s m a n  f ro m  t h e  
Allentown-Bethlehem-Easton 
Airport said he didn't have 
v e r b a l  c o n t a c t  w i t h  a 
helicopter at that time. 

Two Stroudsrurg teenagers. 
meanwhile, reported seeing a 
moving tearshaped object Fri­
day. They claimed the bright 
object, complete with blinking 
lights, appeared to be moving 
up and down. 

Two Stroudsburg policemen 
reported they saw an object 
h eading o v e r  th e t o wn at· 
about the same time. They 
described it as a dia mond 
shaped UFO with red lights in 
t h e  c o r n e r s  h e a d i n g  
southeast. It didn't appear to 
be an airplane, they said. 

The Willow Grove Naval Air 
S ta tion n ear Philadelphia 
wasn't able to lend any light 
on the subject. 

Ken Goldberg, a public in­
formation officer, said Sunday

She said she saw a total of 
40 unknown circular objects 
flying from 500 to 2,000 feet 
above the lake. Mrs. Pfeiffer 
said some of the objects were 
red, others white and the rest 
were a configuration. 

State Trooper Jeffrey Hontz 
said he arrived on the scene 
at 10 p.m. and said he saw 
four objects but didn't know 
what they were. His descrip­
tion agreed with Mrs. Pfeif- _ 

fer's. 
Mrs. Pfeiffer said the ob­

j e c t s  c o u l d n ' t  b e  pla n e s  
because they didn't make any 
noise. 

Police said late Thursday 
night they had no idea what 
the objects were. · 

. The objects were first sight­
ed by Alan Pfeiffer at 7:25 
p.m. as he was walking home. 
He told his mother and a 
group of neighbors watched 
the obj e c t s  for  t w o  h ours 
before calling police. 

Police said an airport in 
New York City was contacted 
but they were unable to pick 
up anything on their radar. 

A spokesman for the Naval 
Air Station in Willow Grove 
sa id they d id n't have any 
sightings in the Saylors Lake 
area on their radar.

Aviation pioneer, JOHN K. 
NORTHROP� told students and 

faculty of the California Institute 

of Technology, in January, th�t 

in spite of official debunking 

UFO's constitute an unexplained 

phenomenon, that urgently re­

quires scientific study. 

"I'm interested in the UFO sub­

ject, because I believe that this is 
a phenomenon that exists", 

Northrop said ·during the' special 

lecture, titled "UFOs-Yes? or 

No!" 

Northrop, founder of the North­

rop Aircraft Inc., is credited in 

aviation histroy as one of the 

discovers of aerodynamic know­

ledge that permitted designs of 

well-steamed planes His aeronau­

tical engineering career spans al­

most 60 years of aviation develop­

ments. 

"And there's no answer to the 
UFO phenomenon in our present 

scientific fields that I know of," 

Northrop continued. 

··And if we are going to admit 

it's there, we have to admit that 

the understanding of it, and the 

capability to do what is done by 

these flying objects would be of 

enormous use to mankind." 

One reason given for Northrop's 

attitude about UFO's was a 

sighting made by an old and 

trusted friend, Max R. Stanley, 

an engineering test pilot who 

worked for Northrop in '43. 
In 1950 Stanley was returning 

to Hawthorne from Amarillo, 

Texas, in an M-61C, can-yin� ob­

servors Lloyd Baldwin an MIT 
g-raduate and Sam West, U of 

California. 

"Shortly before takeoff the air­
port office asked him to call the 

local CAA (now FAA) radio 
ran�e station, and was told - hy 

them, that an unidentified object 

in the sky over the past three 

hours had been observed. They 
described it as a silvery sph�re, 
with an orange glow around its 
perimenter. 

With the help of another sta­
tion, they had establishoo its lo­
cation, by triangulation, as being 
in the vicinity of Memphis, Texas. 
Stanley was asked to investigate. · 

After reaching 20,000 feet near 
Memphis, "an object was seen, 
first as a glint in the sky, later 
and on closer approach, 'as a 
spheroid shape, having a silver 
metalic color with a translucent 
quality. No orange glow or any 
evidence of such color was ob­
served. 

"The object had prominent ef­
fects at the top and bottom, a 
dark streak or shadow connect­
ing them, was vertical but ap-
peared to tilt occasionally. 

-

They had the object in sight 
about 20 m.inutes from detection 
to closest approach. 



During the sighting, contact 
had been made at Amarillo Radio 
as to the possibility of the object 
being a high altitude aircraft or 
weather balloon. Visual inspection 
eliminated the first supposition. 
Winds aloft were such as to make 
it impossible for a balloon to stay 
in one position over a long period 
as the object had done. 

Northrop continued "The pilot 
and two observers all agreed in a 
written report, the object sighted 
was not an airplane, balloon, 
celestial body or any other com­
monly-seen object above the 
earth. 

"A later check with the CAA 
indicated the object's altitude had 
been determined by triangulation 
as approximately 80,000 feet. 

"I have never seen such an ob­
ject, but Max Stanley's report to 
me is sounder proof that such 
exist than if I had seen one my­
self. Certainly his qualifications

for evaluating the circumstances 
were beyond question. Certainly 
the possibility of a deliberately 
planned hoax is non-existent." 

"I am convinced there was a 
phenomenon in the sky at that 
time" Northrop said in conclusion 
which did not show characteristics 
which could be explained by phy­
sical laws as we knew them or 
know them now. 

"It is possible, of course, that 
our government knows a great 
deal more on the subject than its 
representatives say they do."

SAYLORS LAKE - Uniden­
tified flying objects were seen 
by West End residents Sunday 
n ig h t  in the Saylo rs Lak e 
area, the second time they 
have b e en sigh t ed in f o u r  
days. 

State police at Stroudsburg 
s a i d Ca r l o  U c c i o  o f  
Saylorsburg had called them 
info r ming them u nk n o wn 
circular objects were seen fly­
ing over the lake. 

Sg t. Em i l  W e b e r  a n d  
Troopers Dennis McMahon and 
Robert Werts were on the 
scene, but the only objects 
they saw were planes flying in 
a west to east direction. 

On Thu r sd a y ,  11 a r e a  
residents including a trooper 
from the state police bar­
rack s s a w  o b j e c t s  over a 

period of a few hours but 
didn't know_ what they were. 

I n  a n o t h e r  pa r t  of t h e

Victoria Saturday and then 
tak e o f f  l ik e  a "g e n t l e  
rocket," Uganda Radio said 
Sunday.
