Creatures Like
Local *Visitors’

All right, you “Star Trek” fans, chew on this for awhile:

Last Thursday two men in Pascagoula, Miss.,, say they
were taken aboard a glowing blue spacecraft by three crea-
tures with gray wrinkled skin and brecad thin mouths.

In 1955, a Cincinnati man reported he saw three creatures
with gray wrinkled skin and broad thin months—alongside
Loveland-Madeira Road near Branch Hill.

The same ... uh, race?

Could be, says Leonard Stringfield. And he's the man who
wrote the book, so to speak, abcut UFOs — unidentified flying
objects. At least, Stringfield says, the similarities are striking
enough to offer possibilities of more than mere coincidence.

Clearly, the UFO market is bullish these days. -

Reports have ccme from New Lisbon and Lewisville, Ind.;
Springdale, Mt. Lookout, Finneytown, Batavia, Milford, and

UFO calls harry police.

Middletown, Ohio. They've been seen in Pennsylvania and in
Beckley, W. Va. A man in Connersville, Ind., said someone told
him 50 people saw one land near-a factory there. Then, of
course,. there’s Pascagoula...

A Northwestern University astroncmer who interviewed
the Mississippi men said he believes their report and thinks the
flsh-shaped ship they described is from another planet.

TO ALL THIS add the voice of some Russian scientists
who said in Moscow Tuesday they picked up unusual radio
signals from space and thinks they “might be from a techni-
cally developed extraterrestrial civilization.”

(Then again, said the Russians, they might not.)

Stringfield, a public relations man for DuBois Chemical,
has quested for years for detailed information about UFOs.
When he read the Pascagoula report, it reminded him of
something he'd included in a book he wrotein 1957, while he
was an information-gatherer for the Air Force's now*dead UFO
project, “Blue Book.”

Stringfield's book describes the 1955 “Branch IIill” report
from the Cincinnati man — whom Stringfield identifies only
as “RH,” for reasons unexplained.

Stringfield also telephoned ‘Pascagoula Sheriff Fred Dia-
mond to find out what the two men there said they saw.

“They said there were three creatures in the craft,”
Stringfield said the sheriff told him the men said. “They said
they had deeply furrowed foreheads ... their coloring was
overall gray ... with broad thin mouths.”

. Then Stringfield displayed his book, including a sketch he
himself had drawn from the description given him by “RH" of
the three creatures “RH" said he saw that dark pre-dawn in
March, 1955, in Branch Hill:

FROM TIE BOOK: “RH saw three creatures kneeling by
the roadside” and thought someone was hurt. So he stopped to
see. Instead, he “found the figures were nonhuman and about
three feet ¢all ... grayish color including the parments ...
widch were tight fitting stretched over a lopsided chest which
bulged ai “he shoulder to an armpit.

“Ovey this bulbousness hung a slender arm noticeably
longe: than its opposite ... heads were ugly (like) a frog's face
... moutas in a thin line across smooth gray face.”

Thes. — does this clinch it? — “RH” reported the crea-
tures’ foreheads were “corrugated . . . like rolls of fat horizon-
tally over a bald head.”

One thing that is not clinched is the matter of eyes. “RI”
described the Branch i'ill creatures’ eyes as mere pinpoints,
small and *“beady.”

What, in fact, are unidentified flying objects and
why do they raise people to an emotional pitch
usually reserved for politics, morality, or religion?

This baffling and controversial issue that has
intrigued the public for over twenty years is tackled
with frankness and objectivity by a group of dis-
tinguished scientists in UFO'S—A Scientific De-
hate (December 26; 368 pages.

Every aspect of UFO's is discussed by fifteen ex-
perts from such disparate fields as astronomy,
physics, meteorology, psychiatry, psychology, and
sociology, and by the Science Editor of the New
York Times. The contributors present photographs
and detailed descriptions of sightings and analyze
data from radar observation. They propose (and
reject) various theories, discuss natural phenomena
mistakenly identified as UFO’s, and look into the
emotional reactions of UFO buffs and sceptics.
Special attention is given to unexplained cases
and to the possibility that “someone out there” is
trying to contact Earth.
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RECENT INCIDENTS OF INTEREST

One of the most interesting stories of
this summer's great flap came out of Pascagoula,
Miss. when two men of that city told a strange
tale of having been taken aboard a UFO.

Charles Hickson, 42, and Calvin Parker, 19,
told Sheriff Fred Diamond that while they were
fishing off an o0ld pler on the west bank of the
Pascagoula River on Thursday, October 11, 1973,
they suddenly heard a buzzing sound at about 7PM.
In Hickson's words: "I saw wra: looked like a
bright, flashing blue l1light. It looked bluish
to me. All of a sudden it sezmed to stop.”

Hickson described the object as "hovering"
a few feet over the ground as "one end Just open=
ed...and I saw three things coming out. They
seemed to floating across the water a couple of
feet high.

"Before 1 knew it they were on me and two
of them had me by each arm and immediately I was
lifted from the ground. I was qulte scared.

It's hard to recall exactly what did happen."

Hickson told a Biléxl television station
he was carried to the object where he was exam-
ined by "some kind of instrument...it reminded
me of a blax eye" which "covered my entire body."

The two men described the object as fish-
shaped, about 10 feet &quare with an 8-foot ceil-
ing. The occupants were sald to have hairless,
silvery-grey pale skin, long pointed ears and
noses with an opening for a mouth, big eyes, and
hands "llke crab claws." The beings were "real
wrinkled and the only sound they made was a buzz-
ing, humming sound."

Parker, who along with Hickson, works at a
local shipyard, said he was taken to the object
too, but passed out shortly after the creatures
appeared.

The men told authorities that after they
were released, they had a "stiff drink", but had
not been drinking before the incident. Chief
Deputy Barney Mathis said they definitelyénot
drunk. were

"They are reliable people," Shefiff Diamond
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-said,

stated Friday, October 12. "They had no reason
to say this if it had not been true. I know
something di1d happen to them."

The men did not suffer any obvious physical
injuries, but were badly frightened. Hickson
"I was scared, and I'm still scared and
shook up over it. The wltnesses were taken to
nearby Keesler Alr Force Base on Friday, October
12 to be checked for possible radiation exposure.
Military officers there sald an examlnation by
Alr Force doctors found no evidence of radlation.
(The information above comes, fo6r the most part,
the Saturday, October 13th, 1973 edition of

"The Washington Star-News.")

Flying Saucer News learned last week that
J. Allen Hynek, Northwestern University astron-
omer and former civilian AilrForce UFO consultant,
has taken an interest in this case. Our inform-
ant, a NICAP fileld investigator, told us he dis-
covered that Hickson 1s a convicted felon, having
served as the driver of a getaway car in a robbery
some years ago. Our informant also alleges that
Parker is now in a hospital, receiving treatment,
after having suffered a mental breakdown after
the experience. Our friend from NICAP believes
the entire affalr was a hoax engineered by Hick-
son, who, he clailms, has been involved in warious
bunko-type operations over the years, in order
to mke money at a time public interest in UFOs
i1s waxing hot. Whlle it is of course pobsible
to bring doubt upon the validity of almost any
case, we at Flying Saucer News don't quite see
how the alleged hoaxers have profited from the
affalr. They have been remarkably reluctant to
discuss thelr experience, refusing to talk to
reporters, and submitting to only one short tele-
vision interview. We hope more concrete informa-
tion will be frthcoming on this intriguing story
from Mississippil.
