Ariother report on the-reddish 
su�stance which fell to earth after 
a UFO was reported to have. killed 
a tree in Cincinnati, back in 1965, 
has come to attention. 

On the morning of 22 J_uly, Ed 
Mootz was mowing the lawn. The 
sun was bright and Ed wanted to 
get the lawn cut before the day 
got too hot. 

Nothing unusual happened, ac­
cording to · the report, until he 
bent over to move some garden 
hose which lay next to a peach 
tree. As he reached for the hose a 
fe'r reddish drops fell on his hand. 

"The substance was warm and 
sticky," he told a reporter. "It 
looked and felt'like watery blood, 
except it was oily to the touch .. " A 
moment later the stuff, now even 
darker red than blood, was literal-. 
ly raining all around him. It was 
like being caught in a heavy warm 
shower, he said. 

He backed away from the peach 
tree and looked up. About 1000 
feet-overhead he said he saw a 
small reddish-pink cloud unlike 
any cloud he ever has seen before. 
About ·50 feet above it was an 
object he described as a silver 
disc. It moved northward with the 
cloud, or the cloud_ moved north: 
ward with it. 

According to the report the red 
stuff on his hands and arms was 
burnirig his skin. He went inside, 
washed it off with no trouble,· but 
it left scars which are there to this 
day. 

The next morning he· discov­
ered his peach�ree h�d died 
during the night. The leaves were 
burned and on the ground. The 
trunk had shrunk to half the size, 
and in 24 hours the grass around 
the tree was also dead. 

A representative from the 
USAF from Dayton . took up the 
tree and collected the fallen 
peaches and dead grass to their 
laboratory ..

This is the stunning charge inade by two leading researchers of unexplained flying objects, and a 
TA'ITLER investigation has turned up concrete evidence to bear it out. 

A Tampa, Fla., space seminar was jolted recently by one expert's claim that an alien spacectaft.

He was met by three men, one an Air Force officer, who led 
him to the colonel's office, instructing him to keep his "eyes 
straight ahead and not do any looking around.'' Tenney saw 
officers carrying packages and letters all stamped "TOP 
SECRET." 

IN THE COLONEL'S OFFICE, Tenney was grilled ex­
tensively about his experience. His interview was typed and he 
had to sign it before a notary. 

Four officials then led Tenney down the stairs to the front door 

of the Jail-like buildill{i 
. Tenney then saw two men "staggering in with large laundry 

bags" -·laboring under their great weight. One of the men ac­

cidentally dropped one of the bags directly in front of Tenney. 

Tenney looked down at the bag and was shocked at what he 

saw. 
"I eould make out the outline of a body. It appt"ared to be 

doubled up." Tenney saw its head, knet-s and f�t. 
"The two men grabbed me and the offieer opened the door and 

they thre"· me out," Tenney said. 
He added that the officer yelled ut him to get out of the 

building immediately. 

AT THIS POINT, TENNEY WAS confident his experience was 
over. But a day later, between Great Falls and Conrad, he saw 
"a ball of fire and smoke coming toward me high in the sky JJnd 
also heard a noise like several locomotives or a roaring noise." 

This was near where the other incident occurred. 
"When it (the UFO) passed me, the fire, smoke and noise 

stopped and I obsen·ed a shiny object," saki Tenney . "It was 
travelling at terrifle speed. It seemed to be going in a sort of 
rlimb away from the Parth." 

He didn't report this to the Air Force. 
"Once down there was enough for me," he recalled. 
Tenney is convinced the smoke he saw from the mountain was 

from a downed spacecraft and the bodies in the laundry bags 
were from the craft. 

"Otherwise, why was I thrown out so fast?" he asks. 
He thinks the dirigible�shaped object he saw the second day 

w<ts a spacecraft looking for its downed companion. 
"I am 74 years old." Tennt>y said Ia H-latlng his t"Xperience. "I 

was 53 when I saw the UFO. I don't smoke or drink and have 
good t>yesight. i was able to pass my driver's test without 
wearing glasses." 

IT WAS THAT SAME YEAR, in Montana near the Canadi�n 
border. that Air Force Staff Sgt. William B. Kelly, radar 
specialist, saw six blips on his radar screen. 

"The objects seemed to keep coming right in toward our 
station,'' Kelly told a TATTLER reporter. 

When the formation was 10 miles from the radar base, the 
UI''Os performed unusual maneuvers- changing directions five 
times in one minute. 

The objects were tracked at speeds between 1,400 and 1,600 
miles per hour. 

Sergeant Kelly described the radar appearances of UFOs in 
1953 as "a seige." 

"Thrrr different timt.>s wt.> had these objects and all three 
timt>s very similar and very rhara('teristlc," he said. In the 
st•c·ond and third in('idt>nts. four objeet.«> were trark�d on the 



radar screens. In the last ease, the four UFOs w·ere clocked at 
1.800 miles per boor. 

The UFOs "give a better return, have a better reflecting 
surface, than a plane does," Kelly said. 

OTHER RADARMEN throughout the country have also 
reported tracking UFOs on UJeir screens. 

NICAP official Carr. who retired in June after teaching mass 
cormnunications for nine years at the University ·of Southern 
Florida, claims air intelligence at Wright-Patterson AFB has in 
its possession a 31-foot-in-diameter spacecraft that crashed 
three miles west of Aztec, N.M., near the Colorado state line, in 
1948. 

.. At that time, I owned and operated a ranch in the high 
mountains," Carr told TAITLER. "It happened in my neigh­
borhood. 

"All major law enforcement oflkers were rushed to the scene 
and planes were Down from the nearest major Air Force base 
which was Edwards. And as they landed, there was a silvery : 
gll'amlng disc-shaped spaeecraft leaning oa a tripod lauding 
gear. Apparently It made u automatic landing after Its oe­
t·npants had died. 

The craft was undamaged, Carr said, except for a small hole 
in the transparent plastic dome which covered the cockpit. 

Because of an accident in space, Carr added, 12 small human­
like beings in the spaceship died of decompression.

When officials surrounded the downed spacecraft and peered 
inside, Carr said, they found "slwnped over and motionless 12 
small men." 

Airmen managed to get the door of the craft open, he added 
and medical officers found the bodies were still limp and warm' 
The bodies were flown to Edwards, which has a refrigerated 
morgue. 

"The President was notified, bu& be dido 't come," said Carr. 
"No one knew quite what to do. The bodies were carefully 
prt•served. They weren't green ... they were falr-sldaaed. All 
were males. They were between three and four feet Ia height. All 
had light hair. blue eyes, perfet't teeth. They were superb 
physical spe<'lmens." 

Carr said one body was selected for autopsy by a &roup of 
government physicians. 

"Six doctors performed the autopsy and It was Jlllo&olrapbed 
and motion pictures were made," Carr said.

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THE RETIRED PROFESSOR SAID the body appeared to be 
that of a man about 30 years old, but the brain - when the skull 
was opened - was that of somebody several hundred years old. 

"Brain specialists said they had never seen a brain with such. 
intricate convolutions," said Carr. 

"It could have been a man several hundred years old who bad 
been spared the lnflnnities of age ... one who had ne,·er known 
senility. What a gift If they could tell us how to do It! " 

Carr said authorities have drawn a veil "over the most im­
portant development in the history of our time. 

The cover-up, he said, has been going on since June 24, 1947. 
when Kenneth Arnold sighted a fleet of disc-shaped craft flying 
at incredible speeds in the Pacific Northwest and coined the 
term "flying saucer." 

The Air Force's position, Carr noted, has been to treat 
inquiries about UFOs as something funny. 

"That's the nature of man, to protect himself from the 
unknown by ridicule,.. said Carr. 

"THE EVIDENCE is piling up and up; filing cabinets are 
bursting with photographs; the vaults of U.S. Air Intelligence 
have hundreds of feet of motion pictures of UFOs flying close to 

U.S. planes," said Carr. "In some cases when the U.S. pilot 

waved, the occupant of the UFO waved back ... surely not a 
hostile act." 

Regardless of this, nwnerous attacks have been made on 

UFOs. 
"It's been documented that over 1,008 planes have been 

scrambled to attack harmless UFOs w·lth deadly weapons to try 
to shoot one down, but they've never succeeded," said Carr. 

Carr has personally checked out hundreds of UFO sightings. 

"Most of them have been misunderstandings and misin­

terpretations of natural phenomena," Carr told TATTLER. 
"There have been a few outright frauds, and then there are those 
few hard-core cases that could not be explained by conventional 

means. Even the Air Force claims seven to 10 per cent of the 

reported cases do not yield to any conventional interpretation." 

The respected and usually accurate Gallup Poll showed last 
year that more th81l half the American people take UFO& 
sertouslv and is mllUon Americans admit to having seen 

�nidentltted Dying objects. 

RUSSIA, THE NICAP OFFICIAL SAID, is taking the UFO 
phenomena much more seriously than American armed forces. 

He said Russians, like the U.S. Government sometimes treat 
UFO reports as a farce publicly. but that "they have highly 
trained teams of scientists and engineers studying this." 

"For a while they thought they (the UFO&) were American, 
but they've stopped tblnklng tba&," Carr said. "They know now 
they're extra-terrestrial.'' 

Carr's information is based on many interviews and years of 
investigation. He said the source of his detailed information on 
the New Mexico ease "is a biologist who participated in it. .. 

The Air Force is withholding its doc·wncntation on the Nt•w 
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
