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Saying · · · 

John Schuessler, a technical 
manager for McDonnell-Douglas 
Corp., said "Aerospace engineers 
should join in the quest for an 
explanation to the UFO phenome­
na that have occurred around the 
world in recent years. 

"Who better would have the 
capability to find the solution to 
this problem than aerospace en­
gineers who deal in sophisticated 
flying vehicles?" asked Schuessler 
who is working on the crew 
support system for the space 

· shuttle program. 
Schuessler, of Clear Lake City 

(near Houston) TX, says UFO's 
have been sighted by too many 
people, including ·experts in too 
many parts of the world for 
aerospace engineers to ignore 
thf>rn. 

"The world of UFO's is just as 
real as the world of engineering" 
Schuessler says. "Airline pilots 
see them every day." 

For example, back in April of 
t?is 

. 
year, a UFO was spotted 

Cll'cling San Antonio and tracked 
on the radar screen at the San 
Antonio airport control tower. 

Extensive c.->ntacts with senior 
FAA personnel in Houston and 
San Antonio, however failed to 

·substantiate his claims of exten­
sive sightings by airline pilots and 
the radar-tracking incident in 
particular. 

On the other hand, when 
Schuessler attributes numerous 
UFO sightings to Dr. Harley D. 
Rutledge head of the Dept. of 
Physics at Southeastern Missouri 
State University he receives 
suoport for his contentions. 

Rutledge attributes the most 
·recent sightings to meteors, but 
said he has sighted 140 unidentifi­
ed objects during 130 plus nights 
of observing with special equip­
ment, since becoming interested 
in the subject in 1973. 

While some of the sightings 
were not bonafied UFO's he said 
about 25 were "truly incredible 
and unquestionable UFO's." 

Schuessler said the study of 
UFO's is "a field ripe for good 
work." 

UFO's are "very tantalizing to a 
person in the aerospace field" he 
said.

In 1945 I had a nose operation at Polyclininc 
Hospital, perfor•ed by a private surgeon, and comp­
lications developed as the hospital was short of 
beds and they never gave me a chance toconvalesee, 
but discharged me two days after the operation was .

Consequently, I began to bleed profusely as soon 
as I a �rived home, and this bleeding continued on 
for three days, after which the ambulance from Poly­
clinic Hospitalwas finally sent to pick me up and 
return me to the hospital for final treatment • 

Now, what has this to do with UFOs or spacemen? 
Well, I'm not sure, but while I was at the hospital, 
a remarkable stranger appeared at the fourth floor 
ward, where I w as, and without saying a word, he 
beamed a ray of light or energy into my mind, as if 
to comfort and reassure me. I'm not even certain 
that it was mental telepathy, but the impr ession of 
the vibrational beam entering my mind, was very 
very strong, and I seemed to say ''Lo, or hello, here 
I am! All is we II ·! 

This man stood there in the room, very silent and 
looked at me in a most dignified eort of way. His 
appearance 

.r esembled that of an aricient Egyptian 
prince, or a Hindu Maharajah. His skin was of a light 
copper color, or pimento color. Some authors claim 
that is the normal color of space people. 

I'm sorry that I did not speak to him, but my 
supprise w as considerable, and I was very weak, 
physica lly. All I could think of was getting back to 
bed in a hurry. I never real ly recovered from the 
great loss of blood, as I've been hounded by back­
aches, migraine and •usc le- spasms ever since. The 
incredible part was that I pu lled through and survived.

·some friends in 1962, we paused to rest awhil�, and 
sat down on some rocks and gazed at the sky, ·thinking 
of UFOs. Soon, in the center of a huge mass of 
clouds, a perfectly round hole appeared, and through 
this opening we could see the sunshine and a patch 
of clear blue sky. Everywhere else we looked it was 
cloudy,and we took this tobe a sign that the space­
people_were saying hello to us. 

In }974, I was stan ding in front of my house at 
sunset, and I looked westward to enjoy the sunset, 
which was an exceptionally pretty one. There among 
tb� clouds lit up by the sunset appeared a triangle 
of light, resting on a cloud. The clouds were rosy­
hued, but the triangle glowed in a lighter color, 
and stood out sharply amidst the clouds in the sunset. 
As the. sun set, the triangle drifted slowly northward. 

I report these incidents because, as I understand 
things, all these happenings were out of the ordinary, 
involving as it did, sights an d feelings not of the 
ordinary run of the mill sort. 

One more funny thing happened recently in July of 
1977. I had an argument with Con E dison On July 11, 
and on the 13th the BIG BLACKOUT occurre�. The 
timing could have been only coincidence • •  yet, the 
authorities never were able to identify just WHAT 
exact ly caused the blackout. They say that the last 
blackout in 1965 was caused by UFO interference, and 
perhaps this one also was caused by UFOs.
