Cardenas describes himself as fin intensely religious 
person, a teetotaler with no use for fantasy. He said, 
"Before this ha_R.t:,> ened, I scoffed at UFOs. Now I know 
differently." 'f.]L.L, � -� _ j- & -I 9 79.

It seemed like a scene out of 

"Guerre Stellari",  as the film 
"Star Wars" was called in Rome, 
Italy, when Highway policeman 
Tommaso Davi, recently found 
himself giving chase in his patrol 
car, to a spherical, shining uniden'7 
tified flying object said . to have 
temporarily knocked out elec­
tricity at various points along the 
Adricatic coastal road. 

But the- incident was real. Fur­
thermore, it was only one of a rash 
of recent sightings -throughout the 
Italian penninsula that have led 
many people in Rome to believe 
events in Italy are being closely 
followed by creatures from out of 
space. 

Over the past _ two months, the 
Italian skies appear to have been 
invaded. py _swarms_of "OyNis" or 
"Oggett:i Yolanti non Idendifical" 
the Italian version of UFO's. 
Sightings which appear to have 
been concentrated in an area now 

. dubbed the "Adratle triangle" bet­
ween Pescara and Ancona along 
Italy's eastern coast, have made 
as far south as Palermo and as far 
north aS- Trieste and Milan. 

They have led to traffic jams in 
Naples, caUsed fear among fisher­
man who llave seen their ships fu. 
Struinents disturbed and 

· frightened the tesidents of ROme. 
FurthermQre, the sightings have 

. been made and reported by a 
growing number of citizens above 
all possible suspic-ion , l�ke 
soldiers, NATO officers and pilots. 

For ·example, the first !;ighting 
· in Roine r�tly -:-·a luminous, 
· green object hovering in the early 

morning skies - was made by of­
ficers on quty at police headquar.: 
ters whose original skepticism had 
disappeared after insistent callers 
told them to "go and look for your­
selves." 

In Palmero, a few days before, a 
bank teller , Nino Raffagnino , 
hastily photographes a -UFO he 
thought he spotted in the Sicilian 
sky and canie up with pictures of a 
shining disk with a donut-like hole 
in the middle. A night patrol of 
carabinieri ·or military police in 
Calabria also saw an unusual 
"streak of light in the sky," as did 
soldiers on guard duty at Brindisi 
on the Adriatic. 

· 

The Unidentified Flying Objects 
sighted here have been described 
by witnesses as green, red or 
white lights - or, alternatively, as 
spherical or elongated silver or 
orange metallic objects. Whether 
real or imagined, the fluiTy of 
sightings has_ so charged the at­
mosphere. 

Others-, described as trapezoidal 
or �angular in form, have been 
seen hovering ahead, or in two 
bizarre incidents in different 
cities� perched on the giant an­
tenna of the Italian state radio and 
television network. 

· Less publicized_ have ·been what 
a spokesman for the Clypeus 
group in Turin has referred to as 
close encounters- of the second 
kind. According to the group, so 
far this year there have been nine 
spacecraft landings in Italy with . 
crew members from out er space 
repeatedly described by eyewit­
nesses as "humanoid" in ap­
pearance . .
