Apple Valley, California

On December 16, 1954, I was dubiously fort-
unate to have observed a2 "UFO" in thc skies over
Anple Valley, California, near Victorville. I
feel that I have had enough experience with flying,
radar navigation and observing to qualify for re-
vorting the following incident with near accuracy.
I am certain that the phenomena wes of a tangible
nature with dimensions that were real, thougzh un-
believable.

The object was cigar shaped, of extremely

bright silvery material. It remained stationary

at an altitude of approximately 25,000 feet, almost
directly above the Apple Valley Inn, from about

six o'clocikk P.M. of the 16th until almost noon of
the following day. That night the object appeared
as a reddish-orange glow, but when the sun ca:me

up in the morning, the object became silvery. It
was easily visible with the: na%ked eye. I observed
it in the morning with a pair of 7 X 50 binoculars
and was able to make out quite a bit of the detail.

This object must have been about two and a
half times as long as a B-29. There wecre two wind-
ows or ports a2t one end near the bottom. It seemed
seperated through the length with a single row of

bolts or small holes.

There werc aporoximately fifty people who
observed the same thing that I did; among them
were two deputy sheriffs fron Victorville, a
medical doctor, the manager of the Apple Valley
Inn and most of its employees, and at 1least
twenty guests at the Inn. The authorities were
rcpeatedly called at George Air Base, which is
just four amiles from Victorville. The only ans-
wer that could be obtained at the time was that
they had planes (jets) in the area and were
investigating. They assured any callers that it
vas not a weather balloon or similiar object
but beyond that they would say nothing. The
following day they denied the whole incident and
denied that any inquiries had ever been madec by
all of these people.

In the early morning there were jets all
over the place. One vapor trail was visible flying
directly over the object at about 35,000 feet. The
jet wasn't visible with the naked eye but could be
seen with binoculars. The pilot of that jet could-
n't have avoided sceing the object.

One of the guests of the Inn took some pict-
urcs of the object which, I later learned, were
taken from him by the authorities.

On Friday the 17th, I returned to Los Angeles
and gave a full account of the experience to Mr.
Paul Coates of the Mirror-News. Ho immediately
began to check my story and verified cverything
that I had told him.

The only satisfaction that he was able to
get was from two non-commissioned officers who
admitted knowing about the rcoorts, but made the
bad mistake of telling Mr. Coates of their know-
ledge. They suddenly were incommunicado at the
Air Base.

Omaha, Nebraska

The following may be of no value whatsoever,
but...will pass it along--just in case:

On the evening of March 16, 1955, we had some
very unusual interference on KMTV (one of our TV
channels here in Omoha). We were listening to a
program, and suddenly another conversation was sup-
erimposed on the set. It could not have come from
the station...it was in a foreign tongue--or so it
seemed. Several voices participated, but we could
not make head or tail of the conversation. The
voices were of a rather high-pitched quality, not
staccato but as if excellent enunciation were
being employed. (Am familiar with Spanish, French
and Italian. None of those.)

We do not have an outside aerial and without
it cannot get other than KMTIV or WOW-TV right here
in Omaha.

Seems farfetched indeed to even suppose we
heard a "snatch" of some interplanetary communica-
tion; we have no technical knowledge of TV or radio,
so there may have been a perfectly reasonable expla-
nation. However, it did seem odd that the screen,
(21"*) should sort of crackle and pinpoints of light
élike a million little stars exploding) should
spread over the screen, eliminating the picture
that was coming from the station. Presently, how-
ever, the voices ceased and the interference passed
away. Our picture was better than ever--and it's

always good.

Our dog, by the way, was greatly disturbed
and vanted to race in and out of the house. He app-
eared highly excited all during the interference
.e.oand that is most unusual--unless there is a
thunder storm in the area.

Grafenwohr, Germany

On Sunday May 1lst, 1955 I saw a "Flying Sau-
cer". I observed this UFO for about ten minutes.
At first I saw a bright light almost due north at
about 500 feet up. If you would hold your hand
at arms length, three fingers span would just
cover it.

The only form that I could observe was spher-
ical. It made no noise that I could hear and had
no tail or exhaust that was visible to me. The
UFO made four horizontal nasses at a slow (100
M.P.H.) spmeed. It hovered occasionally. Finally
it slowly started up in a north-east direction. It
picked up spmeed and soon was traveling up and away
from me at a great speed. Soon it looked 1like a
star., However, if you observed closely you could
see it getting smaller and smaller and traveling
in 2 very slight, almost minute, spiraling motion.
If it ever changed color from its bright white, I
did not observe it.

I have two reliable witnesses beside myself,
and they were not believers in UFO's. They are
not talking about it. It seems as though they do
not want to believe what they saw. But they did
see it.

There is no chance of it being an airplane
or a helicopter, because we are only a few miles
from the Russian sector and there can be no fly-
ing at night over this area.

This a2ll happened about one hour after sun-
set. The town of Grafenwohr is not to far from
Weiden, a larger town than Grafenwohr. I can say
now that I believe there are unidentified flying
objects.

On January 5th, 1955 at L:l'S P.M, while I
was on my way home I was driving north on Eagle
Rock Road in Los Angeles. When I got in front of
4680 Eagle Rock Road I had the impression some-
thing wvas falling in front of me. I slammed on
my brakes so rapidly that my car skidded side-
ways and partially blocked the street. I opened
the door of my car and getting out on the left
and looking almost overhead was what first looked
like a fairly large box kite.

It was of a material which did not reflect
light and my first thought was that it was cove
ered with some type of cloth but further observ-
ation seemed to make it appear as a dull metal,
It did not appear aerodynamic in shape or struct-
ure and except for some light grey lines on the
upper part of it, it did not appear to be anything
I had ever seen or been aware of before. As I was
parked across the street »martially blocking pass-
age, other cars stopped behind me and at least
one verson (in the car directly behind) got out
of his car and joined me as we watched this obj-
ect. Up to this point I was only curious as to
what it was.

Suddenly it moved. Not as anything I have
ever seen move, that is, slowly gaining sneed
and then settling down to a steady speed; but it's
movement was more like the movement of a search-
lisht across the sky. It moved parralel to Eagle
Rock Road and completed the distance from over my
head to being out of sight in perhavns a second or
two. At the time I first saw this object I was
not over fifty feet and possibly as little as
twenty five feet from being directly under it.

It's size appeared to be about that of an
automobile from my observation position. It hung
absolutely motionless during my period of observ-
ation until it made the soundless, effortless
movement which carried it out of sight, During
my observation, the object retained an angle of
L5 degrees to the ground with the portion having

the grey lines as the higher part.

¥hile I have not had any experience with air-
craft or aircraft observation I have had some
training in other types of observation, having
served in an Intelligence Section where some abil-
ity in this line was required. I do not care to
hazard any opinion as to what it was that I saw,
but to the best of my knowledge I have never be-
fore seen anything like it.

Three UFO's In One Day....

I have, over the vast few years, became
increasingly interested in "Flying Saucers." I
made what probably is the first sighting in the
United States, in January 1946. Since then, I
have been up against the greatest odds and opp-
osition whenever I expound my stories and theor-
ies.

On April 9th, 1955, I was with a member of
the Office of Civil Defense, Ground Observation
corps, when we made a very accurate and detailed
sighting that we reported to the Albany Filter
Center, U. S. Air Force. The Air Defense Command
was extremely interested in the sighting. I took
pictures of the object with a fixed-focus, but
not one photo came out for us,

The roll of film was developed by a local
press photographer. The odd thing about the roll
was that not even the frames of the pictures came
out on the negatives. The entire roll was milky-
white, and blank, except for an indefinable fringe
area on what we think was the first shot. The
pictures were taken from a good height...nine
stories up, on top of Physicians Hospital, where
the 0.C.D.~G.0.C. Observation Post is maintained.
At the time I made the shots, the sun was just

beginning to 1light the horizon.

The first sighting made on the ninth of
April, 1955, was at one thirty one A.M. At
that time we observed a rust colored light,
round in shape, and covered with, or surrounded
by, a misty cloud...moving away from our post,
It was very low, perhaps about 1,500 to 2,000
feet up. The thing moved slowly out over Lake
Champlain, headed in the direction of Grand
Island, Vermont. It banked to the left, and we
could see that whatever it was, it was shaped
round, It seemed to diminish in brightness, and
went down behind the ridge of mountains on the
Vermont side of the lake.

We figured that the unknown object touched
land in the area of Grand Isle. I checked with
the Vermont State Police and called the Civil
Defense office in the general area of Grand
Isle.,but no one reported seeing the thing.

The second in a series of the three seperate
sightings of UFO's that day, April 9, 1955, was
made at 3:34 a.m. This time we watched an odd
vapor trail stretched across the sky, and traced
it to an odd thing that just hung in the sky.

It was shaped like a pencil or cigar. It gave off
€reen light around the edges, and glowed bright
gold, or yellow, in the middle. The object was
visible right until the sunrise.

The third, and most spectacular sighting was
made at 4:10 a.m. This time, we had signed-out
the post with Albany Filter Center, and had waited
around due to a strange glow off to the north-
east, as if there was a fire on the horizon over
in the Vermont area. There was no fire reported,
or plane crash, or anything else unusual. We che-
cked on the later. But, to get back to the sight-
ing at that time...the other observer called to
my attention an unusually bright object that was
entirely motionless in the sky to the east, over
the Grand Island, Vermont area. I told him, per-

haps it was a star. But he said in all the hours
he had been on watch, he had never seen the object.
We watched it, and played a pair of Binoculars on
it. We then saw that it was beginning to change
color. It changed from incandescent white, to gre-
enish-white, to a pinkish color, to red, then to

a sort of blue, and then back to white. I could
have had more witnesses if I had called someone on
the phone on the next floor down, which is open to
public use, but at the time, neither of us thought
Of this.

We observed the object as it changed colors,
and then it began rising straight up. We put the
vost back into operation, and described the object
to the filter center downstate, and they told us
they wanted to connect us with the Radar Station
the USAF operates in St. Albans, Vt., but we could-
n't hear what they were saying. The telephone lines
from Plattsburg to the Burling areas (where the
filter center is located) were staticy for some
unknown reason. The person on the other end could-
n't hear us, and we couldn't hear him.

We stuck with it, and waited until the sun
came up...at which time the object had risen to
about 60,000 or 70,000 feet. The sun then blotted
out the object. But while we watched it through the
Binoculars, we got a good picture in our minds of
what it looked 1like. We watched the thing for over
an hour as it hovered and rose about four miles
from us.

Through binoculars, the object was shaped 1like
an inverted desert dish. It glowed deep red on top,
had flznged rims along the bottom. It gave off a
green vapor in a series of eight exhaust-like trail-
ings underneath and gave off a brilliant yellow
lizht underneath that obscured other distinguishable
features in the underside. There were three aper-
tures near the top of the dish. No noise was heard
during its first visit...or its last,.

The two men watched the round,
bright object shuttle back and forth
in the sky. What did its strange actions mean?

On the night of December 27, 1954, an unusual
saucer sighting took place at the Agaunica Cobalt
Mine on the shore of lake Timiskaming, three miles
from the northern Ontario mining town of Cobalt.

Fear clutched at him, St. Jean said later.
Overcoming his paralysis, he ran for his car "to
get out of there before it got me."

He reached the car and realized that the
object really showed no sisns of being dangerous.
He peered up at it again and saw it was still
hovering in the same place. After about five
minutes the light, which was shining downward,
shot up into the air and the object began to
move out over the lake in a gyrating fashion, as
if making a continuous series of e's. In a minute
or two the object ceased these gyrations and began
climbing at a 30 degree angle until it seemed
about 1,000 feet over an island in the lake, where
it again hovered motionless.

At this point St. Jean ran into the mine
office and called John Hunt, the Northern Corre-
spondent for the North Bay Dailly Nugget. After
listening to St. Jean's breathless account, Hunt,
who is much respmected locally, jumped into the
Nugset truck and drove to the mine. By this time
the object started to move away again. It began
climbing steeply and at an extremely high speed.

At about 10,000 feet it began moving in a
straight line from east to west., It moved through
an angle of 45 degrees and was the size of a
quarter held at arms length. At the western end
of the run, said John Hunt, it "changed shape
slightly and went out, giving one the impression
that it had banked." It then rcappeared a2t the
eastern end of the run, slightly to the north of
its starting point, then travelled westward again.
It changed shape and disappeared, then reappeared
at the start of another run, again slightly north
of the second run. This was repeated 10 times,
then the object remained still.

Hunt and St. Jean went to the "dry" to warm
up. Here St. Jean told Hunt that he had counted
10 red lights out on the surface of the frozen
lake. Hunt climbed a ladder but by that time he

could see only one light. Did these ten red lights
correspond in any way to the parallel runs that
the object had made at high altitude?

The two men called their families. Two car-
loads of people drove out from Cobalt and watch-
ed the object as it hovered in the air. It was
observed for over an hour before it finally disa-
Ppeared.

Hunt said, "As far as I'm concerned, a
"Flying Sauver" was here and I saw it."

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Fireballs Over Washington, Oregon, Canada

A bright object which- zipped through the
skies over Washington and portions of 3ritssh
Columbia on July 20th, apparently was a fire-
ball. The object, described by one witness as
green with a blue glow and shooting flames,
apparently headed in a southwest to northeast
direction. A control-tower operator at the
Seattle~Tacoma International airport was among
many Seattleites sceing the fireball.

The following night, Northwest residents
from Ashland, Oregon to Tacoma, Washington watched
a fireball flash across the sky from east to west
and disappearing on the horizon. Reports from
Portland, Eugene and Tacoma varied as to the
color of the fireball., Colors ranged from blue-
white to fiery red--but all agreed it left a
luminous trail and traveled in a westerly direct-
fon. A Medford, Oregon observer said it appeared
to explode before vanishing in the west. The
witness, Mrs. E. D. Berry, said it was straight
above the city.

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What's With The Green Fire Balls?

Since December 1945, shortly after the first
atomic explosions in New Mexico and over Japan,
the skies over America, the southwest section in
particular, have been literally bathed with dozens
of Unidentified Flying Objects called "Green Fire-
balls", These strange objeccts, not meteorological
in origin, move with supersonic speeds, traveling
straight as a bullet, in horizontal flight.

for more than a couple sececonds at the most.
The green'ness of the fireballs has astounded
many witnesses. Their color would indicate the
green of burning copper, which is almost never
found in meteors.

Are they some form of American missile?}

objects, whatever they are, have flown over large
American cities is proof enough that they are not
test missiles.

The decision to launch the first artificial
unmanned satellite opens the age of space travel.

Rocket cxperts have known since 1925 that an
artificial satellite was a technological possibil-
ity, but the development of. large liquid-fuel rock-
ets was first needed. In principle, the problem
is not very difficult. The satellite will by no
means be outside the earth's gravity, but the s»ced
of the missile and the gravitational pull of the
earth will ballance each other. The curves descr-
ibed by the missile and the surface of the earth
will form two concentric circles.

If thc missile is placcd at a height where
there is still a small amount of air resistance
left it will lose both speed and altitude. In
other words, its orbit will not be closed in a
circle but a tight spiral, and when it reaches
sufficiently dense layers of the atmosphere it
will burn up like a falling star. To put a
missile into such an orbit will need what rocket
enginecrs call a three-stage rocket, which means
a rocket consisting of threce sections all indepen-
dently powercd.

As the fuecl supply of the first stage becomes
exhausted the sccond stage will take over, leaving
the burned out first stage behind. A minute or so
later the same performance will be repeated by the
third stage. Thec payload carricd by the third
stage will be a package of instruments, all of
them hooked up with am autom~atic radio transmitter

These instruments will tell the ground statio:
to what extent the skin of the missile is heated
by the sun. When thc missile enters the shadow of
the earth, as it must on its revolutions around th.
Planet, the instruments will report how quickly
this skin temperaturc drops. The first of the art-
ificial satellites will be placed low enough so
that there is a little air resistance left to slow
it down. Scientists are interested in how quickly
it slows down because that is an indication of the
amount of air left at a height of, say, 200 miles.
