From the 
inio rma tion lmich we _ have recieved, this cam!:.>a ign 
will probably last until the first of the year. 
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During this time, ne1.,spapers, radio and television 
will be used to squash the truth. 

l\iuch of' the ridicule campaign is being aimed 
directly a t  Saucer magazines. To da te this has 
been the only means available to the public to o� 
tain information involving the Saucers. Such rid�­
cule may force a few editors of' Saucer magazines 
to "chicken out .n Not all of them will comply. 

On August 25th, General Carl Spa tz, former 
chief of staff of the U.S. Air Force said that the 
nFlying Saucersu come from peo].'les imaginations, 
not distant plane ts. He expressed belief' tha t  
"Flying Saucers0 will start to appear again because 
the peoples imaginations will make them appear. 
lben asked about eyewitness reports on Saucers from 
Air Force personnel the general added: "�ell, pilatE 
have imagina tions, too." 

(Note: On August 24th, Saucers were chased by 
jet fighters over Cincinna ti, Ohio.) 

On Augus t 25th, Captain Robert :hite, a member 
of the Saucer investiga ting staff a t  !�ight Patter­
son Air Force Base, Day�on, Oh�o �ai��h� t the con­
sensus of Americans who have repor ted seeing inv ad­
ers from out er space in the past four years is that: 
1. The space visitors are li t tle guys, less than 
four feet tall. 2. They are greenish. ). They us­
ually glo1.,, especially if excited. 4. Often they 
smell. 

The Cap tain said tha t  af ter four years of 
inves tiga tion, he did no t believe tha t  an y spacemen 
had landed here. 

(No te: Repor ts of these li t tle men have been 
received from all parts of the l'lorld, and their 
descriptions tally.) 

On September 13, Dr. La Paz, director of the 
University of New �exico's Institute of Neteoritics, 
said the "Green Fireballs" were test missiles made 
of ice. These missiles l'Jould be used by a 11 shrel'ld 
opponen t" in a tes t  war against this country. La 
Paz said an ice projec tile could be shot from a 
plane a t  a high altitude many miles a�my from the 
u. s. 

Doc tor La Plaz does not say how these project-
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i1es of ice would be shot from the plane. Being 
that there i sn ' t a piece of fieldartillery big eno­
ugh to shoot anything from the area of the north 

pole to any part of this country, I am slight ly 

lost as to how this would be done. P oss ibly from 
a giant slingshot. The sp e ed of the fireballs is 
almost equal ·to that of a meteor. Friction against 
such an ice projectile would melt it in a matter of 
seconds if it were traveli ng the speed of the fire­
balls. 

Presuming that this shrewed o ppon ent was oper­
ating in the ar ea of the north pole, would Doctor 
La Paz please account for the fireballs which have 
been seen traveling from south to north, east to 
west and "to�est to east . Just 'Why would the se balls 
of ice burn a fiery green ? �ossibly from their 
overheating caused by the long journey from the 
north pole. 

After reading many sta t ements made by Doc tor 

La Paz in r eference to the green fireballs, I find 
it hard to believe that he voluntarily let his name 
be used in connection 1rith such a bold statement.

Li tt1e Men 1ii th Indirect L!ghting Glow Green All 
Over Kentucky Farm 

August 22nd. Hundreds of curiosity seekers tramped 
across Cecil Sutton ' s farm today after the Sutton's 
said 1little green men paid them a visit last night. 

Sutton, his family and several r elatives said 
they were up all night fending off the l it t l e men 
who, they said, glowed with an inner illumination. 
Kentucky state poli c e and �herrif1s officers invest­
igated the w eird reports, but were unable to find 

any trac e of' the " spac e vis itors. tt 
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"That is because they used lights all over the 
place," Sutton said, "you can't see them ex�ept in 

the dark. Ivhen asked i:f they expected the space 
men to return, Mrs. Sutton saids " That ' s what I'm 
skittedy about. They might be back." 

The Suttons told t his storys About 7:30 Sunday 
evening , a visiting relative went to a well near 
the home and came back to the house excitedly talk­
ing of a "Space Ship" in a nearby fi eld . A few 
minutes earlier a "little ereen man" approached the 
house, they said. 11He was about three feet tall, 
1rith eyes like saucers and set about six inches apart 
with hands like claws and glowing all over , " Sutton 
said. 

About five feet from the door of the house he 
stopped and retreated lmen the Suttons fired a shot­
gun off into the air, Sutton said. But soon he 
re turned, and the Suttons fired at him. The creatur . 
fell down from the blast, and. then ran off into the 
fields. Later more of t he men returned and climbed 
about the trees and on the roof of the house. after 
about three hours, the Suttons ran :for their car and 
went into Hopkinsville to call the sheriff. The 
police officers said there definitely was no one 
drinking at the Sutton home.

July 14th. lvliami, Florida--�las it a meteorite, 
a comet or a space ship which flashed across the 
sky over Miami{ The bright ball of fire was reported 
by airplanes as :far apart as Houston, Texas, and San 
Juan, P.R., approximately 2,000 miles. Some insisted 
it was not a natural phenomenon but most agreed it 
was a red- orange ball \\ri th a long 'Nhi te tail and 
traveled :from east to wes t. Estimates of its height 
ranged from treetop level to thirty miles . One 
witness who was :fishing from a seawall, said it was 
a ship with an elongated body and a dome top. Sev­
eral others agreed with him. 

Following this report we recicved this eye­
witness report o:f the same sightine. 

A Navy celestial expert said that·the baffling 
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.bright object streakin� across the skies on Ju1y 
14th was not a meteori te, hinting broadly i t  was a 
·man-made machi ne from outer space. The witness 
said the glowing·tear-shaped object was 11not made 
on this earth,1 and sai d he computed its speed at 
an estimated 6),000 mi les per hour. "It's the 
first thi ng I've ever seen i n  the skies I couldn't 
�xplain," he sai d. He refused to guess exactly 
what it might have been. Yet he said it "was not 
a star, planet, airplane or rocket. u · -

The wi tness i s  commander of the Navy's super­
secret air development squadron at Key �kst, and an 
aut�ori ty in astrologi cal sciences. 

!�i le dri ving his wife and three children home, 
he spotted the object on the ni ght it was seen 
throughout south Florida. By scienti fic computat­
ion he sai d the object was 800 feet in diameter 
and about forty mi les above the earth. He believes 
the object was stationary. 11It1s interesting to 
note that the earth1s orbi tal veloci ty is about 
64,000 statute miles an hour. Hence, the object 
probably was a 11fly-by11 l"hich the eartp. passed. He 
pointed out that the object pa�ssed 1n a straight 
linet with no vi sible tail, such as seen on comets. 

Official government meteorologi sts have not 
identified the object, nor have they expressed 
opi nions about its appearence. 

The wi tness said the object had a solid app­
earance with almost a lmi te li ght. "It l'las very 
discerni .ble but not bri ght_" he sai d. 11It had more 
of a silvery glow."

July 18th. Hollywood, Florida--A l-roman wi tne­
ssed a large ball of' fi re "<ri th sparks coming from 
the rear. Ci vili an Defense officials said it �ms 
a comet falli ng over the area. (Note: There is no 
such thing as a falling comet)

July 21st. Norri stown, Pa. --Several '"i tness es 
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watched ·a strange object which ,.,as described at 
first sight as being red in color and "iike a 
hamburger roll." Later, the color of the moving ' 
object changed to green and took on an appearance 
of the shape of a 11dnnce cap. n The object could 
be seen for about a half an hour before it-disa­
ppeared.

July 26th. Chicago, Illinois--A mysterious 
object landed among'six children play'ing ·volleyball 
last night. The ·kids are sure it came from outer 
space. 

The childrens .father said: ":ve w·ere sitting 
in the yard, the kids playing, when a blue thi-ng 
lrl th a yellol1T tail streaked. through the sky. It 
landed right in.the middle of my kids--mieht have 
killed �ne of them. " "My boy came running ov�r and 
said, 'Daddy, we've got n message container from a 
"Flying Saucer". :le're going to open·it.•

The children smashed the thirty pound object 
with a sledge hammer �.nd f'ound nothing inside. 

The object was described as about the size of 
a volleyball, mushroom shaped t-li th a hard, spongy 
look like molten rock and metal all blended to­
gether. It smelled burnt «nd �\'C!S smoking l-1hen his 
children brought it to him. 

July 28th. Scotia, Nebraska--�Jj, tnesses watched 
a strange object flying about JS,OOO to 40,000 Ceet 
in the air, had two V-shaped 1-.rings, and 1·ras about 
the size o� the l•Ting tip of one of the large six 
motored planes (possibly a B-J6) which hav·e been 
over this area. The ob.ject �·!as follol·Jin{; one of 
these planes, then circled it and took off at great 
speed toward the southllfeS t. 
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July 28 th . Fostertolm, New York-- Reports oi a 
strange light in the sky Which kept circliri� over 
the Fostertown area ior about bali an hour and then 
suddenly disappeared \men a jet plane arrived qn the 
scene was still unexplained. 

Stewart Air Force Base officials said they co­
uld give no explanation of the occurance. 

Between 10 and 10:30 p.m. a white light, with 
an occasional red flareup, was seen circling over 
El Cortijo summer hotel. The strang e light \'ia.S 
first reported by a group of children, guests at the 
resort • .  The children then notified several oi the 
adult guests, who a� first disbelieved the account. 
However, one of them went outdoors and saw the light , 
which he said 1-.ras not falling nor 1-1as it a firebal l. 
It 1ms high in the sky, and ·t\Tas the size of a star 
and kept going around in circles. 

Fi nally the other gues ts at the resor t, some 75 
in all, also took a ·look at the strange ligh t .  At .. 
that point the manager of the boarding house tele­
phoned Ste"t.;art Air Force Base officials. Shortly 
thereafter, a jet plane arrived on the scene and the 
strange light disappeared straight up into the sky .

August 2nd. Alton, I llinois--A woman witness 
reported a strange object in the sky . It was like 
a star except that it definitely emitted green light 
and sometimes the color changed to a pi nk- red or 
back to the yellow glow of a star. It seemed to 
move up and down and sideways for short distances. 
She 1mtched it ior two hours, and concluded it 1�s 
not a plane, sine� it remained in the same area and 
its . color and apparent movement s eemed to rule out 
the likelihood it t'la.S a star. 

August 2nd. Richmond, Calif.--Mysterious balls 
o£ fire-- this time in triplicate--were seen early 
today flashing upward over San Francisco bay by two 
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Richmonders. 
One of the lrltnesses, a member o� the Air �orc e , 

saw the White ball about J:08 a.m. They said they 
remembered the time particularly b ecause he checked 
the clock in the auto in which they were sitting. 
He said the white ball was equipped 1�i th red, white 
and green lights. It was·going east at abo ut a 4.5 
degree ·angle upwards. . 

"At :first we thought it was a plane. Then as 
the lights began to fade out, it split into three 
parts. Each part was a 'White ball of fire and l�e nt 
in a different direction and faded out. Then '"e 
knel'll it wasn 1 t a plane . 11 

August 2nd. Near 11alla 1'/alla, �iashington-- S ev­
eral hundred people between Dixie, ·oregon and·the 
state line observed an object in the sky east o:f 
:valla �.Valla. The nearby air base received more than 
fifty calls, it l1TaS reported. It was described as 

-� ball of fire by a man in Dixie , an orange-ish 
thing by a youngster, lun1inous -by. a -woman near- the 
state line and many others referred to it as a light 
or 1mi te object. 

"Had any calls on a "Flying Saucer?' one man ask­
ed. "Is it something from outer space? n another in­
quir ed . 

"lmat1 s that bright light hanging in the east­
ern sky ? n  a lady asked. 11Cars are stopping on the 
road while drivers watch it . 11 

One man report�d he had been hiking in the mou­
ntains under it, hoping it lvould fall. But it moved 
northward, he said, and kept its altitude. 

Most int riguing description ca ll ed it a strange 
speck with another speck flying around it. The one 
in the middle could be seen 1�i th the 11aked ey�, the 
caller stated, but the one flying around it oould 
only be seen through glasses. 

Another witness said the object 'ms gi�ing off 
light, that it had three specks of light'in it. 

Most observers agreed it l�S remaining in th e  
same place in the air, not proer�ssing in any dir­
ection.

It l·Jas moving in a straight line and then it 
just disappeared • 

.August 'rd. Lawrence, Mass .--Tl..ro residents 
insist they saw a bright yellow liRht in the sky 
about 9 p.m. The light l,�s traveling at a good 
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rate of spe ed and had a glowi ng tail attach ed ·to 
it. It disappeared from view after a short t i me 
but not before the two 'witnesses got a good descri­
ption of it. They sai d it was definitely not. a .fall� 
ing star nor the airline.flight whi ch comes over the 
city at about that time ·but are �ure it .was a Saucer 
o f  some type.

August Jrd. Fresno, Ca l i f.--Th e latest person 
to see an object·flitting through the atmosphere 
over Fresno was ·a · wea t her o bserver s tationed at the 
federal weather bureau at the Fresno Air Terminal. 
The observer said the object he sa tv was round, s i lveJ 
colored and mo ving t hrough the skies at a regular 
rate of speed. Early that same day a photographer 
reported sighting a mysterious speeding light over 
Fresno. 

The obs erv e r  added he has be en 'h1i th the t\7e a  ther 
bureau for 17 years a·nd t.fh.ile he has seen o th e r  UFO'::· 
th i s  one causQd the greatest que s t i o n  in his mind. 
The chief o f  the Fresno weather bureau station said 
he is o ne o f  his most rel�able observers. He 
believes in the stories of so called "Flying Saucersu 
because "�o o  many good observers have seen them." 

He wa s  making observations ·Of a tveather balloo·n 
about 1:·30 p.m. when the o bjec t passed t� ro ugh his 
field of view against the tvind. 

ni l.ras sighting through a theod olite at a pil.ot 
balloonwhen the object passed clo se by the bal loon." 
He said the ba lloon was at JO,OOO feet. He explain­
ed a theodolite is a l o w powe red tel escop e used for 
sighting on balloons and determining 'tvind velociti es 
aloft and other weather data. 

"I f o llowed the object f o r  20 to JO se conds," 
he added. "It moved at.vay at a r egu lar speed11 I had 
no 1-.ray of estimating its distance but it must have 
been up somewhere near the balloon·. It appeared 
about one fourth or one third the size of t�e ball­
oon, which i s  six feet in diameter. 11! don 1 t knoH 
what it lvas but it was sharp l y  outlined aeains t the 
sky. 
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August Jrd • .  Charlotte, N. C.--.i\ house-
wife was hanging out the wash in her qack yard 
around 10 o'clock when three black objects that 
looked like eels appeared in the northeast sky. 
She said the objects--a long one following two 
shorter ones--climbed into the sky and disappea­
red. Then they re-appeared, carrying out this 
maneuver about four times before climbing out of 
sight for the final ti.me. Tlte maneuvering last� 
ed about.four minutes. She said the objects did 
not appear to have engines and made no noise. 
She called both the .. \ir Filter center and the U. 
S. Ueather Bureau to learn the identity of' the 
objects, but had no success.

August Jrd. Norristown, Pa.--An orange and 
green object was seen racing across the sky, 
then plunge to1vard the groung and disappear. I t  
first appeared as an orange streak, theri changed 
to a�green color similar to a traffic color sig­
nal before disappearing.

August 4th. Clarksburg, W. Va.--For two 
nights strange objects have been reported vis­
ible near the moon. One witness said that there 
was a trail similar to that usually left by a 
jet plane, near the moon. From the ground it 
appeared to be about a block in length. She 
said that other witnesses near her home who saw 
it declared that there was no jet plane noise.

.August 4th. Ivlonterey, Cali:f.--The mystery 
of the pieces of plastic 1�hich have .been r�ining 
over the Sacramento Rrea in recent days was exp­
lained to the satisfaction of many, but othe� s 
clung stubbornly to the belie£ there .is more to 
the story. Most residents were willing to 
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accept the explanation that thi p i eces of plast­
ic, some as big as 12 by 14 feet, were remnants 
of disintegrated weather balloons. · 

Residents have re por ted finding the strips 
of p lasti c in a number of loca tion·s in Sacramen­
to County and one was reported to have fallen in 
a palm tree in the park surrounding the state 
capitol. One witness retrieved a large piec·e 
from the Sacramento R iver after he.said he saw 
it floating down to earth. Others reported ·see·­
ing the pieces descend ing from the sky. 

But some officials of the weather bureau 
were not too sure the plasti c was from weather 
balloons. For one th ing the ma t erial was not of· 
the type use d in most wea ther bal loons, and they 
were large to have come from most balloons. 

Also, there was no explanation a s to why 
the Sacramento area suddenly should·become the 
"target" for the fall ing strips. · ��atever the 

explanation, pract ical-minded $acramentans were 
making the best of the situation. Some were 
using the strips of plasti-c- for .au.tomobil_e cove­
rs, table covers, shower curtains, or tents for 
the yo ungsters.

August 4th. East St. Louis, Ill.--A woman 
saw a strange object sta tionary in �he sky for 
15 min ut e s . Then it streaked off, faster than 
any jet. She said she and a ne ighbor were chat­
ting on her front perch and went down on the 
steps to see a pair qf jet planes roar past. As 
they looke d  up, her neighbor spotted the object, 
•just a shining speck in the sky. a 

At fir st they though t it was a weather 
balloon, she said, b�t its metall ic appearance 
and the speed with lmich it disappeared ruled 
that out. Others joined them until three men 
and three women were in the y ard cranin� their 
necks. She added, "A couple of the men wer en 1 t 
able to see it.11 Anothe r woman had s een a stra­
nge object the night before. 
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.August 5th. Hammond, Indiana--Reports ·or· :fo ur 
uflying shoe boxes" in this area four night ago 

received support from other witnesses today. At 
least 19 other witnesses saw four strange lights 
the same night over !lolf Lake. They appeared 
headed for Hammond. The 11lights11 were travel­
ing slowly and were about 3,000 feet in the air. 
They seemed to vanish over Hammond. They ,.,ere 
positive the 1�ightS1 were not airplanes. They 
were unable to discern any outline of an object 
around the nlights". The previous report had 
stated the objects had an orange hue and appear­
ed to be shaped like "shoe boxes." 

.Another 1.vi tness said it was too dark to see 
what shape they were, but they had several �mite 
lights, 'and one light at the t op seemed to be 
orange. They all appeared to have the same lig­
hting and kept an even distance apart from each 
other. The lights ,.,ere spaced too close together 
to be airplanes.

August 6th. Columbus, Ohio--Witnesses repo­
rted seeing a reddish-looking uball of fire" st­
reaking over the city at about 8:JOp.m. A \-roman 
and a city :fi reman said that the 11brie,-ht, yellotl/­
colored light with red and green around the fri­
ngeu flashed' through the sky from southeast to 
northwest. 

One witness described the fireball as havi-· 
ng a bright head and a dimmer tail.
