The ::fire 
Squadron Cornmander, Lieut. · Adil Q.ui tes, 1.,ras the first to see ; the UFC 
moving · s't".riftly through the: sky, from east to 1:rest, at 9:1!-0 .p.m. He 
called his relatives · and. the fire soldiers in the area, and for · a fe'lfr 
minutes they watched the object cross the sl~y • .

The UFO passed below some clouds acattered in 
the sky and ra~idly disappea~ed into th~ west. 

Of course ! kno1~ that this UFO report is not very good. !n fact 
it is a poor one, ·Very sketchy and incomplete, a.nd it probably ~..rould 
not have been included here except that the UFO ~lTas cigar-shaped-­
the first of that type to be reported in Brazilian skies, since 1947. 

By the night of October 31, 19.51!., two more UFO' s were reported. 
The first one had been sighted at 8:00 p.r: . over the city of Lages, 
Santa Catarina State, by a farmer, Mr. Liberia Shamedec, and his rel­
atives. It was a 11 disc-shaped glowing object," that came from the east, 
hovered silently over the city for a few minutes, and finally dis­
ar,meared toNard the south, at great speed. The sighting llTas immediat­
ely reported to the Florianopolis (the capital of the state of Santa 
Catarina) Air 3ase. Half an hour later, the same, or another; UFO 
ap~eared over Porto Alegre,. Rio Grande do . Sul State. It hovered over 
the city for a~out fifteen minutes and ., .ras ,.,Jatched, from several places, 
by a nutr.ber of persons. It ·was described as a 11glowing, disc-shaoed 
craft-- a>:>"?a.rent size: about a cirne at arm' s len-~th-- emitting a · very 
bright yello"' light 11

• The Air Force ,,ras alerted and several jet-fip·ht­
ers were scra1~b led to try and fly up to it. Tb.ey climbed up to twelve 
thousand i'"'.eters but they could do nothing to it--the strange craft "ti18S 

still hi gher. For a time, it stood rrotionless in the sky, tvatching 
the futile attempts mac1e by our jet fi ·'Thter planes to catch it. Tb.en, 
it seemed to lose patience and, ·with "i ·ts usual inexpected readiness, 
it suddenly rushed up into the night and was g one. And no one heard 
any sound co me from it. 

' • The Ai-r Force r·ot a flood of queries · from the nress, as soon as 
they heard aoout this si·;::hting. But the reporters and writers •·r.ere · 
uncere moniosly sloughed off--the Air Force wasn't divulging any more . 
information about the case. A security lid came do1rm ti p.'ht around i .t. 
The meaning of this attitude \'Jas clear: The UFO situation was consid­
ered to be serious at that moment. 1'.~y?

11/ells A. TJ!ebb, a research chemist from Berl<eley, California, told 
the annual convention of the ~estern Amateur Astrono~ers in Flagstaff, 
Ariz<;ma on .. August 30, 19.56, that he ·has found·a relationship bet\'JeEm 
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the patterns of railroad tracks and the so-ea~led canal system of M~rs. 
Webb explained it like this: "Martian 'canals' all radiate from spe­
cific points, li !c e spider webs, cracks in dried mud and railroad tra­
cks.11 11 S tudy has shown that rr.ud cracks seem to gather in threes 
around a g iven point. Spider web strands gather in fours. But the 
atteries of man- ma~e intersections, such as those for med by railroad 
tracks, seem to g ather on fours, fives and higher numbers. And this, 
vlebb said, is just ho'\, the 'canals' radiate from points on lvlars." 

Does this indicate the 11 canals 11 "'ere made by intelligent beings? 
Webb believes t~ e ~ossibility is w~rth further study.

There is evic.ence that the surface of t'he plan~ 
et sl:lO't>JS both li ~ht and dark areas.· If. there were n'ot vegetation };Jars 
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"t-TOuld be :much I!iore uniform in co1 or e..nd texture as t 1::o.e dust ~·rinds 
"t-rould erode everything to the sa~e height. T--.e l?l~_ nts '"ould hold 
things in place. In his book on the uroble~ ("Green and Red Planet") 
Dr. Hubertus Strugold; chair~an of the DeD~rt rrent of fpace Medicine 
of the United ~tates .l'ir Force ~chool of Aviation Bedicine, Randolph 
Field, Texas, asserts that it would be rash to essert that life com­
parable to that on E3.rth is iw.:_)ossible on ~ .ars.
