Many of the s e  article s provide a background on 
the elementary as pects of the s auce r  subje ct, but 
most have eliminate d contacte e reports . Advance d  
contactee - o riente d info rmation i s  unfo rtunately s till 
available only from a few organizations s uch as 
AFS CA. 

To unde rs tand the Flying Sauc e r  s ubje ct, what 
s auce rs  ar e, whe re they come from, how they get 
he re, why they are he re, etc ., othe:r than reading 
article s bas e d  upon spe culation or dogmatic view ­
points, it is nec e s s ary to communicate with the Flying 
Sauc e r  occupants to get answe r s  dire ctly from tho s e  
who know . A s  the world ' s  lar ge st contacte e-oriente d 
Flying Sauc e r  r e s earch o r ganization, AFS CA asks for 
your s upport in helping us to dis s e minate vital info r ­
mation from the Spac� People thems elve s ,  which othe r 
public ations will not print . 

We s ince r ely appolo gize fo r the long delay in the 

publication of this is s ue, which was due primarily to 
our lar ge financial lo s s  on AFS C A ' s  national conven­
tion in Reno last July . The convention was s ucce s s ful. 
in many ways, but the financial los s pre vente d our 
obtaining the office help that we so de s pe r ately ne e ded, 
thus gre atly res tricting our ac tivitie s and pos tponing 
important proje cts we previously had planne d .  

Howeve r, in spite o f  the s e t-backs, the re have 
s till been s ome gains : 33 new AFS CA Units have be en 
fo rmed in various citie s ar ound the world (now 78 in 
all ) ;  new s auc e r  photo s from Dan Fry are now avail­
able ( s ee page 13);  previous Space Tape s have been 
re - reco rded and are now available at le s s  than half 
the fo rmer pric e . New AFS CA "Flying Sauc e r s  Are 
Real "  bumpe r sticke r s  and new brochur e s  have be en 
printed as mate rial aids to help you pas s the word .  

Much inte res ting information will b e  coming to 
you in future is s ue s  als o, including a report on Bob 
Renaud's two-day trip to the Moon to visit s e ve r al of 
the Korendian 's unde r g round bas e s  there ! Our next 
is s ue will fe ature .an account of Bob''s vis it to the 
Space People's unde r s e a  bas e off the California coast.  

We are not me rely publishing a magazine, but 
are he ading a movement to help improve the world. 
If the world is to be s ave d from its own s elf- de s truc:.. 
tion, it will not be due to the efforts of any one pe r s on, 
but to the combined efforts of the whole movement - -­
thous ands of s inc ere pe ople working in unity for a 
s ingle purpo s e .

THIRD IN - PERS ON C ONT AC T - -5: 00 A. M. T O  
12 : 3 0 P. M. , DE CE MBER 2 8, 1963, MASS ACH USE T TS 
BASE VISIT : Since the ve ry beginning of my whole 
c ontact expe rienc e ,  in 196 1, I have s e en and talke d 
with the Ko re ndian peo ple many time s .  E ach time 
they have given me a little more info r mation fr om 
their vas tly - s upe rior knowle dge . I have always pas s ­
ed this along to you reade r s , except fo r s ome pe r s on ­
a l  o r  te chnical info rmation , and o n  the fe w o c c a s ions 
when the y a s ke d  me s pe c ifically to withhold ce rtain 
information fo r the time being . 

My expe r ienc e s  with the Ko rendians have opene d 
up a whole ne w world to me - - - to s ay the le a s t .  But 
if you think they have been unus ual, I wonde r what you 
will think now - - - when I te ll you my ac tivitie s with 
them on the 2 8th of De c e mbe r .  I be lie ve thi s  o c c a s ion 
to be unique in the c ontactee fie ld . 

If you have been following my s to ry from the 
beginning, pe rhaps you will r e me mbe r that the Ko ren­
dians told me ove r a year ahe ad - - - on the fir s t  of 
August, 1962, to be exact - - - that the y had s ome thing 
ve ry s pe c ial in s tore fo r me s ometime in late 1963 . 
It was a long time to wait and to antic ipate - - - but the y  
we re in touch with me pe r io dic ally dur ing that time . 
Then on De cembe r 7, 1963 they c ame through, via 
radio, and told me to be re ady fo r a communic ation in 
the e ar ly hou r s  of De c e mbe r 2 8th. 

TELE PATHIC S IGNAL C UES ME TO ESTAB ­
LISH RADIO C ONTAC T :  It was c o ld when I got up that 
Saturday mo rning at 4: 00 A. M . A te lepathic impr e s ­
s ion had inte r rupte d a rathe r boring dream and, as 
s oon as I was fully awake , I s w itche d on the r adio s et ­
up s o  that I c ould g e t  i n  touch with m y  s pac e fr iends . 
Whe n my rig warme d  up I s aid, as us ual, " B ob he r e .  
G o  ahe ad, friends . "  

" Orii - Val he r e ,  Bob. We will b e  out i n  fr ont of 
your home at 0500 ( 5: 00 A. M.) .  B e  r e ady to me et us 
then . "  

"Orii- Val", I s aid, " May I bring along m y  c am­
e r a and r e c o r de r ? "  He re plie d in the ne gative , and 
then c ontinue d :  "I a m  now i n  a c r aft de s c e nding t o  the 
place whe re we lande d las t  Augus t. Dar r in - S e n  i s  
waiting f o r  us the re i n  h i s  auto . You know, the refo re ,  
what car t o  watch fo r . " The picture o f  the white 
Plymouth flashe d  through my mind . " We w ill c e a s e  
transmi s s ion now t o  allow you time t o  g e t  r e ady . 
Orii-Val off." 

As s oon as I had s hut down the rig, I noticed 
with s ome conste rnation that I had acc idently left the 
s pe ake r s ys te m  running ins te ad of us ing the e ar phone s. 
Hope it didn 't  wake up the family ! That's all I ' d  ne e d. 
Howeve r ,  a little inve s tigation showed that they w e r e  
still s ound as le e p . 

Mte r I put on s ome warm c lothe s and s tr aight­
ened up the room a bit fo r the s ake of the man who was 
to re place me , I was r e ady. 

I MEE T  MY D UPLICATE ! :  At 4 : 59 A. M. I 
s lippe d quietly outdoo r s . The re was a fr e s h  fall of 
s now, and it was bitte r ly c o ld as I walke d to the e nd of 
driveway to await the Brothe r s .  Only s e c onds late r 
I s aw thr ough the tre e s  the he adlights of a c ar 
approaching. Then it c ame into view from ar ound the 
curve to the no rth, and s to ppe d dir e ctly in front of me . 

The door s wung open - - - and the re "I" was , 
getting out of the car ! I was flabbe rgaste �fo r I was 
looking at a fle s h  and blood image of mys e lf. The n I 
re ali z e d  that thi s was the man who would be my s ub ­
s titute while I was away during this and future con­
tacts . You may wonde r why a double was ne c e s sary 
at  all, but I was to be gone quite awhile and my par ­
e nts would naturally wonde r whe re I was . So you s e e ,  
m y  Ko re ndian friends thought o f  e ve rything ! Mo s t  of 
us , e xc e pt identical twins , ne ve r get a chanc e to s e e  
live duplic ate s o f  our s e lve s ,  and you c an imagine how 
fas c inate d I was - - - watching "mys e lf" ! (I  late r 
le arne d that not e ven my two pet do gs knew the dif­
fe r e nce ! As e ve ryone know s ,  do g s  are not e as ily 
foo le d  about the ir mas te r s ' identitie s .  But they 
acc e pte d my " double " without a qualm ! ) 

We shook hands in the us ual way, and he s aid to 
me in "my" voic e ,  " Have no fe ar , B r othe r .  No one 
will know the diffe rence. I have s tudie d your ac tions 
long enough to automatically react e xac tly as you 
would in any given s ituation. If thi s  is s uc c e s s ful it 
will be a g r e at topic fo r c onve r s ation when next we 
me et ! "  

I as ke d  him : " B ut how will you be able to re ach 
us if anything s hould go w rong ? "  He s mile d  and took 
from his po cket a c a s e  about the s i ze of a pack of 
c igarette s . " Thi s i s  a. T r ans cieve r .  I ne e d  only push 
thi s  button and I will be in imme diate c ontact with the 
bas e . "  My conc e rn e vapo r ate d and I boarde d the car 
and wished him good luck, as we drove off. 

WE FLY IN S PACE C AR TO UNDE RGROUND 
BASE E NTRANCE : Mte r  we re ached the now - familiar 
woode d  area we got out of the car and s tarte d hiking to 
the c le aring in the w oods . Dar r in - S e n  did not come 
with us but, ins te ad, drove off in the Plymouth. I was 
about to as k why when Or ii- Val, my lone companion, 
ans w e r e d  my mental que s tion. "If we left the vehic le 
he r e ,  the re would be the c hance that s ome one would 
find it and be come ove r ly inqui s itive . He would follow 
our tracks ( in the s now) and find that they s uddenly 
vanis he d  in the middle of the fie ld. Y ou c an imagine 
what would happen then." Stupid of me , I thought, not 
to see this befo r e .  The c o ld mus t  be affe cting my 
brain ! 

As we e me r g e d  from the woods and walke d into 
the c le aring, the re was Orii - Val's private c r aft hove r ·  
ing a few inche s off the g r ound w ith Ge r y - S o l  and a 
s tr ange r in it . We got in and, as we as cended to 
traveling altitude ,  I was introduc e d  to Ar e l  Lon. a 
T e r r atologist with the c r ew of RK- 1 1  ( a  new mode l 
s pace s hip) . He had come along fo r the r ide . 

A brief trip to the s outh brought us ove r a s mall 
c le ar ing in anothe r woo de d  area. Orii- Val picke d  up 
a mike and s po ke into it, "Attention Bas e C ontro l. 
C r aft XPR - 1 143 reque s ts entrance into landing area 4. 
Ove r ." The r e c e iver re plied, " XPR - 1 143 fr om Bas e 
Control. What is your code name , ple as e ? "  Orii - Val 
s aid, " C altron 6 . "  

" C o r r e ct, 1 143 . One s e c ond, Orii - Val . "  He 
motione d to me to watch be low . Suddenly an H - s hape d 
c r ack fo rme d in the s now. I watche d in astonis hment 
as two huge doo r s  s wung up from the appare ntly s olid 
g round . Whe n opene d  they fo r me d  a box - s hape d  
s tructur e which, I le arne d, ke pt s now out and pre ­
vente d animals fr om falling in accidently . (S e e  cove r  

. illus tration. - E d.) 
WE E NTER T HE BASE ON A U T O MATED 

C ONVE Y OR B E LT : We quickly de s cende d down 
thr ough thi s  fo rm, and when we wer e  below it s ome 
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TH E BOB RENAUD STORY (Cont'd) 
thirty fe et, it s wung c lo s e d  above us with the whirring 
s ound of e le c tric moto r s . Orii- Val the n pr e s s e d  a 
button on his c ontrol boar d .  A pair of doo r s  opene d in 
front of us and we glide d through . We were now in a 
long tunne l of s o rts , illuminate d by a g lowing s trip of 
light on its ce iling . I was to ld thi s was ove r  a mile 
long . 

Orii- Val switche d off the powe r in the c r aft . We 
came to rest on a fas t  conveyo r be lt on the "floor " of 
the tunnel, and went swiftly down the length of it . As 
we came to the end of the tunne l we s toppe d be low a 
s ign which warne d, "S e curity C ar ds mus t  be pr e s ent ­
e d . " We move d fo rwar d s lowly, and from one of tho s e  
e ve r - pr e s ent invi s ible doo r s  the re eme r ged a s mall 
machine which s toppe d at the s ide of the c r aft . Orii 
opene d the canopy and took a card from his walle t in 
which was punche d a set of hole s . He put it into a s lot 
in the machine . A red pilot li ghte d mome ntarily, and 
the doo r  befo re us opened with a s oft whir . The 
gadget dis appe are d  back into its hole ,  the doo r c lo s e d, 
and s e emed to be no mo re . The s e  dis appe aring doo r s  
neve r c e a s e  to arous e my curio s ity, s inc e our phys ic s 
dictate s they are impo s s ible . 

S PACE C AR PARKE D IN H UGE UNDERGRO UND 
GARAGE : We went through anothe r doo r  into a vas t 
room . We rode on anothe r ve ry s mooth conve yor 
down the cente r of the room. T o  the right and left 
were s talls whe r e  were parked s e ve r al c r aft of the 
s ame type we we re in . E ach one bore the name of its 
owne r on a plaque which hung from the ceiling by 
chrome - c olored chains . The ce iling was about fifte en 
fe et high, and it  als o glowe d .  

W e  s toppe d befo re a s tall ove r whi..;h hung Orii ' s  
name . The ship made a right turn and we s lid into the 
s tall on a short c onveyor . It was quiet, e xc e pt fo r the 
hum of the motor which lifted the c r aft ' s  c anopy . We 
c limbe d out and I looke d around toward the central 
c onve yo r .  In front of e ach s tall the re was a round 
turntable arrange ment with a c onveyor be lt about ten 
fe et long . When our c r aft had s toppe d on it, it had 
turne d and move d us onto the s tall' s be lt .  I found it to 
be entire ly automatic,  as Orii told me that hi s s e c ur ­
ity card had programme d the c ompute r which was 
c ontrolling this wonde rful example of total automation . 

Orii went to the rear of the s hip.  From a s mall 
door he pulle d out a ho s e ,  which he conne cte d  to a 
fitting unde r a pane l on the s hip . He s lippe d his card 
into a s lot above the ho s e  - do o r ,  and I he ar d a faint 
s ound like a pump . Apparently this was the re fueling 
ope r ation . 

Orii mus t  have read my thought, fo r he s aid, 
" When the attendant make s his hourly round s ,  he will 
remove the ho s e  and record the amount of fue l de po s i ­
te d .  The machine has alr e ady r e c o r de d my Unive r s al 
E c onomics c r e dit card numbe r . "  Then he le d us onto 
a s malle r c o t;1ve yor be lt whi ch ran to the far end of the 
room, which was about 500 fe et long and about 100 fe e t  
wide , with the c onve yo r be lt i n  the cente r .  

W e  rode on it fo r a minute o r  s o  and then we 
s teppe d off onto a c arpete d ais le . We went through the 
beams of two photoe le c tric counte r s  on the way . Orii 
explained that they told the Bas e C ontr ol that we we re 
ente ring, how many the re we re in the party, and that 
they als o activate d the do o r  opene r which s lid the 
trans lucent pane l as ide just as we re ache d it . This 
was one door which I c ould s e e  was the re ! 

WE GE T A SE C URIT Y C HE C K: We came into a 
s mall room about twenty by twenty fe et, with a c e iling 
about twe lve fe et high . The ce iling glowe d, giving off 
a s oft c r eamy white light . The floor was c arpeted 
wall- to -wall with a thic k  mint - green c ove r ing . T o  our 
left was a love ly young girl s e ate d at a mode rn - s tyle 
de s k, which looked like maho gany and was highly 
polishe d .  
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She g r e e te d  us with a s mile and s aid, " Good 
mo rning, B r othe r s . I have the s e c urity pas s he'l" e fo r 
our T e r r an gue s t . "  Then s he motione d me ove r to the 
de s k  and as ke d  me to s i gn my name on a fo r m .  The 
pen I us e d  was a s pe c ial type which depos its a magne t­
ic ink . When I finis he d  s igning s he put the pape r into 
a de vic e on the de s k  and a pilot light glowed g r e e n .  
" The proce s s ing will take only a minute , Bob . Look 
around if you wish . "  I wi shed! 

"AGE LESS LIFE " IS PAINTING OF IDEAL MAN: 
I was attracte d  to a painting on the wall behind he r ,  
and I knew a t  onc e that it w a s  the picture o f  Age le s s  
Life which Ge orge Adams ki had s e e n  when h e  rode in 
the s pac e s hips de s c r ibed in his books . It s howe d a 
being who looke d  about 40 ye ar s o ld, wearing a be ard 
s imilar to the type s hown in picture s of J e s us . Al­
though it was definitly reco gniz able as male , the re 
was a blend of mas c ulinity and femininity, r e s ulting in 
fe atur e s  that we r e  ve ry be autiful. The eye s expre s s ­
e d  s uch love and compas s ion as I had ne ve r befo re 
witne s s e d, and they s e e me d  to change c o lo r ,  between 
blue - green and blac k.  His complexion was light and 
his hai r was brown and s houlde r length . The bac k ­
g r ound s e e me d  t o  shimme r s oftly with all c o lo r s ,  and 
it only enhanc e d  that wonde rful fac e . I le arne d that 
the picture re pre s ents no one man but, ins te ad, is a 
portrayal of the ide al man . It is the man who is one 
with the Unive r s e ,  who live s in awarene s s  and joy;  
the man who love s eve r yone , and who i s  love d by 
e ve ryone . Just looking at that fac e was a ve ry moving 
e xpe rience fo r me . I felt emotions I had ne ve r expe r ­
ienc e d  be fo r e . I even fe lt as if I would be a bette r 
man fo r having s e en it . 

Whe n I c ould finally te ar my gaze away from 
that be autiful image , I noticed that the walls were a 
ve ry light g r e en, s o  pale the y s e e me d  almo s t  white . 
The r e  w e r e  painting s ,  do cuments , and photo s hanging 
by s ome un s e en me ans , po s s ibly magne tic , I thought . 

3 - D  C OLOR T V  MONIT ORS : On the wall oppo s ­
ite the de s k  the re was a s c r e en in the cente r, which 
was ope r ate d by a s mall c ontr o l  pane l on the de s k. It 
was s howing in full co lo r and de pth a view of the be lt 
we had jus t r idden from the s tall .  A s  I watche d, the 
girl apparently touche d a control, fo r the view panne d 
to the r ight and s toppe d on a s mall s i gn which was 
barely vis ible at the far end of the room. 

As I watche d in fas c ination, the s c ene zoomed 
to a c lo s e  - up s o  quic kly it s e eme d  to be a blur . When 
it s toppe d, the s ign was c ente red on s c r e en, and 
s e eme d  then to be about three fe et w ide . E ve r y  little 
detail was di s tinc t .  Orii s aid, " That c ame r a  s et - up 
allows he r to view the entire hang ar fr om the de s k. " 
Fabulous ! 

As he s poke , a tone s ounded to s ignify the com­
pletion of the proce s s ing . The girl took the fo rm 
fr om the de vic e ,  and hande d me a c ar d  which had my 
photo , code name , and a few numbe r s  on it . Some 
hole s  had been punche d in it als o .  Orii s poke : "Show 
that c ar d  to no one . It is your pas s to allow your 
admittance to any of our fac ilitie s othe r than off limits 
or c las s ifie d areas . It is a ve ry impo rtant do c ume nt, 
to be s ur e ,  my friend . " 

The girl bowe d s lightly, then r e s ume d her 
dutie s .  We left through a door - -- one of tho s e  
enigmatic one s - - - in the far wall, and w e re then in a 
long cor rido r . It was illuminate d by a nar r ow s tr ip 
ove rhe ad.  The re was a s mall c ar of s o rts s tanding 
by, which we boarde d .  Ge r y - S o l  drove . 

C OMMUNICAT IONS ROOM: Mte r maybe two 
minute s of tr ave l along thi s  long hallway, and pas s ing 
a few c a r s  on the ay, we arrive d at what was appar ­
e ntly our de s tination . We parke d  in an adj ac ent area 
and went in. The door bo re the ins c ription "Commun ­
ic ations Room: Admittanc e To Authorized Pe r s onne l 
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Only . "  Apparently I was autho rize d now, s ince we 
went ins ide . 

This room was about 1 00 fe et wide and 15 feet 
high . It was abs olutely chock full of electronic equip ­
ment . We went ove r  to a panel manne d by a lovely 
brunette name d Elen. Orii s poke to he r in their 
native tongue - - - �uch a beautiful mus ical quality it 
had - - - and she rose  from he r s e at fo r a s e cond to 
clo s e  a switch above he r .  

CHE C KING U P  ON MY DOUBLE A T  HOME : 
Seconds late r I s aw on a s c reen my double, sitting on 
the couch in my room. I thought to mys elf, "Good 
Lord. That Trans ceive r is TV too . "  I might as well 
have s poken, as the young lady replie d, " Y e s ,  and in 
full colo r and dime nsion as well. " Orii a s ke d, " Would 
you like to spe ak to him ? "  I s aid ye s,  and he hande d 
me a mike . 

Apparently my double was watching us als o, 
be caus e he s poke fir s t .  "Your mothe r is a delightful 
woman, Bob, and your father is a good man . I have 
been ps ych probing and I have le arned much. Your 
two animal friends are he re with me now, and we are 
getting along famously . I expe ct that we will have no 
difficulty he re . "  

I as ke d, "Did you have any trouble finding 
everything, B rothe r ? I have all varietie s of lite r ature 
available in the cabinet ove r  the re in the enclo s e d  
area. "  

"Ah ye s, s o  I dis covere d. At the moment I am 
torn be tween your s tacks of S cientific Ame ricans and 
your Playboys . Both appe al greatly to me, fo r diffe r ­
ent reas ons.  I s e e  Elen finds my remarks a bit 
embarr asing. But why shouldn't we read publications 
like Playboy als o ? Mte r all, onceyou c an te ar your­
s e lf away from the cente rfold, the re is much of great 
inte rest  to be read ! " 

Elen was blus hing a bit . She s aid, "Arta, you 
have a le che rous mind . "  They both laughe d, and the 
s cene from the remote control fade d out. 

POCKE T - SIZE D COMMUNICAT ORS HAVE 
GLOBAL RANGE : Orii now s poke : " This panel keeps 
in touch with all the remote units such as the one Arta 
is carrying. " As we left, a picture came onto the 
s c reen, and the buildings we re immediately reco gniz­
able as being in London. That is s ome r ange fo r a · 

unit the size of a cigarette pac k !  ---

Next we went to a large board with 8 s c reens in 
two rows of four. Gery-Sol s poke : " This panel con ­
trols communic ations for the entire bas e, a s  well as 
linking it with othe r bas e s . This one is automatic . "  
Apparently s o, a s  the re was no place for anyone to s it 
in order to ope r ate it . 

We moved on to anothe r cons ole . " This , "  s aid 
Ge ry, "is the main pane l for this bas e. It conne cts 
dire ctly to the Base Control room. Eve r y  othe r panel 
in this room can be conne cted to Base Control right 
he re at this unit . It, too, is automatic at this end. 
BC controls it from their own panel. " The re were 
only a few s witche s and no indic ato rs  of any kind. 

We c r o s s e d  the room and s toppe d at a long unit 
manne d by six people, three men and thre e  girls, all 
we aring earphone s .  The unit consisted of about 
twenty s c re ens, eve r y  one of which showed a picture .  

INS TANTANE OUS COMMUNICATION LINKS 
OTHER WORLDS : " This is the Main C ons ole, and is 
this entire planet ' s  direct link with Ko rendor, Arctur ­
ia, and the othe r Alliance Worlds . All the recent 
communic ations with Mas te rs  on othe r wo rlds , that 
you have expe rienc ed, were e s tablishe d right here. 
This unit links planets to bas e s ,  to ships , and to othe r 
cons ole s for re aching individuals .  When Mas te r 
Kalen-Li calle d you from Kor endor, his voice went 
through a s imilar unit on Kor endo r, was receive d 
here, retr ans mitte d to RK- 1 1,  and then down to you . 

Y our voice went the oppo site way. " 
E ARTH 'S RADIO AND T V  BROADCASTS 

MONITORED :  Last, we went ove r  to a bank of 
recorde r s  and r e ceive r s  on the wall ne ar the door . 
All we re in ope ration. Orii told me, "He r e  is whe re 
your major r adio and television s tations are monitor ­
e d. This one , for example, re cords your local s ta­
tions on two of its eight s e par ate recording tr acks . 
This one is monitoring New Y ork, and this one hand ­
le s eight s tations in and around Los Angele s .  The s e  
othe r s  are fo r various s elected s tations in and out of 
the United State s,  s uch as Canada, England, and 
Rus sia. All sauc e r  repo rts on the s tations are 
inve s tigate d by our lo cal agents.  That is one of the 
main purpo s e s fo r this device . "  

I notice d  that the wall s o f  this room were all the 
s ame c ool, pale green like thos e  of the reception 
r oom. It was a ve ry ple as ant hue, and probably 
inc re as e d  wo rk effic iency. The floor was grey with 
s ilve r flec ks, and had a s light "give,'1 which I thought 
might be s ome fqrm of rubbe r .  The ceiling did not 
glow but, ins te ad, e ach panel was illuminated by its 
own floodlight on the ceiling above it . 

AIR S C E NTED WI TH S ME LL OF FORES TS 
FROM HOME : The r e  were no window s and no visible 
vents, yet a c ool current of air was moving slowly 
through the room, c ar rying with it a tr ac e of s ome 
delightful fragrance . I learne d  that it was from the 
fore sts on Ko rendor, and that it helped to le s s en the 
feeling of is olation of tho s e  Korendians who worked 
here on Earth. 

On the walls were c olor s cene s from their home 
world. It was a wis e pe r s on who de s igne d this bas e .  
Every effo rt was made to have it a s  ps ychologically 
pe rfe ct as po s sible, with the inte r e s ts of the worke r s  
put above any othe r conside ration. This room, with 
its home y air , was an example. He r e  eve ry effort 
was made to maintain an atmo sphe re reminisc ent of 
Korendor, and eve ryone was happy and content, as a 
r e s ult . Home did not s eem s o  far away. 

BASE POWER S TATION VISITE D :  As I thought 
about this, we left the room and got into the little car ­
like vehicle again . This time we went to a door mark­
e d  "Elevator " and ente r e d, c ar and all . 

As we de s cended I notic ed that the ele vator 
walls were the s am� pale - g re enish tint as the rooms 
had been. The ceiling glowed white, and I noticed a 
c e rtificate spe cifying the use of the lift and its capaci­
ty . It  c ould wit4s tand a load of 1 0 0 tons.  The floor 
area was about ten feet s quar e  and the ceiling was 
about ten feet high . All four s ides had doo r s .  This 
was apparently one of the main s hafts. 

About 40 s e conds late r we s toppe d and the door 
to our left opene d .  We drove out and down a s hort 
cor ridor to a wide s liding panel that read " Powe r 
Station. " Orii s aid, "I thought this might inte r e s t  you, 
s ince you know electronic s. " 

The mas sive panel s lid as ide, and r eve ale d a 
huge room that s e e me d  to go on foreve r. Ahead, to 
the right, to the -left - - - all around were rows upon 
rows of gene r ato r s ,  moto r s ,  contr ol boards, trans ­
fo rme r s ,  etc.  

Many of us think of a powe rhous e as a dirty, 
s melly plac e, with the air full of s moke and s te am, 
and abominably noisy. This room was jus t  the 
oppo s ite. 

The ceiling glowe d a s oft blue -white. The wall s 
we re light blue. The floor was a greyish hue, of that 
s ame r e s ilient mate rial as the r adio room. It was 
almos t  as bright as daylight., with no s hadows or 
unlighte d are as. It was s potle s s ly cle an.  All the 
machine ry appe ared to be chrome - plate d, and looked 
abs olutely s te rile ! The control equipment was painted 
in a hamme rtone finish of green. T r ansforme rs we r e  
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dark blue . Moto r s  and gene r ato r s ,  if not chrome, 
were che r ry red. 

The re was a s light frag rance of mint, and the 
tempe r ature was about 60 de gr e e s  Fahrenheit .  The 
air was in c ons tant c ir culation, fanne d by huge air ­
conditioning units in a far co rne r .  

It w a s  as quie t as a libr ary ! Only a whi s pe r  of 
s ound c ame from the s e  mighty machine s ,  and it was 
j us t  an o c c as ional c lick of a r e lay, or the muffle d thud 
of a cir cuit bre ake r in the proce s s  of ope ning o r  
c lo s ing . 

As we walke d through, I noti c e d  that the ends of 
the s e  machine s were enc lo s e d  in trans parent mate r ­
ial, and the ope r ation c ould be obs e rve d  at all time s .  
Some of the m  we re s hutting down, s ome w e r e  s toppe d ;  
many we re running a t  blurring s pe e ds .  Orii to ld me 
they had a full s pe e d  of around 7500 RPM ! 

This was all ve ry inte r e s ting,  but O r ii had to 
ans wer jus t  one mo r e  que s tion. What s our c e  of 
powe r runs the s e  machine s ?  The ans w e r  was : " All 
of the gene rator s  or moto r -gene r ato r s e ts are run by 
gr avity. Half of the r oto r is s hie lded from gr avity, 
the othe r half is expo s e d .  The diffe rence in flux 
caus e s  a torque , quickly s etting up rotation. The 
s peed is var ie d by gove rno r s  and the pe rcentage of 
s hie lding . "  

We then left and went back t o  the e le vato r again, 
and this time we went up . 

BASE C ONTROL ROOM HAS DE MATE RIALIZ­
ING DOORS : We s to ppe d one le ve l be low the top. 
( The re were s ix le ve ls in all. ) When the door o pene d, 

we drove out into anothe r long pas s ag e ,  and s toppe d 
at a doo r  mar ke d  " B as e C ontrol. "  He re was the br ain 
of the entire bas e .  Orii s ugge s te d  that I try out my 
card on this doo r .  I s lid it into the s lot, and a s e c ond 
late r ,  the doo r  dis appeare d !  

Y e s ,  you read that r ight, friends . It di d not 
open. It s imply e vapo r ate d !  M y  s tunne d re ac tion 
mus t have been ve r y  e vident, as Ge ry s aid, " This i s  
a n  application o f  the principle o f  De mate r iali zation 
with which we have been expe r imenting . It i s  ve ry 
impre s s ive , i s  it not ? "  All I c o uld s ay was , "Good 
Lo r d ! "  

When the shock wore off, we ente r e d  the lar g e s t  
room I had s e en, s o  far . The "walls " t o  the r ight and 
left were one c ontinuous machine , the bas e ' s  C entral 
Compute r .  It was made up of units e ach ten fe et wide 
and four fe et high, with s loping pane ls on the front on 
which were arrayed eve r y  conce ivable type of ins tru­
ment, s c re en, r e corde r ,  and indic ato r .  On the far 
wall, floor to c e iling, which was twe lve fe et high, was 
one tremendous bank of flashing lights . The r e  mus t  
have be en lite rally millions o f  them, blinking like an 
invas ion of fireflie s .  E ach one me ant s omething 
s pe c ial to the me n who watche d it intently. 

The c e iling was divide d into luminous s trip s  
ove r the machine s and the ais le s ,  rathe r than be ing 
s olidly illuminate d. Ove r the machine s ,  the glow was 
reddis h, and ove r the ais le s  and de s ks it was blue ­
white . The de s ks I mention we r e  in a s e ction near the 
end of the room. The r e  we re 100 of the m, ar r ange d  
in five rows o f  twenty. This are a  was s e par ate d from 
the o the r by a low wall, and g las s r an fr om the top of 
it to the ce iling, to complete ly s e al off the c le r ic al 
area. 

Each de s k  had its own little c ompartment, c on ­
taining a te le s c re en unit, a c ompute r fee d  c ons o le ,  a 
data output de vic e ,  and various mis ce llane ous office 
appurtenance s .  Each was o c c upie d by a man o r  
woman bus ily a t  work i n  what I s uppo s e d  w a s  the run ­
ning of the bas e .  

W e  pas s e d  thr ough an air - s c reen doo r into the 
compute r s e c tion. It was notice ably coole r  and drie r 
than in the office s ,  around 55 to 60 de g re e s ,  at ve ry 
6 

low humidity, maybe 15o/. The re w e r e  s ounds of a 
bus y  c ompute r ,  he re a be eping, the r e  a c lic king 
pr inte r ,  and be yond that the hum of a thinking e le c ­
tronic brain. 

The cente r of the floor containe d about 50 
varie tie s of c ons o le s ,  including monito r s  and relay 
unit s .  The pretty gir l- ope r ato r s  were all as lovely, 
in the i r  ways , as Lin - E r ri, whom I ' d  s e en previous ly 
only on my T V  s e t. 

They looke d  up and s mile d  as we walke d by. 
They all had an ins ignia on the right s houlde r of the ir 
blous e s ,  which mus t have repre s ente d the ir functions 
o r  r anks in the bas e o pe r ations . The s e  w e r e  not 
explaine d to me , and I didn 't  bothe r to a s k. 

At the far end of the c ompute r room, we went 
thr ough a door on the left wall, and w e r e  in the He ad 
Office . In he re we re five s malle r office s ;  at the end 
was the doo r  le ading to the office of the B a s e  C om ­
mande r hims e lf. In thi s oute r office we re the C oo r ­
dinato r s ,  the Manager s ,  the Advi s o r s ,  and the Chief 
Engine e r s . We s toppe d to chat a moment with e ach of 
the m, and none was too bus y to give a few moments of 
his time to s pe ak to me pe r s onally, in the typic ally 
warm and friendly way that s e eme d to be an inbred 
char acte ristic of all the Space Pe ople I had known. 
Ne e dle s s  to s ay, I was mo s t  impr e s s e d  by the pe r s on­
al inte r e s t  they took in our world and its people .  

F UT URE T O URS PROMISE D :  Orii s poke : " At 
this time , we have two mo r e  pla c e s  to s how you. 
Late r ,  you w ill be allowe d  to s e e s uch place s  as our 
medical area, our labs fo r e le ctr onic s ,  che mis try, 
biolo gy, and othe r s cienc e s .  Y ou will s e e  our e duca ­
tional fac ilitie s ,  o u r  language lab s ,  o u r  s c outc r aft 
hangar s ,  our r e pair and maintenance s hops . In s ho rt, 
you w ill e ventually s e e  this entire bas e ,  probably 
befo re the end of 1964." My mind raced excite dly at 
the pro s pe cts in s to r e ! 

"Next w e e k  you w ill s ee s ome of our C alifor nia 
bas e ,  which was built fo r a diffe rent r e a s on than this 
one . But now we go to the next plac e of inte re s t. "  

I T R Y  OUT T HE A C C LIMATION C HAMBE R :  
We c limbe d into the e le ctric c a r  and r ode off t o  the 
e le vato r again thr ough the long hall we had come 
through befo r e . We went one floor down. The door 
opene d and we went down a s hort hall. At the end, 
the re was an airlock r o om with a s ign which r e ad 
" Acc limation Chambe r s : Entranc e To C las s ' A '  
C le a r ance Only." M y  c ar d  s aid this w a s  m y  c las s ifi ­
cation, s o  at Ge ry ' s  ur ging, I ope rate d the doo r ,  o r  
r athe r,  doo r s .  Ins ide the fir s t w a s  a s e c ond, which 
opene d  when the outs ide one c lo s e d  and s e ale d. When 
we ente r e d, we w e r e  in a long, w ide c o r r ido r ,  with a 
s e r ie s  of e ntrance s  down the entire length of it. T hey 
we re all identifie d by ove rhanging s igns , s aying s uch 
thing s as "Air Pr e s s ure , "  "Gravity, " and "Solar 
Intens ity." In addition, the r e  we r e  s ubdivi s ions of 
the s e ,  labele d  Stage 1, Stage 2 ,  etc . ,  up to s tage 10. 

Gery explaine d, "E ach of the s e  chambe r s  r e pr e ­
s e nts a type of conditional change or tran s ition from 
our Ko rendian e nvironment to that of E arth ' s .  The 
change i s  gradual, to avoid any type of s e r ious meta ­
boli c  or ps ycho lo gi c al dis turbanc e .  The facto r s  are 
treated one by one ,  atmo s phe re fir s t, s ince that i s  the 
mo s t  difficult to c ontr o l  in all the s e  s e parCI,.te cham ­
be r s .  Next is g r avitation. Our pe ople go from one to 
the othe r,  until the y are complete ly c onditione d to 
your planet, and ar e r e ady to go out and as s ume the ir 
r o le s ,  unnotic e d, in your s o c iety." 

Then we ente r e d  a chambe r ma r ke d  "Ar r ival 
Stage . "  It was a lar g e  room in which we r e  about 
twenty s malle r . c ompartment s .  In the r e a r  o f  e ac h  
was a d o o r  which was labe le d  "Exit T o  T e leportation 
Are a  ' A ' . "  

Then O r ii a s ke d  me , " B ob, how would you like 
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to expe r ience an exact duplicate of Kor endian environ­
ment ? "  Would I ? !  ! "I c e rtainly would.  I was about 
to as k you if I could . "  

They led me to the near e s t  chambe r ,  which was 
open, and told me to s it down on the couch. They 
clo s e d  the door and I was alone in the chambe r .  Out­
s ide , Or ii pic ke d up a mike and s poke into it . His 
voice came through a s pe ake r on the wall before me . 
"Are you ready , Bob ? "  "Yes . Go ahe ad. " Gery 
added,  "If you feel any type of dis tre s s ,  jus t  s ay 
'enough,' and we 'll bring back T e r r an conditions 
ins tantly . "  

In fas c ination I watche d the gauges  in front o f  me . 
Fir st ,  a mete r labeled " Percentage Oxygen" began to 
change r e ading . At the s ame time , I felt a s o rt of 
lightheade dne s s  ove rcoming me . 

Next, a mete r which me as ured Pre s s ur e  be gan 
to inc rease readings . I felt a s o rt of oppre s s ive for c e  
pus hing m e  from every s ide , like be ing enveloped in 
gelatin ,  although I was pe rfe ctly fre e  to move . It was 
a wie rd s ens ation. 

Finally , a gauge marked "G For ce " be gan to 
climb the s cale to a point marke d "K Strength. " I felt 
mys elf s inking deeply into the c ouch . Move ment 
became more difficult , and it was a real effort to 
rais e my arms and le gs.  I tr ie d  to stand , but found 
that I was not prepared for that type of gr avity . As a 
r e s ult I fell back onto the couch , and was s urpris ed at 
the fo rce with which I hit it . 

I s at the r e  thinking fo r a moment, then s que ake d 
out "Enough. "  The gauge s fell to "T ( T e r r an) Level" 
almost ins tantly . Ble s s e d  relief. I de cided that I 
would jus t  as s oon remain he r e  on E arth for a while ! 

" You now have s ome idea , "  s aid Ge ry, "of the 
type of c onditions which we mus t  live in . Your plane t 
is actually a delightful haven of re laxation. The mus ­
cular effort i s  much le s s .  The only pr oblem i s  in 
bre athing . We have to be come accus tome d to your 
lowe r oxygen level and air pr e s s ure. 

OXYGEN TABLE TS SUPPLE ME NT OXYGEN 
SUPPL Y :  "Our oxygen intake is s omewhat s upple men­
ted by tablets of a chemical oxide which is libe rate d 
gradually in the bloodstream, to augment the oxygen 
in your air . Two of the s e  eve ry mo rning will last us 
through the day . If we fo rget to take them ,  we tend to 
lose our efficiency and mental acutene s s . The r e  are 
no othe r effects , howe ve r .  

"As time goe s on , we gradually drop off to one 
tablet and finally we can do without them altogethe r .  
Orii and I are now in this last  stage of conditioning . 
S oon we will be off the oxygen capsule s.  For now , it 
is one e ach day .'' With this , Ge ry turne d to le ave the 
room, and we followe d .  

FABULOUS LIVING QUAR TERS VISITED:  W e  
walke d out through the airlock,  and left i n  the car . 
Once again we boarded the ele vator , and went back up 
to the fi r s t  le vel .  This time we drove out in the 
oppo s ite di re ction . 

This side was entir ely diffe r ent . We parke d  the 
car and walke d along a spac ious carpeted hallway. 
He re the re was all the atmo sphe re of a hote l. The re 
were picture s  along the wall at inte rvals - - - s cene s 
of othe r worlds , both pas toral and urban . Doo rs  we r e  
labele d with the name s of tho s e  who occupie d the quar­
te rs behind them .  This s eemed to be the sleeping 
s e ction . Eve ry fifty fe et or s o ,  branch aisle s s plit off 
from this main pas s age , and went on about 200  fe et or  
s o .  

W e  walke d fo r five minute s through this area,  
then went through a doo r  into anothe r e ven lar g e r  hall­
way . At the end was a tr ans lucent paneled doo r .  As 
we approache d ,  it opened --- by photoelectric relays. 

Ins ide this doo r ,  I s aw the mo st beautiful lounge 
I had eve r s een. It mus t  have been at le ast the equal 

of thos e  which Mr . Adams ki de s c ribe d .  
The re was wall t o  wall carpe ting in light blue , 

and it was s o  thick that it was pure delight to walk on. 
The walls we r e  cr eam - white , a lovely contr ast with 
the rug . On the far wall , a lar ge painting of Agele s s  
Life hung by its elf,  in all its depth and commanding 
be auty . He re and the r e , lovely flowe ring plants 
flavor e d  the air with a delic ate pe rfume . They looke d  
s omething like r o s e s  and we re a de ep crims on in 
c olo r ,  with a satiny texture . On the othe r walls we re 

· various s cene s  of the ir home world,  in full radiant 
color and that s ame depth that s e emed to char acte rize 
all the ir paintings. 

The furnis hing s were a blue like the ove rhe ad 
s ky at noon, and the upholste ry s e emed to be velvet.  
The re were five ve ry comfo rtable -looking chair s and 
two long mode rnis tic s ofas that curved around the 
corne r s  of the room . In the cente r of the room, jus t  
hanging the re with n o  vis ible support whateve r ,  a 
globe of light pulsated in rhythm with s ome ve ry s oft 
mus ic . It was a fabulous room. 

MYS TIFYING LIGHTING S YS TE M  USE D: The 
ceiling was not glowing , and the re were no vis ible 
light s our c e s . But the room was well illuminate d .  I 
don't know how this was done , s o  I won't try to e xplain 
it. 

We s at down on one of the divans . Orii s aid to 
me , "Our gue sts will be he re in a few moments . 
Would you like to look ove r our magazine s while you 
wait ? 11 Naturally I s aid ye s ,  and he hande d me a 
public ation similar to our Scientific Ame rican.  It  was 
printe d in Galingua , which I don't unde r s tand , but the 
pictur e s  in it we re abs olutely fas cinating. 

A RARE PRIVILE GE - -- I MEE T  A MAS TER: 
I was so abs orbe d  that I didn 't even notice when our 
gue sts arrive d .  When I s aw them, I sprang t o  my 
fe et.  The r e , in the doo rway , was Mas te r  Kale n - Li ,  
and two of  my previous radio contacts , and thr e e  
girls . Kalen (he had a s ked me to call him by that 
name ) s aid , " The re is one mor e  we expe ct will be 
with us momentarily . "  E ven as he spoke , the door 
opene d .  

I MEE T  LIN -ERRI A T  LAS T ! WOW ! ! :  I fr oze 
to the s pot, fo r the re in all he r inde s c r ibable loveli­
ne s s ,  was Lin-E rri ! 

It is almos t  impos s ible at this point to de s c ribe 
my emotions . She c ame dire ctly to me , took my hand 
in he rs , and s poke in he r s oft melodic voice : " Alen, 
B ren (Gre etings , B rothe r ) .  We of Ko rendor bid you 
welcome to our humble abode 1 1  If she had recite d the 
fir st  ten page s of the phone book, I could not have 
been le s s  thrille d! Jus t to be in the s ame room with 
this godde s s  was mo re than I de s e rve d .  

She steppe d back,  and Kalen took my hand in the 
Kore ndian form of handshake . When we contac te d ,  I 
felt a tingling s ens ation running throughout my body , 
like tiny pul s e s  of ele ctric ity . It was mo s t  pleas ant , 
and s e e med to give me a new vitality and inte r e s t  in 
eve rything . 

We then took s e ats , Lin - E r r i  be s ide me to my 
right , and Orii to my left .  The great Mas te r s at 
oppos ite us in a chair unde r the pic ture of Agele s s  
Life . I noticed the re was a s tr iking s imilarity in 
the ir fac e s . 

Let me say he re , that to me rely talk with this 
great man on the r adio is a tremendous pr ivile ge . To 
s e e  him on TV was wonde rful beyond wo rds . Now , as 
I s at the r e  in his pe r s onal pre s ence , a feeling of awe 
ove r came me . I felt so ins ignificant , fo r I was an 
inhabitant of the least-develope d planet in this s olar 
s ys tem,  and I was in the s ame room with this highly 
advanc ed being from one of the greate st planets in the 
galaxy ! I knew how the Apo s tle s mus t  have felt in the 
pres ence of the Mas te r  Chris t .

I 
gue s s  mos t  of the other children feel this way too, but 
I didn't as k them about it . 

"I often as k my anli and patri ( mother and 
father) about E arth . I think they don 't like to talk 
about it bec aus e they s ay I am too young to know about 
E arth . 

"I know all about Korendor and Aclandi and 
Arcturia, but nobody will tell me about E arth, s o  I am 
going to ask Mas ter Kalen-Li to give this to you, as I 
want to know and love E arth like all the other worlds . 
My anli and patri don 't  know I ' m  doing this, or they 
might s top me, s o  ple ase don 1t let them know about 
this letter if you s e e  them. 

"Is s omething wrong on E arth, Brother E arth ­
man ? Do you live as we do, or are all the storie s I 
hear from grown - ups, about how you don 't love each 
other, re ally true ? I don 't  want to think that you do 
not love and live as we do on Korendor, becaus e that 
would make me s ad and maybe I would fe el that we are 
wrong in our ways . 

" Ple a s e  write to me, Brother E arthman, and· 
tell me things about your world that will make me 
happy for you . 

"Lovingly Yours, Kila -Rae. " 
I was s pe echle s s , and there was a big lump in 

my throat . What c ould I s ay to that ? I s imply could­
n 't dis illus ion this child by telling her the truth abo ut 
us . How would I go about answering her s o  that she 
would not los e  faith in her fellow man ? I would have 
to work on a s uitable answer to this little girl ' s  note, 
and I told Kalen of my de cision . He agre ed to await 
my reply to her. 

DES T R U1CTION AND WARFARE IS INC OMPRE­
HE NS IBLE TO ADVANCE D BEINGS : Indicating her 
letter, he s aid: "This is how we teach our young one s 
- - - that they will love all men and all life, and that 
they will ne ver hurt or kill deliberately . It is almos t  
impos s ible for them t o  believe that there are still 
whole planets where pe ople don 't  live in harmony and 
peace . They have been re are d in a world of love and 
happine s s, and it is difficult for them to unders tand 
how anyone could live otherwis e . 

" Mind you, it is not only the children who fe el 
this way . Even as old as I am , I can never re c oncile 
mys elf to the fact that you do not choose to enjoy the 
ble s s ings that are yours, if you will only hee d  
Univers al Laws, and the crie s for peace that yo u he ar 
s o  ofte n .  

"It is unnatural t o  b e  constantly a t  each other ' s  
throats,  hating and injuring tho s e  who should b e  your 
friends . It has never ceased to as tou.nd me that you 
c ould s uffer through so many wars, and still c ome 
back for more . Is there no limit to the ignorance that 
your brothers pos s e s s ?  How can you believe in God, 
or even in mankind, and yet de s troy this work which 
is called life ? How can you be s o  c old and callous ? 
Can you ignore the fact that e very time you so much 
as s pe ak in anger to another, you are flouting the 
Law s  of the Maker of Laws ? 

" Y ou are now turning on your brothers the 
forc e s  of nature which would otherwise be yo ur s erv­
ants, if you would us e them as intended, for your 
benefit ins tead of for your de s truc tion. 

RADICAL CHANGES NEE DE D :  "By mis us ing 
the univers al forc e s ,  you be come their s lave s and 
forfeit your mas tery of them.

Only a radic al change of philos ­
ophy can re ins tate the Right and the Good, and make 
you once more the s culptors of your de s tinie s .

"Somewhe re in the northe a s t, the re are s ituate d 
three powe r - gene rating s tations ,  A, B, and C. The s e  
fe e d  three maj o r  c itie s ,  X, Y ,  and Z .  Unde r nor mal 
c onditions ,  e ach is c apable of handling its own lo ad, 
and eve r ything runs s moothly. 

"S uppo s e  now that c ity Z be gins to draw mo re 
load than s tation C c an s afely pr ovide . C the refo re 
che c ks with its compute r to find out if  A o r  B c an 
handle the exce s s .  If e ithe r orie can, C tie s in on the 
g rid with, s ay, A, and the combine d A and C s upplie s 
c ar r y  ove r the pe ak load. When it s ub s ide s ,  C r e s um ­
e s  its us ual ope ration, A r e s ume s its nor mal load, 
and only the powe r c ompanie s knowiliat anything 
unus ual occur e d. 

"S uppo s e  now, that the e quipment of B fail s .  B 
the refo r e  che c ks with A and C to find out if they can 
c ar ry the adde d load until it c an re pair the fault. If 
the ans we r is ye s ,  B s witche s its load to the Gr id, · 

and A and C as s ume the load until B c an again take on 
the lo ad. If A and C c annot handle the extra, B is olat­
es and the c ity Y exper ienc e s  a s ho rt blackout until B 
is running again. 

" On a much va s te r s c ale, this is how the north ­
e a s t  pow e r  s ys te m  ope r ate s .  A do zen o r  mo re powe r 
s tations inte r c onne ct with a ho s t  of c itie s in an 
e xtr emely complex ar rangement ,  fe e ding back and 
fo rth, inte r c onne cting, sharing loads, all s o  s moothly 
that the wor s t  anyone us ually s e e s  is only a flicke r  of 
the light s .  

" The entire ope r ation is c ontrolle d b y  comput ­
e r s ,  which monitor the pe rcentage s of load at all the 
powe r s tations s imultane ous ly, and indicate which one 
to go to fo r additional power in c a s e  of the ove rload of 
e quipment, or bre akdown . 

T HE PROB LE M - - POWE R S TATIONS FALL 
LIKE DOMINOES : "Suppo s e  now, that two s tations 
s imultane ous ly e xpe r ience trouble in s ome fo r m. At 
both, the c ompute r s  s how that s uch and s uch s tation 
has the capability to handle its nee ds . So both s tations 
s w itch onto that one to gethe r .  Now that onecannot 
handle the load, and it fails . It, in turn, goe s s e ar ch ­
ing the re maining s tations and, b y  this me thod, they 
fall like dominoe s .  

" The thing which s hould preve nt this i s  the fact 
that if a s tation s e e s  an exce s s ive load being thrown on 
its equipment, it s hould i s olate its elf to prevent be ing 
put out of commis s ion, and end the string r ight the r e . 

" He re is whe r e  we found the problem. We dis ­
cove r e d  that if c e rtain c r itic al s tations faile d togethe r, 
they would c aus e the chain r e action at s uch a r ate that 
the s w itching, which unfo r tunately is manual, wouldn 't  
be fas t  enough to prevent it.  At our Mas s achus etts 
bas e ,  the re is a panel of ins truments which monito r s  
the loads of every pow e r  s tation in the country. Our 
own compute r s  are s e c ond - gue s s ing tho s e  in the powe r 
s tations , and tell us a few minute s ahe ad which s tation 
w ill go whe r e ,  and so fo rth, in the e vent of bre akdown 
or ove rload. Thus , we know at any time which point 
of the g r id to c aus e to fail if we ne e d  to c au s e  s uch a 
domino - like c ollaps e .  

SAUCERS TRIGGE R E Q UIPME NT FAIL URE : 
" T ue s day e ve ning, we had our s hips s tatione d ove r 
the s e  c r itical points . We watched on r e mote monito r s  
as more and mo r e  powe r was u s e d, a s  the e vening 
g rew darke r, fo r he ating, lighting, cooking, etc.  
Whe n it r e ache d a s ubs tantial amount, which we de te r ­
mine d no one s tation c ould carry alone , we magneti -



cally trippe d open a numbe r of cir cuit breake r s , 
caus ing what appe ared to be a failur e in apparatus . 
We knew that the affe cted stations had the s ame sta­
tion on their computer s , as a s our ce of additional 
powe r .  The r e s t  is his tory ! The r e  was complete 
powe r failure within a few moments . 

PURPOSES FOR BLACKOUT :  " Our purpo s e s  
we re s eve r al :  fir s t  - - - t o  bring into glar ing focus the 
existence of s uch a potential dange r to your national 
s e cur ity , and to your indus trial and comme rcial 
s trength ; s econd - - - to caus e as much inconvenience 
as pps sible to your people , in orde r  to bring s trong 
public outcry fo r change s to be made ; third - - - to 
s how our own strength and capabilitie s .  Y our offic ials 
knew who was respons ible . This is why they refused 
to  commit thems elve s  about it . 

"We we re fully aware that the r e s ults of this , 
economic ally , would be ve ry co s tly . So much the 
bette r .  Pe rhaps the le s s on will be bette r le arne d if, 
in the pr oces s ,  the e conomy s uffe r s  a setback. 

"Naturally , if we had not known that all your 
medic al and othe r eme r gency facilitie s are equippe d  
with their own powe r ,  w e  could not have conce ive d of 
this action . Sinc e no one die d from the blackout, we 
the refore call it an unqualifie d succe s s .  It has 
achieve d e very goal we had s e t .

Fry ' s  home in Me rlin ,  Ore gon (top) , i s  al so 
s e en in photos taken about 700 mile s away near Joshua 
T r ee , California (bottom) .  

The c raft shown hove ring low ove r the Joshua 
T rees ( 2nd from top) appe ars to be rotating , s ince the 
pos ition of the umbrella-type mar kings changes  from 
fr ame to fr ame in the movie film. Als o ,  the brilliant 
light on the e dge of the c r aft with the two dark rims , 
is not a refle ction of s unlight , but apparently a powe r 
dis charge of s ome s ort ,  s ince it c an be s e en in the 
movie film to rotate around the e dge of the c r aft , 
from right to left .  

The oretically , the dark areas c ould repre s ent 
ne gative polar ity and the light are as pos itive polarity , 
which might give a clue to the ele ctromagnetic propul ­
s ion syste m  of the c r aft . In s ome of the photo s , the 
lighte r areas of the c raft appear to give off a low 
intens ity light of the ir own , s ince the unde r s ide of 
the craft is not in shadow . 

We challenge anyone to reas onably deny the 
authenticity of the s e  photos with anything but pure 
dogmatic opinion . To throw a garbage can lid in the 
air and to take a blur ry photo of it is one thing . But 
to get cle ar , sharp and detaile d photos of obviously 
unique hardware , like the photos s hown he re , is 
quite another .  Don ' t  you agree ? 
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S UGGES TED RE ME DIES : "It remains only fo r 
your author itie s to take appropr iate action to pre vent 
furthe r s uch occurrence s .  Might we sugge st a few 
points : 

"Fir s t :  put all switching unde r compute r con ­
trol , allowing almo st ins tant r e s pons e ,  and elimina ­
ting the human element . 

"Second: kee p  all compute r s  in touch with one 
anothe r so that no two s tations c an be switche d onto a 
third s tation at any one time . 

" Thir d :  install back-up s e rvice s  for eme r gency 
us e only , which c an be switche d onto the grids in a 
ve ry few minute s ,  and c apable of carrying the load of 
any of the grid s tations , up to the large s t .
