HAUNTED PUBS OF ENGLAND

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Many of you who have already visited the United Kingdom, have doubt.­

le�� come into contact with and possibly patronized that unique English 

in�titution, the Public-house. 

Pubs are not merely places where dipsomaniacs can demonstrate their 

imbiding skills to one another, because in many areas, especially in the 

big cities, or even in the remote country areas, pubs are regarded as 

centres of community and social life. Here the affairs of the day, be 

they sporting, international, or political, may be discussed in an atmos­

phere of complete conviviality and all-embracing bonhomie. 

Many of these establishments date back to the Middle Ages, but in 

some cases, like the mythical phoenix, newer buildings complete with 

chromium fittings and plastic beams have arisen on the same sites from 

the a�he� of their distinguished predecessors. 

Numbers of these nubs appear to possess their own resident apparitions 

and uoltergei�ts. In some instances these shadowy figures are figments 

of a landlord'� vivid imagination in an attempt to increase his clientele, 

by drawing attention to his inexnlicable experiences, which cannot be 

ea�ily exnlained in rational terms. It is my intention in this article 

to recount some happenings of this nature. 

Some years ago when extensive alterations were being carried out at 

the Bugle Hotel, Newport, Isle of Wight, the then licensee Mr. Richard 

Wilmot appeared to have disturbed something in this 350 year old inn, in 

particular in the ultra-modern kitchen, which had been converted from the 

former stables. Once when the chef Mr. Tony Bell was alone in the kitchen 

one night, he claimed to have felt something brush past him. He thought 

at first that it was the catering manager Mr. W. Herbert, but looking 

round he found nobody there. He also saw a plate of butter move across 

the table. On another occasion Mr. Herbert, the chef, and a waiter were 

working in the kitchen at midnight, when the waiter noticed that a long 

nlunger tyne of nlug was at the ton end of the kitchen in a sink full of 

water. He removed and nlaced it about six feet away. A few minutes later 

he heard a noi�e and found the plug in its original position in the sink · 

outlet. 
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Many of thePe tame apparitions are purely benevolent and an example 

of this kind of ghost may be found at the Wishing Tree, a pub in the town 
of St. Leonards, Sussex. The licensees, Mr. and Mrs. John Northwood, 

noticed strange things, shortly after taking over. Their dog started 

screaming and howling for days on end. Adverse reactions from domestic 

pets can often give a clue to the fact that all is not well in a house. 

The Northwood's small son could often be heard laughing in a certain box­

room. One day a young woman walked into the pub and asked John Northwood, 

"How are you getting on with the ghost!" She was the daughter of a previous 

landlord, a Major Lewis, and she explained how her young brother used to 

bur�t out laughing in the same room. Two old ladies once owned the Wishing 

Tree and it was believed that one of them might have been the haunter. A 

counle driving na�t the inn early one morning had to brake sharply to 

avoid running down a woman in neriod dress who was pushing a pram. When 

they got out of the car, there was nothing to be seen. On more than one 

oGa��ion a �'oman customer has been seen to emerge from the ladies' toilet 

in a �tate of deshabille and extreme nervousness. 

Some months ago I was interviewed for Television in the King's Arms, 

a pub in South East London, where the manager, Mr. Terry Payne, told me 

some interesting facts about the building, although nothing untoward 

happened there during my visit. The present inn was built on the site of 

an older building, which had been destroyed by bombs during World War II. 

The bombing resulted in the deaths of eleven persons including the then 

Manageress. Mr. Payne said that the ghost of an elderly woman had been 

seen at times, nresumably the manageress, strange footsteps had been heard, 

glasses had been inexplicably smashed, his two dogs always refused to go 

dO\A'n into the wine-cellar and on more than one occasion, voices had been 

heard singing the choruses of songs popular during the War years. 

Such then is some of the stuff of which pub ghosts appear to be made. 

On a dark night when the �rind i8 howling and the moon is casting all sorts 

of baleful shadows, in some of these wonderful old pubs, which in some 

ra�es have rai�ed the hopes and dispelled the fears of many who have sought 

8U�tenance under their roofs, it is not difficult to imagine strong emotions 

being generated in them and perhaps murmurs of some of these happenings 

remain with us to the present day.

She died there while living in 
a mere caretaker's cottage on the premises at the age of 
89. Her estate had no assets but the debt-ridden home. 

Some activity was found. One psychic, who admitted­
ly knew something of the history, claims to see Louisa 
there. He sees her as a frail, smiling figure in a long 
dress, ready for a lawn party--perhaps viewing him as a 
potential contributor. But another psychic, Nita Teske, 
was taken there with no information. Around the Majors' 
home, she got optimistic feelings of a permanently impor­
tant transportation hub. Around the cottage where Louisa 
died, she felt a transitory presence that was obsessed 
with unfair and inadequate gifts of money.

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FAMILY GHOSTS

I have a couple of ghost stories for you. My parents, brothers and 

I lived in a house in Oak Park, Illinois for about 20 years. We moved 

there in 1q65, and moved out in August 1984. The house is a small bung­

alow tyue with a full basement, and was built approximately in the early 

1930's. It has long been my mother' s habit to read in bed for awhile 

before going to sleep at night. 

She would often hear footsteps coming up the basement steps (only 

late at night ) . Fearing it might be an intruder, she would check the 

steps and the whole basement area. She could find nothing amiss. She 

said this happened often. The basement stairs were opposite her bedroom. 

She accepted this occurence as routine since it remained the same until 

one night - this happened in about 1952 - as she sat in bed, reading. 

She heard the footsteps and felt a presence in the room. She felt a slight 

movement of a small area at the foot of the bed, as if someone sat down 

there. Then she saw the mattress sink down a bit in that area, again as 

if someone had sat down. 

In the same general time, there was something else inexplicable going 

on in other uarts of the house. The dining room was next to the basement 

�tair� and my father would often do paperwork on the dining room table. 

One day he called me from another room to tell me of the strange laughter 

he heard next to him. There was no TV on or other noise it could have 

been at the time. 

Next door to us lived a neighbor who had lived there long before we 

arrived in the neighborhood. She said there had been a woman who had 

lived in our house (2 owners back ) who was extremely unhappy and a severe 

alcoholic. 

A couple of years ago at this time of year, my mother had become 

gravely ill and she now says that about a day before we had to rush her 

to the hospital, she was lying in bed and distinctly heard the voice of 

her mother ( who has been dead since 1967). The voice came from next to 

her bed and told her not to be afraid. As I say, the day after this, we 

rushed my mom to the hospital. The doctors worked hard for 36 hours to 

�ave her life. They called us early in the morning and asked us to come, 

exuecting her to die.

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She lived on, and that evening I had been crying alot at home but 

had stopped. I was in my room, trying to calm down, and I very distinctly 

heard a voice whisper my name. That was all I heard. Perhaps sick or 

upset people have their minds play tricks upon them, but . . •  Maybe not . • .  

This was followed up by another spooky sort of incident a few days 

later. The doctors had decided to do brain surgery on my mom. They said 

it had to be done right away or she would surely die. She was going 

deeper and deeper into a coma. As I kept a vigil by her bed, before any 

further medication was given to her, she said "don't be afraid anymore" 

twice in a row. I was spooked by this, because to my understanding, 

people in comas do not speak. She has no recollection of this. And I 

didn't know, until later, when all this was over, that my mother had heard 

her O¥� mother's voice just before entering the hospital. When I found 

out that the words were the same, I r�ally felt spooked. 

Fditor·� note: These kind of visitation apparitions and psychic encounters 

are very commonly exnerienced but are seldom related because of the fear 

of ridicule or embarrassment. However we, at the GRS, encourage more to 
submit such articles either for publication or just for the sheer desire 

to relate such incidents. If you would like to see your personal encounters 

appear in print, please specify so in your letter and if you wish for your 

name to appear or not.

GHOST HUNTING IN SANTA BARBARA

One cold, crisp October night we found ourselves on our way to Santa 

Barbara. Two elderly ladies had called asking for help in ridding their 

house of a ghost that they described as "horrifying". 

We arrived at the house at about 10:00 p.m. It was in the nice, 

older section of Santa Barbara. Inside the home was tastefully and grace­

fully furnished with antiques and art. The ladies introduced themselves 

as Nell and Betty. Nell was the owner of the house and Betty, her niece, 

lived with her. 

We asked the ladies if \''e could wander through the house to see and 

feel the imnre�sion� about u�. The second room we came to, Nell's bedroom, 

immediately caught our attention. My gaze focused on the chair in the 

corner, and as I \'7alked toward it, I felt the hair on the back of my head 

Ptand on end. I �tood next to the chair and suddenly felt my left arm and 

�ide become very cold. Nadean and Richard noticed the change in temperature 

and checked the windows for drafts. By the chair we felt the cold spot 

move between us and settle by Nadean. The cold area seemed to be about 

three feet tall by two feet wide. All of a sudden Nadean announced, 

"It's holding my hand." And, as we watched, the cold spot pulled her 

across the room. Nadean's impression was that it was a young Oriental 

boy, about five years old and friendly. Indeed, throughout our visit, 

he stayed right be Nadean's side. 

The tour of the rest of the house failed to turn up anything interes­

ting, so we returned to the living room to listen to the ladies' story. 

Betty, the younger of the two, related the following tale. 

"On the night of December 6, 1980, I was suddenly awakened from a 

�ound �leep. I looked up and saw a woman standing in my bedroom doorway. 

She "''a� �lender, wearing black bedroom slippers, pink chiffon nightgown, 

and ruffled bed can. Her hair was gray and she seemed to be about seven­

ty-five years of age. Her eyes were bright blue and she stared, but 

didn't blink. A� I "''atched, she groped ner way along my closet door. 

I said, 'Is that you, Nell? ' Then she left, closing the door exactly as 

it had been." 
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From that night on the house seemed to be the center of one type of 

disturbance or another. Betty went on to relate how one night the figur­

ines on the mantle were suddenly in different positions. She was very 

adamant that it wasn't she who moved them because, "It's Nell's house 

and I'm very careful not to touch her things." 

Nell too had seen and heard things not easily explained. One day 

she looked up and saw a group of four girls, Oriental in appearance, 

�tanding in the garden. As she started to w�lk toward them, they vanished. 

At night Nell had also heard and seen a young boy running up and down the 

hall waving a piece of paper. 

A� we listened to the ladies talk, we could tell that all these 

happenings had them truely frightened. Our main objective became to 

relieve this fear and reassure them. Nadean told the ladies that when 

she left she would take the little boy with her. Whenever they saw or 

heard something frightening they were to repeat, "G-o to the light, go to 

the light." Richard and Nadean assured them that nothing in the house 

could harm them. The ladies listened intently to what was told them and 

agreed to do what was suggested. They thanked us all and promised to 

keep in touch. Once in the front yard, Nadean announced that the little 

boy had left. 

Was this house truely haunted? The ladies believed it to be and we 

did find the cold spot believed to be a little boy. But, what of the 

woman in the bedroom, the Oriental girls, and the moving objects on the 

mantle? These we weren't able to decide about; were they true hauntings 

or imagination?

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THE HAUNTED BOOKSHOP 

Occult Boom Hits Britain - January 14th, 1984. 

London (Reuters News Agency) - Britain is experiencing its biggest 

occult explosion in a century, as hordes of people turn to withcraft, 

magic rituals and astrology in apparent conjunction with rising concern 

over social problems. In the last five years, hundreds of Britons have 

signed up for correspondence courses in spells. Astrologers report a 10� 

fold increase in clients. Occult shop owners say sales of herbs, P,yramids 

and crystal balls have been booming. "It is the biggest occult explosion 

in Britain since the 1880s", said Marian Green, a writer on the occult 

A recent Aquarian Festival brought together 5, 000 people, and 

readershin of Prediction magazine has reached about 20, 000 said Green. 

All the major current British occult festivals and publications sprang up 

in the last six years, she added. Scholars of the occult agree that this 

late�t boom, which had its roots in the 1960s hippie movement, has taken 

off a� concern over social problems grows. "Interest in magic grew out of 

the economic exnan�ion of the 1960s but it has also provided solace in the 

economic recession of the 1980s", says Tanya Luhrmann, a Harvard-trained 

anthronologist doing a study on the occult at Cambridge University. 

Kevin Grove, the founder of the Camden Town Psychic Centre in the 

lively north London district known as Camden Town says some_people are 

using magical spells and other occult rituals in an effort to exert power 

and influence over the world around them. He says many of the clients 

visiting the centre's 22 astrologists, futurologists and palm and tarot 

card readers are seeking jobs and cheap housing, stock exchange predictions 

and an end to the buildup of nuclear weapons. Two similar centres were 

formed in the last two years, one in Baker Street, legendary home of 

Sherlock Holmes, and one near Trafalgar Square. Luhrmann says one of the 

fa�te�t growing areas of the occult is witchcraft. She estimates that the 

number of "initiated" has more than doubled from 10 years ago, with perhaps 

�everal thousand nracti�ing witchcraft. She said that even before 1951, 

w�en Britain lifted a legal ban against witchcraft, the secret cults 

attracted many ordinary people who did not seem to be maladjusted in their 

job� or personal lives. Several "witches" irtterviewed in London agree 
that for many of their ilk witchcraft was a direct spin-off from the 

feminist movement, with many women being drawn by its lack of hierarchy 
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and by matriarchal worship of a pagan earth mother. "Witchcraft is an 

· intrinsically female thing", said one asked not to be identified. "Witches 

have traditionally been women and matriarchy is all part of women trying 

to regain their power." 

GHOSTBUSTER STAR BELIEVES IN GHOSTS -July 6th, 1984. 

NEW YORK (CANADIAN PRESS) - In an article by columnist Gene Telpner, 

Dan Aykroyd, the Ottawa-born comedian who is the star of the 1984 smash 

hit movie "Ghostbuster.s", revealed that he is a believer in psychic 
• 

matter�. Aykroyd is an active member of the American Society for Psychic 

Re�earch which supports the concept that there can be visitations after 

death. He puts his money where his beliefs are and supports the society 

with generous donations. He is convinced that there is a possibility that 

he could communicate with late John Belushi, his great friend and costar 

in two films, who died of a drug overdose. 

"I still have dreams about John Belushi", he says. "I believe the 

energy flow of a human being still exists on one level or another after 

his death. I also believe we are not the only dimension in this universe. 

"I think if I spent time alone near John's grave, there might be a 

visitation. I know that's dangerous stuff. But my feeling about John 

Belushi is that I want him to have peace and rest. I don't want to open 

the door." 

The hit movie has snawned a number of fan clubs. In Pittsburgh, 

Jim Garvey and Mark Lister secured the right to form one for $10, 000 -

from Columbia Pictures Industries, Inc. The pair have renamed their shop 

Gho�tbusters and they market for $8.95 a kit that certifies a member as a 

Ghostbuster. They send "job applications" to those who express interest 

so they can become Ghostbusters - or ersatz ghost removers. An applicant 

answers a short quiz demonstrating he or she is not afraid of ghosts, is 

alive, breathing, willing to save the world at a moment's notice and 

sleeps above the covers. So far there are an estimated 25, 000 members.

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BOOK REVIEWS 

On The Track Of The Poltergeist by D. Scott Rogo. (Prentice-Hall, Engle­

wood Cliffs, NJ. 07632, 1986, 206 page�, $12.95) 

The poltergeist (German for "noisy ghost") is one of history's 

enduring my�teries, dating back centuries - through Dr. Johnson and the 

Cock Lane Ghost, to John Wesley and undoubtedly to Medieval and Roman 

period�. In this century, we have made a little progress towards the 

understanding of the mystery, but there is still much to learn. For 

example, we now know that many of these cases involve psychokinetic effects 

caused unconsciously by a disturbed adolescent in the household, but there 

are enough exceptions to this rule to cause suspicions that there may be 

other factors involved as well. 

In this new book by D. Scott Rogo, a veteran investigator and a 

consulting editor for Fate magazine, four major cases are examined in 

detail. The author of many books on the paranormal, Mr. Rogo is a 

cautious observer, attempting to find a logical explanation for the 

upheavals and only accepting a paranormal theory when all other possibil­

itie� have been ruled out. The first case occurred in Los Angeles in 

October 1q74, and is a perfect example of the above mentioned archetype, 

involving a 13 year old girl who was undergoing severe psychological 

�tre��. De�pite �orne indications of deliberate fakery in order to stay 
home from school, there were disturbances that neither Rogo or coinvest­

igator Raymond Bayle�� could find a good explanation for. 

The second case also happened in Los Angeles, in the newly developed 

community of Simi Valley, to be exact. The most dangerous of all ty�es 

of manifestations - fire - was at work in the home of Mr. John Eaton, age 

35, in March 1976. A 20 year-old friend of Eaton, named Fred was staying 

with him at the time of the outbreaks, and he appeared to be the focal 

point of the events, albeit on an unconscious level. One fire seemed to 

originate within the stuffing of a chair, spreading outwards. A further 

puzzling clue of possible significance, is that Fred is a very deep 

sleeper and difficult to arouse. In all, there were five fires, each 

quite inten�e, in a different room of the house. 

In 1978, a unique electronic poltergeist was bedeviling a large 

pla�tic� factory in Hollywood, California. One of the oddest character­

i�tic� about it was that it had an effect on the public address system 

and the telephone simultaneously - two entirely separate mechanical 
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systems. Rogo feels this case was definitely of a psycho-kinetic nature 

· similar to the famous 1967 Rosenheim case in Bavaria where a 19 year old 

secretary was causing fuses to blow and all manner of electrical disturbances. 

The fourth case is the most recent (December 1983) and also one of 

the most typical - a rock throwing spook in Tucson, Arizona. Mr. and 

Mrs. Berkbigler and their five children had just moved into their partially 

completed home when, every evening between 5: 00 and 7: 00 p.m., deluges of 

fist-Aized rocks would pelt their home and van. The house was isolated 

- no neighbors - with plenty of sagebrush and cactus. Mrs. Berkbigler 

waP inclined to think that perhaps they had built over an Indian burial 

ground and spirits were involved, but it soon became apparent that other 

factor8 were predominant . 

Among these were the peculiar facts that the peltings would cease 

when the family went to sleep and no one was ever seriously injured by 

them, although the rocks were large and seemingly accurate in their 

trajectory. A clue finally emerged when one of the sons, David, age 15, 

disclosed that he often noticed foul odors when no cause was apparent, an 

indication of possible abnormal neuronal firing in the brain. 

In the second half of the book, Mr. Rogo delves into other histories 

where variant factors occur, including one where apparently he himself 

was the agent of poltergeistic effects while having an O.O.B.E. (out-of­

the -body-experience). This was in August 1977, and in effect, he was 

haunting his own house in Los Angeles while physically present in New York! 

The thrust of this book is somewhat different from the Colin Wilson 

work, as Rogo is inclined to support the PK/O.O.B.E. hypothesis in the 

majority of cases, whereas Wilson supports the idea that deceased person­

alities may sometimes be able to create effects that resemble the tradit­

ional noltergeist. Mr. Rogo is honest to admit that every case is a mixed 

bag, and he offers a concluding chapter on how best to investigate, the 

ethical approach and how to conduct interviews. Two appendixes, dealing 

with Epilepsy and the Poltergeist and Instances of O.O.B.E. Poltergeists 

conclude the book and provide insights that are not commonly considered. 

This is a valuable addition to the literature of the paranormal and 

has a nicely balanced approach between the strictly analytical and the 

on-the-spot casebook of the observer caught up in the action. Very good 

reporting by a cautious investigator.
