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ATHELHAIPTOI HALL

lot far from the County Town 
of Dorchester, the celebrated 
"Casterbridge" of Thomas Hardy's 
Wessex levels, lies the delightful 
village of Puddletown. 

Puddletown .or Piddletown, as 
it was originally called, does not 
derive its name from inclement 

\ / weather, but from the name of the 
De Pydeles, a lordly family that 
once held sway in this area. Just 
outside the village, screened by 
its own trees and far from the 
prying eyes of the 'Madding Crowd', 
is to be found the ancient pile of 
Athelhampton Hall, some parts of 
which are said to date back to the 
15th Century and even back still 
further to the days of King 
Athelstan. 

After five centuries of 
continuous occupation, this 
historical house, through its many 

occupants, has forged links with some of the Highest Families in 
the Realm, the present owners being the Lady Jennifer Cooke and 
her family. 

The Ball in its original form was built in 1493 by the then 
Lord Kayar of London, Sir William Xartyn. There are battlements, 
a picturesque porch and a stately Oriel Window. The Vest Wing 
which adjoins it is in a different architectural style and dates 
from 1525-50. Behind the house are imitation Tudor Wings, which 
were erected in 1895 and 1920. The Hall roof is original with 
curved and molded timbers. The paneling, screen and Gallery 
were 15th and 16th Century and were brought here from other parts 
of the country. The House is furnished in styles of a variety of 
periods, but one of the most striking rooms is the State Bedroom, 
with its 15th Century fireplace and its 17th Century paneling. 

The Formal Gardens are most tastefully arranged with walks 
and ponds and with a wide variety of shrubs and plants. In a 
wilder part of the garden may be found a large 16th Century 
Dovehouse. 

As is common with many old houses of this great age, where 
due to climatic changes, old furniture is sometimes heard to sigh 
and ancient timbers creak. Athelhampton has accumulated over the 
years many stories of Hauntings, although none of the present 
occupants or their Staff will ever admit to having had such a 
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thing as a Psychic experience. 
levertheless whether the many stories of Hauntings are 

purely legendary, as so uany stories of this nature associated 
with buildings such as this are, or whether soae of them actually 
happened either in a subjective or an objective sense to their 
many percipients, they do exude an aura of mystery and 
fascination. 

The first interesting Ghost Story concerns the Martyn Ape. 
At one time a family named Martyn occupied Athelhampton, and a 
part of their family's Coat-of-Arms depicted an ape. A story is 
told of a certain Xartyn heiress, who as a result of frustration 
decided to comDdt suicide. This she is said to have done in a 
small chamber which opened off from a secret staircase connecting 
the Great Chamber to the Long Gallery. While she was in the 
process of killing herself, she inadvertently locked her pet ape 
in the Chamber. On several occasions in the past, the spectre of 
this ape is said to have been seen on the staircase, but the last 
recorded sighting was many years ago. 

The figure of a Lady in Grey, dressed in Period Costume, has 
been seen by former members of the Staff, usually in the Tudor 
Room. She was also believed to have been seen by a for.ar 
Housekeeper, a Irs. Chinchen in one of the bedrooas. 

Both Irs. Chinchen and the late Owner, Sir Robert Cooke, 
former Kember of Parliament for Bristol West, have heard what 
were believed to have been the tapping sounds of a

' pbantoa 
cooper, engaged in his craft of making barrels. He is usually · 
heard in the Wine Cellar, which adjoins the Great Hall, in itself 
an outstanding example of 15th Century architecture. 

Another story concerning the alleged sighting of a spectral 
Xonk has now largely been discounted, in that it is said to have 
originated from the visit of a Priest, who was conducting a party 
of Visitors on a tour of the Hall, and wishing to relieve himself 
was seen standing outside one of the Bathrooms. 

Sir Robert also told the story to the noted Investigator 
Andrew Green, of one occasion when he was working in his study, 
and distinctly heard the noise of a cat padding outside the door. 
Being unsuccessful in locating it, he asked the gardener if he 
had seen it, only to be told that it had died the previous week 
and was now buried in the garden. 

Before the first World War, it had been reported that 
phantom duelists had been seen in the Great Chamber, and on 
other occasions the sounds of their clashing swords had been 
heard. Headless men had also been seen sitting at the Dining 
Table.

noises might be attributed to the expanding 
timbers, the scrabbling of mice in the 
streams or birds nesting in the chi.neys or 

other phenomena may not be so easily explained. Sir Robert 
Cooke once told the writer J. Wentworth Day of the occasion when 
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he was in his bed, the bedroom door suddenly opened itself 
unaided, and the room was suffused by a blinding light. 

On discussing the Ghosts of Athelhampton with Sir Robert, he 
was once heard to say, "I have no wish to disturb the Spirits and 
they don't worry me. Whatever they are I au very happy to live 
with them."

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THE FIRST SETTLER

The occasional movements of 
heavy objects which occur in Kansas 
City, Missouri at Lot #189, 
Morningside Park, seem to relate to 
its unrecorded history. On that 
lot stands a three-story frame 
house with shake-cedar siding. It 
was of luxury quality construction 
and has been improved and 
maintained. It is in a stable, 
upper middle-class neighborhood 
which traditionally accepts all 
comers, unlike adjacent 
developments of this urban area. 
The lots run fifty foot to seventy­
five foot front frontage. The 
entire area is flat and has trees 
planted in rows at the curb which 
were planted thirty years ago. 

The area gives no hint of its 
role in the Santa Fe Trail or in 
the Battle of Westport in the Civil 
War. In both a walnut grove was 
used as a landmark. It was 

charted as Hinkle's Grove. Hinkle's Grove was part of a 52-acre 
tract sold by Olive Hinkle to Cowherd Real Estate in 1911. The 
original tract had been patented by her grandfather in 1843. The 
grove was the reference point for a calvary encirclement of 
retreating Southern forces in the 1864 Battle of Westport. Many 
died there. Covered wagons that had outfitted in Independence, 
Missouri used the grove as a reference point on the Santa Fe 
Trail, which funneled migration from 1822 until 1880 when the 
Santa Fe Railroad was completed to lew Mexico. Many died along 
the way. 

A house was built on what had been Hinkle's Grove in 1916. 
It has changed hands thirteen times in sixty-five years in that 
stable neighborhood. There is no tradition of a haunting. The 
present owner became aware that his house had a history when he 
smelled smoke with no determinable source one morning. He then 
read in the "40 Years Ago" column of the Kansas City Star that 
his house had burned exactly forty years ago. He recalled that 
when he moved in, a hutch he had placed in a corner was 
repeatedly found realigned in the morning. He also recalled keys 
missing for a year found in a cup on a top shelf. 

Soon thereafter, he had a dinner party. The possibility of 
a ghost became the topic of humor. An attorney, Keith Larson, 
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challenged the ghost to "do something". The smoke alarm promptly 
went off twice in a matter of two minutes without being reset. 
When he got home, he found his Timex electric watch was a half­
hour slow. He reset it. The day after, it stopped functioning 
entirely. Two days later, a television interview (for PX 
Magazine> on the premises required multiple retakes due to 
"electrical disturbances". 

The Occult Studies Group also obtained psychic impressions. 
But these seem to relate to an unrecorded "first settler" of 
Hinkle's Grove: A teenage girl who died thereabouts of cholera 
while on the Santa Fe Trail. Perhaps a record is now being 
formed.

VIRGil XARY SIGHTIIGS DRAWS CROWD - Karch 13, 1989 

Tickfaw, Louisiana <Associated Press> Devout Roman 
Catholics and the curious gathered in a vegetable field near the 
tiny southeastern Louisiana town, hoping to see the Virgin Xary. 
The estimated 3, 000 people were inspired by the visions of a 
pipefitter from suburban lew Orleans. Some people said they did 
indeed see what they came to see. "I believe that I saw her, 
Jesus, Joseph and the angels and the saints", said Shelly Ann 
Theresa, twenty- eight, from the lew Orleans suburb of Covington. 
"I • m kind of nervous and overwhelmed." Some took pictures of the 
sun with instant cameras and pointed to the splotchy, 
multicolored images as evidence that holy apparitions had 
appeared. "See, here's the Blessed Xother, " said Diane Deroche 
of Luling as she pointed to a photograph she had taken. Theresa 
Thibodeaux of Hammond also held photos, taken earlier in the day, 
of what she said were the gates of heaven. "I'm expecting a 
miracle, " she said beginning to sob. "I'm bl�nd in this eye and 
I have glaucoma in the other. Xy nephew is crippled and my uncle 
has cancer. It may not be for me, but I believe in my heart. 
You have to believe for a miracle". 

Alfred Raimondo, fifty-two, is the man whose tales of 
miraculous visions led to the huge turnout at :Tic�fav. The 
pipefitter from Chalmette, said the Virgin Xary had appeared to 
him recently and told him to go to Tickfaw to honor St. Joseph. 
Raimondo stayed sequestered in a mobile home on the edge of the 
vegetable field, but later emerged and began wandering among the 
faithful, many of whom reached out to touch him as he ambled 
through the crowd. 

"I • m very happy, " he said. "We're letting Joseph show us 
the way. There are a lot of people here." 

Bot everyone was sure a miracle would happen. "We wanted to 
see what was going to happen, " said George Rand. "We're going to 
mass here and anything else is extra". 

Outside Raimondo's trailer, families with lawn chairs and 
coolers ate picnic lunches in the sunshine, while someone led 
Hail Xary prayers over a loudspeaker. Women knelt in muddy ruts 
among the cabbages and onions saying prayers. Some had floral 
crosses at their sides. A spokesman for the Archdiocese of lew 
Orleans did not immediately return a telephone call from 
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reporters seeking comment on the vision reports.

BOOK RBVIBWS 

A Gathering Of Ghosts by Robin Skelton & Jean Kozocari <Western 
Producer Prairie Books, Box 2500, Saskatoon, Saskatchewan, 
Canada, S7K 2C4, 1989, 169 pages, $22. 95 [Canada]). 

When one reads anything about the paranormal, it is always 
fascinating to come across a similar account that may have 
happened thousands of miles away, and in a different time period. 
It lends the weight of truth to the notion that these odd events 
DO have a basis in reality. Recently, I was reading a British 
book published about ten years ago that was a biography of a 
clergyman who was a professional exorcist. In a highly unusual 
case, he was called upon to remove a malevolent influence 
surrounding a Chinese statue that had been the cause of 
considerable ill fortune, and a number of deaths. After the 
energy field was neutralized, the statue simply became another 
ordinary household object. On page 5 in the introduction to this 
book, the authors discuss just this type of case, stating that: 
"A statue or figure that has been used in religious ritual will 
often contain an energy field that continues to send out its 
powers long after it has been relegated to the shelves of an 
antique shop or the mantelpiece of a collector... They go on to 
say they know of an Oriental figure that made life really 
Ddserable for the family that owned it. 

Well, my first impression was these people really know what 
they are talking about! As well they should, as both have had an 
active involvement with the supernatural. Robin Skelton (an 
appropriate name considering the subject matter> is the author of 
some seventy books and in addition to founding the Creative 
Writing Department at the University of Victoria, he is also a 
practicing witch and ghost-buster. 

Jean Kozocari has a family who have a background in 
witchcraft dating to the 15th Century and she has delved into 
hauntings since her childhood. She is a frequent guest on 
Canadian radio and television shows, appearing as an expert on 
the occult. 

The first case related is particularly interesting. I have 
heard of rumors about it from other sources, but this is the only 
detailed accounting to appear thus far. There is a thoroughly 
unpleasant house in British Columbia that may be haunted by the 
ghost of Sir Matthew Begbie the first Chief Justice of the 
province. The owners were being driven frantic by such 
unexplained occurrences as a drumDdng sound beneath the 
floorboards, a "green man" staring in the windows and the sounds 
of a huge animal jumping against the door. A Polaroid photograph 
taken of the house seemed to show an image of Sir Matthew looking 
much younger than when he died. It is suspected that a vortex 
caused by crossing energy <ley> lines may be responsible for much 
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of the trouble surrounding the house on the hill. 
Ghosts appear to haunt an astonishing variety of locales­

not just old houses and castles. The American ghost hunter Hans 
Holzer once wrote a book that included an account of aonks 
parading across a golf course in California in 1963. There is a 
Canadian counterpart of this in Victoria. The Oak Bay Golf 
Course there was the scene of a murder in the 1930's. A young 
woman was strangled and buried in a sand trap. Ever since 1936, 
between 4: 30 and 5: 00 pm, she has been observed with her arms 
outstretched and wearing a long white dress. She rushes towards 
the viewer, then shrinks into a small pool of light and 
disappears. The "April Ghost" has put in an appearance as · 
recently as 1980. 

The unique aspect of this book is its focus upon hauntings 
in Victoria, British Columbia. A Cana4ian living in the 
neighboring province of Alberta, I was aaazed at the aaount of 
activity that is present in that small c

'
ity that is the 

provincial capital. There is a great_deai that has never been 
reported until now, and the authors are doing researchers a 
considerable favor by detailing it. It also goes without saying, 
that this makes for exciting reading. 

You will find a number of valuable tips on psychic aatters, 
as for example, how to tell the difference between a haunting and 
attempted possession, the proper rituals to use in an exorcism 
and defense against psychic attack. One house on St. David 
Street lends credence to the notion there may be some truth 
behind the vampire legend. It drained the vitality of the 

'
lady 

who lived there to such an extent that she had to be hospitalized 
for low blood pressure several times: A second house extremely 
debilitated the man living there. It was later discovered that 
this land had been used by native Indian women as a retreat 
following childbirth. len were not permitted there. The place 
was a personal power spot with an ancient curse attached. This 
illustrates the point that not all haunted places are bad for 
everyone - if it was inhabited by a woman, it would be quite 
beneficial for her. 

There are restaurant ghosts, theater ghosts, child ghosts 
and the restless specters of a now-forgotten 1896 streetcar 
disaster. The stories are fully documented as to names, dates 
and places. lone of this nonsense of "Jir. X reporting a vague 
mist many years ago" that mars too many books on the strange and 
unusual. 

A suggestion that is particularly useful is that a haunted 
house should not necessarily be thought of as negative. The 
authors state that if a manifestation is greeted with positive 
energy, then it can amplify and accelerate all of the creative 
activity that occurs there. Haunted houses then, are like a 
storage battery with positive and negative poles. Either one can 
be utilized for the detriment or benefit of the inhabitants. 

Any reader will wonder why, after completing this book, 
science does not accept the paranormal. The amount of evidence 
is staggering. This is an excellent book that will be welcomed 
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by anyone

Triangle, there is a wealth of fascinating supernatural material. 

You will be spellbound as you read about the lady who 
travels headless in a phantom coach, about the victias of Jack 
the Ripper who still haunt the places where they were brutally 
murdered, and about why skeptics are advised to keep their 
opinions to themselves when they visit the Kings Arms Inn in 
Somerset, England.

I subscribe to a magazine called Guitar Player and what 
makes it such a great periodical is its combination of 
information, in several essential forJE. There are "lew 
Happenings" type articles, articles on different players, ads and 
"How--To" articles, hands on instructional articles. This is the 
one additive I would wish to see in your magazines. A ghost­
hunting article specifically dealing with some aspect of ghost 
research <photography, interviewing, background search, etc. >. 
It would be relative to the title of the magazine. It's nice 
that you print ads for psychic development classes, astrology and 
Fortean styled publications but it would be nice to see 
information specifically designed for the researcher. 

Otherwise the magazine is interesting and informal which is 
nice. I think you have a high standard for articles on hauntings 
and it shows in their quality. Xy only suggestion is that there 
is more of an equilibrium between serious research and techniques 
and general information.
