Are you want ing to do some paranormal research on your own or 
are you j us t  interes ted in the subj ec t and want to know more? 
Today , there i s  an easy way to acc e s s  the Superna tural realm and to 
gain informat ion that you might need and it c o s t s  less than you 
might think ( and in some areas , i t  i s  free ! ) . Everywhere acro s s  
the country , indeed acro s s  the globe , people are di scover ing the 
weal th o f  knowledge on the Interne t and through i t , on the World 
Wide Web . 

What i s  the Internet and how can i t  he lp , you ask? The 
Internet i s  j us t  a large c o l lec t ion o f  c omputer ne tworks that are 
l inked together over phone and f iber - op t i c  l ines . To ge t onto the 
Ne t ,  as it is cal led ,  a l l  you need to do is have a computer , a 
modem ( the higher the speed the be t ter ) , and a l ink to an onl ine 
service ( l ike Compuserve or Amer i c a  Onl ine ) , or a local ne twork 
( there are many o f  these , whi l e  they are cheaper than the BIG 

THREE , they are l imi ted ) , or a c ommerc ial service provider (l ike 
AT&T ) . You wi l l  also need a s o f tware program cal led a Web Browser , 
o f  which Ne t s c ape i s  by far the mos t  popular and c an be obtained 
free o f  charge from mos t  providers and o f ten in Ne t magaz ines . 

Once you have al l o f  thi s , you are ready to s tar t .. sur f ing .. 
the Interne t into a l and o f  s trange and b i z arre phenomena , alien 
abduc tion ,  gho s t s , haunt ings , UFO ' s and o ther l inks to the 
unexplained . Whi le travel ing on the Informat i on Superhighway , be 
sure to watch out for the p i t fal l s  and dangers a long the way . Here 
are some handy t ips to fol low : 

1. The t i t le o f  a web s i te doe s  NOT nec e s sar i ly mean what you 
think i t  might . Example : Ti t le - Gho s t s /Machine has no thing to do 
wi th Gho s ts but wi th a rock band . 

2 .  Some web s i te s  may c onnec t you to p lace s  you do NOT want 
to be . 

3 .  ALT . s i te s  - These s i te s  c an be fun , but a b i t  o f  caution 
may be in order here . Anyone can s e t  up an Al t . newsgroup s i te and 
i t  shows wi th the many crazy subj ec t s  and di scus s i ons . Someone 
once told me that ALT s tood for Anarchi s t s , Lunat i c s  and 
Terror i s t s , s o  take everything you see here wi th a grain o f  sal t .

A ghos t ,  or spi r i t  could s imply be a recently departed love 
one coming to say goodbye , or to comfort you in your sorrow . I t  
may be le t t ing you know that i t  i s  all  right . 

When people have a psychic vi s ion or see an appari t ion , they 
o f ten become frightened by such experiences , because they come s o  
unexpectedly . Psychic exper ience s  are perfec t ly normal and more 
common than you rea l i z e . Nevertheles s , not al l people who 
experience one , would we lcome i t  happening again . Thi s  i s  
unfortunate . because psychic exper iences can provide u s  wi th a 
wea l th o f  knowledge about ourselve s and o thers . 

Lucy i s  one o f  tho se people who was frightened by her f irs t 
experience , but had the c ourage to speak about i t  to someone she 
trusted . Lucy is a middle - aged nurse . She and her husband had 
su f fered the l o s s  o f  one o f  the ir three sons a couple of years ago . 
Bob had died at the age o f  twenty- three , from a heart c ondi t ion . 

I had only spoken to Lucy and her husband on a c ouple o f  
occas ions . One day I rece ived a phone cal l asking me to accompany 
a friend to Bob ' s funeral .  I t  wasn ' t long a f terwards that I 
dec ided to cal l Lucy to see how she and her husband were do ing . I t  
was then that Lucy t o ld me her s tory in confidenc e . I t  sounded 
some thing l ike thi s : 

"I had been neglecting the housework and the laundry was piled 
high. My husband had asked for his favorite shirt, which was still 
in the hamper. I decided right then, that it was time for me to 
get on with my life and to take care of my daily responsibilities. 
So, I gathered up the laundry and proceeded to the basement. I had 
gone down the stairs only halfway, when the apparition of my dead 
son appeared, coming up the stairs toward me. When we came face to 
face, I yelled, 'Go back, go back, you're dead ... go back!' 

"Suddenly, in a flash, the vision was gone. I then sat on one 
of the steps and cried bitterly for a good half hour, becoming 
extremely ang� with myself for shouting at my dead son. I could 
have screamed! When I regained my composure, I got up and went to 
tell my husband what happened. He didn't say a word, but nodded as 
I spoke and gave me a hug. " 

Lucy went on to t e l l  me that she didn't feel she c ould share 
her experience wi th anyone e l se . She was under the impres s ion they 
would think that she was crazy , or so overcome wi th grie f , that she 
was now see ing things . 

When I asked her why she chose to t e l l  me about her 
experience , she said that a mutual friend had told her about my 
abi l i t ies . She found out tha t s ince my las t near-death exper ience , 
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I had acqui red the abi l i ty to communicate wi th the dead . She went 
on to te l l  me how happy she was that I dec ided to c a l l . Lucy said 
that i t  gave her an oppor tuni ty to talk abou t her exper i enc e and 
ge t my interpre tation o f  what happened to her . 

I told her that her s on did no t come to fr ighten her , but to 
comfort and reas sure her he was all right . I then asked her i f  
there was some reason he cho se to come face t o  face wi th her , 
rather than s tand o f f  in the di s tance . I f  she thought that he was 
pos s ibly saying some thing by his ac t ions . There was dead s i lence 
on the l ine as Lucy thought over what I said . 

Suddenly , she yel led , "I know, I know! He came face to face 
with me because he wanted to make sure I knew it was him and not my 
imagination. There is no way I could have mistaken him for anyone 
else. His appearance was as real to me as if he stood there in the 
flesh. " 

Lucy f inal ly real i z ed that she had been thinking about how 
much her son had suf fered , when he chose that moment in t ime to 
appear to her . He appeared s imply to remind her tha t it was al l 
over and she no longer had to worry herse l f  s ick about him . She 
s t i l l  had to gri eve hi s los s , but ,  now she could f ind peace in 
knowing he was wi th God . 

I told Lucy that she was wi se no t to di scuss her f i r s t  
experience wi th j us t  anyone. People who don ' t unders tand can be 
real ly mean , and say things that can hur t . They can a l s o  
di scourage you from . .  f ine tuning .. your psychic abi l i t ies , should 
you reveal that de s ire . 

Al though Lucy did no t expre s s  a de s ire to , I s t i l l  tried my 
be s t  to encourage her to read books on the subj ec t ,  and the 
exper ienc e s  o f  o ther s . I knew that should she do so , she would be 
more c omfortable wi th her next experience should she have one . I 
was hoping that later , she ' d  dec ide to deve lop thi s gi f t  and could 
help s omeone e l s e  bec ause of her new found knowl edge . 
Unfortunat e ly , i t  did no t happen ! 

Now , should you see a gho s t ,  don ' t panic ! I t  could s imply be 
Aunt Mary coming to say goodbye , or to comfort you in your sorrow . 
Should you not know the reason for her vi s i t , do no t be a f raid to 
reach out . There are p l enty o f  t rue psychi c s  out there , more than 
wi l l ing to encourage you on your path to enl igh tenment . So , go in 
Peace !

The bui lding looks forlorn and l ike s ome we l l  bred lady 
doesn ' t  show her true age . Few know that the ho t e l  was one o f  the 
o lde s t  s truc tures in the Oj ai Val l ey . But the age and h i s tory was 
no t known to the group that gathered that night . The i r  goal was to 
di scover i f  the bui lding was haunted ! The gho s t  hunt took plac e  
years ago and has no t been pub l i shed be fore , o u t  o f  r e spec t to the 
owners .  But , wi th the pas sage o f  t ime , the re s tr i c t i ons have 
me l ted away and the revelat ions o f  that night c an a t  l a s t go be fore 
the publ i c . 

Debbie Chr i s tenson Senate was the psychic member o f  the team ,  
Mr . Brian Black ac ted a s  s ound expert , Pat Fry took o n  the r o l e  o f  
hi s torian , Kay Ro l fe headed the video crew and I ,  Richard Senate , 
ac ted as team leader . We were j oined that night by owner / manager 
Mary Ne l s on . 

I t  was his tori an and author , Ms . Pat Fry , who f ir s t  alerted me 
to the s e t  o f  s trange event s  that prompted the a l l - night gho s t  hunt 
at the popular bed and breakfas t inn . There were acc ount s  o f  odd 
dreams and s trange feel ings mani fes ted wi thin the ho te l . They were 
no t serious events and none seemed harmful , but it was enough to 
organi ze a team to inve s t igate the rumors of a gho s t .  

As in al l case s , Debbie ins i s ted upon no t be ing t o ld anything 
o f  the his tory o f  the s i te . I had made arrangement s  for the 
inve s t igat i on over the phone and had only l imi ted knowledge o f  the 
bui lding and the recorded event s .  Debbie toured the rooms o f  the 
inn . She took each room slowly , fee l ing the energi e s  that they 
he ld . She would c lose her eye s  whi le the image s  c ame to her o f  
o ther t imes and o ther places . When she began te l l ing o f  what she 
saw I was hard pressed to keep up wi th her wi th pad and pen . She 
detec ted a terrible depression in one room and a s trange chocking 
feel ing in one o f  the c lo s e ts . As she walked the hal lway she heard 
the faint sounds o f  chi ldren l aughing and talking . I heard 
nothing , but noted her c omment s  in my log book . 

At midnight a seance was held in the parlor . Debbie ac ted as 
the medium that night and a vo ice came forward who c la imed to be 
the res t l e s s  spi r i t  o f  a suicide vic t im named 11JOhn11• The angry 
spi r i t  was f i l l ed wi th hate and reluc tant to leave the p lace . 
Be fore the seanc e , Debbie held a s i lver ring owned by Ms . Kay 
Ro l fe . In a demons trat ion o f  psychome try ,  she t o ld the a s toni shed 
woman the r ing had be longed to her be loved grandmo ther ! Ms . Ro l fe 
admi t ted that she had gone to many psychic s  over the year s , but 
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none had been able to give such a c lear reading . 
Debbie and the team toured the seven- room inn a second time . 

Now , one o f  the rooms was s trange ly cold and Debbie f e l t  the 
pre s ence o f  an older woman in a black dre s s . The s eance and late 
night tour was video - taped by the crew . I t  was late when we 
retired for the night . Debbie was exhaus ted from the ordeal o f  the 
seance and s lept s oundly in the plush bras s bed in our room . I was 
tense and alert for any movement or shadow . S t i l l , in t ime , I 
dr i f ted o f f  into a dreamle s s s tate that ended abrupt ly wi th the sun 
s t reaming in the second f loor window and the sme l l  o f  c o f fee and 
bacon . 

The others had reported no supernatural event s  that night and 
a review o f  the tape recorders s e t  up caught only the snor ing o f  
the s ound exper t as h e  s lep t . Oddly enough the videos didn ' t turn 
out , as i f  s ome thing had somehow kept them from working . 

I t  was that morning we learned o f  a man who had long ago taken 
his  l i fe in the room , in which we had been s taying . He hung 
hims e l f in the c lo s e t  in an ac t that mus t  have been s low and 
chocking . 

As for the s ounds o f  laughing chi ldren : The bui lding was f ir s t 
cons truc ted in 187 9 as  the f i r s t  school in the Oj a i  Val ley . One o f  
the f ir s t teachers was Agnes Howe . Maybe she i s  the o ld woman who 
Debbie fe l t  in the upper rooms ? Over the years , i t  was expanded 
upon and had s everal di f ferent func t ions , las t ly be ing converted 
into a ho tel by Mr . and Mrs . Jos eph Cataldo in 1947 . Though the 
phenomena reported are not s trong , and the gho s t  hunt fai led to 
gather evidence that the his toric s truc ture i s  haunted , the 
memories o f  her pas t are indeed pres ent and wi th a l i t t le 
imaginat ion the pas t i s  j us t  around the corner , down the hal l ,  
f ir s t  door on the r ight . The old hote l , l ike a grand dame , s t i l l  
ho lds her secre t s  and mys ter i e s .

Jim Beam was a lawyer wi th a tas te for l iquor , occu l t i sm and 
women. Al l too frequent ly he managed to f ind al l three in the same 
person- -or at lea s t  in the same place. Unfortunately ,  his  
enthusiasm for f i l ing tax re turns was s omewhat l imi ted . As  a trial 
lawyer , he should have known be t ter . He died o f  a hear t at tack 
whi le a pr i s oner on the honor farm of a Federal peni tent iary . Hi s 
friends and acquaintances had no reason to expec t to hear more o f  
him . That was approximately ten years ago. Ac tual name s and dates 
on f i le. 

In 1995 , Schwalm rece ived a repor t that Beam was haunt ing his  
former res idence . The repor t  came no t from Beam ' s widow , but from 
the succes sor in ownership o f  the property who had deduced the 
identi ty o f  the ghos t in her house from a f ami ly pho to that had 
been le f t  behind by the widow in ques tion. She had purchased the 
house in the 1980 s , and had experi enced minor phenomena almo s t  from 
the t ime she moved in. 

I t  s tarted wi th f inding the back door s tanding open when she 
had l e f t  i t  locked. Somet ime s , she would hear crashing no i se s  in 
the basement and cal l the po l ic e. Nothing was ever found. She 
f inal ly real i z ed that Beam might be there as a gho s t. She cal led 
out loud to him , ' Jim , give me a s ign i f  you are here. ' Soon 
a f terwards , her front porch l ight , which had no t worked for s ix 
months , s tarted working . But that was no t a l l. She had seen him 
as a ful ly- formed figure and several o f  her gue s t s  had as we l l . 
Usually ,  the mani f e s ta tions were o f  a friendly , even too friendly , 
nature. Once , whi le she was in bed , he appeared as a swir l ing form 
wi th a skul l - l ike head. She then t ried the usual remedy o f  trying 
to f ind out what he wanted by c onsu l t ing a Oui j a board- - as i f  a 
trial lawyer would be l ike ly to submi t to a cros s -examination. The 
resu l t s  were total ly negat ive. But why should a person who died 
peac e fu l ly of natural causes haunt h i s  own former house which had 
been sold by his widow? 

Schwalm c ontac ted Beam ' s former paralegal for a pos s ible 
answer to that ques t ion. He was no t too surprised to f ind that the 
c ircums tances o f  dea th were no t entirely peace ful. It seems that 
Beam had been complaining to the autho r i t ie s  for four hours o f  
hear t pains be fore he c o l lapsed . They then cal led for an 
ambulance .  I t  appeared wi th no oxygen mask on board . Death 
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f o l lowed wi thin hours . 
Other c ircums tance s  were no t good . His appeal to keep his law 

" t icke t  .. had been denied . The lawyer who took over hi s prac tice 

had embe z z led and become an al coho l ic himse l f . His ex-wi fe had no t 

ut i l i z ed the house he had deeded to her as ant ic ipated . She had 

remarried a pers on o f  a di f ferent fai th who then had a heart at tack 

himse l f . The marriage was mys terious ly annulled . The paralegal 

had seen Beam walking downtown wi th his cane as i f  he had impor tant 

bus ines s  to attend to . The books were no t c losed ! 

A medi tation c irc le a t tempted to contac t Beam and rece ived the 

fol lowing s tatement : ,. I am inves t igat ing . . .  I wi l l  appeal to a 

higher cour t . . . ..

The couple had a herd o f  c a t t l e  and a large garden wi th a l l  
s o r t s  o f  vegetables , but the bigges t  par t o f  the garden was a 
tomato-patch , o f  which they were very proud. 

Al though Harry and-Hi lda kept pre t ty much to thems e lve s , there 
were rumors that the marriage was no t too happy , and even that 
Harry would beat his wi fe. 

One day , a neighbor heard a par t i cular ly loud argument coming 
from the house ,  but he didn ' t  take much no t i c e  o f  i t. Af ter thi s , 
Hi lda was no longer seen around . Asked , where she was , Harry said 
that she had gone to vis i t  her fami ly , and when she s t i l l  didn ' t 
come back , he said she had run o f f  wi th another man. This 
explanation did no t come as a surpri s e. 

Then , one night , a man went home a f ter a few dr inks at the 
local pub ( or hotel ) .  As he walked pas t Harry ' s garden , he saw a 
woman , all  dres sed in whi te , s tanding in the middle o f  the tomato­
patch , but he couldn ' t see her face. Thinking that he might have 
had a few too many , he j us t  shook his head and moved on , care ful 
no t to tell anybody about i t , for fear o f  r idicule. 

Alas , he was not the only one to see the woman. Other s going 
home at night , a fter dances or reunions , saw her , and s oon people 
asked each o ther : "Have you seen the woman in Harry ' s  tomato -patch? 
Who i s  she? .. 

Final ly , the case was reported to the po lice. Al though at 
f ir s t  skeptic , the police f inally dec ided to inve s t igate. 

Harry was interviewed , .. Where i s  your wi fe? .. 
At f irs t , Harry adamant ly s tuck by h i s  s tory ,  that Hi lda had 

eloped wi th another man , and that the i r  whereabout s  are unknown . 
Eventual ly , however , he broke down and c onfes sed that he had 
murdered her , and that he had buried her in the garden. He s t i l l  
would no t say exac tly where. 

No twi ths tanding , the f i r s t  part o f  the garden to be dug up , 
was the tomato -patch , and there , right in the middle , her body was 
found . 

Hi lda had made sure her husband would no t ge t away wi th the 
murder .

You know I ' ve been invo lved in paranormal research for a good 
number of years now , and I ' ve heard some wei rd and wonder ful tales . 
The maj or i ty o f  individual s  who contac t me regarding a case , 
usually do so by phone , however , earl ier this year , two ladie s  
( mo ther and daughter ) arrived o n  my doors tep asking to s e e  me in 
regard to the fac t that they f e l t  that the ir house was haunted . I 
invi ted them in , my kids , or rather "rug rats" as I fondly c a l l  
them , were lying about the l iving room f loor watching T . V .  I s a t  
both ladies down o n  the s e t tee , moment s  later , the daughter upon 
relat ing some o f  the s trange events that were occurring in her 
house ,  burs t  out c rying , which even al though I could see why in the 
l ight of what she was t e l l ing me , was qui te embarras s ing . My rug 
rats at tention was then dive rted from the T . V. screen and onto thi s  
s trange unknown lady who had never been in the house be fore , had 
arr ived to see the ir father , and was now suddenly in tears be fore 
them . 

I calmed thi s  young lady down and she f ini shed t e l l ing me that 
( a )  she and her s on aged 8 ,  had moved into the house seven years 
ago , ( this house was in my home town o f  Tul l ibody and wasn ' t  too 
far away from where I s tay ) . The house i tsel f  was fairly new , and 
had only been up for around 13 to 14 years . ( b )  It was only over 
the pas t few months that s trange things had s tarted to happen . 
Jane t ' s  ( pseudonym ) bedroom would suddenly go very c o ld ,  she 
experienced a c lear and di s t inc t change in temperature . The f ami ly 
cat would run away into corners o f  the home wi th i t ' s  fur a l l  
s t icking up . ( c )  On one occas ion , Jane t no ticed a di s t inc t 
depres s ion Gn the bot tom part o f  her bed as she was lying in i t  one 
night . It was as i f  s omeone had j us t  sat down at the foot o f  the 
bed . Thi s  upset her no end . 

( d ) She told me that her son , aged 8 ,  was found one night 
s i t t ing out in the f ront garden , he canno t remember how he go t 
there. Al l the house doors were locked , Janet found thi s  very 
s trange . ( e )  One night Janet saw a tall thin man s tanding a t  the 
foot o f  her bed , who , a fter a few seconds , j us t  s imply di s appeared ! 
The following night , two "men" appeared in her bedroom in which 
again af ter a period of seconds , they both me l ted away . Jane t 
informed me that she has never s een e i ther o f  these "men" be fore . 
( f )  Things were moved in her home from the ir normal po s i ti on , like 
ornaments o f  which she c ouldn ' t unders tand how thi s c ould be . On 
one occas ion , she walked into her bedroom , and a bed- s ide lamp was 
found lying on the f l oor wi th the l ight bulb broken. Numerous 
o ther s trange things continued to occur throughout the home and her 
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heal th soon began to suf fer. 
Jane t had read an ar t ic l e  about SPI ( Strange Phenomena 

Inve s t igations ) in the local Al loa Adverti ser Newspaper and dec ided 
that i t  would be a good idea to ge t in touch wi th us and see i f  SPI 
could o f fer her any as s i s tance. Then Al loa Advertiser pas sed on to 
her my phone number , and she took the s tep of ge tt ing in touch wi th 
me. Upon l i s tening to Jane t ' s  s tory in my home , i t  became c lear 

_ that SPI rea l ly should become invo lved , and I immediately phoned 
fel low researcher B i l ly Devl in and also a psychic medium to inform 
that we had a case on. 
The Invest igat ion . 

The night arrived ( 7  February 1995 ) , and j oining our 
inve s t igation was trainee researcher Kevin Rennie. Af ter gathering 
some fur ther informa t i on from Jane t , her mo ther and father , we set  
about unpacking our equipment ( such as  it  i s ! )  The f ami ly , l ike 
mos t  f ami l ie s  in cases such as these , give SPI free reign o f  the ir 
home for our inves t igat ion whi l s t  they take s teps to seek out 
al ternat ive overnight accommodat ion wi th friends or o ther fami ly 
members. SPI researchers occupied var ious rooms throughout the 
night , and the following i s  but a bri e f  account o f  what our psychic 
medium p icked up during our inve s t igat ion. 

Our psychic saw a man appear to her ( unseen by both Kevin, 
B i l ly and I )  in the l iving room. He had droopy eye s and had a 
shimmering e f fec t a l l  around him. St i l l  in the l iving room ,  our 
psychic saw a head and shoulders suddenly appear , a f ter which a 
heavy oppres s ive a tmosphere was experienced. B i l ly Devl in at thi s  
po int , c laimed h e  saw s omething l ike a pho tographic negat ive above 
our psychic ' s  head as she sat in a chair. This vi s ion later me l ted 
away. A short whi l e  later , our psychic saw a small woman appear to 
her who had a sma l l  mouth in which she could c learly see thi s  
woman ' s  teeth protruding out from her mouth. Only the head o f  thi s  
woman was s een , n o  body , arms or l egs were observed. Moments 
later , our psychic saw swir l ing l ight s  in the room ( unseen by the 
res t  o f  us ) .  

At 12 : 10 am , we moved ups tairs and occupied Janet ' s  bedroom. 
The temperature on B i l ly ' s elec tronic temperature gauge , read 64 . 8 . 
In thi s  room , our psychic heard an o ld Scots song be ing sung , a 
song wi th the words , ' Bonnie Wee Jeanie McCo l l ' in i t. Our psychic 
also saw a c irc l e  of l ight above her head. What f o l l ows is a run 
down o f  informa tion obtained by our psychic medium. 

There was a mes s age , s ome thing about the boy next door. At 
thi s point our psychic s ta ted that her ankles were becoming 
extremely c o ld ,  and o f  which one foot in particular was freez ing. 
She then saw four spi r i t  peop l e  in front o f  her and the name Agnus 
was brought forward and a l s o  the name Peter. Our psychic said that 
these four spi r i t  peop l e  c anno t be l i eve that she could see them. 
Then our psychic experienced a sensat ion as i f  the bedroom wardrobe 
was go ing to f a l l  on top o f  her , thankful ly i t  did not. But taking 
no chances , she moved from her s i t t ing pos i t ion on the f loor onto 
the bed. No s ooner had she laid down on the bed , then she began to 
experience a feel ing as i f  she was suf fering from pleuri sy or 
pneumonia. The names Eleanor , Sarah and Betsy were a l s o  brought 
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forward from spir i t . 
More of the Unusua l .  

Then our psychic heard s omeone c rying and saying , 11What should 
I do? The c o ld ,  the pain11• Then she heard someone talking about 
insuranc e , dea th insurance ! She then , in her minds eye , saw a body 
wrapped in a black bag lying on a s tre tcher wi th a po l iceman 
s tanding nearby . Then the word money suddenly appeared in front o f  
her eye s . Then she heard a women say ,  11 Help me , God he lp me , 
forgive men . The name Be s s ie or Bet sy was given out at thi s po int . 
Our psychic asked , 11Why do you need he lp? 11 The answer given was , 
"Los t  child" . Then our psychic saw a black Sco t t ie dog whi ch had 
a silver chain around i t s  neck . "The dog i s  be ing walked" , she 
said . "But I can ' t see by who . Wai t ,  i t ' s  a man wi th a whi te cane 
walking the dog . He i sn ' t  bl ind . Now he ' s  talking about the 
river!" Our psychic asked , "Has the boy drowned there?" Her rep ly 
was , "No , l ook a f ter the chi ld" At thi s p o int our psychic saw 
shimmering lights a l l  around her , { unseen by the rest o f  us ) . 
Suddenly our psychic f e l t  mos t  unwe l l  and c omplained o f  a s i ckly 
feeling . 
S tarry Experience! 

Working in the psychic f ie ld makes me wonder what one wi l l  
exper i ence next . I n  a prior case I was touched on the hand by a 
ghos t .  Expec tancy rai ses the level o f  awarenes s , and be ing in ye t 
another a l l eged haunted house ,  we l l  expec tancy was high , espec i a l ly 
in light o f  what our psychi c  medium had already re lated to us . Now 
being touched on the hand by a ghos t  was one thing , but seeing 
s tars in front o f  your eyes i s  ano ther ! Let me exp lain . Af ter we 
had c ompleted our work in Janet ' s  bedroom , we then moved into 
Janet ' s  son ' s  bedroom ,  Mark { ps eudonym ) aged 8 .  Al though the 
feeling in the top hal l  was s omewhat oppre s s ive , { or was it j u s t  
me ) when we entered Mark ' s  bedroom , i t  was rea l ly j us t  l ike any 
o ther 8-year- old ' s  room . Manches ter Uni ted pic tures adorned the 
wal l s . Jigsaw ' s games and puz z le s  l i t tered the f loor . Pre tty 
ordinary s tu f f . 

Suddenly our psychic shouted out , "Look a t  your hands , look at 
your hands" . B i l ly ,  Kevin and I ,  immediate ly looked down at our 
hands and were abso lutely gobsmacked at wha t  we saw ,  { apart that i s  
from Kevin , because h e  never saw i t ) . For as  I looked down at my 
hands , all  I c ou ld see was a mul titude o f  t iny whi te p in pr icks o f  
light all  moving up and down and around my hands . I turned my 
hands over and it was the same . Simply inc redible . I have no 
o ther words for i t . I asked the p sychic , "What is i t?" And she 
replied , "I t ' s  the psychic energy , pure p sychic energy II . I looked 
into Bil ly ' s  hands , i t  was the same . I then looked into our 
p sychic ' s  hands , again the s ame . I a l s o  s aw the same e f fec t in 
Kevin ' s  hands . I asked Kevin i f  he c ould s ee i t ,  and incredibly he 
rep lied that he could no t . I c ouldn ' t bel i eve i t , this was so 
c lear , s o  p lain that i t  was impos sible for him no t to see i t . Ye t ,  
he said that he couldn ' t !  I looked around the darkened room, one 
c ould plainly see i t  everywhere . Thi s  incredible e f fec t las ted 
only a few minutes or so , and , as quick as i t  came , i t  was gone . 
For me , thi s  was exhi larat ing s tu f f ,  and make s the s tudy and 
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research o f  such cases al l the more fasc inat ing . 
But a bigger surprise was to c ome! 

The f o l lowing piece o f  informa t i on that our psychic obtained , 
was , to put i t  mi ldly , qui te incredible and something that I ' d  
never dreamed o f  would happen in an inve s t igat ion such as thi s . I 
know that what I ' m  about to relate won ' t be accep ted by certain 
people , indeed , I f ind i t  hard to bel ieve myse l f . None theles s , and 
for what i t ' s  wor th , not long a f ter the epi s ode wi th the mul ti tude 
o f  t iny whi te l ights and the exc i tement had died down , our psychic 
s tarted to rece ive a qui te incredible mes s age . 

Apparently a l l  the things that had been occurr ing in the house 
were centered around Jane t ' s  s on . But the thing i s , it had no thing 
to do wi th people who had pas sed into the spi r i t  world and were , i f  
you l ike , looking over him . No , our psychic said , wai t  for 
it . . . . .  it was Extraterres tr i a l s who were ensuring that the i r  boy 
was alright . That he belonged to them and that they were looking 
in on him! B i l ly ,  Kevin and I looked a t  each o ther in di sbe l ie f . 
Out o f  a l l  the cases that S P I  had worked on , never once had 
anything o f  thi s  nature been brought forward . There was no reason 
in the wor ld for our psychic to  l ie and c onc o c t  a s tory such as 
thi s . She was rel iable , who le -hear tedly hones t  and someone of whom 
I would personal ly trus t my l i fe wi th . 

The mes s age went on to s ay f rom thi s  c ommunicator , that the 
boy was one o f  them, a f ter which the c ommunicator said , .. Leaving 
tomorrow bec ause our work i s  done! .. Our p sychic then saw tears 
forming in his eyes . Hi s head , she s aid , was large . It was also 
tanned and feathered ! ! !  

Wi thout a doubt , thi s  type o f  informat ion c ould no t be related 
to the mo ther , ( who inc identa l ly was a s ingle parent ) . S P I  Enigmas 
hopes to provide further informa t i on regarding thi s  inve s t igation 
as wel l  as s ome o f  the o ther points o f  thi s  mos t  intere s ting 
c ommunication , in a future i s sue . Usual ly in cases such as thi s  
when S P I  are called out to a l l eged haunted houses , we usua l ly 
col lec t psychically ,  as much informa t ion as pos s ible as to who i s  
behind the dis turbances , then make s teps t o  move these earth-bound 
spirits on . Clearly in thi s case things were di f ferent , and as 
such , SPI did not carry out thi s c leans ing proce s s  at the home , 
deciding otherwi se to moni tor the s i tuation and see what , i f  
anything would transpire . Wha t  our p sychi c  did say to thi s ent i ty 
or whatever i t  was , was to please hold back and s top these 
occurrences f rom happening in the fami ly home . Thi s , we were told , 
was agreed upon. But wai t ,  wha t  about a l l  the o ther information 
that was obtained from thi s  inve s t igat ion ,  the names , the vi s ions 
of people , e tc? 
The Situation improves . 

Later , when we spoke to Jane t , and informed her , to a po int on 
how we got on in her home , she cou l d ,  ( as wel l  as her mother who I 
spoke to ) , take s ome o f  the names men t ioned to her o f  whom our 
psychi c  obtained . We can only surmi se that when thi s  inte l l igence , 
ent i ty or whatever came through , s ome form o f  portal or dimens ional 
window opened up . Heavy s tu f f  I know but a pre sentable 
pos s ibi l i ty .  Like I said ear l ier , I am convinc ed o f  the

re l iabi l i ty o f  SPI ' s psychic medium , and she had no reason to 
invent such a tale . Indeed , I think when al l ' s  said and done , she 
was more surpri s ed than anyone when thi s information came forward . 
But then again , one mus t  adopt the other pos s ibi l i ty that perhaps 
she was be ing given fal se information from spiri t from some lower 
as tral ent i t ies . Thi s  i s  only speculat ion however and no t fac t . 

Af ter moni toring the pos i t i on for a few weeks , we learned that 
Jane t was more than happy to s tay in her home . No more cold spo ts 
or terrible feel ings were experienced by her in the home . I t  was , 
as she said to me later , .. Like everything has re turned back to 
normal.. . Her heal th improved , and she i s  certainly a changed 
woman . I know thi s  art i c l e  wi l l  meet wi th some skep t i c i sm by s ome , 
but a l l  we at SPI can say ,  i s  that working wi th psychic s  can 
provide some incredible resul t s , providing information which can 
later be checked . Obvious ly in thi s  case things were di f ferent , 
but i t  would be total ly unpro f e s s ional o f  me no t to provide you 
wi th a l l  the fac ts s trange as though those f ac t s may be !

But rare ly have I fel t so much anger and s o  
much power as I have fe l t  f rom Nicole S impson . Her recent be trayal 
by our so-cal led j udic ial sys tem has s e t  her on a path I do no t 
l ike to see her take .

And God help any woman that ge t s  involved wi th him , for she ' l l 
really f ind out what He l l  i s . 

"Now get out . I ' ve got to get ready to go back and be wi th my 
man . They ' ve taught me how , here . There wi l l  be j us t ic e , there 
wi ll  be ! "  

Here are the beginnings o f  a good , o ld- fashioned haunt ing . I 
would not want to be the man thi s  woman i s  hunting . He might think 
he i s  s trong , but he has no idea what he i s  up agains t ,  o f  the 
relentless force that wi l l  be eating at him day a f ter day , week 
a fter week . 

It wi l l  be intere s ting to  watch per s on for the next few year s , 
to see how wel l  he withs t ands the ons laught . There wi l l  be tho se 
that think they c an help him ,  that think their prayers and good 
wishes can protec t him , but nothing can pro tec t him . Time is on 
his adversary ' s  s ide . She has a l l  the t ime in the wor ld , and wi th 
each pas s ing day h i s  t ime grows shorter . Yes , i t  wi l l  be an 
intere s t ing observat ion , indeed !

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Ghostsu Death and Little People

Nat ive l i t t l e  people in the Americas are l e s s  humani z ed and 
dome s t icated than their counterpar t s  in Europe and Africa . 
Consequent ly , they are no t as o f ten as soc iated wi th gho s t s , 
e spec i a l ly human one s . But many bonds s ti l l  exi s t . Links be tween 
gho s t s  and sma l l  humano ids in the Americas resu l t from common 
origins , abode s , energies , and fears . 

S ince mos t  l i ttle people and gho s t s  c ome from the earth , i t  i s  
no t surpri s ing that Euro-Americans and their dual i s t ic sky 
rel igions would regard them as evi l . Tommyknockers are 2 '  dwar f­
l ike pranks ters who l ive in mines . Some Utah and Montana miners 
fe l t  they were s inis ter forces or gho s t s  of dead miners . Nain 
rouge ( "red dwar f" ) , a demon of Detro i t , was the gho s t  o f  a red­
faced be ing . His cold eyes g l i t tered and hi s tee th protruded . He 
did no thing but evi l . 

Some nat ive tradi tions probably were inf luenced by Euro­
Americans . Sombreron is a dwar f  and ghos t  who temp t s  Tze t z al Maya 
on lone ly spo ts in Guatemala . Truk gho s t s  c ould appear as sma l l  
Microne s ians who s icken people by bi t ing them . Many Paiute in the 
Great Bas in view a l l  or mos t  o f  the ir sma l l  humano ids as evi l 
spiri t s . The word for gho s t  and "evi l spi r i t" i s  the s ame . Wat i ' 
were canniba l i s t i c  gho s t s  o f  the Tatuyo in northwes tern Braz i l . 
Curup ir ( "Fore s t  Ghos t" )  o f  the Jivaro in Ecuador had an ugly and 
frightening face . He i s  a pas s ivi ty that c auses men to whi sper in 
dayl ight and drives them mad . Tupinamba ' s  Aya , an evi l spi r i t ,  i s  
a l s o  a name for Tenetehara gho s t s  in Braz i l . 

Fear o f  gho s t s  o f ten derives from a fear o f  invas ion o f  the 
l iving wor ld or bodies by the dead or the ir agents ,  di sease . 
"Pains .. , a l s o  c a l l ed Ya ( pau ) paytu or Yapai tu ( koke s , dokos ) ,  cause 
di sease by lodg ing in a Win tun ' s body . Tr ini ty Co . Win tun in 
Cal i fornia call s imi lar beings "ghos ts" , "sp i r i t s  . .  , or 11dead ones .. , 
but the term was also used for Euro-Americans , as in yap i tu wintun , 
glos s ed as .. po i s on people .. . 

Fear o f  the intrus ion o f  the dead into the realm o f  the l iving 
can be c ombined wi th the gui l t  o f  l o s ing a young chi ld . The 
mal evo lent and c annibal goos ile are bush spi r i t s  from dead foetuses 
of Mel ane s ians who break tabus during pregnancy . As ghos t s , they 
a l s o  are c a l led oo . Tzotz i l , .. big hat s  .. are o f  two kinds o f  non­
Indians . One i s  the gho s t  o f  unbap t i z ed babi e s . 11Water spirits .. 
l ive in water near a F i j ian i s land in the Rewa River de l ta . They 
come from mi scarriage s o f  Polynes i ans o f  rank . They were once 
known as Fear ful Spi r i t s . 

Anchimallen i s  a chi ld or wi tch gho s t  ( form)  who appears to 
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Mapuche and Hi spanic s  in Chi le as an 18 to 24 inch- tal l , ugly 
whi te-dre s s ed pygmy . The mal e  aspec t o f  Anchima l l en i s  a baby 
s tolen by wi tches or a gho s t  made f rom human bone s , a fate avo ided 
by burying a baby near one ' s  hous e . 

Afro -Americans a l s o  tend to view the ir l i t t l e  peop l e / ghos t s  as 
evi l . Baku in Hai t i  are evi l s orcerers , humano id spi r i t s  wi th red 
eyes and legs . Known in Guyana and the Dominic an Republ i c , baka a t  
t ime s can come from evi l human gho s t s  o r  unbap t i z ed chi ldren who 
die in chi ldbirth . Bakru form Sur iname are made from dead body 
parts and are anima ted by gho s t s . Baka al so are now gho s t s  who eat 
Hai t ians . Drol l s  among blacks in the U . S .  are the spi r i t s  o f  
chi ldren who died painfu l ly . Mat intaperera i s  an evi l Hi spanic and 
Afro -American spiri t wi th a phosphore s c ent face l ike that o f  many 
human gho s t s . In I ta '  she or , l e s s  o f ten , he , i s  a ghos t .  

Al though only about 3 0  types o f  American l i tt l e  peop l e  out o f  
about 60 0 c ome from ghos t s , sma l l  humano ids o f ten are as soc i ated 
wi th gho s t s  in ways o ther than j us t  originat ing from them . One 
common assoc iation i s  that bo th ghos t s  and l i t tle peop l e  usual ly 
l ive underground , where mos t  dead are buried . P ' uz turned to s tone 
when the sun f ir s t  rose in Guatemala . The survivors o r  s imi l ar 
be ings now l ive underground wi th human Yucatec ghos t s . Amarh i r i  
known to Yanomamo in Braz i l  come from human gho s t s . They 
unintentional ly drown peop l e  by dragging them to thei r  underground 
homes . 

Euro-American tales o f  gho s t s  and l i t t le peop l e  may r e f lec t a 
fear o f  death not s o  dominant among many Native Amer i c ans . Nat ive 
gho s ts / dwar f s  tend to be bo th he lp ful and harmfu l . For examp l e , 
bo th gho s t s  and l i t tle peop l e  sponsor shamans and thei r  curing 
abi l i t i e s  in many cul ture s . The P i l aga paya ' k  in Argent ina refers 
to l i t t le people and to power ful gho s ts , such as from dead shamans . 
Only gho s ts give s tronger power to Shoshone curers in Wyoming than 
do Na-na dwar f s . The Seed Eater Shoshone band be l i eved that the 
s tronge s t  curing power was obtained from gho s t s  and mountain 
dwar f s . Guya o f  the Porno in Cal i fornia were monkey-like spi r i t s  2 -
3 '  tal l . These spiri t s  ( 11 devi l s  . .  o r  .. gho s t s  .. ) were part o f  the 
.. Out s ide People .. . A Porno summer feas t , impersonat i on danc e , and 
s ongs atoned for o f fending Out s ide Peop l e  and kept them in good 
humor . Then they helped to puni sh Porno o f fenders and cure 
s ickne s s . 

Bo th gho s t s  and l i tt l e  peop l e  serve as p sychopomp s , thos e  who 
guide the newly dead to the l and o f  the dead . Nunnehi usual ly are 
spiri t s  who look and speak l ike Cherokee , but they a t  t imes appear 
as tall Cherokee gho s t s  who guide the dead and / o r  are part o f  the 
L i t t le People . Dying may a ttrac t l i tt l e  peop l e  and gho s ts as wel l  
as making them more vi s ible through windows o f  a l tered 
consc iousne s s . 

Perhaps because humans l o s e  heat when they die , gho s ts are 
as soc iated wi th c o ldne s s . So are l i tt le peop l e . Inga and Hi spanic 
dwar fs in South Amer ica f e l t  c o l d . Wi ld Man in Bri t i sh Co lumbia 
f e l t  icy to Kwakiu t l . I l lnes s  from Mayan , Nahua t l , and Zoque 
dwar f s  in MesoAmerica was .. cold .. and there fore was treated wi th 
.. ho t . .  remedies both high in temperature and in spi ce s . As wi th 
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some gho s t s , psychic s  and seance levi tations ( Holroyd , 
19 75 : 55 , 10 7 ) ,  a sudden chi l l  heralds approaching Anglo fairie s . 

Though human dead and l i t t l e  people o f ten share be ing old ,  
e thereal , dark , mediators , c o l d ,  cave-dwe l lers , pho sphore scent , 
psychopomps , shaman he lpers and invi s ible , mos t  l i t t le people and 
gho s t s  aren ' t the s ame . Unl ike mos t  l i t t le people , gho s t s  mos t  
o f ten occur around or in human dwe l l ings . Unl ike gho s t s , mos t  
dwar f s  can die . When a Flathead died in Montana s o  did h i s  dwar f ,  
becoming a "spiri t gho s t" . 

Unl ike ghos t s , mo s t  American l i t t le people don ' t symbo l i z e  or 
pers oni fy death alone for many reconc i le death and l i fe as wel l  as 
the ( non ) human . Some , l ike Ona dwar f s  of Chi le , are o f  a nature 
be tween people and dead s oul s . O j ibwa L i t t le Peop le come from 
s oul s between the human wor ld and the land o f  the dead . 

Many dwar fs  mediated between gho s t s  and humans . Crow dwar f s  
i n  Montana are enemie s  t o  Morning s tar and bel ong t o  the sky ,  gho s t ,  
and water be ings , a c lan c a l led "Wi thout F ires" . The other c lan 
are the earth be ings . But Awakure ' a t  t ime s seem to be in bo th 
c l ans . Some Crow said they lacked f ire ; o thers said they used i t  
for cooking . 

L i t t l e  people o f ten c ounter gho s t s  rather than be ing them 
themse lve s . Tokway i s  a feared ye t cheri shed tr icks ter who 
embodies "Matacones s" in Argent ina . He made death permanent by 
s caring away re turning gho s t s . Ute water babies gave power to s top 
bul le t s  or cure any i l lnes s ,  e spec ial ly tho se caused by ghos t s . 
When Snuqualmie shamans in Washington began a spirit canoe to 
recover s ou l s  from gho s t s , Li t t le Earths came running , demanding to 
be taken along . L i t t le Earths held the ghos t s  unt i l  the shamans 
ki l led them and rescued the s oul s . 

A Qui leu te s eer near the north Washington coas t had a guardian 
spi r i t  dwar f who gave hear a carved rat tle wrapped in cedar bark 
and wi th dental ium t ied to i t . She c ould forete l l  when vi s i tors 
came . Her sp iri t he lped recover a s ou l  s to len by a ghos t .  Dwar f s  
taught a Tachi shaman i n  Cal i fornia how t o  cure gho s t  fr ight . 

People who fear or deny dea th a l s o  may fear what humans l ink 
death to : t ime los s , darkne s s , dec ay , madnes s , s leep , he lples snes s ,  
and the unknown - - ways or t imes imp s  and gho s t s  can mos t  l ikely 
hur t  humans . Such peop l e  may not be ready for the l e s s ons that 
dwar f s  teach and so are scared o f f  dur ing vi s ion que s t s , as among 
Nor thern Paiute , NaDene , Pueblo , S i oni , and whi te s  who embody their 
fear of  death as ghos t s , wi tche s or doomsday may rare ly s ee l i tt l e  
peop l e . Separat ion from nature may he ighten one ' s  fear o f  death , 
as among s ome wi tche s . 

L i t t le people as gho s t s  are l ikely only in pries t ly rel igions 
where l inks wi th non-human nature have been par t ly cut . Thus , 
Yanomamo prie s t s  have human gho s t s  as  t iny hekura whi le the hekura 
of shamans are the "vi tal princ ipl e s  . .  o f  plants and anima l s . Fear 
o f  death al so fuel s  total i tar i ahi sm , the neotenic wi l l ingnes s  to 
fol low tyrants so as to get a por tion of the ir "immortal i ty" . In 
contras t ,  a Tolupan dwar f  in Nic aragua di s suaded a god bes towing 
immortal i ty on humans as thi s would have meant des troying Earth . 

Some American l i t t l e  peop l e  teach humans no t to fear death , 
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but to use i t  to prope l them to a more expans ive plane o f  
exis tence . A l i t t le man among Afro -Americans i n  Alabama bo th 
announces death and bring s  good fortune . Only i f  Arapaho dwar f s  in 
Colorado are k i l led c an they go to a pleasant world . L i t t l e  people 
and the ir shamanic l inks sugges t  that the way to a open , long and 
rich l i fe i s  through a t  l ea s t  symbo l ic rebirth . Dea th in at leas t 
the Great Bas in i s  a me taphor for trance or o ther a l tered s tates 
used in mee t ing l i t t le peop l e  { Whi t l ey ,  1992 ) . Wi th death and 
decay comes new l i fe and value , as in the Ona dwar f c o lored l ike 
ro t ten wood in Chi l e  or the s c ared rot ten wood o f  a Lako ta elk . 

Acc eptance o f  individual death doe sn ' t  condone the death o f  
spec ies , ecosys tems o r  Earth . Ext inc t i on i s  the end o f  birth , a 
horror to hunchbacks / dwar f s  who personi fy creat ivi ty or fert i l i ty 
in a doz en tribes . Dwar f s  pro tec t anima l s  and plant s even though 
extinc tion may inc rease dwar f  populations . 

Thi s  odd e f fec t may c ome f rom some native l i t tle peop l e  be ing 
psychic f i elds echo ing through aeons rather than individual ghos t s , 
such as an Afro -Braz i l ian dwar f  from a s lave beaten to dea th . Jus t  
a s  people and the i r  art i fac t s  may leave mental imprints o f  the ir 
emo tional deaths , to be p icked up by s ens i t ive s and interpre ted as 
ghos ts , s o  may the murder of a cul ture or spec ies leave its mark in 
the form o f  e l f  image s  seen by a s ens i t ive few . In Great Bri tain , 
individual .. gho s t s .. s eem to l a s t  s everal hundred years be fore 
fading away ; those o f  human rac e s  or o ther anima l s  may take aeons . 
The f i elds they create bo th help create vi s ions and in turn are 
s trengthened over t ime by human bel i e f  in their val idi ty . 

Long-las t ing memory he lps atone for genoc ide , an a t - ones wi th 
and for pas t  deeds . Braz i l ians wiped out the Mbaya cul ture but now 
see a Mybaya as a duende . 11Trol l s .. may record the s low 
exterminat i on o f  Negri to t r ibes by Malay set t lers invading Pac i f ic 
I s lands . Anc i ent Aymara may have given the ir name to a lone dwar f 
in Bol ivia . S ight ings o f  l i t t l e  peop l e  increased a f ter the C ivi l 
War des troyed the s lave -based cul ture o f  the South . Dwar f s  became 
spiri t s  when Spokan f ir s t  c ame to Washington and perhaps di splaced 
an earl ier culture . I f  touched , art i fac t s  by anc ient groups may 
ac t ivate memories l e f t  by the i r  owners . An Oj ibwa ins ide a dwar f ' s  
home heard 3 0-year-o ld prayer s  o f  his grandmo ther . Sbas t ,  Mapuche , 
and Numic shape-shi f ters c ould be found near anc ient art i fac ts . 

Anc ient human gho s t s , i f  we may cal l them that , may merge wi th 
non-human spir i t s , e spec i a l ly spec ies ki l l ed by man . S ight ings o f  
supposedly extinc t anima l s  inc lude Tasmanian t igers i n  Aus tralia , 
giant ground s loths in Patagonia , c ondors in I l l ino i s  and moas in 
New Zealand . There are l inks o f  names and appearance s  be tween non­
human dwar f s  and ext inc t and nearly ext inc t Caribbean owl s in 
Dominica . Iroquo i s , Huron and Montagnai s  dwar f s  in the Nor thea s t  
are as soc iated wi th wha t  may be extinc t mas todons whi le Snuqualmie 
l i tt l e  people are c onnec ted to  g i ant e lks . Be fore mee t ing e lves , 
anc ient fore s t s  appear in Newfoundland . 

I f  some vi s ions o f  l i t tl e  people may be triggered by rac ial 
memories , then our increas ing global ext inc t ion of spec ies and 
cul ture s  may increase exper i ence s  o f  gho s t s  and non-human dwar f s . 
Encounters may inc rease but mo s t  l i tt le people who originate from 
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or are al tered by ext inc tions probably now appear as shape­
shi f ters , more l ike Euro -American fairies and a l i ens . As Nat ive 
American cul tures lose their be l i e f  in thei r  own di s t inc t ive non­
human dwar f s , the overa l l  divers i ty o f  dwar f tribes dec l ine s .

At leas t , I ' ve never heard o f  him and I fancy mysel f 
sort o f  an expert o f  gho s thunters and inve s t igators . I t  seems the 
focus o f  thi s  book was that Cr ibbs would accompany Burks around to 
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di f ferent a l l eged haunted l oc a t i ons where Burks would than attempt 
to communicate wi th the spi r i t s  and in the communicat ion the 
release o f  that soul would be automatic . In other words , every 
gho s t  Burks contac ted was then s ent to the other s ide usual ly by 
friends or loved one s who came to escort the lost soul to the great 
a f terl i fe . 

At thi s  rate the who l e  o f  England could be gho s t  free be fore 
the end of thi s c entury i f  Burks began touring the countrys ide . 
I ' ve found gho s t s  to  be a bi t more s tubborn when it  come s to 
l e t t ing go of phys ical surroundings , people or things . 

He did seem to have an uncanny abi l i ty to pick up things and 
be correc t on those he sensed . The book , at f ir s t , was a bi t hard 
to get intere s ted in but as i t  went along , i t  became a l i t tle 
eas ier to comprehend . 

At f ir s t  the locat ions were a b i t  obscure but as you approach 
the end o f  the book , more we l l -known publ ic places were featured 
and according to Cribbs , Burks had no knowledge of the alleged 
hauntings or his tory o f  any place . An interes t ing book , if you can 
get pas t the f ir s t  c ouple o f  chap ters . Rated a 5 in a l - 10 scale .
