i.uckily I called Dr. :::,'teward twice, once my secretary placed the call

wise to the ruse. 

The next three days were hell for my!el! and the organization. The 
only interfacement we had with the prime wi t ne5s was through his overbearin« 
brother- Duane. Numerous attempts were t ri ed to get Travis to seek total 
protee~ional help in followin~ order of priority: A) medical attention, 1! 
necessary, B) psychological care and tes~1ng C) eubstantiating testing, ie, 
polyg-ra.phic, P:::iE and regressive hypnosis.

GSW contacted three of its best psychologiets and informed them we might 
be requiring their assist ance. if we could obtain cooperation from the witness. 
Additionally I~rsonally cont~cted Iir. Hynek and ~trongly suggested that he · 
come to ~hoenix for an indepth interview with Travis. 

Initially, Walton agre~d and then he disagreed about tal~iog ·to Hynek, 
sigtiting many r~ascns, includir.g tht!y had found another doctor to talk to and 
Dl".

Dr. Hynek Cil.llf"d thi~ whole affair "a atrnos}:here or a circus", I agreed. 
Hynek said he will ~r~ vorarily postpone his trip and instead, he will send a 
CBS reporter( '" 2 ) . w, r.om l llfl.s to meet at the .rhoenix airport and· attempt to 
eatablish an interv1f"w with &ravis.

Dr. Allen Hynek, coneide~d thP. undeclared epokc11a11 for ecientifie ufology, 
came into Phoenix in April to adjreas the Northweet~rn alumni and to talk to 
Travis ~alton &bout his allered abduction. A stran~e reversal was occurin~, 
why was Tra.vie g-oin~ to talk to Hynek after the earlier 111-feeli~s? I can 
easily understand why Jr .• Hynek wanted to talk to TraYis. ubviouely Dr. Hynek 
was 'under• media prt'!esure on thie incident, and all he had was contlictir~ 
reports fronl AYrlC, NICA.r' and ~·.!JRN/G0'N. The nation's nU171ber one o:ro expert 
had to have the complet~ ~tory.

Wbat should have been done - hindsight 

Ideally the Walton incident should ~.'!9 been in'festigated slightly 
4itterent. There waa nothi~ wron~ with 'Physical inveetil&tion, ie, analyzina' 
aoil, interviewin« witnesses, and other evaluatio~into the witness\es) and 
the raw aighti~ data. This ?"iyeical testin~ generally follows a aet o! 
ground rules well established in a FIM ( Field Inveati~tor Manual). li'or 
7eara •• operated this ny. NU!' E: A comprehensi Te field mar1ua.l is also 
printed by MURJN and it is worth the couple of dollars to purchase. 

Now what guidelines exist for psychological tests within Ufology? 
.&baolutely ~one! The scenario ~ea ~enerally like this, a civili&n organi­
sation enters a incident like the Walton case, pa.raphaeed in UFO jargon a 
SE IV (subjective encounter of the fout.h kind) and :relies heaY1ly upon the 
expertise of their consultants. In many cases the coneultinft doctor has only 
a alight interest in Ufology, its more of a hobby. A~er all his profession 
pa.JS 3ClC plus a year and all he ·gets from his · involvement with UFO cases is 
hia name in the tabloids or a URJ publication. This· does little to the pro~ 
reseional, a~er all these publications are ~ scientific journals. 

The doctor of ~edieine or of the mind, upon interview!~ the witness, 
starts a series of tests. So~e of these include mundane psheological matrix 
tests to evaluate the psychic of the individua.l~ This gives data of the 
»S)'Chological behavioral traits and the 'balance' profile. 

Then re~esi ve hypnosis is given. Hypnosis in the hands of a person, 
who is void of the critical technique of the method, ia eim.iliar to a gun in 
a child's hand. Some of the methodology utilized in preV1oua abduction casea 
is not 100:-fo reliable and the same is tru.e with the waiton case. 

The next step is poly~phie testing. It the witness passes a lie ·detecter 
eftluation then he must be telling the truth. 

The combination of this testing sounds good, but in too many previous eases 
it ia not carried to a meanineful objective conclusion. There is nothing wrong 
with the testing, however, the techniques are open tor criticism. Well then 
what should be done? The next time an abduction incident is reported, l suggest 
the rollowin~: 

1) Gather all phvsical data at the alleged site. 
2) Conduct as thorough an interview and tape record e'ftry connrsaticn 

with each witnese. 
') Interface with the s~dia, with the witneae(ea) permission. The 

data obtained t9 date • . 
4) Each gr'0'1P will be r~quired to contact a hypothetical board or 

eeientific ufolo~iete, one person representing each UliO organization. 
une or two of the&! members of the board will arran«e for psychological 
and polygraph tests. How 18 this different? The two ufologists will 
take the witness(es) to independent polygT&ph technicane and paycholo• 
gists who are .!'.!2!. connected with any URl organization. They will per-
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tom the testing, with t10niea supplied from all organizations. The
