Hynek's only redeeming quality is that he 
baa leamed how to state the obvious and make it sound as though he were making 
a acienti!ic observation. Harder makes no such pretenses, and therefore does 
not cause contusion when one attempts to judge his veracity. As you shall 
aee, both Hynek and Harder were about as thorough in their investigation or the 
~aagoul& incident as the FBI was in investigating the Watergate break-in. 

'l'he basic story of the Pascagoula "abduction"--in case anyone is not f~ltar1 
with the plot, by now--is that two men, Charles HicKson and Calvin .klarker, were 
tiahing one evening ((;ct. 11, 1973) near the Shau peter Shipyard in Pascagoula, 
llS. Suddenly, a mysterious blue light-sou..-ce appeared and descended to the 
water, a !e• feet from where the men were fishing. It turns out that this ligtit• 
aource was actually a si:ace-craft--•hich Hickson has subsequently described as 
being 10rt., 16-18 rt., ani 30 ft. in dia.meter--at. various times. 'l'he spacecraf t 
opens up and three humanoid &liens float over to Hickson and Parker, and pr<>cee~ 
to ·· noat" them a.boar:i the era.ft. ~nee a.beard the craft, they are given the 
usual "eX1\rn in;:i.tion." t S0unds f amiliar. do r: sn't it?) ·After the "~xamiriation," 
the two men suddenly fin·i ~ hemselves back out~ide and the craft ha" dis~ppeared·~ 
Incidently, ?a !":.Cer "pass ed out" when the craft first landed--so he doesn't re­
member any of the details.
