Our Center was the host group 
for the "UFON ' 88 S~MposiuM last 
June in lincoln. As we were 
getting read~ for that event, I 
began to coMe into contact with 
people that were wondering about 
possible contact with UFO ' s in 
their past. As the nuMber of 
people grew, I felt that a support 
group would be beneficial to help 
theM integrate their experiences 
into their lives. A group was 
founded last fall, & we have been 
holding Monthl~ Meetings open onl~ 
to individuals with a contact or 
abduction e xperience. At soMe 
future tiMe I will publish soMe of 
their accounts. With this said, 
let us Move into soMe interesting, 
if ~ot highl~ strange recent 
events. 

An abductee who attended last 
June's conference received an 
unsigned letter froM soMeone who 
wrote that the~ had watched a 
local TV news broadcast in lincoln 
that had in part Mentioned the UFO 
conference & had shown an inter­
v iew with an abductee. This 
letter writer indicated that the~ 
believed the abductee shown on TV 
photographed in silhouette with 
their voice altered was the saMe 
person as who the~ were writing . 
With this written the~ then said 
the followin9•••"If so and ~ou are 
interested in such projects as 
JAVTO, HOVER & BLACKBIRD-drop a 
note or give a Jingle. All thre& 
caused UFO scares, all three were 
top secret. Han~ old stories of 
UFO crashes, survivors, etc. are 
true. SoMe will be hard to prove 
since soMe records •••• ". This 
portion of the letter is all we 
have, as the concluding sentence 
on a next page & the envelope were 
disposed of b~ the recipient. It 
appears that the author of this 
letter believed that the~ knew the 
ebductee, as is indicated b~ the 
inv itation to "drop .a note or gi ve 
a Jingle". The letter was 

unsigned a · the recipient believe~ 
it bore a Lincoln, NE postMark. B'::f 
the tone of the narrative, the 
author f~lt that he/she had infor­
Mation to pass along, We can hope 
that this enon';:f,-.ous "source" Will 
follow-up with another letter with 
More details ••• or was this a kfnd 
of deliberate leek of sorts? Our 
Center will follow this up with 
FOIA requests on the proJects 
Mentioned. Should an';:fone "out 
there" have inforMation on this, 
please contact ~our friendl~ 
Fortean Research Center! Hore on 
this as it warrants. 

Another abductee froM the 
lincoln area has had what appears 
to be a series of encounters 
during the night. Thi• particular 
case wi 11 be r@viewed· in future · 
Journals. At an~ rate, during the 
tirst week of Januar~, 1989, she 
had a late night phone call. The 
rest of her faMil'::f were asleep. 
When the phone rang, she had 
thoughts of it being a call froM 
relatives with news of a death or 
illness. As her faMil~ had had 
MeMbers who had recentl'::f died or 
had been ill, she went to the 
phone with 50Me degree of 
uneasiness. The following is her 
written recollection of the phone 
call. We will call her "Bonnie". 
She has an unlisted nuMber, & her 
identit'::f is known to a Lincoln 
ps~chologist, one other Me,-.ber of 
our local support group, & M~self. 
These individuals den';:f giving her 
phone nuMber to an~one! 
Bonnie% Hello ••• CThere was a 

slight pause & lin@ nois@) 
Caller: Hello, Me~ I speak to 

Bonnie ••• 
Bonnie: This is Bonnie. 
Caller: This is Bob Collins, 

asst. dir@ctor for MUFON in 
South Oakota ••• I want to ask 
~ou soMe questions about ~our 
case. 

Bonnie: "~ case? 
Caller: Yes, ~our sighting ••• and 

the beings. 
Bonnie: Wh~ are ';:fOU calling He, 

Hr. Collin•? <There was a lot 
of sta~ic , on the line ••• > 
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Caller: Have ~ou re"e"bered an~­
thing ~lse fro" the incident in 
l9B1? 

Bonnie# No ••• No ••• I don't think 
we should discuss .this. 

Caller: Do ~ou know what the~ 
looked like? 

Bonnie: Mr. Collins, I'll give 
~ou a naMe of an investigator 
here, who "a~ be able to help 
~ou ••• 

Caller: It's ~ou that I need to 
talk to, Bonnie. 

Bonnie% I don't know an~thing 
definite. 

Caller: Did the scar disappear? 
You know the one. 

Bonnie: I don't know what ~ou're 
talking about ••• I have to go 
now. 

Caller: I ' ll call ~ou at another 
tiMe. 

When I was told of this, I called 
Walt Andrus, director of the 
Mutual UFO Network. I asked Walt 
it MUFON had an~one in their 
"e"bership files b~ the naMe of 
"Bob Collins," in the state of 
South Dakota, or an~where else. 
Walt looked ! told Me that no one 
b~ that naMe is a MeMber of MUFON. 
I then called several researchers 
with whoM I converse with on a 
regular basis. I discussed the 
above phone call with the" ! asked 
theM tor their input. These 
"inforMed sources., said· that their 
contacts indicated that Bob 
Collins is .. Condor, .. the disguised 
intelligence contact we were shown 
on the TV docuMentar~, "UFO Cover­
up, Live", FurtherMore, I was 
told that ru"or had it that 
"Condor., had relocated to the "id­
west recentl~. 

I then called Stanton Fried"an 
who told Me that he knew a Bob 
Collins who is a ph~sicist, ! has 
an interest in UFO research, but 
Stanton said the Bob Collins he 
knows has not shown a particular 
interest in abductions. Stanton 
said he would not confirM or den~ 
whether the Bob Collins he knows 
is "Condor." I had called Stanton 
both because of his link to the TV 
broadcast, and because I respect 
his research. H~ next call took 

Me to WilliaM Moore. 
I spoke with Bill 11oore right 

before we went to pre~s with this 
issue, I told Bill about what M~ 
"ir•forMed sources .. were telling Me 
& he replied that he has now hea~d 
1 or 5 h~potheses regarding the 
ident:it~ of "Condor". He would 
neither confirM or den~ it, but 
did sa~ that he knows a Bob 
Collins who was a forMer Me"ber of 
the Air Force, and was in the 
foreign technolog~ branch during 
part or all of his ~ervice career. 
Bill asked Me tor the identit~ o~ 
the abductee, and was going to 
call "his'' Bob Collins to caet a 
response. I declined as per M~ 
agreeMent with said abductee tor , 
anon~Mit~. Bill called Me back & 
reported that he had been able to 
call the Sob Collins that he knew. 
According to Bill, Mr. Collins 
knows no one in Nebraska with a 
UFO abduction, Collins hasn't 
placed an~ phone calls to people 
in Nebraska regarding UFO's, & 
doesn't have an interest in UFO 
abduction research. Well ••• will 
the real Bob Collins step torw•rd, 
or soMeone with inforMation or · 
insight on the above? If the 
above is a gaMe, I'd sure like to 
know the rules •••• ? 

Just for the sake of argu"ent, 
let us 11bu~ into" the John Lear 
h~pothesis & exa"ine the late 
night phone call Mentioned before. 
<For the John Lear state"ent, see 
Vol. t3, issue t3 of the Journal 
of the Fortean Research Center . > 
If there are UFO abductions taking 
place, & if there are lists of 
abductee ' s being turned over to 
our governl"'ent as part of a "deal" 
having been Made, it would stand 
to reason that the powers-that-be 
would want to confir~ soMe or all 
of the naMes on the lists. 
In this light perhaps all that was 
being accoMplished through the 
late night call that "Bonnie" 
received was to siMPl~ listen to 
her tone of voice, as well aa what 
she said and didn't sa~. Bonnie 
has told Me that she thought of 
Man~ things that she wanted to ask 
! sa~ to "Bob Collins" after 
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having hung up. She now hopes 
that he will call her back.,.~ore 
on this• perhaps later~ 

Bonnie has a l so had several 
"dreat'\St '' the last occurring in 
late Januar~. Upon awakening or 
taking her t'\orning shower, she has 
twice found one incision of 1 inch 
in length on the front of her hip, 
the last on the right side toward 
her abdo,..en. Another person in 
t.he Lincoln area has had "dreaMs" 
a found upon awakening triangular 
Marks Just below her rib cage on 
the front of her person. The 
t'\arks weren 't caused b~ Mattress 
buttons or nightclothes, according 
to this second person, Both of 
these people had dreaMs either UFO 
related br going sot'\ewhere and/or 
being told soMething,,. 

So, whet are we to learn fro"' 
these accounts? Indeed, is there 
an~thing "to learr•" froM reports 
of late night phone calls, rut'\ors 
being offered & refuted ••• or are 
we being fed a slow release of 
inforMation through these reports? 
As we hear More on FOIA requests, 
or cot'\Ments b~ na~ed researchers 
or "inforMed sources," ~ou'll read 
about it in the Journal of the 
Fortean ~esearch Center.

This past ~ear has brought 
change to the Fortean Research 
Center. Certainl~ one of the 
biggest changes the center 
e xperienced was the stepping down 
ot Ra~Mond w. Boeche as Director. 
Ra~ was one of the original 
founders of the FRC Coriginall~ 
entitled the Nebraska Association 
for the Stud~ of the Unexplained> 
and all were saddened b~ his 
leaving. Not to be daunted• 
however, Associate Director Scott 
Colborn assu~ed COMMand of the 
organization and Dale Bacon took 
Scott ' s place on the Board of 
Directors. Along with this 
responsiblit~, Dale also stepped 
into the proverbial boots as 
Editor tor the Journal of the 
Fortean Research Center . 

Other positions were balanced 
and counter-balanced. Nanc~ 
Boeche relinquished her position 
as Treasurer to Lin Bacon, the Job 
of secretar~ went to KiM KraMer, 
and Erik Hubl becaMe the first 
AstronoMical Advisor on the board. 

The Center was the host 
organization for the 1988 Mutual 
UFO Network S~Mposiu~ held in 
lincoln this past Jul~· It was 
the Center's responsibilit~ to 
oversee space availabilit~ and 
housing for t he speakers, 
proMotional advertising for the 
event, and Maintaining an overall 
atMosphere of continuit~. 

The Center was the Main c.ore 
group recordin9 the entire 
three-da~ event, and as such ~ade 
available audio-cassette tapes of 
the s~MPosiu,.., The response was 
overwhelMing~ As a result the

Cen~er needed ~o, and did purchase 
duplicating eqUip~ent to ~ee~ the 
deMand for the tapes. <An~ 
equipMent purchased or donated is 
propert~ of the Fortean Research 
Center and used for educational

The forMation of a Speaker ' s 
Bureau of Fortean PhenoMena caMe 
just in tiMe and was put ~o good 
use in various speaking 
engageMen~s which included the 
Lincoln Ja~-Cee ' s and the Lincoln 
Credit Association. 

The beginning of a librar~ was 
also undertaken. 1988 saw 
contributions of over one-hundred 
paperback and hardbound books. 
nuMerous ou~-of-print Magazines, 
For~ean and UFO clipping service 
collections and even soMe rare 
cassette recordings. The librar~ 
was also given soM& original 
artwork done b~ friends of the 
Center. A bibliograph~ is 
currentl~ being COMPiled for 
MeMbers' use, and if there are an~ 
readers who would like to 
contribu~e ~o the Librar~ of the 
Fortean Research Center, this 
Might be a good tiMe to consider 
doing so. Donations of books, 
Magazines and even artwork are 
accepted an~t iMe. 

The Center was represented at 
the 1988 SPECTRA EXPO in OMaha, 
NE.

AN EXCLUSIVE 
INTERVIEW 
with ALAN BOYE 
b~ Dale Bacon 

Following is an interview I had 
with Alan Bo~e, English teacher 
and author of the book-A Guide to 
the Ghosts of Lincoln. Alan had 
been in the Lincoln area and 
appeared as a guest on the Explor­
ing Unexplained PhenoMena radio 
prograM• 

Lincoln is Alan's hof'le town, so 
it seeMed onl~ natural that he · 
would choose it for the location 
of his book on haunts, apparitions 
and other ghosts. 

The following is a transcript 
of the taped interview Made on the 
23rd of October. Here, we discuss 
this often Misunderstood topic. 
FRC: I guess the MOst obvious 
question would be, how would ~ou 
describe ~our indoctrination into 
the subJect of ghosts? 
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ABI I suppose it initial!~ coMes 
froM M~ childhood. Like Man~ 
others I was alwa~• fascinated b~ 
those "hidden spots11 around a town 
or where those things that "went 
bUMP in the night." Seconder!:! to 
that I was living in Lincoln 
during the tiMe the c.c. White 
building was still in e x istence 
and when that stor~ was quite 
draMaticall~ in the news. I got 
into going to the c.c. White 
building and poking around a 
nuMber of tiM••• There was a 
place I lived in near Lincoln 
where a Manifestation happened of 
soMe nature. So those together 
were the back~round. Then ~ears 
later, I write as a profession, 
the idea struck Me to do a 
collection of ghost stories. I 
thoUCJht "Where to do a location?" 
and the obvious answer to Me was 
Lincoln where I had grown up, 
FRCl Now ~ou live in VerMont. 
Have ~ou ever considered the 
possibilit~ ot doing a book on the 
Ghosts of Ver"ont? 
AB: Oh, possibl~. I ' M sure that 
VerMont has a nuMber of ver~ 
exciting stories. VerMont, as ~ou 
know, has been settled b~ 
Europeans <and Indians thousands 
of ~ears before theM> since the 
late 1600 ' s and consequent!~ there 
are a lot of nift~ old inns and 
such that are still standing with 
a lot of great tales behind theM• 
However, I ' M not certain that I 
would do VerMont. I've finished a 
Man uscript on a collection of 
ghost stories set in Chicago. 
FRCI That was an interesting 
switch too, froM Lincoln to 
Chicago. Is there an~thing that 
inspired ~ou to do this? 
AB: The Lincoln book was so 
successful, not onl~ the nuMber of 
books it sold, but in other 
responses, that I wanted to tr~ 
another Midwestern cit~. I like 
the Midwest and I think it is a 
good. rich araa of research. I 
wanted a larger cit~ to see what 
kind of response I would get, so I 
tackled Chicago and got a 
phenoMenal re~ponse. 
FRCl How do ~ou go about soMething 
like this? 

AB : The wa~ I went about both 
books was that I put ads in 
newspapers• People write Me th~ir 
stories and then· I wou~d take 
whatever I got and sort of "sift" 
through theM. Interesting!~ 
enough in Chi c ago, as well as 
Lincoln, I would get two, three, 
or soMetiMes More people writin~ 
about one locati on or about one 
stor~. That happened often in 
Chicago . So froM that I would dp 
MOre research and talk to More 
people b~ phone and write More . 
letters unti 1 'I had aroul)d twent~ 
stories out of probabl~ the 
two-hundred or two-hundred fift~ 
stories I initial!~ had. 
FRC: How length~ of a book is the 
Chicago title? 
ABl Probabl~, again it ' s onl~ in 
Manuscript forM at this point , 
it ' s about 300-100 pages. 
FRC: You write professional}~, 
but ~ou are also a teacher. 
AB l Yes, I teac h English and 
Journalis" at a SMall college in 
VerMont, 
FRC: Out of all the stories that 
people have s ubMitted to ~ou. is 
there an~ particular thing which 
Made ~ou decide on these 20 
stories to use in ~our book? 
AB% SoMetiMes it ' s the More 
excitin9 ones. There are reall~ 
two classifications , one of 
priMar~ and of seconder~ evidence, 
that I will include.

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house. A nuf'lber of people , 
including her husband, has seen 
the "gentlef'lan" and she was so 
sincere in telling f'le that I used 
that one. 
FRCl Have ~ou cof'le against an~, 
how shall I sa~, "kooks?" 
AB: There are "kooks" on both 
sides, I guess . There are "kooks" 
who believe in ghosts and there 
are "kooks" who don ' t. I ' ve cof'le 
up on both . I s uppose there is no 
eas~ wa~ to classif~ thef'l except 
that the~ both seef'l to be ver~ 
narrow-f'linded. There are a nuf'lber 
of people who, wit~ a ver~ strong 
religious feeling, will cof'le up to 
f'le and ask how do I justif~ the 
ghost stories with what is said in 
the Bible. It struck f'le one da~ 
that , and this is not intended to 
be sacreligious, but probabl~ the 
greatest ghost stor~ is Jesus 
rising fro,.. the dead. That ' s sort 
of ,..~ standard response, at least 
that puts the" in a thinking 
pattern long enough so I can 
divert "'~self to sof'lething else. 
FRCl Have ~ou ever investigated a 
place that just scared the 
"be-Jeepers" out of ~ou? 
ABl There are a nuf'lber of thef'l. 
In Chicago-and I don't know if 
people ref'lef'lber the naf'le of 
Richard Speck, the f'lan who was 
accused of killing nine student 
nurses about 1967-that building is 
haunted. It's haunted with the 
voices of screaf'ling wof'len and it's 
prett~ well known in that area. 
People walk b~ on sunn~ da~s and 
hear it. 
There are a nuf'lber of wonderful 
places in Lincoln • •• parks and 
such. One stor~ at Antelope Park 
that has a spot in a souther n 
parking lot where ~ou can go 
an~tif'le night or da~ and sit a 
second or two . You will start 
feeling a little nervous. That's 
a fairl~ well known one where 
there have been a nuf'lber of 
reported sightings. 
FRC: What 's the star~ of the grain 
elevator? 
ABt I've heard a nuf'lber of 
stor i es, and I could not find an~ 
newspapers to back this up, but 
apparent!~ in 1957 I have a nuf'lber 

of reports of a UFO sighting at 
the end of this road <Van Oorn 
st>. Since that tif'le there hav~ 
been a nu,..ber of people who have 
reported seeing a "glow" and it ' • 
a place, especial!~ Bf'long high 
school students, that one dares 
sof'leone else to go sit on a late 
dark Frida~ night . The~ don't 
last ver~ long . 
FRC: How f'lan~ reports have ~ou 
received ~roM ~oung people? 
AB: Not ver~ f'lan~, actuall~. I'd 
sa~ 2SX. Host stories go the 
spectruf'l froM age 11 through 70. 
There doesn ' t seef'l to be an~ one 
given categor~ e xcept it's true 
that the older people get, the 
More the~ start their lett•rs b~ 
sa~ing, "This is going to sound 
strange or sill~, but I saw a 
ghost. " The ~ounger the people 
are, the More the~ Just start b~ 
sa~ing "I saw a ghost." 
FRCl Hav• ~ou had a lot of reports 
fro"' college areas? 
AB: The universit~ CUNL> has a 
nuf'lber of ghost stories and it ' s 
real hard to sort thef'l out. There 
are four different dorf'latories 
that are supposed to be haunted, 
there are sof'le grates over the 
ground in front of the stadiuf'l 
that are supposed to be haunted 
and Selleck Hall-about a ~ear ago 
a gentlef'lan had an incident that 
f'lade the newspaper. Wesl~an, of 
course, has the c.c. White 
building . 
Theaters, as well, are good for 
haunts. Chicago has a haunted 
theater, one at the universit~ 
here, the school that I teach at 
now, their theater is haunted ••• 
the~ ' re all over the place. 
FRC: What is it that will attract 
a gho&t? 
AB : I don ' t think that there is 
an~ one thing. There are a nuf'lber 
of theories as to wh~ ghosts 
happen. One of theM is the 
classic one wher e a place is 
haunted b~ the violent death or 
sof'leone who was there. But there 
are other explanations that are 
i nteresting . There is the "astral 
proJection" one where it's haunted 
~uite often b~ a living person who 
projects, whether consciousl~ or 
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unconsciousl~, their own iMa9e 
into. a place. The best wa~ to 
think about that is to reflect on 
a place where ~ou have fond 
~e~ories of and ~ou ~•live the~ 
again. The wa~ the theor~ goes is 
at that MOMent ~ou are indeed 
haunting the place ~ou were 
thinking about. 
FRC$ The idea being that soMeone 
there will pick up on the 
proJected iMage. 
AB: Another that both skeptics and 
believers in ghosts can enjo~ is 
that ghosts are ~anifestations of 
the subconscious of tne culture 
and that the entire culture, for 
whatever reason, believes in 
ghosts. So therefore the 
collective iMagination of the 
culture creates ghosts. 
There is another theor~ that there 
is a kind of "ps~chic filM-loop" 
that exists and this "ps~chic 
filM," it ~ou will, is recording 
events constantl~, but that 
certain events will reMain on this 
filM for whatever reason and 
repeat theMselves. SoMetiMes 
indefinatel~ and soMetiMes the~ 
will fade. 
FRC! How do ~ou go about finding a 
ghost? 
ABS First of all I would need to 
tr~ to figure out a histor~ of the 
house. Going through the count~ 
records, old telephone 
directories, old cit~ directories, 
or old newspapers and tr~ to find 
out if there is an~thing about the 
house. You Might find the naMe of 
so~eone who lived there 50 ~ears 
ago and trace theM through the 
newspaper index files. You can 
see if there was an~ historical 
event that took place in the 
location. Another wa~ would be to 
tr~ to locate previous owners and 
ask theM if the~ had an~thing 
strange happen while the~ were in 
the house. UltiMetel~ it coMes 
down to the strength of the stor~ 
~ou hear about a place. How reel 
was the incident to the people 
involved in it and how extensive 
was the incident. A creaking 
staircase ~a~ o~ ~·~ not Mean 
so~ething. It ~~~~ Mean the wood 
is getting old and the heat change 

causes it to warp. 
It 's ti~e-consu~ing and a lot of 
ti~es it winds u p at a dead end . 
Nothing derogator~, but ghost 
stories are in the real" of 
folklor~, as well, and a stor~ 
that Might have been repeated for 
a long tiMe takes on kind of 
an ••aura" of a folktaie. Which is 
not to sa~ it could not have 
originated in so"e sort of 
incident, ~nd even if it didn't, 
it goes back to that idea of the 
collective i"agination. If it 
exists as a folk stor~ then it has 
certain validit~ all ot its own. 
It's <the stor~) a living "beirva'' 
that continues to exist in the 
culture. 
FRCS Would a case in point be the 
Blood~ Mar~ stor~? 
AS: Yes. The stor~ of Bloody Mar~ 
was at its peak over 20 ~ears ago. 
A lot of people coMe up to Me and 
sa~ "Oh ~eah, I reMeMber &lood~ 
Her~" and the kids froM the people 
I went to school with coMe up to 
"e and ask about Blood~ Kar~. 
So the stor~ goes on.

AdMitted!~, 
and froM different sources than 
Lear's, I have been getting the 
saMe kind of griM input for More 
than a ~ear. In M~ case, however, 
I sh~ awe~ froM precipitous 
conclusions, a caution that steMs 
froM M~ own experience~ in dealin9 
with clever tricksters in the 
Mis/disinforMation business.

Perhaps the griMMest recitation 
of events in the Lear paper 
concerns the alien "gra~s" who 
seeM hell-bent on a venture t o 
subd~e Mankind to the indignit~ of 
abuses for their own selfish 
purposes. Here, Lear stresses the 
raMpacy of abductions , cattle 
Mutilations and Macabre stories of 
a tie-in with huMan beings being 
used in genetic eHperiMentations 
conducted in well-secured under­
groud laboratories.

Of the lat~er, these are not the 
loosel~ loquacious types who share 
state or Military secrets but as 
realists the~ won ' t den~ it's 
raining when, indeed, it is . 

Lear, although criticized for 
his rash conclusions, is only 
putting his 2 + 2 a 1's on the 
line. When I asked one of MY 
well-inforMaed sources about the 
alleged alien underground 
activities, he responded siMPl~, 
evading all specif i c ~uestions, 
that "the situation is serious."

Morris Jessup is highlighted 
in a section on M~sterious deaths, 
which also brings out CIA 
corruptions a nd suppression of UFO 
inforMation. Andrews suggests 
Extra-Terrestials AMong Us picks 
up where Clear Intent leaves off, 
but focuses More on the entities 
which pilot these strange crafts.

Peering into \he heavens. an 
art as old as Mank~nd. Our 
ancestors constantl~ watched the 
stars. The~ learned to recognize 
the faMiliar patterns ~ear after 
~ear. Toda~, however, ~uch of 
this general knowledge has been 
lost-Meinl~ due to l~rge c ities 
and an unfortunate thing called 
li9ht pollut ion. 

This coluMn is intended to 
refaMiliarize ~ou with the night­
tiMe ~k~, to spark an interest in 
celestial events. We have a 
wonderful window to the universe. 
Let's take a look at what ' s ahead 
for the next three ~onths. 

No longer is Mars the do"i nate 
bright red object it was last 
fall, and it won't be that bright 
again until 2003. But Mars has in 
store for us one More spectacular 
event before it fades in bri~ht­
ness and continues its Journe~ 
around the sk~· 

On March 12th, Hars will align 
it~elf (froM our point of view ) 
with Jupiter. Both planets will 
look quite nice being onl~ ~apart 
froM each other. The waxing 
cresent Moon will also add itself 
to the scene ~aking for a nice 
triple celestial coMbination . 

Jupiter, on the other hand, is 
still ver~ bright having just co~e 
out of retrograde on Jan. 20th. 
Now it. too, will start slowl~ 
Moving eastward against the back­
drop of stars. It shines at 
Magnitude -2.2. Co~pare it to 
Hars at ~agnitude +1.1 on Harch 
12th as Hers races in front and 
past JL•P 1 ter.

Saturn, having spent the last 
Month behind the sun, has now coMe 
into view in the Morning sk~. As 
with last Fall, Saturn can still 
be seen near the constellation 
Sagittarius since it takes 28 
Earth ~ears to circle the sk~. It 
shines at Magnitude +0,6.

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During Janvar~ , Venus will 
eccoMpan~ Saturn in the Morning 
sk~. Being our brightest planet, 
it alwa~s catches ones attention. 
Its Magnitude is -3.9. It will 
slowl~ sink behind the sun and 
becoMe an ' ' evening star" b~ He~. 
Venus is an interesting planet to 
view in a telescope. Being an 
inner planet, we can see it go 
thrbugh phas es Just like our Moon 
goes through. 

SpringtiMe constellations are 
probabl~ the faintest of the whole 
sk~, but there is alwa~s one that 
I look ~orward to seeing each 
~ear . For Me , Leo the Lion her­
alds the return of springtiMe and 
warMth. It 's a pleasant sight 
after a long and cold winter. 
Look in the East for a backward 
~uestion Mark with three stars 
forMing a triangle nearb~.

To the wes t of Leo is the 
constellation Cancer the c~ab. 
SoMewhat shaped like an upside 
down "Y" it is the faintest of all 
the Zodiac constellations . Near 
the apex of the "Y" is a .,fuzz~ 
cloudlike" spot visible to the 
unaided e~e froM a countr~ site. 
Use ~our binoculars to view this 
11 fuzz~ spot" and hund- reds of 
stars wi ll reveal the"- selves, 
This is H-~~ the Beehive star 
cluster. 

This ~ear the Vernal Equinox 
wi ll occur on March 20th at 15l28 
un i versal tiMe ( 9;28 aM CST>. The 
Sun will be exactl~ above the 
Earth's equator and both heMi­
spheres will receive 12 hours of 
sunlight and 12 hours of darkne~s. 
Note also that the sun will rise 
due East, and will set due West. 
Spring has finall~ arrived. 

9UMMSR W1NTER 

Did ~ou know that ~ou can 
actuall~ see satellites fro~ the 
Earth? A l o t of ti~es these are 
confused with UFO's, especiall~ i~ 
the~ have soMe peculiar qualities. 
With over 6,000 pieces of space 
hardware in orbit, it ' s actuall~ 

quite coMMOn to see 10-15 per 
night. Not all 6,000 are 
operating. SoMe are derelict, 
abandoned or even spent rocket 
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stages . Occasi onal!~ ~ou'll see 
one that is tuMbling and as it 
does~ it gives off flashes of 
light. 

Satellites appear like a star 
that is Moving, You can be 
certain that it's not a Plane if 
there are no blinking <strobe 
lights> or colored lights and if 
it fades and disappears as it 
enters the Earth's shadow. 

SoMe can get as bright as the 
brightest star a nd also Move quite 
fast . Probabl~ the tuMbling ones 
are the Most spectacular because 
the~ fade out a nd then get bright, 
fade out and so on. These are all 
low orbit satellites ~et it's hard 
to tell which countr~ the~ belong 
to. 

1989 should be a good ~ear for 
celestial events especisll~ in the 
eclipse categor~. Worldw ide there 
will be 2 Lunar and 2 partial 
Solar eclipses. Western United 
States can watch part of a total 
Lunar eclipse in the Morning hours 
of Februar~ 20th. The eclipse 
wi ll begin at 12:30 UT <4!30 aM 
PST> and will end at 18!41 UT 
(10:41 aM PST>. As the Moon 
enters the PenuMbra Cthe outer 
s hado w of the Earth>t ~ou should 
see the Moon turn a rudd~ red in 
color. The coloration is caused 
Mainl~ b~ sunlight passing through 
the Ear th 's atMosphere and 
reflecting off the Moon. Unfor­
tunatel~t the Moon will set when 
in tota lit~ at the MOMent of sun­
rise. Ho~ever, the event could be 
rather incredible si nce a full 
Moon on the horizon looks en l arged 
due to all the atMosphere we view 
it through. An~bod~ West of 
Denvert Colorado should see part 
of this eclipse take p lace. 

After the Februsr~ 2 0th Lunar 
eclipset the Moon will travel 1/2 
of its orbit and be l ined up for 
this ~ears first partial Solar 
eclipse on March 7th. Middle and 
Western United States should be 
able to witness this event. The 
ec l ip s e will begin at 16117 UT 
(10:17 aM CST>. MaxiMuM eclipse 
will be at 18:08 UT (12!08 PM CST> 
and tha eclipse will end at 19:58 
UT (1!58 PM CST), 

Do be careful about viewing the 
Sun. It can perManen~l~ daMage 
~bur e~es. Perhaps the bes t wa~ 
to view 1t i s to use 2 Pieces of 
white card board. Make a pin­
sized hole in one, and allow the 
sunlight to shine through the hole 
and on to the other card board. At 
MaXiMUM eclipse , 20% of thR Sun 
will be covered so the pin- hole 
i Mage will look like a disk with a 
bit!~ o1.1t of it.

Universal TiMe <UT) is used 
around the world b~ astronoMers 
and others who need to avoid 
confusion between tiMe zones . To 
find ~our local tiMet deterMine 
what tiMe zone West of Greenwich, 
England ~ou are and subtrac t that 
nuMber froM UT. If ~ou ge~ a 
negative tiMe, add 2~ hour s ; in 
this c ase the date will be on the 
da~ before the UT date gjven. 

Magnitude is the astronoMical 
Meas ure of brightness . The 
faintest star visible to the 
unaided e~e is +6 Magnitude. The 
brightest star is +1 or o. Venus 
can be - 4, a full Moon - 12 and the 
Sun - 27th Magnitude.
