-~ or a vitriolic hate for the Air Force. Following none of these courses, Orbit soon
got the cold shoulder in some quarters, and in others became the target of smear and
surgeptious sniping, For about a year the writer ignored all the snubs and snipes
but when it began to appear that subscriptions were dropping off in the midst of a
new era wherin personalities dominated research, it seemed high time for a changeces
