CLOSE-UP OF RECENT ITALIAN SIGHTINGS 

We give you in part a letter snitched from the teletype, but probably kept from you by 
the Powers that B. It was 11daringly

published in the Evansville Press date- lined ll/9/54, 

because its writer was a former resident of that city and has a brother and sister living 
there. The letter is from Mrs. James Hogg III now of F~.orenc·e where she is secretary to 
Bernard Berensen, art critic and writer. She says : 

~ 

"The saucers are flying thick an,d fast around here and many a skeptic is eating his 
words •••. I don't know whether the stories are being published in the States. I think the 
govt. is still hushing them but the Italian papers can't very well when half the country is 
not only seeing them but also seeing a shower of white 'glass wool or web' ... land on the 
town and countryside whenever they pass. 

"rt started about a week ago when formations of them were seen over Livorno. The next 
day was even more interesting -- boats all along the Adriatic wired in descriptions in the 
space of half an hour or so, so that the course and speed could be failry well plotted. 
Fishermen deserted their boats in terror and the Florentine journalists started writing 
less facetiously. And the day after that they saw for themselves from the roof of the news­
paper offices. • •• The same day this white spun glass business was seen., captured and put in 
a bottle. Most amusing of all, the footballgame between Florence and Pistoia that was going 
on in the stadium came to a complete standstill when several flying saucers went over .... 

11
A friend who owns a television station in Florence had come up f:t'om Rome and said his 

television company was planning a program. on the saucers and he had interviewed Mrs. Luce, 
(Clare Boothe Luce, U.S.Ambassador), all the foreign attaches and the American Air Force 
head there. He said they all think they're from outer space, and that Mrs. Luce said that 

• . ti our Government would probably soon open up with some of the information they have .....• 
•.• Then were mentioned stories from the papers of landing scenes during which "stones 

were thrown at the well meaning Martians, but oddly enough, although the stones hit the 
disc they didn't make any sound doing so, almost as if they had hi·t. somet.hing soft.

The description (which tallies with all previous ones, although t.here seem to be 

several varities - - i.e. cigars and saucers) was of a disc divided in two parts illumi­
nated by a ·green light ' that rested on the ground on three point~ '. The superior part 
was a hemispheric cabin illuminated by a silver light so strong as to annoy the eyes, and 
on top of the cabin an antenna. When finally they were able to force the gates and approach 
the figures, they retreated toward the disc -- 'all present followed with beating hearts, 
none, unfortunately, were armed but they found a box of fruit and threw th<:tt. 1 

11Then "'Il Signor Giacomo Stefanoni tried to s ick his big Boxer dog against the Martians, 
but the beast, intimidated, instead of throwing himself at the Martians bi.t. his master in 
the jacket; While Stefanoni sought to liberate himself from his dog.. the two strangers 
succeeded in reaching the disc and a few instants later, with a sound similar to a shrill 
~at whistle, it lifted itself verti.carly from the.ground. 

''Many of the witnesses still had red eyes from the intense light, and the journalist 
ends cautiously: 'The number of persons who swore to having seen and heard this is with­
out precedent, more than 100. ' .••.•• . •
