The Virginia UFO 11flap11 of Jan.-Feb . was the biggest ever in this area; scores of 
reports came in from cities & mountain ha.mlets----many from prominent people. Press, 
radio & 'N gave wide coverage, & most Americans knew "something wns up" t • ••••• Two 
cases stood out----"little men" were seen on the ground, close by. First was near 
Staunton, Jan. 26 at 8 PM. Steven Houffer told police he & 6 companions, driving on 
Hwy 250, noticed a small man sitting near the road. They stopped the car & went to­
ward the man, who dashed away over the bill. Two other little men appeared & also 
ran quickly out of sight. They were "about 3~ ft tall, wearing a skin- tight, silvery 
garment. " Police searched the area & left, but Houffer & Chas. Weaver, a photogra­
pher, kept looking. They came upon a "glowing aluminum barn"; Weaver entered & was 
apparently hit by something. Outside, he turned to take a picture of the barn; the 
camera's flash showed one of the little men standing by the barn. Two days later, 
Gov't men interviewed Houffer & Weaver; they said no more- ---& the film was never 
releasedS •• •••• The 2nd case was headlined "WHO SILENCED WILLIAM BLACKBURN?" in Feb . 9 
papers . Blackburn, an industrial draftsman, was cutting wood in the countryside near 
Waynesboro at twilight, Jan. 19, when he suddenly saw 2 "noisel ess, unlighted objects" 
on the ground-- - - one about 20 yds across, the other about 4 times as large . As he 
watched, frightened, 3 "small beings" debarked :f'rom the smaller ship & walked toward 
him; they were about 3 ft tall, otherwise "like us", With penetrating eyes, darkish 
skin, wearing shiny, silvery suits . They carried no weapons- - --made no hostile mo­
tions . They uttered "unintelligible sounds" briefly--turned--walked back to the ship 
----a door opened & closed behind them, leaving no outline on the highly-polished, 
silver surface . Both ships were disc-shaped, With a bubble on top "like clear plas­
tic" . After a moment the ships rose, glowing ":f'rom within" ----at 500 ft they seemed 
to fade out. I nvestigators got these facts from Blackburn' s close friends; he him­
self would not talk, intimating he had been told to keep silent by "some Federal au­
thority" . Other hush-up cases - out West - were being probed by NICAP. 

*VIRGnrrA ROC!rer BASE BUZZED BY UFO: At 5:46 PM, Jan. 5, an Areas rocket was fired 
at the Wallops Island, Va., base run by NASA. Ten mins later, engineer Dempsey Bru­
ton, Chief of Satellite Tracking, spied a "strange round object, brilliant yellowish­
orange" streaking toward the station; it was overhead within 9 seconds, then "shot 
straight up at t remendous speed & vanished" .

*SAUCERS RIDE OVER WASHING'roN SICTES: A rash of UFO' s hit suburban Washington early 
Feb. A housewife reported 5 high-flying discs "with a pearly luminescence" . After 
dark, observers watched a "game of t88" between a jet & a mysterious bright light. 
Manassas, Va., had 2 "pulsating red globes" swooping low over the town, 3 nights i'n 
a row. They were "big as a bouse" . Nearby, 6 teen- agers saw a round, silver UFO zip 
a.cross the horizon. In Washington, near the Naval Observatory, 5 schoolboys at re­
cess spotted a long, sil ver "submarine-shaped object" that cha~ed colors (bright red 
to orange to green) as it flew.
