*SAUCER FRONT: "MYSTERY OF UFO SPREADS", headlined the San Francisco Examine:::- July 16 
as newswires around the world buzzed with a steady barrage of Fl:ying Saucer reports 
-- from France to the Antarctic to AustraJ.ia to Japan •••••• France grabbed the UFO 
spotlight July l. Farmer Mauri ce Masse of Valensole, walking in lrls fields at dawn, 
was startled to see a football-shaped craft on "4 crutch-like legs & a central pivot'~ 
He said a DOOR SLID OPEN & A HUMAilJ' FORM EMERGED -- ABOUT 3 FT. HIGH, in "what could 
have been a space suit" . One other person could be seen inside . As Masse approached, 
the figure scuttled back into the craft & it took off obliquely with a whistling 
sound. I t left 4 print s & a central hole; the ground was packed as hard as concrete • 
••••••• Two days later they were in Antarctica. A "mysterious l ens-shaped flying ob­
ject" was officially reported by the commander of an Antarctic base of the C'nilean 
Air Force . It zigza&_ged rapidly, changed colors (red-green-yellow- orange) during a 
20-min . period. British & Argentine scientists at a nearby base said their ELECTRO­
MAGNETIC INSTRUMENTS "WENT WILD" WHEN THE UFO WAS OVERHEAD. Color photos were taken • 
••••••• The AP world wire July 11 r eported "strange objects movi ng thru space" over 
2 areas of Portugal. The Azores Weather Bureau claimed interference from o. cylindri­
cal, white UFO STOPPED ITS ELECTROMAGNETIC C-LOCKS FOR 45 MINS. Another, over Opor to, 
was "luminous orange , with green ray:s shooting out from one side." While overhead. , 
there was heavy static on radios ••••••• On July 14, as the Canberra, Austl., tracking 
station began picking up signals from the Mariner Mars probe, ground crews spotted a 
UFO only 5000 ft . up, glinting in the sun. During the 40 mins . it hung there, the 
signals from Mariner were "irregular" ••••••• The r3Sine day, residents of Warminster, 
Eng. , sighted a large fiery object glowing in the southern sky ••••••• On July 13, the 
AP sai d "thousands of persons in Ohio, Pa., w. Va. & Md .watched in bewilderment last 
night" as a giant UFO moved slowly to the west . Thousands of calls were made to po­
l ice, radio stations & air bases . FAA said the UFO was "hundreds of ft . in diameter

ING SAUCER DAY" June 24 brought forth UF0 1 s by the dozen. Over 500 observers at t he 
Saucer monument in Haiopira Park, Hokkaido, watched all day & on into the night , with 
telescopes, binoculars & special cameras .They were rewarded by a DISPLAY OF UNEARTH­
LY CRAFI' WIITCH AT TIMES "FILLED THE ENTI RE SKY". They came singly & i n V-formation . 
Watchers tallied 130 UF0 1 s--- - some so l arge "they could not fit the view-finders of 
caineras with t elephoto lenses" . (BRAVO, CBA Japan! -Ed.) •• •••• • After Astronaut Ed 
White ' s spectacular "walk in space" June 4, his Gemini twin - Jim McDivitt - took 
movies of a UFO only 10-12 mi . awa:y. NASA first announced the movles showed nothing 
-- but a week later released 3 color photos showing a bright oval object with a fan­
like tail of light •• ••••• Three huge UF0 1 s - - about 1000 ft . in diamet er -- paced a 
U.S. Flying Tiger airliner nr. Anchorage, Alaska, for 30 mins . in mid-Feb . Radar 
showed the glowing red objects t·o be 5 mi . awey . Pil ots said they see UFO i s OFTEN 
between Alaska & Japan ••••••• washington, D.c., had a lively time from July 1 to 22, 
tallying 15 sightings .

veyed" by a brilliant moving light whil e flying near Phila. in his private plane . 
I t circled his plane, then flew steadily alongside despite his dodging attempts.
