into the story about the Columbia incident. In February 1989 
a field team of investigators from LIUFON examined the 
reported location. It was near the railroad track at the 
end of the Port Jefferson branch of the LIRR. The police 
cars were reportedly buzzed as they responded to a call from 
the initial unit on the scene which had called for assistance; 
They were buzzed in a parking field which adjoins a lumber · 
yard on Columbia Street and the object had come to within a 
fifteen feet of the cars. 

The field team from LIUFON conducted a radiological 
survey of the area. There was no detectable radiation. 
The area was arso extensively photographed for the -records. 
A canvass of th~ area produced no witnesses to the event. 

Neanwhile ·several LIUFON investigators were employed ·· 
·in· a cuvert investigatiorr to contact sources which· might· ····--·'·'·--·-·-····-------· -· 
know of the incident through Suffolk County Government circles 
The chain of events would prove· toe strike pay dirt. .. . . . 

· : · Several· of our investigators had contac-ted-1nformants' · 
who had \ulowledge of the incident. The stories were the 
same, but contained some minor variances. They had \ulown 
of this occurrence through their government occupations or 
had· come to know of it since they were acquaintance with 
some of the principals. 

On February 4th and 28th of this year, three LIUFON 
investigators reported their findings. After receiving some 
substantial information from confidential sources the 
circumstances surrounding the incident began to emerge. The 
story was this: The exact date as first reported to 
LIUFON investigators were October 18, 1988 at 4:35 P.N. 
(this was later verified to have been October 19, 1988 by 
additional sources on April 25, 1989 at 6:35 P.N.) 

An object described to us as a 40 foot oval disc 
came down along Columbia Street. It was reported to have 
buzzed three civilian witnesses' homes and backyards. They 
called the police. A U.S.Post Office tractor truck was about 
to cross the railroad tracks on Columbia Street when it was 
buzzed by the object. The driver paniced and fled his 
vehicle; fleeing to a ciY:i.l:L_Cl_n_ resid enQ_e to s_ummon the police, 
At about five or ten minutes late.r the. first J'olic_e_.car ________ _ 
responded, pulling into the parking field next to the lumber 
yard. The truck was blocking the intersection. The Police 
car was the next victim. It was buzzed with the object coming 
to within fifteen feet of the vehicle's roof. The officer 
radioed for help. Three additional cars respondence with 
a total of four more officers. The object now repeatedly 
buzzed the Police cars with the officers responding by exiting 
their cruisers and drawing their gunds. ~he object lifted 
up and sped off to the north east. It is not known whether 
the lolice fired on the ·vei'lti;) .. ~ or not.

to talk about the incident or their careers would be ruined, 
The civilians were told they would be subjected to repeated 
IRS audits. The Post Office driver was warned he was a 
Federal employee and would be subjected to disciplinary action 
if he made a public statement. National Security was involved. 

It seems that night the Federal Government was summoned 
in the form of an unspecified Federal Intelligence agency, ·· 
All police recorttswere confiscated along with the tapes of the 
911 calls. No records remain in police custody at the Sixth 
Precinct.

Department h<;~s a classified briefing manual on UFO incidents. 
H specU:ically telle.in detail bow. to handle the situation ,

It came as no news to LIUFON since the past ten years researcners 
suspected • that such a procedure exists. . 

I4 short, lf cover up of an ac:tual UFO incident. occu;rr.ed ,_ 
on Long Island. It was done at the order of the U.S.Government. 
Thesame government which in 1969, in the Condon Report, told 
the\natiori that UFO's do not exist. 

. . Oil! April 2,; 1989 at the LIUFON Conference in Middle 
Island, af;te·r much;scrutiny and debate, the Board of Directors 
of LIU~Ol'J decided to release the story to the media. At the 
Conference•, LIUFON made a public statement on the matter. 

'- Subsequent events showed that the Suffolk County Police 
denied th\e incident. ·Suffolk Life, the Patchgoue-Medford 
Record and The Riverhead Weekender carried the police line 
that the incident did not occur. In some instances they made 
a point of. doing it• in jest. 

What is known about the case and what is in our files 
is substantial. The case occurred. The incident has been 
tightly covered up by Federal authorities. The witnesses 
on Columbia Street will not come forward even after several 
canvasses of the neighborhood by LIUFON. 

LIUFON stands by the story. Our investigators talked 
to six different persons who bad independent knowledge of 
the incident. In our archives are tape recordings of

CRASH RETRIEVAL:. 

GOVERNMENT COVERUP AND MURDER OVER CRASHED U.F.O.'S 

In June of 1988, just some two months after the founding 
of the Long Island U.F.O. Netvrok, a retired New York City 
Narcotics Detective contacted our organization. The purpose 
vas to give us information on the recovery of a crashed 
U.F.O •• The gentleman, who spent twenty-two years on the 
City Force, wanted to give the Network the information in 
case something happened to him. It seems since 1974 he had 
feared that he could be the target of a governzent assassination 
because of what vas told to him. 

It vas arranged to meet with him and take a video tape 
interview of the subject's statement. Present vas Chairman 
John Ford and Vice Chairman Richard Stout. The interview 
proceeded. 

It seems that this gentleman vas who he said he vas. 
He produced enough documentation as to his past employment 
to attest as to his identity. He also produced documentation 
as to his past position as a instructor at the New York 
City Police Academy. 

In 1974 he vas assigned as a instructor at the New York 
City Police Academy. He vas to instruct on handling Narcotic 
Investigations. At this time two visiting F.B.I. instructors 
had lectured on Criminal Pyschology at the Academy. He vas 
assigned as escort to these two agents as professional courtesy 
by the Department. On their last night in town, he took 
them out to dinner at a seafood restaurant on City Island. 

During the course of the meal,the three became very 
friendly. One of the agents, who had been drinking very 
heavily, remarked at how gullible the American public vas 
in believing everything the government said. He then proceeded 
to state that he and his partner knew for a fact that "Flying 
SauceFS·•···Yere- .real •. That; in-1-97-:J.- -they .. had .. vorked--nn the -.. ···-·--­
recovery of a crashed U.F.O. and had seen some of the reports 
on the recovery. It seems that they were detailed to Los 
Angelas to pick up a noted Doctor. He vas spirited out of 
his home in the middle of a eocktail Party and flown to 
an Air Base in Colorado. There under the tightest security 
imaginable, the doctor performed autopsies on seven alien 
bodies of the crashed disc. The good Doctor never left the 
base, the agent claimed, because he vas injected with a 
cancer virus by the government which killed him in three 
weeks. Matter of fact anyone who had anything to do with 
it vas systematically killed by the government across the 
country. The government vas paying off all kinds of insurance 
claims to keep the victims families from talking. The detectiYe 
noticed during the telling of the story that the agent's

S I G H T I K G S 

The following summaries represent just some of the cases we have 
investigated for the year 1988. They are being presented here 
for your edjfication since they were touched upon at our 
Conference in April of this year. This is being done to satisfy 
requests from the Membership for a greater discussion of cases 
dealing with Long Island.

SIZE: Approximately 2,000 feet.

SUHNARY: 

A large disc shaped object wit.h a dome and a ring of red 
rectangular windows around the edge. Object was also described 
as having many multi-colored lights on the bottom with what 
appeared to be variations in color in periodic sequences. The 
object was reported to have traveled across the width of Nassau 
County. It first appeared to witnesses near the town dock over 
11anhasset Bay. It then flipped on its side and sailed down the 
length of Main Street. As it did this a minor panic ensued along 
~1ain Street as people react·ea._ to' .thi§'-' str<:Jnge sight. At ~<L traffic light 
some witnesses observed the object from their parked cars; Others 
located on Hickory Street observed it from their front porch. 
Two witnesses in a car were able to follow the object out into 
Sands Point (the dune area) where they observed the object to 
sail out over the Sound. It then went straight up. The description 
of the size of the object varied from witness to witness. Some 
put it at only 150 feet while others described it as huge. 
The closest estimate based on what was described to investigators 
by the most reliable witness puts it in the neighborhood of 
between 2000 to 3000 in diameter.

Police as saying it was a blimp; while the F.A.A. stated it 
was a formation of light aircraft.

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"The following are color photographs and comments by Dr.

'Examination of the tissues after f:bcation- revea~ed 
cut edges to be very hard, difficult to cut and appearing 
somewhat darker than the surrounding tissues. Sections

microscopic slide normal and mutil:ated·cut tissue could be

'Photomicrograph Number 1 has an arrow which points 
to the cut line. '.The abnormal tissue on the left shows a 
smudged pink change with nuclear fragmentat:Lorf (blue dotted 
particles) indicating tissue destruction and death. These 
changes are ·referred· to as coagulative; necr<>sis. The band 
between cutting margin and normal tiss~e is'quite thin, 
suggesting that the dissection was done' with what appears 
to be pinpoint accuracy and minimal dissipation of heat 
at the cut'line. - - - -

'Photomicrograph 2 shows dark pinkish-blue parallel 
bundles of cells at the cut edge of the tissue. These 
changes are referred to as the 'string bean' sign indicating 
tissue exposure to high heat as in laser or hot needle 
surgery. 

'In Photomicrograph 3, the tissue is from below the 
hide surface and is called dermis. The blue dots in the 
lower portion of the photo show relatively normal gland 
structures in the dermis. The upper portion clearly 
shows spaces called vacuolar changes which result from 
tissue cooking or exposure to high temperatures,

is a distinct color change from a light normal pink to 
a dark pink. The darker collagen tissue is damaged from 
some injury source, but shows a striking lack of 
inflammatory change. This suggests that the procedure of 
injury was relatively fast. Tissue classically responds 
to injury over sustained time with inflammatory cells, a 
finding absent in all sections of the cut edges of the 
mutilated tissues. 

'Although numerous observers have reported a lack 
of any blood in or around the mutilated animals, lack of 
blood in destruction areas of tissue under microscopic 
examination is not significant. Microscopic evaluation 
of vascular channels is limited to very small blood vessels.

performed on these animals took place quickly, probably 
in a minute or two, and utilized high temperature heat 
(for example, laser) as a cutting source applied to a 
fine probe or cutting instrument.'

'~r. Altshuler's confirmation of a probable pinpoint heat• 
sour-ce associated with the mutilators' cuts reminded· me of a 1981 
case on the Grass family's ranch east of Pine Ridge, South Dakota. 
Charlena Grass sent me a letter on October 3, .1981. i, 

'Here is· the tail hair that was left by the steer that wa's found 
out here by, our place.' She_ said a neighbor had seen a stranie light 
·that· spririg. That was three· years before the Grass family suf'fered 
five mutlilations in 1984 while another neighbor, Clayton Merchen, 
was repeatedly visited by a UFO. · · 

"I took the steer's tail hair to the Histology Department 
at the University of Colorado Medical Center on October 30 and 
November-2, 1981 for examination and color photographs. The 
instrumeht we used was a Zeiss Photo Microscope at a 6.3 power. 
A lab technician said it looked like heat. I cut the hair with 
hot scissors, but could not match the mutilator's cut. Laser was 
also suggested, but none was available to test the hair. The 
first significant laser use in medical surgery began in the late 
1970's to early 1980's. In 1979-1980 when I produced the film 
A Strange Harvest, I asked a laser surgeon at Rose Medical Center 
in Denver to demonstrate laser cuts on poultry bodies for my camera. 
It took him about seventeen minutes to remove a 2-inch diameter by 
1/8 inch deep circle of flesh after a team of experts took nearly 
a half hour to set up the bulky equipment. To make large cuts, I 
was told then and in 1989, surgeons still use scalpels or electric 
cauterizers. 

Jim Williamson· also ·eontact"d- a -large--lsser--equipment--ma-nufaeturer­
called Questek in Billerica, Massachusetts to find out more about 
current laser technology. The Little River News reported in the 
April 20, 1989 edition: 

'A sales engineer said a laser required to make the 
type cuts described on the cows (at the L. C. Wyatt farm) 
would weigh 550 pounds and would be the size of an average 
office desk. The length of the laser would be three feet. 

'With the existing known laser equipment, surgery covering 
that large of an area on just one cow would take about an hour 
in a hospital facility. 

'He also said the equipment is expensive with an average 
cost of about $20,000. This does not include electrical

Prentice Hall Inc., on pages 66, 67 and 68 the story of 
a recovered U.F.O. in 1973.

THE PATCHOGUE BAY CASE: ANOTHER COVERUP ? 

Another reported case of government coverup has occurred 
this year on Long Island. While persuing ourinvestigation of the 
Columbia Street case this vas brought to our attention. It also 
involved the Federal Government and the Suffolk county Police 
Department.

The width of the structure vas about 
eighty feet across. The large oval object vas some three 
hundred feet across. ( See the drawings on page 13 ). 

This object moved slovly to the West until it disappeared 
from sight. As it vent it gradually rose. Dave had the impression 
that the smaller craft vas guiding the first one in. He 
also felt that it vas very cautious in its maneuvers and 
that it vas acting like it vas interested in the populated 
area beneath it. 

Dave jumped out of the tub. He ran to get his roommate, 
who vas watching T. V. inside the house. His friend, Tom 
McGrath, vas in the living room. Responding to Dave's calls,

Besides that 
Dave had a unexplained sunburn over .his face, in the month of November.

The next day, December 1 1988, Dave proceeded to call 
the police, the airports, Coast.Guard, the FAA and the Newspapers. 
He even called the F.B.I •• No one vas interested in taking 
a report on what he saw, or could give an explaination. 
After this he called !IIUFON. Illllliediately upon calling, Dave 
gave us a preliminary report which vas recorded for later 
study. 

On December 2, 1988 a LIUFON tea• of investigators vas 
dispatched to the scene. A video interview vas done on the· 

· witness taking his indepth statement for analysis. A field 
team of .. experienced. investigators . exa•ined, the backyard. 
Tvo members of the team were electronic engineers. 

The field teamaeteriDined the presence of magnetic effects 
in the backyard and unusual radiation levels in the area. 
Geiger counters were used for the radiation while a compass 
and Gaus meter were used for the .agnetic fields. Non-lethal 
levels of radiation vere detetcted which were higher than 
normal background radiation for Long Island soil in and 
around the backyard. Secondly, the vater in the hot tub 
shoved signs of minor radioactivity. The magnetic effects 
found indicated that every nail examined in the deck vas 
magnetized. The galvanized steel tool shed vas entirely 
magnetized, which vas unusual unless it vas stressed steel. 
The home computor system and music synthesizer were rendered 
ino~rable and:had to be repaired.

Accordingly, the only explaination that can be given 
is that unknown objects passed overhead emitting radiation 
andhigh frequency microwave transmissions. The high frequency 
microwaves would account for the magnetic effects. Stressed 
steel vas eliminated as a source since tha manufacturer 
of the shed told LIUFON that stressed steel vas not used 
ip tMir·,shelds.Unused nails used in the construction of 
the deck shoved no magnetic effects even when they were 
·hammered into wood~
