THE SOUTH AFRICAN U.F.O. CRASH RETRYEVAL ~~~

On May 7th, 1989, it has been reported that the South African Air
Force intercepted and broaght down a U.F.0. over the North Western part
of the Kalahari Desert in Souath Africa.Timothy Good, noted U.F.0. researcher,
has apparently been able to obtain copies of Top Secret South African
Air Force Documents fram a active service South African Air Force General
leaked the information.

The incident began an the morning of May 7th, when a South African
Navy frigate reported an incoming object heading North West along the

. Western Coast-line- of South- Africa-—Shortly after this, Inland radar
stations confirmed the track ofthe object which was traveling at high
speed. Two South African Mirage IIIE interceptors were scrambled to
intercept the cbject. One of the jets was equiped with an experimental
laeser weapon which vas used to hring down the craft.

The object was described as a 40 to 60 foot metallic disc wvas damaged
and made a crash landing impacting some twenty feet into the desert
floor. The fuselage of the craft was reportedly ruptured at the point
of the laeser burn.

After arriving at the crash site, the South African Military personal ?
were able to recognize the object as a classic disc shaped object with
a pronounced dame. They wvere able to: forve open the hatch on the craft
and remove several bodies. Two of the beings survived the crash. One
died within hours of the rescue operation vhile the other being was able
from difficulty breathing our atmosphere.

The papers Timothy Good has revealed also indicate that a deal was P
made between the United States Government and the South African Govermment. L
In exchange for the craft, the bodies and the tecdmology recovered: "
the United States Govermment pramised to turn over tventy mclear warheads
to the South African Govermment.Subsequently, the craft and the bodies
ueresh1ppedtoﬁr19hthttersmhr?nn:eﬂasewhare1t is currently
being examined.

Timothy Beckly, editor of the national magazine,"U.F.0. Universe®,
has received copies of the documents and plans to publish them. Leomard
Stringfield, noted authority on Crash Retrieval Infarmation, indicates
that he gives the story some credence, but the final word as to its
authenticity will have to wvait further investigation. It appears the
final word on this report will be based an the authenticity of the doctments.

There is some speculation that this case may be an elaborate fraud,
but again it will take some time in sorting oot the facts. As the story
develops more will be reported to you.
