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A SPJCIAL REPORT TO THE MEMBERSHIP; 

WAS THERE A U.F.O. CRASH RETRIEVALIN 1984 ON LONG ISLAND ? 

The phone rang for the U.F.O. Hotline in late April of this 
year.The answering machine, which is kept on 24 hours a day, 
recorded a brief message left by a anonymous voice. The information 
vas left on the audio recording of the answering machine. 

The .essage ran something like this,•r vas stationed at 
the West Hampton Air Force Base in 1984 while attacberl to the 
Nev York State Air National Guard. I vas regular Air Force and 
lived close by the Base. Just before I retired from the Air 
Force in that year, they had some helicopters bring in some 
strange object which had landed out East. I've read the newspaper 
articles on the Moriches Bay Crash this month. I think you're 
onto something, but they also got spmething in early '84. There's 
a lot of strange things going on. I'll call you back and talk 
to you sometime soon.• ·w 

The message left us all at L.r.u.F.O.N. rather perplexed. 
What vas this gentleman refering to? What vas the object ? Who 
vas this stranger and what did he know ? Would he call us back 
and would he identify himself ? Would he explain what he meant 
by the brief story that he gave us ? 'The most important qUestion 
of all, did the Government recover another U.F.O. in 1984 on 
Long Island ? 

The Board of Directors for the Long Island U.F.O. Network 
held a very brief consultation amongst themselves over this 
case. The question vas asked concerning vbat policy should be 
adopted' regarding this case. Should it be dismissed as a crank 
call ? Should it be treated as a serious source from a ex-service 
man vho bad something to tell us of great importance? The decision 
vas made to wait and see if the anonymous individual contacted 
us again. Maybe be vould identify himself and provide more informat 
on this interesting tale. 

On May 2,1990 the gentlman called the Hotline again. This 
time instead of receiving our recorded announcement he spoke 
to Kay Ford, L.I.U.F.O.N.'s Secretary-Treasurer vho vas manning 
the Hotline that afternoon •. After pleasantries were ex~hanged 
the conversation got dovn to business. It seems that he is a

He did state that at a later 
date he would decide to talk to us in person. He remains annonymous

He stated a white colored, 'boomerang shaped object vas brought 
in by Air Force Helicopters to the Base in late 1983 or early 
1984. He doesn•t.remember.the exact·date.The object when exposed 
to light exbibit~d a faint orange color. It vas housed in one 
of the jet fighter scramble pods on the Base. It vas placed under 
heavy, armed security and ail Air Force and Air National Guard 
personnel were told to keep away from it. The object vas 20 
feet long by 20 feet vide and veighed 10,000 lbs. The next day 
a Air Force C-141 jet transport arrived and flew it to an unknown 
destination. All personnel were told it vas Top Secret and not

Wha-t emerged vas a classified covert operation involving 
the Defense Intelligence community.

The Washington meeting led to the formation of 
the Workina .Group.Its purpose vas simple, It vas charged vith 
finding out if there vas life out there. 

· The Working Group is funded by covert funds solicited from 
other participating agencies' budgets for covert operations. 
This operational proceedure vas adopted to -avoid reporting the 
expenditures to Congressional Committees. Last year alone, the 
Group spent $50 million do11ars . in its continuing probe. ,. 
Because of this ,Hr. Blwn" s revela.tions have raised eyes on Congressional 
Committees vho·· are responsible for overseeing intelligence 
activities as to vhy they vere never told about the existence 
of this secret group- . 

1 . Mr. Blum claims he vas not informed of all the Group"s secre~ · 
doings. By talking to various members he vas given individual 
incidents that they vere involved in.

Blum admitts that the group may b e a cover f or even 
a more secret group like KJ- 12, for some of the membe r s of the 
Group admitted that they did not knov themselves .He feels certain 
that s ome o f the information he vas given is genuine. : but admitts 
the possibility some of it could be disinformation. · ' '

The Long Island U.F.O. Net~ork ba~ taken svorn l egal affidavits 
from tvo residents in West Islip that claim to knov through 
friends vho are associated vith witnesses to a U.F.O. sighting 
on June 21st 1990 in the Hunter Ave area of West Islip. 

The story that bas been given to us second hand is that 
a family living in that section had a very large triangular 
shaped object hover above their house on that partcular evening. 
The object bad three very bright lights in each corner of the 
triangular craft. The family observed this craft for about ten 
minutes vhile it hovered above their backy~d. The husband and 
vife ca11ed · the Suffolk County Police to report the sighting 
to the autho~ities. The Police \arrived and a report vas taken 
concerning the event. 

The next day, the family vas beset by agents of either the 
C.I.A or the National Security Agency ( L . I.U.F.O.N. has not 
been able to confirm vbich one) vho immediately began to debrief 
the family on the sighting and to bring in technicians to conduct 
scientific tests on the house and property. 

The story that bas been relayed to us indicates that there 
is on going Governaent debriefing of the family and it is almost 
on a veekly basis. The family is sometimes taken from their 
house at all hours to be debriefed by Government agents once 
again. The husband or the vife are usually taken sometimes from 
their place.:;. of' e.ployment and only to be debriefed all over 
again. 

The family has had .a tough tillie of it and they have had the 
usual admonitions not to publicly talk: about the vhole affair.

Mr. Ford and Mr. Landers took photos of the area; repeated triggering 
of the RF detector vith no apparent cause vas noted; both Ford 
and Landers experienced subjective phenomena . Investigators 
left the area at 11:10 P.M. but returned the next day at 11:52 
A.M. for a photographic survey of the area; a final summation 
of the investigation vas recorded at that time.

2) Magnetic Field Detector ; homemade device capable of detecting · 
chnages in the intensity or direction of the local magnetic 
field. 
3) RF Energy Detector: homemade device capable of detecting 
radio frequency (RF)energy from a bout 20 MHz to at least 2450 
HHz: exact upper limit not knovn. 
4) Digital Compass manufactured by Autoheim of England; accurate 
to vithin plus or minus one degree. · 
5) Radiation Detector; homemade device using miniature Geiger-

Mueller tube vhi~h vill respond vith a c lick to each impulse 
of ionizing radiation (Alpha, Beta or Gamma). 
6) Infra- Red Detector; homemade device vhich vill respond to 
near infra-red ( vavelengths lonq? r th~n he?t ~ut shorte~ than 
light). 
7) Sferic Detector manufactured by Sferic Systems Inc.; designed 
to detect and count nearby lightning strikes, it vill reliably 
react to any source of lov frequency RF energy from 50 KHz to 
400 KHz. 
8) Frequency Counter: model 1300H by Opto-Electronics, it vill 
reliably determine the e xact frequency of a strong electromagnetic 
signal from 1 HHz to 1300 HHz. 

A recording was made during the investigation using a Pa~asonic 
RN-105D micrcassette recorder. 

THE INVESTIGATION: 
Soon after arr.ival, the RF Detector triggers 3 times at lov . 

Hl'lS1·!:ArnQrta:. '' t~ .. ~~~ 
camera vith flash attachment of the cemetary area, Landers takes 
3 photos. About 15 minutes later the RF detector begins repeatedly 
triggering ; at first seemingly vhen vehicles are ·passing f'rom 
West to East on the nearby road a short distance aYay, then 
later vithout any apparent relationship to the passing vehicles. 
For a fev minutes Landers experiences the same feeling(best 
descirbed as •pressure• or •hackles rising• on the back of the 
neck ) as he had reported during the last investigation last• year . 
Landers mentions on the tape recording,•This place is definitely 
giving me the willies •. He then measures the direction turning 
left from the entrance of the cemetary onto the road n.t 280 
degree magnetic. ·At 10:48 the subjective sensation previously 
ment i oned is gone. Mr . Ford mention feelings of,•extreme anxiety•. 
At 10•55 P-M - Mr. Ford begins taking furth er photos of the area ; 
he mentions that he sav a, •red b aze at groun~~£.· j._n the ..n::;>o 
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cemetery. Hr . . Lande~s takes · an additional 3 photos. Kr. Ford 
.mentions that· the . radiation det,ector did not click . for about

· . During the entire investigation only the RF detector gave 
any unusual readings though all of the equipment vas tested ', 
vhen it vas set up at the site. The weather vas varm an(~ hu:aid 
vith ground fog limiting horizontal visihlity though the stars 
could be seen overhead. Crickets and fireflies vere active during 
the vhole time ve vere at the site. 

Additional photos shoving the site in daylight and a summation 
on tape vas done the next day. 

CONCLUSIONS AND SUKHATION: 
No apparent source of RF energy near the site of the investigation 

vas :noted that night or the next day. 'fhe RF ' detector was ·tested 
before the investigation and responded with a characteristic 

"Buzz• near a flourescent light source and a •Beep• near a 440HHz 
transceiver. If continuously operated without an input signal 
and without manual adjustment of the controls, the RF detector 
will not trigger; the input is a passive diode detector and 
is not capable l of oscillation (generating its o~n signals}. 

The extremely detailed and highly subjective description 
of this investigation is necessary because of one possible conclusion 
which can be drawn from the sequence of events. Note the following: 
the investigators arrive, the RF detector triggers, then stops. 
The investigators take ·flash pictures of the area and shine 
flashlights about, the RF detector repeatedly triggers. Hr. 
Ford shines a flashlight in the cemetery, Landers experiences 
subjective sensation . similar to the previous investigation 
and the RF detector triggers. Landers mentions ·that the detector 
has only . triggered vhen vehicles have passed from the West and 
the detector immediately and thereafter triggers vithput . ~ . 
vehicle being pres ent. Ford takes flash pictures and then sees ;, 
a "Red Haze• in ' the . direction in which he took the pictures. 

It is a basic rule of Science that synchrony does not prove 
causality (because things .happen at the same time does not mean 
they're related)~ It is also possible that the actions of observers 
can affect the process that· is being observed; that may be what 
has happened in this investigation. 

Whatever interpretation is placed on the facts, there is 
no question that a recurring but not periodic RF energy field 

·vas discovered quring this investigation to be at a location 
where previous studies by L.I.U.F.O.N. and others have found 
many remarkable effects and unusual observations.

. During Sk:yvatch Operations on the night of September 15, 
1990 at the location of Ocean Ave in Center-Moriches, Hr. Richard 
Stout r£.~ported a . strange observation which he has filed as a 
official report . . Kr. Stout arrived at the location about 9:30 
P.M. that night . . He vas joined by Hr. Ford, Chairman of L.I.O.F.O.N. 
around 10:00 P.M. at the location. Hr. Ford witnessed the strange 
lights also and bas filed an additional report verifying Hr. 
Stout's report. 

About 10:06 ~r.Stout reported that he had under observation 
strange flashing ' lights in a cloud towards the North West 6f 
the B~y. He could see no aircraft in the cloud or hear any sound 
of one-!. The light flashes vere very poverful and filled the 
area of the night sky vitb abundant light. 

~fter M~. Ford arrived, Hr Stout brought the light flashes 
to the attention of Hr. Ford. As both vere e~uipec vith cameras 
and tripods, the ·equipment vas soon deployed and pictures vere 
taken of that section of the night sky. During the initial 
observation made ~ by , Mr. Stout, he reportedly observed three 
white lights . drop dovn out of the sk:y and then return to the 
sanctuary of the : · cloud~ .

Even ~ftei the cloud moved off and began .to dissipate, the -
light flashes appeared in that secti~n - of the sky. 

CONCLUSION: Sine~ the witnesses reported no visible aircraft 
as a source fox the light and no . type of lightening storm that 
night, the sourc~ of . the light fiashes is unknown. It should 
be noted that Moriches Bay is a area of high O.F.O. activity. 
Strange light flashes are usually reported in such areas vhich 
is often s~spected to be associated vith the activity of U.F.o.•s.
