This report bas not been verified through any sources that 
ve have. It is being published here for your edification in the 
hopes that someone out there can provide us •ith details that 
can prove or disprove the story. So far, Linda Rove has told 
us that sbe·heard of similar bizzare stories coming out of another 
Government experimental laboratory in Nevport, Rhoce lsland. 

To all of us here on the Island, the existence of Plum Island 
is no great mystery.
