What has been acruml ated in our archives so far indicates tbat there 
has been a consistent ptttem Ellll!l:ging indicative of a period of high activity 
in the Metropo1itan Ansi. If one vants to include Ne!ll York City 1n the picture 
aloog vith Nassau and Suffolk Coaoties, then let's do tbat. While 'lie are at 
it let's thrDv in l.lpstate Ne!ll York, apecificany the Hodsal Va1ley Ansi where 
Phil Imbrogno bas reported so .aldl activity tllrooghout the Eighties. 

Noll, let's thrDv this bypatbesis out and see if JtlU the public reading 
this article can agree. With the activity in the Eighties originating 1n the 
Hlldsan Valley,{vbidl I111btogoo so thorollgbly docoiEnted in his book Night 
Seige), there existed in the Metn:lpolitan Ansi a siJIIilar period of high activity. 
'lbere were sane occasional sightings 1n the City, but IIDSt of the activity 
an the Island vas ceotei:ed on its Eastern end. Starting frca the East end 
of Nassau Coaoty to the Eastern tip of Suffolk COUnty.

With both objects seen along the North Sbore of Long Island earlier in 
the day before their flight into O•n .. ticut, it vould bolster the asstllllption 
that they -.:e both alien. It vould also mean that the Air Sea Rescue operation 
in the Nest ~ Area may balle been a diversion and also 115lllt to keep 
both objects separated frcm ead:t other. It vould ezplain a lot CO'lCerning 
this case. 

On September 4th, 1989 in Gardner state Par1<: ve have a father and son 
wtu -.:e jogging around !2:00P.M. that day. ".l'hey claim to have seen a very 
dark colored boaaerang<· object on a South Easterly course, silently and slowly 
IIVVing overhead.
