I have had the story confiraed by George Dickson and 
Mike Crysta1, both reputab1e U.P.O. Researchers of iapeccab1e 
reputation, through independent' contacts in the Scientific� 

Mi1itary estab1ishaent.

On Ju1y 7th, 19907 Mrs Gai1 Brevster of �idge� Long Is1and, 
Nev York ca11ed the Hot1ine nu.ber to report an incident 
that she encountered in 1986 .. Mrs. Brevster and ·her husband 
live in Ridge and ovn a sma11 horse far. and stab1e vb�cb · .  
has become a very succesfu1 operation. She did not expect · 
to have an encounter with something strange to her every 
day�concerus in 1986. 

She related that in either the spring or fa11 of 1986, 
vhile working as a waitress in a restaurant \-n Port Jefferson, 
that she vas on her vay home 1ate one night. As is her custo• 
Route 25A 5.s the quickest vay ho•e for her.. At the ti•e she 
est�·-•at.es her position to have been in the area of either 
Ca1ver�on or Ridge when she encountered an object on the 
ro�d i� front of her .. Mrs. Brevster vas driving her Ford 
p:�ckup, vith no traffic West bound, but there vas traffic 
b�hi ·.1•l her.. As she Ca.JIIf':! past a s•a11 church on her right 
�;he v•ent over a sma11 rise in the road which caused a dip 
i:u tb.e road ahead. There so•e severa1 hundred feet in front 
Jf hE!r truck vas a str.ange object suspended on its side soae 
fo.·.:-t} feet above the road. It vas a disc shaped object with 
fi,ire or s,ix, perhaps more. so1id, seg.ented pane1s on its 
surface ..

The vitne1';s related that she did no�·1b�ar C!-nf sound of. 
engines, that the object vas tota11y sil�nt�. There vere no 
vindovs, doo�rs, markings or additiona'1 liglit:S on the object. 
It vas her opinion that it vas not a knovn type of aircraft 
un1ess Grumman vas testing soaething nev. She fe1t that the 
object vas a U.F .. O • .  She vas very excited that after a11 
these years there vas an organization that she cou1d report 
it to without fear of ridicule. 

The witness did not report any strange physical syaptons 
re1ated to her sighting or·-� ·period of •iti�ing t;i•e·. The 
object has been c1assified as an unknovn ..

KECKSBURG U.F.O. CRASH/RETRIEVAL GAINS HOMENTUM:(GREENSBURG I 
TRIBUNE REVIEW) : .On the twenty··fifth anniversary of its. occ'llrreni" �···� 
the Kecksburg, Pennsy1vania crash/retrieva1 scenario was the 
foca1 point of a recent issue of the Hutua1 UFO Network (MDPON) · l 
Journa1. Investigator Stan Gordon of the Pennsy1vania Association ! 
for the Study of the Unexp1ained (PASU) was a 16 year o1d boy 
vhen the event took p1ace in the 1ate afternoon on Deceaber i · : j 
9, 1965. According to Gordon it was apparent that the ai1itary 1 
vas quite interested in vhat they were quick to 1abe1 a aeteor, 

j even though aany witnesses didn't agree with that assess.ent. · 
Witnesses were a1so ignored by the 1oca1 aedia which initia11y I 
reported the U.F.O. fa11ing to Earth and the extraordinary ailitary 
and state po1ice activity associated vith it, but then quick1f 

I dropped the story. : 

Gordon has •aintained records on the case since it occurred, 
but it has been the 1ast ten years that a nuaber of independent 
witnesses have surfaced to revea1 the pat�ern of a •ajor ai1itary 
operation invo1ving the recovery of a OFO� .. The event gained 
nationa1 exposure in Septe.her 1990 when NBC-TV's Unso1ved 
Mysteries show featured a reenact.ent of the crash and the 
mi1itary•s recovery of the craft, which was reconstructed based 
upon descriptions of eyewitnesses. I

over to Gordon and his co11eagues. Gordon reports that other · 
•key informants did surface whose infor..atidD he1ped fi11 gaps 
from the statements ve had fro• other observers.• 

Investigators have thus far interviewed dozens of civi1ians 
and former mi1itary personne1 who were invo1ved in the Kecksburg 
recovery. They have four eyewitness accounts of the object moving 
s1ov1y towards Kecksburg and four independent witnesses vho : 
sav the object on the ground before the ai1itary arrived. They 
have a1so spoken vith nu.erous fireaen who were invo1ved in 
various capacities in assisting the ai1itary. 

One of the key witnesses to surface as a resu1t of Unso1ved 
Mysteries is an anonymous Pennsy1vania .an known as Robert 
Adams vho vas a aember of the u.s. Air Force Air Po1ice stationed i 
at Lockborne Air Base near Co1uabus, Ohio in Deceaber 1965. 1 Adams to1d investigatorsthat the base had been p1aced on •red I a1ert• in the ear1y •orning of Deceaber lOth, 1965. Be and his i' 
unit vere dispatched to guard a hangar containing a f1at bed 

· 1 
truck carrying a tarpau1in covered object. They vere ordered . 

I to shoot to ki11 anyone attempting to enter without •Top Secu�ity• 
c1earance. 

According to Adams, the truck had entered the base through a 
gate in an extre•e1y remotearea. The truck passed a fev feet 
in front of him and he observed the tarpau1in covered object j 
it vas carrying to be about twice the size of a Vo1ksvagen sedan. 
Adams vas re1ieved of duty at either 6 or 7 A.M. and 1ater 1earned 
that the truck 1eft the baseat 7:30 that aorning en route to 
Wright Patterson Air Force Base, 100 ai1es West of Kecksburg, 
near Dayton, Ohio. 

Another key vitness vho recent1y ca.e fo�rd is an Ohio truck 
driver vho c1ai•s to have seen the objec� inside a bui1ding : 
vhi1e making a de1ivery at Wright Patterson on Deceaber 12th, : 
1965. •John Cu..ings• revea1ed to investigators that a high 
ranking ai1itary officer bad arrived at the Dayton area bui1ding 
supp1y fira vbere he vorked the previous day to order a specia1 
radiation and aoisture resistant brick to be used in construc�ing 
a protective room inside a bui1ding at Wright Patterson. 
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The next day he and his cousin de1ivered 6.500 bricks to the ·· 
base after being to1d by their boss not to discuss anything 
they aight see vhi1e they vere there. As they were 1oading brfcks 
onto pa11ets outside a bui1dingCu..ings and his cousin sneaked 
inside to get a 1ook. A1though guards ordered the. out i .. ediate1y, 
Cuamings aanaged to see a dark bronze, be11 shaped object aboqt 
14 feet vide at the base and 12 feet high. r�e object vas surround 
by scaffo1ding and covered on three sides by parachute-1ike , 
materia1 vbich hung fro. the cei1ing, and 10 to 15 aen in white 
protective suits, rubber boots and g1oves and gas .asks were 
trying to open it.

ClDmlfngs reca11ed. •we vere to1d that in 20 years., the object: 
vou1d be co .. on knov1edge.• eu.aings 1ater 1earned that other ; 
truck drivers had observed the �ruck trave1ing West on Route I 

40 froa the Pittsburgh, Pennsy1vania area toward Vhee1ing. 
West Virginia and onto Co1u.bus and Dayton, Ohio. 

Investigator Gordon has ca.pi1ed thousands of pages of resear�h 
and govern.ent documents on the case and says that new infor.ation 
is surfacing a1aost dai1y. Noted U.F.O� Investigator Len Stringfi 1d, 
vho be1ieves that the Kecksburg incident is just as iaportant; 
as the Rosve11, Nev Mexico crash/retrieva1 case, stated tha�, 
•vith the amount of infor.ation Stan Gordon has gathered on 
Kecksburg, I vou1d p1ace it just behind Roswe11 as the aost 
significant U.FO. Retrieva1 Case in history.•

LATE 1990, SWISS SIGHTINGS (MARGARETHENSTR, SWITZERLAND): SV�ss 
re5earcher Luc Burgin, editor of the Geraan 1anguage � 
magazine, has reported on severa1 sightings in the 1ast few 
months in Svitzer1and.

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EUREKA SPRINGS, ARKANSAS; U.F.O. CONFERENCE: The recent Ozark' 
U.F.O. Conference vbicb vas sponsored by the Mutua1 U.F.O. Network 
Chapter here vas stunned by the reve1ations of Jorge Martin , 
of Puerto Rico. Mr . Martin is a U.F.O. researcher vith the Mutua1 
U.F.O. Network in Puerto Rico vho has been researching an incident 
that occurred in 1987 in the is1and co .. onvea1th. It invo1ved 
tvo Navy F-14 jet interceptors and their interception by a 1arge 
triangu1ar U.F.O • .  The incident invo1ved the observation of 
this object over a shore 1ine beach area and the dispatching 
of the tvo Navy jets fro• Rooseve1t Fie1d to identify it. The· 
incident vhicb vas observed by nu.erous witnesses (so•e sixty 
in a11 ) in broad day1ight occurred vhen the jets neared the 
1arge object and vere sucked aboard the craft.
