BI LL KNELL, HIS BAC KGROUND. 

Wi11ia :m Kne11 vas born on Long Is1and and raised accor d.ing 
to his ovn a dmiss ion in East Meadow. From a11 info rmation ,  he 
appears to have been an on1y c bi1d .  His father vas a ret ire d 
Nava1 Officer vbose occupation is unknown . He has stated in t b� 
past that his father vas in Nava1 Inte11igence , but this can 
not be conf ir ae d.His mother worked as a n urs e. and ·:·.t o  appearan ��s · 
Mr . Kne11 had 

Mr . Kne 11 states that his investigation _. into the U.F . O .  Phenomenon 
beg an vhen be vas on1y ten years o1d . This occurred when /he and 
hi s parents vere at a11 p1aces Jones Beach. There in an area 
a 100 Ft . North of the Par kvay near the aap bitheater , Bi 11 Kne11 
c1a ias be discovered a U.F .O .  1and ing circ1e .  He further stated 
that at the t ime there were reports of U.F .O .  1and ings in the 
area of Jones Beach. In a ded uct ion , based on his inexperience 
as a ten year o 1d, h �  e��uc �d it  to be a U.F .O .  Lan ding C irc1e. 
What evidence existed to s upport this iapression is not knovn , 
but it is typica1 of Mr . Kne11 to juap to co�1 usions .It is a 
habit be ma inta ins to th is date .

His fa:mi1y moved to F1orida and br ief1y 1ive d there from 
1969 to 1973. Dur ing that time he mainta ins he had a U.F .O .  1a �d 
behin d his high schoo 1 in Gu1fport , F1or ida . It made such a 1asting 
impress ion on him that he he1 ped form a U.F.O . C1ub at the schoo 1, 
vhich he mainta ins st i1 1  is f unct ioning . It appears that U.F.o�s 
a1vay s 1an d  vhere Bi11 Kne11 is , even at schoo 1. 

In 1973, Bi11 Kne11 joined the u.s. Marine Cor ps and vas 
ab1e to qua 1ify for M.P .Schoo1 .  Dur ing that t ime he c1a ims he 
vas tra ine d in a11 areas of invest igat ive work and inte11 igence 
gather ing procee dures , but it appears that he aay not have finishe d 
the course .H e -is .r ewrJ;ed ·.t o..:.bave been a cook with the Base Mess 
Ha11 for the rema in der of his career in the Marines. He c1aias 
he event ua 11y reached t be 1eve1 of Sargeant vhich he he1d unti1 
he Yas discharged in 1975.

Upon his di scharge , be enro11ed for two years at Li berty 
Baptist Co11ege in Lynchburg , Virginia . Never coap1eting his 
fo ur year co urse of st udy , be ret urned to New York on the baii Q 
of hoaesickness , at 1east he c1ai•s - At thi s  point he took up 
res idence in F1 ushing , oueens .  

Dur ing this time , he worked for three years in Loss Preventi on 
( as a uni fora guard ) for Ogden Foods at Kenne dy Airport .  In 
1980, he bec ame a Security S uPervisor for Burns Security o ut 
of the ir Oueens Office . He vas assigned brief1y as a Guard to 

J Mayor Koch froa 1980 to 1982 ( f 9r what purpose , since this ta ,k 
is  usua11y 1eft up to the NYPD ) for persona1 sec urity .  In the ! 
year of 1982 , he vas aade a Sec urity Director for Burns at the 
Fresh Mea do ws Comp1ex where be worked unti1 1984 . 

Dur ing that t ime his interest in U.F.O.s cont inue d  as a bobby 
and a1so as a coape 11 ing interest . A story has surface d that 
he sto 1e a :manuscr ipt which had been written by fo rmer LI UFON 
Invest igator Peter Barce11o who at that t ime be 1onge d to HOFON .  
Bi11 Kne 11 ha d the invest igat ive re port p ub1 ishe d as a art ic 1e 
in the MUFON Journ a1 that year un der h is ovn na .e as author .  
This 1e d to a confront at ion vit b  Mr . Barce11o vhich 1e ft Kne 11 
the vict im of a punch in the nose . It vas the 1ast time he sto1e 
any resear ch materia 1 from Mr . Barce1 1o .  This story vas re peated 
to LI OFON severa 1 times by Mr . Barce1 1o in preparation for thi s  
re port . It is  pr inte d here for yo ur edi f icat ion . I t  appears that 
Kne 11 d id not 1earn hi s 1esson . 
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be a CEIV event in Florida which left him in Mental ' 

i 
Distress. Hi s Family also had �EI, CEII and possibly CEIII 
encounters that intermingled with his. Sadly, I could not 
inte·.cest anyone in the UFO study "community" in his Case, 
despite the fact that he even had Bmm film of the CEII par� 
of his experience! This left him and his Family out in th� 
cold with regard. to any possible therapy, and I've not heard 
from them since. But, I was able to help the Man overcom� at 
least part of the Mental distress f actor by bringing the 
experience to light. 

I do not, for one moment, want to give you·the 
impression that I am a UFO Investigator in a professional 

sense. I h ave only work �d on a few cases and, again, simply 
apply normal Investigative techniques to these cases, as if 
they were any other matter that required an Investigation. 

I also want you to k now that, while I believe 
UFOs are real, I look at them as a real, physical phenomenon 
that needs to be studied far more before conclusions can be 
reached (although I feel· they are probably of 
extr a-te rrestrial origin). I reject the ·NEW AGE t10V�"tE.-lT and 
it's connections with UFOs. 

I have presented several Programs on UFOs, only 
from my experiences with the CEIV case I mentioned, an d some 

Long Island investigations I'v e  done involving Mouny M i sery 
and the Mary's Grave incident. Neither were majo r Cases, but 
provided some interesting facts that now c an Qe associated 
with present happenings. It'' interesting t9 note that I 
pushed for an investigation of miltary flyqvers, unmarked 
helicopters and strange radio signals on and around Mount 
Misery in 1978. Also, I found s everal bits of physical 
evidence of a military presence in that area during the 
70's. 

I am a Member of MUFON, but have not 
participated in any of t heir investigations because I've not 
been asked. I do have and hav e studied and agree with t hei r 

______________ _I_!!_Y�_stig_�t;._!on M_�_�_ual. ___ I __ !!��� o�ly_ !'ece�t_ly been _interested 
in NYCUFON. I am not a Member, .but attend their happenings. 

I have limit�d, but useful, experience with 
regard to P hotography. I use a Canon Sure-Shot 35mm Camera, 
Fuji 35mm Camera, Sony B mm Video Camcorder and G.E. VHS 
Camcorder in my investigations. I also have availible and 
use tape recorders, mini-recorders, evidence-collection 
m a terials , CB's, FM Transceivers and other helpful items in 
my work. 

I am more than willing, to be a team player and 
desire to get involved with your Group because I have long

Hi s res WDe makes note that he has very 1 i.tt1e invest igat ive 
experience in the area of Long Is1and or eve n vi th MOFON" N. Y. ·• 

Thi s is a f ar cry fro• the so -ca11ed twenty y ears of e xper ienc� 
that he c1aims he possesses in investigating · 
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In 1984, Kne11 c1aims he beca.e an independent Security Consu1t nt 
upon 1eaving Burns Security. He a1so states that he gave up a � 

position with'. advanceaent at Heas1y-Spear as an assistant security�.: ... 
director, since it invo1ved ca.auting to Manhattan. 

It vas around this time Hr • . Kne11 aarried his vife Kathy 
and continued his interest again in U.F.O.s. He a1so eabarked 
on a sea. to •ake hiase1f a 1ot of •oney and •ay be the reason 
he 1eft Burns and did not take the job vith He1•s1y-Spear. 

In January of 1984, the F1ushing, Queens area vas f1ooded 
vith reports of a a1arming increase in i11ega1 handguns being 
confiscated on the street fro• dangerous, armed crimina1s. Many 
of the weapons were taken fro• persons vho had just committed 
vio1ent crimes with the weapons. Po1ice Officers Joe Ke11y, Steve 
A1u and Bi11 Undervood of the 106th Pet Street Crime Unit were 
ass igned to investigate the rapid increase of veapons appearing 
on F1us hing•s Streets .

Posing as a United Parce1 de1ivery man, the officer got Kne11 
to s ign for the package and vith his po1ice backup tea. quick1y 
arrested Mr. Kne11.
