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THE CHAIRMAN'S CORNER BY JOHN FORD 

A GALLANT EFFORT IN A JUST Cl'.USE ------

During the Spring of 1991, the nefarious and controversial 
Bill Knell lectured throughout the state of Massachusetts under 
the tutelage and sponsorship of a small organization known as 
"The Open File; Confidential Communications Network", which 
is headed by a pleasant and congenial gentleman Dave Chase. 
Mr. Knell lectured and promoted himself through lectures, T.V. 
interviews and radio talk shows as a leading U.F.O. Researcher 
and head of a organization known as Island Skywatch. He was 
officially made ihe Tri-State Co-ordinator for the Open File 
by Mr. Chase, but instead of promoting the organization Mr. 
Knell only worked to promote himself. 

Mr. Chase, who runs a small ethical research organization 
that explores the para-normal, accepted Mr. Knell into its ranks 
on the basis that he would be a asset to the organization. 
Instead, Dave found Knell to be interested in selling his tapes, 
not keeping appointments-and violating the confidentiality of 
witnesses. Further, Dave became suspicious o~ Mr. Kn~ll when 
he teamed up with a neighbor's 12 year old son and began to 
take the boy to lectures and events both in the state and across 
state lines. This was done sometimes without the child's parents 
knowledge or consent. Dave began to check Mr. Knell out and 
came up with some interesting information about Knell's 
background. 

Dave learned from other researchers that Mr. Knell was 
a known audio and video tape bootlegger, a U.F.O. ho~xer and 
had a poor reputation in the field of research among the nation's 
leading U.F.O. Research Community. Confronting Knell with the 
information he had uncovered concerning his reputation and his 
activities with the young boy, he severed all relations with 
Knell. As is Knell's habit, he began to slander and threaten 
Mr. Chase and wrote him numerous threatening and insulting 
letters. Mr. Chase responded by writing and notifying Postal 
Authorities of the threatening and harassing letters. For all 
purposes Mr. Chase had finished with Mr. Knell, 

In the fall, Mr. Chase had received copies of some of the 
issues LIUFON had published concerning Knell in its newsletter 
expose about Long Island's bogus Researcher and his organization 
of one. Contacting LIUFON by both letter and phone he soon 
cemented a close relationship with LIUFON, The goal as enunciated 
by Mr. Chase was to help spread the word about this individual 
who is considered by many as a cheap exploiter of the phenomenon 
and a rip-off artist. 

By the way, Dave runs a Public Access T.V. Show on 
Continental Cable out of Springfield, Massachusetts, which covers 
the subject of U.F.O.s and the paranorMal~ ThiB snow lR also· 
called, "The Open File', after the organization. It has a small 
following in the Springfield area and is produced on a non-profit 
basis. 

Realizing the injustices that Knell had brought about on 
so many U.F.O. Researchers and responsible organizations, Dave 
began a one man crusade to alert the research ~ommunity about 
Mr. Knell and to compile all the evidence he could to support 
his effort. He also asked LIUFON to help in the effort, since 
LIUFON is developing legal action against Mr. Knell for Copyright 



infringement. . . 
After conferring with LIUFON' s board of Directors, LIUFON ~. 

Chairman John Ford agreed to assist Mr. Chase by sending copies 
of all documents from our file on Mr. Knell to Dave to support 
his efforts. It was during the fall of 1991 that this effort 
was undertaken. Dave wasted no time in putting the information 
to good use. By phone, letter or in person Dave contacted 
researchers, magazines, newspapers and organizations to alert 
them concerning the true nature of Mr. Knell. Dave's efforts 
were spent across the U.S. from Massachusetts to California 
in a effort to expose Mr. Knell. 

'l'his winter Dave embarked on a novel idea. He was preparing 
several program formats for his show when he realized that it 
would be a good idea to do a series of shows interviewing UFO 
Researchers who had been bilked by Knell in an effort to alert 
the public to his real reputation and background. He asked 
LIUFON's assistance setting up video interviews in the New 
York area with persons such as Coleman Von Kirvizcky, Preston 
Nichols and Abductee Richard Price who had been victimized by 
Knell. During the winter of 1991-1992, LIUFON video taped several 
such interviews for Dave Chase. 

This Spring, after weeks of editing, Dave Chase and LIUFON 
put together a series of five one hour T.V. Shows on Continental 
Cablevision exposing Knell and going into depth concerning his 
background, copyright frauds and his criminal record. In the 
beginning of May, the first of the two shows were aired to a 
audience in Springfield, Massachusetts. The public reaction 
has been one of inquiry as to how Knell is able to get away 
with the stunts he has polled on an unsuspecting public. 

It may appear that Dave Chase is a man possessed with 
exposing Knell or is carrying out a vendetta. That is far from 
the truth. Dave has been used like so many others by Knell in 
his quest for financial gain. Dave is attempting to alert the 
UFO Research Community so others do not suffer a similar fate 
and the public does not place their trust in this slick con 
artist. 

As others have remained silent on the Knell issue, Dave 
Chase has gone to the forefront. He has done his shows in a 
tongue in check manner, but packed them with the truth and 
documentation. So far Mr. Knell has not replied, for how can 
he when the truth is known ? 

Keep giving him HELL, DAVE. You are doing a fine job for 
the public trust.

On the night of February 5th, 1992 over this small 
Pennsylvania city another chapter in the Hudson Valley Boomerang 
phenomenon would occur which would be witnessed by at least 
16 witnesses in that locale. The principle witness, who reported 
the bulk of the information to the Long Island U.F.O. Network, 
was a Mr. John Reitz who lives on Lenker Ave •. 

The incident began at 6:30 P.M. when Mr. Reitz reported 
he heard a low rumbling noise while he was watching a taped 
T.V. program on his VCR in his upstairs bedroom. As he was 
watching the television, the noise became more discernible and 
louder. He compared the sound to the noise that a large multi­
engined jet aircraft would make as it was approaching low over 
an area. As he noticed the sound growing louder, his whole house 
began to vibrate with the reverberation from the noise. At one 
point, he touched the wall of his bedroom and noticed the 
vibration was coming through the wall. Alarmed and curious, 
he ran downstairs to the front steps of his home. When he reached 
the front steps, he noticed that the front arc light over the 
drive way was out ( it would later come on after the object 
passed).

strange noise and vibrations. He stood in the front yard and 
Natched three large lights in a triangular formation moving 
jown his street in a Southerly heading. He observed the lights 
to be of a unique brilliance. He could see no definitive 
structure connecting the lights. Whatever it was seemed to blend 
in with the night sky. The object as it passed overhead blocked 
JUt the night stars and there was enough light available for 
him to discern some form of a dark triangular structure now 
connecting the lights. It was huge. By his own estimate he would 
later that night tell LIUFON's Hotline that the object was three 
football fields in width. 

He yelled at this point for his mother to leave the house 
and join him. She exited the house only to ask him what it was 
he wanted of her. Apparently, she did not see the object. Mr. 
Reitz raced back into the house in an effort to retrieve his 
binoculars and arrived outside with them to observe the object 
heading over a nearby hill. The base of the hill was only some 
150 feet from his back yard. The object was very low. He 
estimated the altitude to be between 150 to 200 feet above 
ground. The speed of the craft was so slow; the witness estimated 
a jogger could have kept pace with it. 

As the object flew low over the hill, Mr. Reitz noticed 
the lights' reflection on the hill's surface was so intense 
that it illuminated the forest on the slopes so that individual 
trees and their branches could be seen from where he was 
standing. Once over the hill, the sound from the object began 
to diminish and to dissipate. In another instant, it was gone 
from sight. 

Mr. Reitz's reaction was to call both friends and neighbors 
in the area in an effort to establish other witnesses to the 
event. No one could claim to have seen it. 

Next, Mr. Reitz contacted the local Police in Sunbury to 
determine if there had been other witnesses. The Police informed 
him they had received no other reports. 

Mr. Reitz then began to call the local airport and FAA 
Officials. He obtained no verification of other sightings. He 
then remembered reading about LIUFON in, "UFO Universe". He 
telephoned Chairman John Ford of the event and a report was 
taken along with a tape recorded statement. Mr. Reitz.was very 
cooperative and allowed LIUFON to use his name with the report. 
He gave enough information to launch an investigation. Since 
LIUFON did not have any investigators stationed in Pennsylvania, 
most of the investigation was done by phone or by mail. Mr. 
Reitz proved to be extremely helpful providing a written report 
and the drawings shown here in the newsletter. It also came 
to pass there were other witnesses to the sighting. Mr. Reitz 
would provide information of the existence of some sixteen other 
witnesses. The news media would also bring the incident to public 
attention. 

T.V. Station 22 located in the Susquehana Valley area of 
the sighting reported the next day the story of area residents 
seeing low flying lights. The station also stated for the record 
the explanation from different local authorities to be either 
misidentification of an Air Force KC-10 tanker or C-SA Galaxy. 
One novel explanation was provided by a local College professor 
who stated the object to have been the Soyuz Space Station which 
was over the Eastern Seaboard that night. The station admitted 
that it could provide no explanation for the sighting. 

On the dates of February 6 and 8, the local newspaper, 
"The Daily Item", published front page stories about the 
sightings. It disclosed that Mr. Reitz was not the only observer, 
but there were others. Many residents reported the sound and 
lights of the nightly visitor. Some felt it was a UFO while 
others had the impression it was a military aircraft. The FAA 
officials at Montoursville-Williamsport-Lycoming County Airport 
explained it as a C-SA Galaxy while officials at Fort Indiantown 
Gap explained it as C-130s flying in formation. It would be 
later learned that no military aircraft were··flying that night

On the date of March 12, 1992, one Terry Demonde of Deer 
Park, L.I., N.Y., reported observing a oval shape object in 
an& around the Bagatelle Rd. Exit of the Long Island Expressway 
between the hours of 9:00 A.M. and 12:00 P.M .• The object which 
was: seen at a high altitude for some three hours in and around 
the: vicinity was observed by Terry who is a school bus driver 
for the Deer Park School District ~hile she was making her 
mornin; rounds She reported numerous witnesses in the area who 
also observed the object ~hile it hovered over this large 
res~dential suburb of Long Island . 

• Terry reported the following chain of events: 

;:: 

1) While driving North at 9:00A.M. on Bagatelle Road she stopped 
at.the ~ntersection of the L.I.E. and its service road when 
she saw a large crowd watching something in the sky. She pulled 
over and watched a h1ghly polished, silvery oval shape object 
at P,tli "1f'{treme <tltitupe hovering ovElr the area to the North.' !' 
!t ~as 8ilent and did not resemble a conve~tional aircraft. 
She, left the area to resume her work day and remarked that people 
hadi even photographed the object. 
2) between 10:00 and 11:00 A.M. sh~ was back in the area and 
stopped again and observed that people were still watching the 
object. Channel 12 News was even there photographing the object 
along with civilian onlookers who had produced video and still 
cameras. The object was hovering this time to the West. 
3) While making her last run thro~gh the area, she exited onto 
the' service road and drove West. She pulled over to the curb 
when she saw the object directly overhead and exited her bus. 
She noticed the object to be above the trees at a high altitude 
and she remarked later it resembled a Frisbee. It was highly 
polished and seemed to emit light beams from its underside which 
may have been the sun's reflection. The object was slowly moving 
off· to the South West. 

Terry was interviewed by Ron Sierra 3nd Buzz Eldridge of 
LIUFON who conducted the investigation. In the investigative 
reports of the two investigators, the object could have been 
a kite or a unknown. The conclusion of the investigation is 
still tn doubt, but L l ap;h·dr s the object was not a conventional

THE CHERRY HILL, NEW JERSEY SIGHTING: 

LIUFON is indebted to two of its members, Peter and Stewart 
Kandel, for informing LIUFON of this sighting. The incident 
occurred approximately one half hour after the 6:30 P.M. sighting 
of the large Boomerang Object in Sunbury, Pennsylvania by John 
Reitz and sixteen other witnesses. The Kandel Brothers had a 
close friend who is a Pakistani resident alien informed them 
of this sighting and they urged him to speak to LIUFON concerning 
the case. He was rather reluctant and did not file a written 
or taped recorded report, but spoke on our Hotline the night 
after the sighting to inform LIUFON of what he saw on the 
condition of total confidentiality. His fear was that his 
resident alien status might be jeopardized with the government 
for reporting what transpired. 

He informed LIUFON that he was traveling back to Queens 
from visiting relatives in New Jersey that day. He was on a 
major highway just outside of Cherry Hill traveling Eastbound. 
It was a very clear night with excellent visibility. In the 
car with him was his wife and two children, who were enjoying 
the ride home. 

About five miles West of Cherry Hill which is South of 
Sunbury, Pennsylvania, he noticed at an extreme altitude which 
he could not determine at an unspecified extreme distance a 
large, illuminated crescent shape object of immense size hovering 
in the sky. He first thought it was the moon, but the object 



was much brighter than the moon and had many small white lights 
on its surface illuminating its structure He was startled by 
what he saw and realized that it was not the moon, but something 
else. He watched it for several minutes while he continued to 
drive and noticed the object was much nearer than the moon. 
It was too large top be an aircraft and the object made no 
movements and just stayed in one position which was due East. 

He also noticed that there appeared to be several aircraft 
which were passing close by the object and they appeared to 
be commercial jets. The planes were much smaller than the object, 
but they seemed to be circling the object as though they were 
watching it. His impression at this point was that the planes 
might not have been commercial planes, but military aircraft. 

As he continued to drive, he eventually lost sight of the 
object and continued his journey. When he reached home he 
informed his two friends of his experience and the rest is part 
of the report. He could not judge the size, altitude or distance 
of the object, but he did describe that it had a dull metal 
gray texture which was illuminated by the bright lights. 

LIUFON checked with the FAA through Dick Ruhl and could 
obtain no confirmation of anything strange reported to Aviation 
Authorities in that area that night. However, the FAA sometimes 
does not cooperate or it does not necessarily gets reports. 
In light of the extensive activity that night in and around 
Sunbury and Southern New Jersey of Boomerang objects, it is 
LIUFON's opinion that the sighting is of a unknown and may have 
been part of the sightings that night. That is how the object 
is listed in LIUFON's report for that incident.

The Object was one of 
of a series of sightings Nationwide of triangular and boomerang 
shaped objects during February and March this year. This sighting 
was a triangular shaped object with three very bright lights in 
each corner ofthe craft.

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CONCORD, NEW HAMPSHIRE: Motorist Roger Cross of Manchester, 
N.H., was driving home on the night of March 3rd, 1992 along 
Route 3A/South Main Street in -concord wheh he heard a tremendous 
sound similar to that of a raining tempest on a stormy summer 
night overhead. The sound was increasing in intensity when he 
neared an overpass on the highway and looked up. He stopped 
his car and saw a large triangular shaped object comparable 
in size to three times the acreage, of the local city park known 
as Rollins Park. The object was moving across the road and · i 
displayed three bluish-white lights in each corner. As he pulled 
his car over and exited, the object passed over nearby housesand 
disappeared from sight. Mr. Cross estimated the object to have 
been at an altitude of four to five hundred feet. The unusual

station WNNH reported calls from residents which described the 
exact same object, but at an higher altitude than Cross' 
sighting. These sightings were reported i n - local papers and 
received widespread media coverage. No explanation has been 
offered for the strange object. ("Union Leader", Concord, N.H. 
3/5/92 ) . 
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SCRANTON, PENNSYLVANIA: On January 8th, 1992 more than t wo 
hundred witnesses in the Scranton area reported observing a 
formation of strange flashing lights above Newton Township. 
The lights were captured on videotape by a local high school 
science teacher who turned the tape over to CBS Network in New 
York which aired the tape on nationwide T.V •• The sighting of 
a formation of an anomalous lights left no explanation as to 
their cause or their identification. Jerry Gaughan, Director 
of Emergency Services for Lackawana County, refused to call 
the lights a UFO, but two of his dispatchers who viewed the 
tape stated they were not aircraft or ultra lights but offered 
no explanation· as . to what they were. Stan Gordon of PASU in 
Pennsylvania, who has won national acclaim for his UFO Research, 
was consulted concerning the sight ing and was asked for his 
opinion on the tape. Mr. Gordon could only state his feel i ng 
that the lights could have been misidentification of aircraft 
or an unusual configuration of stars or planets. The exact nature 
o f what the Scranton, Newton lights were may never be solved.

BOSTON, MASSACHUSETTS: An unidentified object that skimmed pass 
the Earth o n December Jrd , 1991 has as yet not been identified 
by astronomers who spoke here concerning the event. The object 
whi ch had been announced as approaching the Earth a week before 
its passage , intrigued astronomers wor l dwide as to what it was. 
Astronomers had decided the ti ny object which passed more than 
240,000 miles from t he Earth was probably an asteroid, Observers 
in observatori e s in Chile r e por t ed dramatic variations in 
br i ghtness wh i ch suyge s ted t o astronomers an irregularly shaped, 
tumbling object with great variations in its surface reflectivity 
much more so than would be expected of a naturally formed object 
such as an asteroid. It has been suggested by some that the 
object was a spent rocket booster or a n errant satellite whic h 
had returned from deep space orbit. No further explanation ha s 
been offered for the strange visitor.
