The Modern Way To Meet

The nineteen nineties have brought a record amount of change
and hope for the world. In the last few years, one has seen
the end of the Cold War, the dissipation of Russian Communism,
the end of the Soviet Puppet Regimes in Eastern Europe and the
removal of the Berlin Wall with the unification of Germany.

Western
credits pour in to stabilize the old Soviet Union and its
satellites in an effort to stabilize both the political and
economic conditions in those regions. Russia and Yeltsin speak
as one for co-operation with the United States in removing the
threat of nuclear war while both emphasize the need for the
umbrella of "Star Wars'", against the missiles of Third WOrld
Powers. Red China is supported while she removes the
Pro-Democracy demonstrators in a bloody purge which is condemned
and soon forgotten. In the passing, China is given the
opportunity to launch American Satellites into orbit, while
American investments in China socar. Little by little Castro
speaks of bringing back the "Yankee Tourists", when Soviet Aid
disappears. Closer, yet closer, old enemies become friends and
old antagonisms disappear while the cry for a "New World Order"
is heard around the world. s
The United Nations, once scorned as a testing ground for
old rivalries and contesting powers is suddenly given new life
to end conflicts and promote peace. Both the new Russia and
the Western Powers headed by the U.S. now stand behind the U.N.
in its efforts. The Civil War in Yugoslavia alarms both East
and West who try to find a way to end its slaughter, before
it breaks the new European order. Stability and maintenance
are the watch words and foundation for the "New World Order",
a new order made by whom and for what direction. Is it for
Liberty and Freedom or a need for unity and order that dictates
its creation ?
During all of these changes one hears of a massive UFO



Flap behind the Iron curtain two years before the end of
Ccommunism and the Warsaw Pact, In 1989, Russia loses two Space
Probes on their way to Mars not before one photographs a 28
mile long object as it near the Moon Phobos. In China, UFOs
are reported throughout the Northern Provinces along with human
mutllatlons in- 1950,

In the West, Crop Circles appear first in Britain, then
the world during the i980s, while strange lights accompany the
nightly phenomenon in the fields. In America, a unprecedented
period of UFO activity appears in the 1980s beginning in the
Hudson Valley in New York and ends with Gulf Breeze and Ed
Walter's incredible photographs by 1988. In the nation as a
whole UFO sightings abound across the land. From the closet
appears the UFO abductees with Bud Hopkins and Whitely Streiber
opening the door. A topic once ridiculed is now the topic of
specials and late night T.v., while thousands now claim an
abduction experience as popular interest soars. News Reports
and Specials prepare the way for the public to garnish ever
more information on a topic once held to scorn by the media
whose demand for more information on the Phenomenon never ends.
As time passes. more activity emerges and more stories emerge.

Roswell is held forth as evidence that they crashed here
and the Government knows the truth as dozens confirm the events
of 1947. John Lear and Bill Cooper agree that they are here
by treaty with technology as the exchange for human guinea pigs
whose fate is yet unknown. Secret Government, UFO Bases, Alien
Presence on Earth, abductions, mutilations both human and animal
abound which culmlnate in a threat which Lear and Cooper agree .
is ever so real. Reagan announces three times in his Presidency
that in the event of a interstellar threat all nations should
put away their disagreements while uniting as a Planet.

As the nineties come forth, the Space Shuttle encounters
strange objects in orbit in September of 1991 which are
photographed while being fired upon by what no one knows. Is
it Star Wars for real ? Ice crystals NASA experts exclaim while
physicists in California deny NASA's explanation. Each night
on T.V., shows detailing the latest on the phenomenon are shown,
to a startled public eager to know. It makes one wonder what
the people are being prepared for in the very near future ?

SILENT INVASION

¥ hakdi . . .. . BY ELLEN CRYSTAL _ "

The sub title for this book is entitled, "the shocking
discoveries of a UFO Researcher", which adroitly describes the
revelations disclosed by Ellen Crystal, famed researcher of
the Pine Bush Sightings in New York State. The book which was
released by Paragon House in February this year is available
in hardcover at your favorite bookstore and brings to public
attention the mysteries unlocked by Ellen in her twelve year
research into events in Pine Bush, New York.

Ellen Crystal, who has lectured at several LIUFON
Conferences over the years, should be no stranger to our readers
about her revelations. The book goes into depth about her :
experiences at Pine Bush and also into her personal experiences
with the phenomenon. j

Ellen became acquainted with first hand experience of the '
UFO Phenomenon, while living in Hollywood, California in 1971.
During that period she lived in a small apartment complex and
with neighbors and friends observed on a reqular, nightly basis
UFO sightings during a brief four month UFO flap in the area. °
It was not until she had a CE-3 experience while returnlng from
her partime night job did she become bitten with the "BUG" and
her quest for truth began. On a deserted street, not far from
her apartment, she had an encounter with a angular shaped craft
which descended from the. sky and hovered in front of her exposing
to her view a lighted interior with computers and alien pilot
at the controls. Shocked, the experience upset her so, she
decided to return to her home in New Jersey shortly after the
experience. ‘

This event triggered in Ellen a quest for more information
on the subject. Researching the subject in books and periodicals,
she absorbed much about the elusive nature of the subject. It
would eventually lead on a twelve year journey through the woods
and fields of Upstate New York and hundreds of photographs
dealing with UFOs and their energy emissions.

Ellen's book deals with first with her California
experiences which she fully relates in the opening of her book
The reader is then taken through her initial research in 1980
in the Pine Bush area which she developed on the basis of a
tip from a friend at Omni Magazine. The remainder of her book
deals with her experiences in the Pine Bush area from 1984 until
the present.

Pine Bush, the small town nestled just North of Middletown,
lies in the famed "UFO Corridor" of the Hudson Valley where
the tremendous wave of sightings rocked that region in the early
1980s. It is here that Ellen launched her studies when she
discovered that objects where being reported in and around Pine
Bush in conjunction with landings and other strange phenomena.
In 1984, the sightings increased to tremendous levels with
incidents occurring almost every night. During her research
which was sustained by her friends and fellow researchers, Ellen
photographed hundreds of objects in that locale. Often and
unexplained, Ellen's photographs were distorted by energy fields
which would register on her film. In some instances, the film
would be marred by low level "X-Ray" Radiation exposure. To
date, ELlen has accumulated over 1000 such pictures.

Residents would report to her landings, animal mutilations,
abductions and sightings as her research progressed in that
area. Also reports of strange, non-indigenous animals would
be related by local hunters. Reports of under ground construction
efforts would be heard by farmers which encompassed machinery
sounds, turbines and generators being heard. It is Ellen's belief
that some sort of deep underground facility was being built



in that area.

The ships which appeared could not be clearly photographed
due to the intense low level radiation they emitted. Only a
camera with a plastlc lense could be uséd to obtain some of .
‘the’' pictures. : Eoy s

Many revelations are made by Ellen in her book She
discusses her theory that there are some fifteen basic ship
types which were commonly observed in Pine Bush and are also
currently being observed World wide. She also states that the
Alien ships are powered by some sort of Nuclear Fusion Reactor
which would account for the radiation. The ships themselves
are covered with a material which makes them invisible unless
they are 1lit.

Ellen explores many of the current theories in today's
research circles and discusses many of these in relation to
her first hand knowledge accumulated from her Pine Bush research.
From the ‘topic of animal mutilations, abductions and the
government cover-up, Ellen discusses many theories in an effort
to explain the UFO Mystery.

The book is well written and was a pleasure for this
reviewer to read. It will startle many researchers and open
many avenues for discussion, but one thing it won't do is to
bore the reader. It is well worth reading. Ellen Crystal has
done a fine job in exposing the UFO Problem.

STATUS KEPORT THREERJ

THE MORICHES BAY U.F.O. CRASH RETRIEVAL:

In the last three years, the Long Island U,F.O. Network
has claimed publicly that on the night of September 28th, 1989
the United States recovered an alien space craft which was
intercepted and downed through the use of advanced "Star Wars"
technology off the South Coast of Suffolk County on Long Island
in the area of Moriches Bay. The incident in still under
investigation by LIUFON and the case file has not been closed.
In the past year due to LIUFON's efforts through its Public
Library talks it has brought additional information into the
forefront of our investigation by additional witnesses contacting
our organization concerning the incident.

The following report is an update on the Status of LIUFON's

continuing investigation into recent developments surrounding
the incident.

1) The scientist has gone public. The gentleman who was referred
to in LIUFON's report on the incident which was first published
in September 1991 is now identified. The individual referred

to as Dr. Nick is identified now as Mr. Preston Nichols. He

was employed as a Electronics Engineer at A.I.L. Electronics
which designed the weapon employed at Moriches Bay. LIUFON,

in an effort to conceal his identity, stated he was connected
with Brookhaven Laboratories which he was not.

2) One statement made by Mr. Nichols concerning the incident

was that the object made a "U" turn around the Bay when it
returned from the East before it was shot down. LIUFON has a
woman witness who observed from her bedroom around 11:30 P.M.

or 12:00 A.M. that night the object moving along the coast line
of Mastic Beach and swing along Smith's Point Beach Bay side
before it was brought down. This witness' statement has helped
to verify and substantiate additional segments of Mr. Preston
Nichols' statement concerning the incident. The woman's name

is being kept confidential.

3) On March 22, 1992 LIUFON went and appeared with Mr. Nichols
on Lee Morehead's "Pyschic Channels" show on Cable 25 in
Riverhead. The show was enthusiastically accepted by the viewing
populace. A week after the show was aired, Lee Morehead, who
lives in West Hampton, reported to LIUFON's hotline that she

had an encounter with two Air Force pilots. It seems she was
approached by the two pilots who were in full uniform while

she was picking up her mail at the West Hampton Post Office.

The two pilots were stationed at West Hampton Air Force Base
(N.Y. State Air Guard) and remarked that they had seen the show
and had enjoyed it immensely. They went further and told Lee
that the incident had happened, although they did not participate
in it. They had heard stories at the base that some of the
wreckage was still there in a high security hanger which was
under tight security. They wanted Lee to know this information
and to pass it on to LIUFON. It has not been verified as of

this writing. LIUFON plans to file a Freedom of Information
Act Request concerning it.

4) Dr. Armand Victorian of Great Britain, who investigated the
South African UFO Crash Case of 1989, contacted LIUFON concerning
the case after reading about it in the latest edition of Len
Stringfield's Journal. He received permission from LIUFON to
utilize six of the best of the Peterson photographs for
scientific computer analysis. In addition, he had been assisting
the Belgian Air Force in their investigations into the Brussels
sightings. The Belgian Government asked for copies of the
photographs. The results have indicated that one of the pictures
identically matches the lighting seguence of the Brussels ,
object's lights. Computer analysis has brought out the structure
of the object from behind the lights and has revealed the craft
to be a triangular structure of immense size. The work was done




pe reieased when all scientific analysis and testling nhave: been
done and there is no doubt as to the authenticity of the A% i
findings. ' s N

5) LIUFON has received copies of Freedom of Information Act
requests filed by Dr. Armand Victorian with the Air Force
concerning the incident. One of these, a reply from the United
States Air/Space Command has affirmed that there was no Soviet
Reconnaissance Satellite Crash the night of incident. Further,
United States Naval Space Tracking Command replied that there
were three Soviet Satellite re-entries which were not carefully
monitored on the night of September 29th, 1989. This was twenty
four hours after the incident occurred. Apparently, the Soviet
Satellite Story is just that, another story to confuse the issue.
6) LIUFON has received copies of the Flight Log of the New York
State Air Guard 607th Air Sea Rescue Unit which was involved

in the Moriches Bay Incident through the auspices of Dr. Armand
Victorian who filed Freedom of Information Act requests to obtain
it. It should be noted that LIUFON's original request indicated
copies of it be made available which were never honored by the
Air Guard. The flight log categorically indicates the operational
area of the bogus Air Sea Rescue operation was conducted off

of West Hampton and not over Moriches Bay which the Police,

FAA, Coast Guard and N.Y. Air Guard stated in FOIA replies to
LIUFON was what was seen and photographed as occurring. It is
LIUFON's contention that all the agencies involved deliberately
lied and concealed important information from LIUFON's
investigation.

7) LIUFON talked to a woman, a close friend of LIUFON members
Gary and Dorothy Tritt, who is a resident of Mastic Beach. The
woman whose identity will remain confidential informed LIUFON
that she witnessed one of the Moriches Bay objects at 8:30 P.M. -
on the night of the occurrence in the area of William Flovd
Parkway and Montauk Highway moving on a South Easterly course
towards Moriches Bay. She described it as a formation of six
very bright amber lights in a crescent pattern attached to a
indiscernible structure of immense size. This report if true
would indicate one of the objects to have traveled down the
length of William Floyd Parkway from the North and turned towards
the East fifteen minutes before it was seen over Moriches Bay.
8) LIUFON members Tom and Bill Sudbrink rerorted to LIUFON an
incident of great significance concerning the Moriches Bay Case.
Tom and Bill are New York City Firemen and are acquainted with
a brother Fireman who lives in Quogue. That gentleman had asked
for a copy of the LIUFON report on the incident for his own
interest. By chance, he is a neighbor to the Deputy Inspector
of the New York State Police in charge of the Long Island based
Troops on the East end. At a barbecue in July, he happened to
attend at the Inspector's home he showed the report to the
Inspector. After reading the report in his den, the fireman
asked the Inspector for his cpinion on the story. The Inspector
remarked that he knew about the incident since the State Police
hac¢ been briefed on it by Federal authorities. He stated the
incident was true and happened the way LIUFON reported it but
he had been briefed that the craft had crashed and was not shot
down as reported by LIUFON. If this story is true, both Tom '
and BI1ll Sudbrink state it is, then the incident happened and |
was of such magnitude that local agencies had to be briefed

on the Great Secret of Extraterrestial Contact. This story if
true, is of the greatest significance because it confirms the
entire phenomenon and ranks with Columbus' discovery of America.

SOUTH AMERICAN SIGHTINGS

LIUFON is glad to provide a capsulated selection of
newspaper articles dealing with UFO sightings from various South
American Countries. The articles were gleamed from "The UFO
Newsclipping Service" and were translated by Richard Heiden.
They deal with various sightings reported across the South
American continent over the last two years.

MENDOZA, ARGENTINA, AUGUST 19, 1990: An interesting photographic
curiosity was reported in the Argentinian city of Valle de Las
Lenas centering on some snapshots taken by a local teacher from
San Martin in the Valle de Las Lenas. When the photos were
processed she noticed that one of the pictures besides showing

a mountain scene, also showed very clearly a UFO.

The roll was processed and copied by a well known lab in
San Martin and according to Abel Negri, an expert, there was
no evidence of a hoax. He further stated that there was no
technical explanation for the phenomenon.

The snapshot was taken on August 19, 1990 by Felisa Elena
Martinez, when she was touring Las Lenas with a friend. According
to her, that day at around 10 A.M. she tock some panoramic photos
of the mountains but at no time did she see the image that showed
up later in the negative. The witness stated that she saw a
flash which she attributed to the sun. The photographic cur1051ty
was discovered in the lab and was possibly produced by
superimposed images. In the right side what seems to be a UFO -
can be clearly seen flanked by twe luminous flashes and another
figure is suggested to the left, all amidst a zone of shadows.

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MEXICO CITY, MEXICO, FEBRUARY 10,1991: A strange sighting took
place during February 10th's eclipse in Mexico City. Messrs.
Eduardo Hernandez Galicia and Guilermo Arreguin were at work
in a private office in the Southern part of the city and were i
allowed a break to watch the eclipse. They went up on the rocof
with an amateur video camera, a VHS Signatur 2000 with normal
lenses. Due to the city being overcast, they watched at first
with the naked eye; their main goal was to tape the eclipse
and Mars, Jupiter and Mercury; they located the area of the
eclipse in the sky and then Eduardo Hernandez started to search
for the planets, but at that time he saw a solid object,
seemingly metallic hovering overhead at a rather low altitude.
The time was 1:38 P.M., Eduardo alerted Guillermo and he focused
the object with his camera. It was round and remained hovering.
for some ten seconds. They told news reporters that it was
silvery and had small black rings on the underside, at times
it resembled a reflector, but was completely moticnless.
Guillermo wanted to zoom it in with the camera, but it was so
bright that the only thing that could be seen was that object
became larger and was noiseless even though the area was very
noisy because they were in the Avenida Periferico ( Next page)

some clouds, but there was visibility. -

The object was never seen to climb, lose altitude or move
to the sides, and what was extraordinary was that it suddenly
disappeared. They searched everywhere for it, but they could
not find it. It should be pointed out that this object was near
the area of the eclipse which was watched by these gentlemen
after determining the location of the above mentioned planets
which were in another different segment of the sky. The video
cassette clearly shows the strange object and description given
agrees with what is observed clearly on the tape.

Reporters went to places where Guillermo and Eduardo were
that day and started to ask their neighbors, most of whom who
had not been there that day while others came outside because
they saw it on T.V. that day. The reporters' investigation,
however, was very short but they learned of two witnesses from
their family members, but were unavailable at that time to be
interviewed.

This i1s a very important case and the object seen is very
similar to the one that a family photographed on November 3,
1967 in Calgray, Canada, which was determined by analysis by
experts to be & genuine UFO.

Local scientists were asked by reporters about any
experiments which may have been conducted in the area of the
eclipse, but not one could inform the media of a sonde balloon
beirnig launched that day. There were no reports of any other
type of object in the area that might be explainable and could
have confused onlookers. Besides no conventional object could
hover motionless for several seconds, even less be round,
metallic and disappear instantly without a trace. The altitude
of the object was estimated to be at five kilometers while the
local airport did not have any radar reports of helicopters
in that area.
