THE ABDUCTION EXPERIENCE 

I 
Those c1aiming to- be abductees are usually Iooked upon 

by society as freaks or vierdos out to attract �ttention 
to their c1aims in. order to vrite a book. As those in U. P. O. 
Research knov from the consistent rea1ity of dea1ing vith 
traumatized peopie vho c1aim such experiences t�e rea1 abductee 
is not a pub1icity seeker. If a�ything, they ar� usua11y 
frightened peop1e Iooking for an answer as to vhat happened 
to them. They are also very pri-,tate people- .vho a.re not seeking 
publicity for fear of· the 1abe_I,•crackpot•, being attached 
to their reputation. 

The reasoning for their ai•ost total 1ack of enthusiasm 
fo� pub1icity is based on the totally bizarre�abduction and 
post abduction experiences they have endured. In a skeptica1 
society, their stories vou1d on1y bring heightened scorn 
and ridicu1e upon themse1ves. 

This is because of some . of the various str��ge �-phenoaena 
re1ated to their experiences, such as: 

1). Time Distortion: In some cases the individuais re1ate 
1 not on1y 1oosing time� for vhich they have no reco11ection, · 

but a1so experiencing during that period a sense that either 
the missing time vas on1y a fev minutes, but in 'actua1ity 
vas severa1 hours. There have a1so been stories vhere abductees 
have been gone a fev minutes, but it vas an experience of 
severa1 days· .. passage by evidence of beard growth. There have 
a1so been. stories of abductees going back severa1 hours in 
time. 
2). Light Phenomena: The abductee vi11 re1ate stories of 
strange 1ight phenomena associated vith his experiences. 
This can invo1ve three dimensiona1 •Ba11s of Light•, appearing 
in their homes vhich act as monitoring devices. Sudden, intense 

:1 1ight ·i11uminating their bedrooas or a rooa vhe•e the abducte� 
1:1 i_s vhich then dissipate� vith no apparent sourc�. This may · 

:!! or aay not be associated with •Hissing Ti•e• Epi1sodes. The I 

· l abductees may re1ate stories of a Iarge Iight erlguifing 'th�1r i . � i CCJ,rs on a 1one1y r��d. 'Ia�e rat nigh� vhicn is

Ta1es of •ind reading, pre-knov1edge of events, automatic 
writing, out of body experiences and levitation of se1f and 
objects, are on1y a fev of the abi1ities some abductees have 
obtained .. 

As one can see, the abductee not on1y has the onus of 
being 1abe11ed a •Nut• by some, but discussing the re1ated 
post-abduction pheno•ena cou1d Iand hi• in the Asy1ua. Thus,

THE HUNGARIAN U. F. O. RESEARCH GROUP, HUNGARY: The Hungarian 
U. F. O. Research Group recent1y pub1ished a report on U. F. O. 
sightings in 1ate 1989 around Eastern Hungarian vi11age of 
Hencida. according to reports, 1oca1 far.er Sandor Gyorke 
vas in the process of p1oving his fie1ds in 1ate afternoon 
of Noveaber 17th, 1989 vhen he observed vhat he thought vas 
a fire in a nearby fie1d. Upon c1oser inspection Gyorke 
conc1uded it vas nothing out of the ordinary. Short1y, thereafter, · 

when he had resumed ploving, he noticed a red 1ight descending 
upon the tractor. Gyorke vas' ab1e to make out a,•ha1f-coae 
pyra•id• shape as the light hovered over the tractor and 
extended out over a 60 meter radius. 

For the seventy minutes the 1ight hovered above and •oved 
together with the tractoras Gyorke continued p1oving his 
fie1d unti1 it fina11y disappeared. A1tbough Gyorke reported 
that his tractor and its radio continued to function, short1y 
after the light vanished be noticed that his ve�ic1e vas 
overheating and later discovered that 30 1iters of water 
had inexp1icab1y evaporated fro• its coo1ing syste.. 

Astonishing1y, Gyorke observed 1ater the object again, as 
he\returned-to his ho•e, this time hovering or 1anding on 
a river bank. He further described it as tvo�·cylinders, a 
thin one atop a 1arger one, with a tota1 height of about 
three meters. He a1so noticed the next day that,the tractor 
vas covered with what he described as an oi1y saut residue. 

On that same evening, other groups of fie1dvorkers observed 
a •Christmas tree-shaped• object with a vibrating 1igbt. 
A fami1y driving· on a nearby country road c1aiaed that their 
car had been fo11oved by an e1iptica1-shaped red fireba11. 
the fo11oving night the fa.i1y reported observing a blue­
green 1ight emanating fro• the forest a1ong the sa.e country 
road. 

The Hencida sightings received aore than the usua1 press 
coverage from 1oca1 newspapers. A1though soae of the reporting 
vas objective, the usua1 debunking vas atteapted. One astronoaer 
atte•pted to exp1ain away the sightings as •po1ar 1ight•, 
and one report even c1ai•ed that the object vas a downed 
weather ba11oon. 

HUFON investigator Lasz1o Kiss, vho interviewed the witnesses, 
stated that at 1east one 1anding circ1e vas found where Gyorke 
had reported1y seen the objectt c1ose to the ground. Kiss

rebutted the po1ar 1ight theory in the newly 1iberated Hungarian 1 
press and defended the credibi1ity of the witnesses.

JAPAN, TAKKO-TOWN, AOMORI PREFECTURE: In its aost recent 
journal.·issue, the Japan Space Pheno•ena Society(JSPS) reported 
on its investigation of two cattle •uti1ation cases fro• 
late 1989 which occurred in Takko-Tovn, Ao•ori Prefecture, 
about 600 km .  north of Tokyo. What the investigators found 
is essentially the classic auti1ation scenario; dead b1ood1ess, 
hitherto hea1thy animals aissing c1ean1y excised udders, 
ears, and �ongrie. tips. 

Whi1e first suspecting that the ani•a1s suffered fro• gangerous 
mastitis, a disease knovn to stop the f1ov of blood in an 
infected animal, doctors later discarded this theory as the 
cows appeared to be in good hea1th at the ti•e of their deaths. 
Researchers further discounted predator activity due to the 
recent precise cuts on the aniaa1s' carcasses.

There vere a1so apparent1y nuaerous U.F.O. sigh ings ov�r 
Aoaori prefecture during· the autumn aonths of 1989 which took 
the foras of oraage ba11s of 1ight and a shining b1ue ova1-
shaped U .F .o .. 

Authorities suspect that the auti1ation phenoaenon is aore 
widespread in Japan than suspected. Re1uctance of fearfu1 
witnesses to ta1k is seen as a hindrance to getting to.the

VICTORih AUSTRALIA: The Victori.an UFO Research Society 
(VOFORS) issued a report in 1990 concerning the resu1ts of 
its investigation of a 60 square ki1oaeter area in the Ma11ee 
District of Victoria province where aore than 400.ground 
and air rings vere photographed and· ana1yzed by researchers. 

In vhat it is ca11ing the first recorded sighting of aass 
ground and air rings in Austra1ia, VUFORS stated that vhi1e 
the aajority of the rings vere dark trans1ucent ground circ1es, 
soae vere recorded as three diaensiona1 objects or patterns 
in the air above certain specific 1ocations in the area. 
According to VUFORS, so•e o£ these air rinqs diso1aved surface 
structura1 features-Additiona11y, tvo rectangu1ar ground 
aarkings, nuaerous crop circ1es and aagnetic fie1d strength 
anoaa1ies have been recorded in the saae area. 

Using aeria1 photographic equipaent and co•puter iaage enhanceaent, 
VUFORS vas ab1e to p1ot the_·rings.:onto grids. One area of 
one sq. Ka exhibited 82 ground and air rings ranging in diaaeter 
fro• 3 to 170 aeters. The rings are not a1ways visib1e to 
the aaked eye, so•e absorb 1ight, soae are trans1ucent, soae 
are opague and others show surface structure and 1eave ground 
aarkings. 

VOFORS re�earcher John Auchett1 be1ieves that the 1ocation 
of each ring vas arranged in an order1y fashion and not at 
rando•. In his progress report of the ongoing investigation, 
Auchett1 states that the aajority of the rings for.ed a1aost 
para11e1 1ines or zig-zag patterns extending in an approxiaate 
north-south direction and that at specific 1ocations the 
rings vere vertica11y stacked, reaching heights up to an 
estiaated 120 aeters. These vertica1 ring stackings he1d 
their ground grid 1ocations for a tvo day span, then dissip�ted, 
1eaving ground aarkings. One such stacking res�iing a cross . '

or stingray vas said to be •ade up of 250 rings� ;

In ana1yzing the ground rings, it vas observed that the soii 
vas very dry an� very hard. The top soi1 vas p�ckaarked 
vith saa11 ho1es and crusts foraed on the surface 1ayers. 
Magnetic anoaa1ies were a1so registered and according to 
Auchett1, when the surface vas struck within these circ1es, 
it rang 1ike a be11. ., 

VOFORS researcher have •anaged to ru�e out severa1 possib1e 
exp1anations, inc1uding weather, photbgraphic ano.a1ies; 
f1ora and fauna, •an •ade structures and others.Researchers 
were expected to resuae their posts in the Ma11ee District 
in October.

GER.ALD ANERSON, REW ROSWELL U. F. 0. CRASH WITNESS 

A •ajor deve1op.ent has· occurred which has eatab1ished 
.ore credDbi1ity to the Rosve11, New Mexico Crash of 1947. 
The deve1o�nt is the e.e rgence of a .ajor new.witness to 
t�e event who appears to have been an eyewitness to the crash 
site and recovery of the downed a1ien U.F.O.,

extra-terrestia1· spacec raft in the Rev Mexico desert in 1947. 
the incident invo1ved the recovery of ·a11eged strange •eta11ic 
debris off the pasture 1and of Rancher Mack Brasi1. In addition, 
stories have circu1ated·that1�be main hu1k of the craft·vas 
retrieved fro• an area known as the P1ains of San Augustin 
sa.e fifty •i1es avay .• 

Now enters the case, one Gera1d Anderson, U.F.O. witness. 
In 1989, •unso1ved Mysteries•, aired a seg.ent dea1ing with 
the Rosve11 story. At the ti•e,·springfie1d, Missouri, resident 
Gera1d Anderson had accident1y turned on the show and vas · 

intrigued by the story. At the conc1usion, Anderson who c1ai.s 
to have been at the crash site and observed the:ship and 
the occupants, ca11ed the show's 800 nu.ber. 

An�erson ca11ed and infor.ed the producers that soa� of'· 
the facts and depictions of_ the �raft wer�-�oa� • . Vhen asked_ 
by\ the puzz1ed producers_ how he knew tbis, Ande�son • s rep�y� 
vas that he vas an eyewitness to the recovery. Be had seen 
the craft and its capture by the Govern.ent.

A1•ost i..e diate1y, the sho••s producers had a1erted 
the U.F.O. Research co .. unity to the existence of this new 
witness. Eventua11y U.F.O. Researcher StantOb Pri�an had 
contacted Mr. Anderson to so1icit his story. S�anton Pri�n 
had been researching the story of the Rosve11 case in preparation 
for a new a new book on the subject. This new witness vas 
a .ajor find. 

Frie�an, a Canadian resident, contacted John Carpenter 
in Springfie1d, Missouri. Mr Carpenter is the director of 
investigations for the 1oca1 chapter of the Mutua1 U.P.O. 
Network • .  Frie�an had Carpenter conduct extensive persona1 
interviews with Anderson and a1so hypnotic regression sessions 
with Anderson•s co-operation to bring out his •e.ory of the1 
events. What e.erged vas�soae very exciting stuf�:

Anderson recounted his story. At the ti•e of his experience 
he vas on1y five years o1d. His fa.i1y 1ived in'Indiana and 
arrived in Nev Mexico on Ju1y 4th, 1947. They took up residence 
at his unc1e Guy Anderson•s ho•e, vhi1e his father, G1en 
Anderson, a •achinist, 1ooked for work at the super secret 
Sandia Base which vas invo1ved in Nuc1ear Weapons Research. , 

The next day, another unc1e, Ted Anderson, during a conversation 
with Gera1d's o1der brother, G1en Jr.¥ who vas an active 
duty Marine on ..-1eave, about the abundance of se.i-precious 
stones in the area. G1en Jr. vas a a.ateur roclthound and 
had an intense interest in the story. What interested hi• 
vas Ted's ta1e of a fie1d of Moss-Agate in the desert. · 

The fa.i1y soon decided to go rock hunting ln the desert. 
They pi1ed into Ted's 1940 P1y.outh a1ong with Gera1d, his 
father, his cousi� Victor {Ted's 8 year o1�son), his brother

G1en and Unc1e Ted. Theyl_ headed into tbe desert out-towards 
where the •ost agate vas 1ocated. 

Arriving there, the expedition 1eft the car and proceeded 
a1ong a ridge 1ine on their prospecting excursion. It eventua11y 
took thea down an arroyo {canyon) where upon turning a corner 
in the canyon, they ventured upon a strange sight on the 
p1ain be1ov. 

There in front of thea vas a 1arge si1ver object stuck 
in the side of a hi11side. The party at first thought a p1ane 
had crashed, but venturing nearer it beca.e obvious that 
it vas so•ething e1se. 

Anderson re.e.bered that so.eone 
•sa.ething had crashed up there•. 
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Then the next thing that be re.e.bers being said was,•It•s 
a space ship up there.• 

Anderson and his faaily •eabers vent·up to the ship �nd_ 
=-··suddenly sav four·,crea-tures by i·�-. The ship vas ;dug deep· 

into the hillside at a 45 degree a�gle and ha� � deep_sash 
in one of its sides. Belov it under the ship were the four 
creatures. One vas standing over.the other three. Two vere 
dead vhile the third appeared to be breathing wlth difficulty 
giving the i•pression it had a possible chest injury. The 
fourth vas· uninjured and appeared to have been tending to 
the third's injuries. 

His faaily approached the creature vhich fell back in 
fear of their approach. Atte.pts were •ade by his father 
and uncle to speak to the creature in Spanish and English 
vith no apparent success. 

Mr .  Anderson remembers while his faaily vas busy trying 
to co .. unicate vith the creature approaching the ship and 
touching it. The metal of this ship vas cool to the touch 
even in the extreme heat of the desert sun. He also recol1ects 
bending dovn and touching the skin of the injured creature. 
It felt very rough, cold and not unlike the. skin of a reptile. 

It vas about this time that he reaeabers a group of archeology 
students and their teacher arriving on the scene. They busied 

-the•se1ves examining the ship and occupants. This group vas 
led by a Dr Buskirk vho bad been examining a cliff dve1lers 
village about a mile avay and if Anderson is right it vas 
the fabled archeo1ogy teaJD from Pennsylvania State University.

He also re•embers a man arriving in a pickup truck stopping 
and getting out. He joined the group at the site. It is maintained 
that this vas a Civi1 Engineer by the na.e of Barney Barnett.

Anderson remembers creeping c1ose to the saucer again 
and being confronted by the creature.

On the date of March 12 , 1992 , one Terry Demonde of Deer 
Park, L. I. , N. Y., r eported observing a oval shape object in 
and around the Bagatelle Rd. : Exit of the Long Island Expressway 
between the hours of 9: 00 A. M. and 12 : 00 P.M • •  The object which 
was seen at a high altitude for some three hours in and around 
the vicinity was obser ved by Terry who is a school bus driver 
for the Deer Park School District while she was making her 
morning r ounds She r epor ted numer ous witnesses in the area who 
also ob�erved the object while it hovered over this large 
r esidential suburb of Long Island. 

Terry reported the following chain of events: 
1) While dr iving North at 9: 00 A. M. on Bagatelle Road she stopped 
at the inter section of the L.I.E. and its service road when 
she saw a large cr owd watching something in the sky.

· LIUFON is indebted to two of its members, Peter and Stewart 
Kandel, for informing LIUFON of this sighting. The inc�dent 
occurred approximately one half hour after the 6: 30 P. M. sighting 
of the' large Boomerang Object in Sunbury, Pennsylvania by John 
Reitz and sixteen other witnesses. The Kandel Brothers had a 
close friend who is a Pakistani resident alien informed them 
of this sighting and they urged him to speak to LIUFON concerning 
the case. He was rather reluctant and did not file a written 
or taped recorded report, but spoke on our Hotline the night 
after the sighting to infor m LIUFnN of what he saw on the 
condition of total confidentiality. His fear ¥7as that his 
resident alien status might be jeo�ardized with the government 
for reporting what transpired. 

He informed LIUFON that he was traveling back to Queens . 
from visiting relatives in New Jersey that day. He was on a 
major highway just outside of Cherry Hill traveling Eastbound. 
It was a very clear night with excellent visibility. In the 
car with him was his wife and two children, who were enjoying· 
the ride home. 

About five miles West of Cherry Hill which is South of 
Sunbury, Pennsylvania, he noticed at an extreme altitude which 
he could not determine at an unspecified extreme distance a 
large, illuminated crescent shape object of immense size hovering 
in the sky. He first thought it was the moon, but the object
