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THE LEGACY OF 11YTHVILLE •. --- -- -

The recent issue of that exce11ent periodica1,•UFo MAGAZINE•, 
contained an exce11ent artic1e by co-editor Don Ecker on 
the after.atb and tragedy associated vith the Wythvi11e, 
Virginia UFO F1ap of ·recent years. The tragedy centers on 
the courageous efforts of 1oca1 radio station 11YVE�Rews�an 
Dan Cordon in investigating th� UFO F1ap that occurred there 
begi-nning in the year of 1988 up unti1 now. 

Those of you vho do not get, ·· •UFO MAGAZINE•, and have 
not seen the artic1e, ve'11 try and condensed it into this 
short report. 

· 

Beginning in February of 1988� this saa11 tovn in Virginia 
vas de1uged vith over five thousand UFO sightings. The object 
ranged fro• discs to boo•erangs. The 1oca1 Air Force Base 
at Lang1ey attempted to exp1ain the. away as Air Guard Refue1ing 
Operations, :·ev�n though they did not coincide vith any known 
Air Force operations. Due to 1ack of MDFON ( Mutua1 U.F.O. 
Network) fie1d investigators in the area, Dan and a co11eague 
Pau1 De11inger began to investigate the occurrences. The 
1oca1 Po1ice vere the first ones to report the strange sightings 
which vere fo11oved by •any civi1ian witnesses. 

Together, the tvo unea�thed so•e interesting stories 
vhich they pub1ished in a sma11 book entitLed. •DON'T LOOK 
UP!•, Some of the interesting items discovered vere: 

1) A 1ot of sma11 and 1arge anima1s began to disappear in 
and around Wythvi11e. Some of these anima1s appeared in a 
fie1d vith surgica1 incisions and organs •issing. The po1ice 
ru1ed it the vork of predators or coyottes. 
2) The po1ice at .fir·st co-operative began_ to ridicu1e sightings 
and became increasing1y distant on the subject. 
3) On one occasion Cordon and De11inger vith on1ookers and 
a Camera crev from WUSA watched Air Force jets chase a 1arge 
1uminous object across the sky. 
4) Senator John Warner vhen asked by Cordon to 1ook into 
the sightings refused to co .. ent on anything concerning UFO'S. 
5) State Represenatative Rick Boucher vas asked to check 
into the mystery by Cordon on1y to have him·:._ vai t �for a rep1y 
vhich unti1 nov has never been forthcoming. 

The tragedy vhich Don Ecker.re1ates in his story is a 
persona1 one. It see•s that Dan Cordon has endured a 1ot 
of persona1 suffering from his investigations • .  To name brief1y 
some of the things he and his fa•i1y endured in the past 
39 aonths are IRS Audits, phone taps, survei11ance, mai1 
tampering, threats, visits fro• weirdos and on one occasion 
his home vas ransacked by an a11eged UFQ. wi:t.ness .. in an apparent 
effort to 1ocate negatives to soae UFO photos Dan he1d. 
In addition, the expenses Dan incurred vith his investigations 
and vith pub1is�ing a·sma11 nevs1etter added to his fami1y's 
burden. The 1ast strav happened in August vben Dan•s 19 year 
o1d son vas b1inded : in a •ysterious shooting incident 
vhich has not netted due to the Po1ice exhaustive investigation 
any suspects. There is no conc1usive evidence to 1ink it 
to Dan•s investigations. It did produce the breaking point. , 
For as of nov Dan Cordon is out of researching UFO's and has' 
ceased pub1ishing his nevs1etter. 

The artic1e goes in much greater detai1 than vhat I can 
condense here. I suggest that you get a COP'Y of the 1atest 
issue of,•UFO MAGAZINE•, and read it for yourse1f. By the 
vay, I vou1d suggest vhen you get a copy, take out a subscription 
to it. It's vorth the money. 

The sad 1egacy of Dan Gordon and Wythvi11e, is a 1esson 
to a11 of us.

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Our resident photographic expert Chris Zaaboni conducted j the initia1 examination of the photograph. His examination • 
vas· done by examining the grain pattern of the picture under 
a very poverfu1 magnifying g1ass. His impression vas skeptica1 
since the witness bad reported in her statement that there 
were no aircraft or objects in the sky in her 1ine of sight 
at the time the photograph vas taken. 

His ana1ysis conc1uded that the object vas one of tvo 
things; 
1) The object vas produced by a tear in the negative. {The 
witness has admitted that she has 1ost the negative� thus 
it cou1d not be proven if it vas or not. ) 
2) The object vas produced by a emu1sion defect in the printing 
of the picture. Cbris based his impression on the witness• 
statement that she did the deve1oping berse1f as a c1ass 
project and as a inexperienced student cou1d have made a 
mistake. 

The witness vas contacted and informed of the pre1iminary 
ana1ysis by Chris Zaaboni. She disagreed with it and stated 
that she vas positive she did not da.age the negative or 
mar the print in deve1oping it. 

During the fa11 of 1990, the photograph vas sent to Dick 
Ruh1 vho is both a carefu1 and aeticu1ous researcher. Dick 
is known for his professiona1 background as a photographic 
expert in the fie1d of commercia1 photography and ana1ysis. 

Upon initia1 exa.ination, Dick did not agree with the 
report done by Chris Zaaboni. The surface of the object shoved 
distinct contrasts and shadows which cou1d on1y be produced 
by a three diaensiona1 pbject.· ·. Ih addition·;. Dick fe1t that 
this object's shape vas seen before and quit� possib1y vas 
photographed in a sighting in the fifties. In either case1 
Dick fe1t more extensive ana1ysis vas warranted. 

Under Dick's expert supervision� the photo vas sent to 
the Loy-Taubman Inc. Photo Lab on East 34th Street in Manhattan 
for b1ovup and ana1ysis work. There under professiona1 guidance 
by�Dick.Ruh1 and his co11eagpes�tbe.picture vas carefu11Y. 
ana1yzed. Severa1 c1ose-ups and b1ov�ups of the section of 
the pictu�e containing the unknown were deve1oped. It vas 
then ana1yzed by Dick. 

His conc1usions were: 
1) He fe1t from the continuous pattern of the grain of the 
photo emu1sion the object vas not due to a tear in the negative 
or from a defect in the e.u1sion process. 
2) The object vas continuous1y out of focus indicating it 
vas taken at a distance. This vou1d e1iainate any superiaposing 
of a fa1se iaage on the photograph. 
3) The object he1d various hues of grey and b1ack indicating 
that there were a1ternating patterns of 1ight on the surface 
which vou1d 1end support that it vas three diaensiona1. 
4) It vas by no�aeans an aircraft of known design. 
5) Dick fee1s that the possibi1ity exists that it aight be 
a bird in f1ight with its wings and bead tucked back in f1igbt. 
He offers this as a POSSIBLE conventiona1 exp1anation, but 
not a conc1usive one. 
6) He recommends additona1 ana1ysis be done by coaputer in 
the near future. This vou1d finish the job in his expert 
opinion. 

The arrangements vi11 be aade short1y to send the picture 
to the Fund for U.F.O. Research for coaputer ana1ysis. The 
pre1iminary conc1usion right nov is that the object is a 
three dimensiona1 object of unknovn orj.gin. It· . has not been 
identified and it has not been ru1e out either as a U. F. O. 
More tests are required.

PRELIMINARY CASE SYNOPSIS. 

This case has been investigated by the investigative 
team of Mark Landers and Jeanette Tho•pson. It invo1ves the 
reported abduction of a young vo•an from her apart•ent bui1ding 
in either 1ate September or ear1y Nove.ber of 1989. The 1ocation 
vas the residentia1 area of West 37th Street in Manhattan. 

Mrs. Hess vent to bed around 2 A.·M. ·or J· A.M. on the 
morning of the night in question. Mrs. Hess has the habit 
of s1eeping in the nude. She and her husband are chi1d1ess 
and have separate bedroo•s. 

After entering her bed and atte.pting to fa11 as1eep, 
Mrs. Hess reported a very bright vhite 1ight entering her 
bedroo•- She 1ives on the second f1oor of her apartment 
bui1ding. E1izabeth reported that she observed either three 
or four creatures entering through the va11 of her bedroo• 
and standing by her bed • .  They co .. anded her to rise and 
co•e vith the•. She asked if she cou1d get d�ressed. It annoyed 
her visitors and they a11oved her to put on a ski jacket 
vith her jeans. She 1eft the bedroo•.barefooted."and vas soon 
downstairs standing vith her captors on the street. 

She stated that there vas no verba1 co .. unication# but 
rather te1epathic co .. unication. She did not verba1ize�the 
communications, but rather fe1t the• • 

Once on the street, she observed between thirty and forty 
other peop1e, •ost1y vo•an her age group( Mrs. H�ss. is 35 
years o1d) , va1k.iilg _ dovn W. 37th Street towards the River. 
She cou1d fee1 the co1d ground under her feet, it bad been 
raining that night and it had stopped. The other peop1e vere 
va1king 1ike they vere in a trance and vere unaware of ·her. 
Mrs. Hess reported that she fe1t a force drawing her towards 
a bui1ding near the river. 
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ELIZABETH AND HER CAPTORS IN HER BEDROOM WHERE SHE WAS PUNCTURED 
WITH A GLASS TUBE AND A FATTY WHITE SUBSTANCE WAS REMOVED

She comp1ied with this force and headed towards the river. 
There at the river; she observed three objects in the sky 
that resemb1ed the c1assica1 •F1ying Saucer•, vith each craft 
enco•passed by bright 1ights. There vas no traffic around 
and she remembered it being unnsua11y quiet. There vas a 
tota1 absence of any pedestrian traffic a1so. 

A ta11 thin creature vas there which vas grouping the 
peop1e off in gro�ps by the river. The creature in charge 
vas a ta11 thin fe���a1e vith a b1ack .f1oving robe with a hood .. 
T�e creature had no hair and ha�.very big b1ack eyes.She 
vas ca11ed forward by this creature and fo11oved her ·to vhere 
a voman •Bag Lady•, vas sitting. The creature asked ber,•Tbis 
poor voman is thirsty, vhat are you going to do about it?• 

Mrs. 11230.� said she wanted to give her a drink of ::�ter .. 
Nearby on a sma11 tab1e vere g1asses and pitcher of water. 
The creature asked her to pick out a g1ass from the many 
p1ain and fancy g1asses that were avai1ab1e. E1izabeth picked 
the biggest and p1ainest g1ass and gave the poor woman a 
g1ass of water.

Next thing she reca11s is being at the foot of her bed 
and the beings pu11ing off her ski jacket. She vas trying 
to strugg1e, they said they were doctors and they had to 
give her an injection. Mrs. Hess vas very frightened fo� 
the need1e vas very 1ong .. S�e vas strugg1ing and the need1e 
vent into her right shou1der under the b1ade. A vhite substance 
vas extracted out into the need1e and the creatures to1d 
her it vas._·poison and she sbou1d stop 
smoking and eating choco1ates. 
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When she avoke the next aorning she had a bu.p and a 
perfect1y ·round·? aark on her shou1der b1a ...... �� vhich ,�s a1so 
svo11en. Her husband' reca11s soaeone te11ing ·bia to stay 
in bed that night. 

Mrs. Hess reca11s the beings in her rooa being about 
5 feet ta11 vith ·1arge heads vhich vere vide at the top. 
The skin vas dark b1ueish, greyish b1ack. Their eyes vere 
1arge vith no pupi1s. They 1acked any ears or hair. They 
had a very business 1ike facia1 expression. Their noses vere 
vide and f1at. The •outh vas vide, throat vas thick, and 

· had tvo ar.s and 1egs. Hands he1d very 1arge, fat fingers 
vith thick nai1s.The creatures a1J,.·:.vore vhite coats down 
to their ank1es and 'their feet vere bare and vide • .  

The 1arge 8 feet ta11 a1iens had pasty skin vith big 
heads vi th pointed �bins. Thei·r eyes vere bi.g and a1•ond 
shaped vhich never b1inked. It vore a hooded c1oak vhich 
vas b1ack and she cou1d not see any ears or hair. She doen• t 
reca11 any type of nose. Its •outh vas tiny and never aoved. 
The body vas skiimy::vi th 1ong ar.s and fingers. She cou1d 
not see any 1egs. Mrs. Hess fe1t these beings were fa.i1iar 
and bad no fee1ing of fear or •enace. 

Mrs. Hess• stereo hasn't vo�ked proper1y since the experience 
and her c1ock radio has not:-functioned either. She has experienced 
strange odors in her roo•, but assu.ed it vas due to air 
po11ution. fro• the street. 

In her ear1y chi1dhood around 13/14 years of age, at 
Christmas one year, she acco•panied her •other to a Genovese drug 
store in F1ushing Oueens .. They entered the store at 7:15 
P. M. to pick up a fev iteas. The next thing she re.embers 
it is 11:15 P.M. She and her aother are out�ide the c1osed 
store and have no reco11ection as to the missing tiae. 

Mrs. Hess has had seven miscarri�ges in the past four 
years. Doctors can not find any exp1anation for these 1osses�

to 1ast miscarriage, the_doctors cou1d not find a fetus. 
They proceeded to give her a D,N,C • •  The 1ast pregnancy vas 
in August of 1989. She shoved sigps of spOtting and possib1e 
miscarriage. She vas rushed to Nev York Hospita1 vhere doctors 
checked her vith a sonogra.. The tests shoved no signs of 
a fetus in her vomb. She vas in her third tri•ester. A11 
the pregnancy tests shoved positive. Doctors checked for.a 
possib1e·· tubu1ar pregnancy and found nothing. Doctors say 
Mrs. Hess must have 1ost the baby before getting the sonogra., 
but this is not possib1e since there vas no residue, sufficient 
1ost of b1ood or c1otting present. Doctors gave her another 
D.N. C. and additiona1 tests vhich shoved her to be more pregn�nt 
than the day before her admission. The medica1 tests vere 
a11 positive. She shou1d have been pregnant and a fetus shou1d 
have been in her voab.

DATE: 2/16/91 L 4: 30 P.M. LOCATION: Wa1don, N. Y. , 
Jewish Community Cemetary. 

Personnel arrived on the scene of th� suspected location 
of the alien landing zone located in the field behind the 
ce:metary. 

Obsrvations commenced with photographing the area and taking 
readings with the RF Frequency Meter Detector designed by 
Mark Landers. There were no appreciable readings given off 
by the Field Detector. The weather conditions were clear 
and cold. 

DATE: 2/16/91, 9: 30 P. M. 

Observations commenced vith the personnel setting up the 
monitoring equipaent. This consisted of the RF Detector and 
the Magnetic Field Detector. During the one hour that observations 
were made the Field Teaa reported no unusual pheno•ena. The 
cemetary vas locked and no effort vas aade to investigate 
the grounds. The area vas photographed by John Ford. The 
weather conditions were col� and clear with a light cloud 
cover between 5000 and 10, 000 feet reported.,-

DATE: 2/17/91, 2: 30 P. M. 

Observations commenced this afternoon with deployment of 
the RF Detector, the Magnetic Field Detector and Radiation 
Counter. The area of the cemetary vas locked and effort .vas 
made to enter to take readings. The area vas photographed 
by John Ford and Mark Landers. No unusual pheno•ena vas detected 
by the equipment. After one hour the team left the area. 
A short trip vas taken to the area of Sears Road where other 
suspected landings have been reported over the years. No unusual 
energy phenomena were reported at those locations. The team 
returned to the motel. 

DATE: 2/17/91, 9;21 P. M • •  

The field team arrived at the location as indicated above. 
The team employed cameras, binoculars and various technical 
equipment. 
The team reported from observations aade by several of the 
members a ---light to the North East of the position which 
vas changing co1ors. The light vas ruled to be definitely 
not an aircraft of known configurations. It vas reported 
to be changing co1ors from red, blue, ye11ov to white. It 
vas at extreme distance at 5 degrees above the horizon. At 
various times it vou1d be obscured by passing clouds. It 
vas later noted by 10: 21 P. M. to have risen to at least 30 
degrees above the horizon. It is possible that it could have 
been a scinti1ating star. The last obserVation vas made at 
departure time. It vas sti11 changing co1ors. 
During tvo occasions Mark Landers RF Detector and Magnetic 
Field Detector were set off with no apparent cause for the 
signals. It vas Mark's opinion that a substantia1 signal 
vas the source of the RF and Magnetic Field Distortions. 
It should be noted that one of the disturbances occurred 
when Cbris Morcig1io entered and 1eft the parked �Cadi11ac. 
It could have been caused by the circuitry in the car (1ater 
ruled out by subsequent tests).

It shou1d be noted that none of the equip•ent registered 
any readings during the afterno9n investigations. The on1y 
readings obtained vere during the evening investigation. 
A1though traffic vas very heavy a1ong the County Road during 
the investigation, none .of-·the!· t:raffic disturbed the equi�ent. , 
Nightime photograph� vere taken of the area by John Ford 
and Chris-Morcig1io. This vas done in hopes of si•u1ating 
the strange energy fie1ds obtained on •any of E11en Crysta1's 
photographs. 
The team a1so reported frequent readings of 1ov yie1d radiation 
on the Radiation Counter. This vas unusua1 since in prior

MONTREAL, CANADA: It vas reported extensive1y in Canadian 
newspapers and on 1oca1 T.V. Nevs that a very 1arge object 
vas reported over this Canadian City on November 7th, 1990. 
The obj�ct -_._vas::. seen by hundreds in the dovntovn area descibed 
a circu1ar formation of ye11ov. or amber 1ights. The object 
vas stationary for some three hours and vas photographed 
by the Montrea1 Po1ice.
