A VERY INTERESTING STORY

One of the most interesting, intriguing and baffling cases
to have crossed our investigative efforts involves the so called,
"Medford Abduction Case", which involves a gentleman by the
name of Stewart Swerdlov who claims to be a life long abductee.
Since the winter of 1991, LIUFON has been investigating the
case since it was called in by Preston Nichols and Duncan Cameron
who had been working with the man.on his abductions. Mr. Nichols
who was aiding Mr. Swerdlov on a purely scientific basis asked
for LIUFON's assistance since he did not understand the full
scope of the U.F.O. Abduction Phenomenon. Glad to assist, LIUFON
began to investigate Mr. Swerdlov's case. What emerged after
some ten months of ceaseless effort was a very intriqguing case
with profound implications. The basic outline involved the
following: '

1) Mr. Swerdlov was a life long abductee with memories of his
first abductions going back to childhood in Brooklyn and on
Long Island. It mat have also involved at that time other
siblings in his immediate family.

2) Evidence that prior generations may have experienced U.F.O.
Abductions in his lineage.

3) Mr. Swerdlov's wife and children may also have been abducted
during the course of his recent experiences.

4) Mr. Swerdlov may have been abducted by at least sixteen
different species in his personal history.

5) During the course of his case's investigation, Mr. Swerdlov
informed LIUFON that he was under Federal Indictment for Bank
Fraud for which he had no conscious recollection of committing.
This grew out of a large embezzlement from his employer for
which he was not charged, since F.B.I. investigations-could

not prove he signed the checks for the sums that were embezzled.

Mr. Swerdlov as time went on also began to inform us of
an experience in 1985 when he was recruited by the C.I.A. for
employment by them. Ferried down to Virginia, Mr. Swerdlov
remembers being taken to a safe house where instead of being
interviewed he was subjected to deep Government brainwashing.

At the time of his interview, he worked for Seaman's Electronics
which was a principle supplier of equipment for the Montauk
Project. Shortly after his return, he was dropped from
consideration by the C.I.A., he found employment with a large
food supplier which also had supplied food services to the
Montauk Air Force Base.

Mr. Swerdlov remembers being associated in the 1970s at
the Montauk Air Force Base where strange experiments were being
conducted by the government on the use of ELectro-Magnetic
Energies in Mind Control Experiments. He claims he was involved
in those experiments.

Further Mr. Swerdlov alleges he was brainwashed by the
government to siphon off funds for secret projects from his
employer, who he claims was involved in the scheme and authorized
the removal of the funds.

Needless to say this occurred during intense U.F.O.
Abduction experiences, which Mr. Swerdlov endured in silence.
After he was charged and was awaiting determination of his case,
his phone, mail and family were under constant government
surveillance which involved appearances of black helicopters
over his home in Medford.

DEVON, ENGLAND: Sometime during the night of August 18th, 1991,
someone or something paid a visit to the Bovey Hotel. Whatever
it was, its calling card was left on the front lawn of Catherine
Webb's cottage which is situated behind the main house of the
hotel. Sometime during the night, Ms. Webb's lawn was scorched

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POUND HILL, ENGLAND: Graham Singer, 17, of Pound Hill, England
reported a close encounter of the first kind this past summer.
On August 27th, 1991, Graham obliged his parents by looking

out the front door to check on the weather conditions for that
Sunday afternoon, when he observed about two hundred yards away
over adjoining neighbors' homes a domed, silvery disc hovering
above some houses. The disc hovered there and silently moved
back and forth to and thro before moving off slowly towards
Crawly Town Center. Before it left, Graham raced to his second
story bedroom and photographed the object with his camera. He
alerted his parents to the sighting and managed to get two very
good pictures of the silent visitor.

To the South West of New York's Metropolitan area specifically
in New Jersey and Pennsylvania, sightings began to occur that
