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PROGRAM: Ray Maurer will speak on his Monroe Institute experience 

FROM THE DIRECTOR'S DESK 

"I am more than my physical body. Because I 
am more than physical matter, I can perceive that which 
is greater than the physical world." this was the 
affirmation that we used in my recent trip to the 
Monroe Institute located in the beautiful Blue Ridge 
Mountains of Virginia. The institute was founded by 
Robert Monroe as a research center for expended 
consciousness. Mr. Monroe was a successful 
businessman in network radio who, all of a sudden, was 
having spontaneous, out-of-body experiences that no 
one could explain. 

In the ensuing years, Monroe and his group 
developed means and methods of inducing this and 
other forms of consciousness in the lab. Using a 
method called Hemi-Sync, whereby sound is used to 
induce altered states of consciousness, subjects can 
now achieve an OBE and other higher states through a 
learned procedure. the really interesting aspect of this 
whole process is the fact that it is geared to left-brain 
individuals like me. You don't have to spend 10 years 
at an Ashram with some smelly guru to learn the 
techniques. 

And experiences we did have. Very subtle, yet 
very real and very valid. For the first time in my life I 
now understood first hand what people had been telling 
me about energies and other non-physical realities. I 
have often said that the UFO phenomenon is much 
more complex than just flying saucers. I think if we are 
ever to understand these issues, we must take a much 
broader view of reality itself. 

At the next meeting I will be sharing with the 
group my experiences at the Monroe Institute in my 
quest for greater knowledge.

Ted Loman, Jim Nichols and Rick Keefe co­
host this continuing series featuring interesting guests 
and topics related to all aspects of the UFO experience. 

May 21 - Freedom Ridge (overlooking Area 51 in 
Nevada) - news reporters nearly came to blows over the 
exclusive broadcast rights to a UFO outing. Seems 
reporters and crew from Fresno, CA and a reporter and 
crew from Salt Lake City, UT couldn't get along!

CATTLE MUTILATIONS IN NEW MEXICO 

[The May issue of the New Mexico MUFON 
Newsletter contains an account of an animal mutilation 
investigation taking place April 1 0 on a cow found 
April 8 near El Rito in Northern New Mexico. Then on 
June 7 Mary Hart received a letter from Gene Nieri, 

former Asst. State Director of New Mexico MUFON; 
who has become quite involved in animal mutilation 
investigation work and is a professional videographer. 
The following excerpts were taken from Gene's letter t1.' 
Mary.] 

I designed new animal mutilation questionnaires 
which we distributed at the May 21 seminar in Taos. 
[A sample questionnaire is attached in this Newsletter. ] 

On the morning of May 14, Gail Staehlin [NM 
MUFON animal mutilation coordinator] got a call from a 
rancher in the Taos area who said he had found a fresh 
mutilation. He said it couldn't have been dead more 
than two or .three hours. Gail then called Linda Howe, 
who in turn called John Altshuler, the pathologist who 
has done much work for Linda. About an hour later, the 
rancher called Gail again saying he found another dead 
cow, both showing signs of mutilation. Gail notified 
Linda that there were now two animals involved. Linda 
must have been quite excited over this, because she's 
been waiting to find fresh mutilations in order to get 
good tissue samples. 

Wi�hin three hours everything had been 
coordinated: John's flight to Santa Fe, where we 
picked him up that afternoon; a veterinarian in Taos had 
been alerted, and the northern New Mexico Cattle 
Inspector was advised. We drove to Santa Fe, picked 
up John, drove on to Taos to meet the veterinarian, and 
then continued to Angel Fire to meet the rancher and 
the cattle inspector. By the time we all got to the first 
site about 100 yards from the shore of Eagle Nest Lake, 
it was 7:30, a half hour before sunset. 

We parked near a small ranch house near the 
lake and still had to walk in quite a ways, even having 
to climb over a barbed-wire fence. That was tricky, to 
say the least, especially when you're carrying camera 
equipment, tripods, and two large sample-gathering · 
cases containing little jars, formaldehyde, scalpels, 
rubber gloves, etc. 

It took about 45 minutes to film, tape, take 
tissue samples, and cut the body open to check the 
internal organs. The two doctors found evidence of 
pneumonia in the lungs, which was the same with the 
second animal (both were bulls) on the other side of the 
lake which we investigated later that evening. 

While I was videotaping all this, it began to rain 
softly and the wind picked up. My video camera kept 
cutting out. I was only able to get about 20 minutes 
total on both bulls. Toward the end, I would tape 10 
seconds; then my battery would give out; then I'd tape 
10 or 15 more seconds; then it would shut down again. 
Strange, because I came with two fully-charged battery 
packs, and both reacted in the identical way. I 
attributed this to the high humidity which automatically 
shuts down the camera to protect the recording heads, 
but Linda said this is typical in incidents like this! 

It was so dark while we were investigating the 
second animal that we had to circle the body with three 
pickup trucks and turn on their lights to get enough 
illumination to see and photograph the cutting and 
examination. Just imagine, 50 yards from the shore of 
the lake, dark storm clouds all around, lightning flashes 
in the distance, six people in the wind and the rain 
cutting up a bull . . .  and hundreds of bullfrogs croaking 
in the distance! Stephen Spielberg couldn't have come 



up with a better scene. We returned to Santa Fe, had 
dinner, dropped John off at a hotel (linda had her own 
transportation) and then Gail and I drove back to 
Albuquerque. We got home about 4 a.m. 

The Taos seminar on the 21st went well. About 
35 ranchers from northern new Mexico showed up for 
our "show and tell." We had slides, videos and 
literature for them, hoping this will interest them 
sufficiently to want to help us in getting more 
information about cattle mutilations. One more thing -­
we hard through a source in Taos about a report that 
indicates the pneumonia we found in the lungs of both 
animals we investigated may be caused by chemicals 
sprayed on the specimens while they are still alive. 
Potassium may be one of the chemicals. Our source is 
getting a copy of this report for us.

ANGELS AND ALIENS - BOOK REPORT 
Author: Keith Thompson - $1 2 paperback 

Keith Thompson seeks to show that Near 
Death Experience, Shamanic Encounters (e.g. Kenneth 
Ring's UFOs as Cosmic Shamanism), Out of Body 
experiences (a'la Robert Monroe) and UFO experiences 
(observations, encounters, or abductions) are all 
connected by "meta patterns . . . to the tenuous 
dimension known as ordinary reality." 

Before you allow that seemingly dubious effort 
(and the garish cover so typical of books that deal with 
UFO phenomena) to turn you off, be advised that 
Thompson has done a wonderful job of summarizing all 
the twists and tangents which have occurred in the last 
five decades of UFO study. Encompassing an extensive 
bibliography, a comprehensive index and thorough 
footnotes, he has done a service to the beginning 

student and the sophisticated aficionado seeking to 
understand the UFO phenomena. 

It seems that nothing relating to the UFO' s 
emergence as a phenomena of modern consciousness 
has escaped his scrutiny. It is with an academician's 
eye for fairness and a scholar's efforts to be 
comprehensive that he notes every turn in the highway 
and numerous byways of UFO research from past to 
present. 

Techies, Trekkies and Nuts & Bolts types will all 
be equally offended by Thompson's conclusions: i.e., 
UFOs, whether real or imaginary, have definitely landed 
in the mythic imagination of man and they will not soon 
vanish even as we, like the mythical Sisyphus, continue 
to seek and fail in our quest to get to the top of this 
mountain of mystery. Most readers, nevertheless, will 
appreciate the fact that Thompson has left scarcely a 
pebble unturned in his own quest to establish the 
thesis. 

This is a welcome book in a field that is too 
often short of intellectual honesty and scholarly 
integrity. It will provoke thoughtful dialogue among 
inquisitive believers and honest skeptics alike. Now, if 
we could just get publishers to get rid of those ugly 
covers on books that deal with serious subjects!

THREE KINDS 

In UFO!ogy there are three kinds of people: 

First, true believers who indiscriminately 
swallow anything, the more exotic the better. 
Everything -- from New Age beliefs to underground 
bases full of aliens or right-wing conspiracies by pot­
bellied capitalists -- is unquestionably accepted. 
Sometimes they even sit in the desert waiting for 
benevolent space brothers who will tell them not to 
smoke, eat only vegetables, and not to play with atomic 
bombs. 

On the other end are the debunkers. This is a 
hopeless lot. A UFO full of greys could land in their 
own backyard, and they would still stubbornly deny 
their existence. 

Squeezed in between is an array of open-minded 
skeptics who accept only facts -- once they are proven. 
The best example of an open-minded skeptic is St. 
Thomas (was he an engineer?). He demanded proof . . . 
once he got it, he fully accepted and even died for it. 
Without going that far, this is the correct path in 
UFOiogy. Besides, skeptics make the best investigators 
and analysts because they will not distort or omit data 
in order to fit their preconceived theories, since by 
definition they don't have any. Their beliefs are facts 
only. 

I consider myself to be one of these. Strictly 
nuts and bolts and extraterrestrial tendency. No socio­
psychobabble for me. But as we progress . . .  and we 
do . . .  new discoveries, especially on the spiritual level, 
may alter my position just for basic honesty's sake. But 
they'd better be convincing! I would like to start a 
series of short articles dealing with UFO problems, 



sometimes writing as a skeptic, a "devil's advocate," in 
order to provoke an answer or re�uttal. Our �ewsletter 
is excellent, but let's enliven 1t more -- 1t may be 
interesting!

NEW BOOK IN ROSWELL

With eager anticipation, we left Albuquerque at 
7 a.m. on March 26 for Roswell via Corona. South 
of Corona, we followed the footsteps of Mac 
Brazel through the barren New Mexico landscape to

the Proctor family ranch house. 

Once in Roswell, we passed by The Inter­
national UFO Museum and Research Center. There 
were already ten people gathered outside, in 
anticipation of the arrival of authors Kevin Randle 
and Donald Schmitt, but the museum wasn't due 
to open for another two hours. Avoiding a nasty 
car accident, we arrived at the Outa Limits UFO 
Enigma Museum.

Less fashionable still is the notion that our religions, our cultures, even our species may be the 
product of someone else's meddling. 

Unfashionable yes, even outrageous- but evidence does suggest that "alien" visitors have already 
reached our door, perhaps even in deepest antiquity. 

If so, who are these others? Extraterrestrials from another planet? Travelers through time? Denizens 
of other dimensions? Can we even tell the difference between a "god," an "angel" and an "alien?" 

Perhaps our best .experts have never been able to tell. Perhaps they feel baffled and powerless before 
the greatest mystery of our time. Perhaps this is why the best evidence of human-alien contact remains 
above top secret. 

Such notions seriously challenge our sense of reality. Denial and disbelief are bound to persist. Even 
so, huge changes may be upon us. "Coming of age in the cosmic neighborhood" may well mean opening 
ourselves to a reality much bigger, much stranger and much more inhabited than we ever expected!

Service held for woman in bizarre fumes case 
RIVERSIDE, Calif. - Relatives of a woman at the center of a mysterious 

episode of fainting at a hospital paid their fanal respects at a memorial ser\'ice.

Travis Walton wouldn't take that journey again .. 

I f he had it to do over, Travis Walton 
says he would stay in the truck. 

This is the Snowflake resident 
who five friends say was taken up in some 
kind of spaceship on a lonely mountain 
road almost 20 years ago. Walton himself 
described the encounter when he was 
found nearby, terrified and disoriented. 
AU the men took polygraphs - and 
passed. 

I believe Walton. 
This alienates me, as it were, from 

some bright people 1 respect who say we 
don't get visitors from other realms. But 
it is in line with other equally inteUigent 
views that it would be arrogant to assume 
we know enough about the universe to tell 
whether or not we live alone out here. 

These are not questions Walton set out 
to answer when he drove down the rutted 
dirt road in the White Mountains after 
cutting slash timber with a crew all day. 
It was November of 1975. His best friend 
Mike was the crew foreman. From when 
Travis disappeared until he turned up, 
gossip pointed a crooked finger at Mike 
and the other men as murderers. 

An autobiographical book called Tbe Walton Experience tells the story as 
Travis remembers it. But it's almost 
impossible to fmd, until it's reprinted this 
spring. A movie called Fire In The Sky 
tells the story as Hollywood sees it. Is it 
accurate? 

"As good as you can get out of 
Hollywood these days," Walton says. I 
watched it, and called him back, 
horrified. I'd always wanted to believe 
that a civilization can't achieve space 
travel until it's no longer wasting energy 
fighting; only peaceful races working 
together can make the jump from moon 
landings to galaxy crossings. Was the 
aliens' ship really so dilapidated? Were 
they so cruel when they examined him? 
And were those catacombs with 
decomposing bodies of earlier alien fmds 
real? 

· 
No. 
"It was a sterile environment," Walton 

says. "They didn't actually hurt me. They 
had larger eyes and smoother skin than in 
the movie, and they wore coveralls." 

But it seemed painful at the time 
because of the terror; Walton was like a 
baby being handled by an unknown 
doctor under bright lights. No matter 
how compassionate the treatment, it 
seems horrible to the startled defenseless 
subject with no context for this 
experience. 

Walton doesn't talk about aU this 
much. He doesn't go to conventions to 
meet other people with alien-abduction 
stories, although he's been asked. He 
wor!.-< again at the mill where be was 
fo .n before, although he's had to start 
at tt. bottom again. 

"My way of coping is just to put it in a 
box, and put it behind me," he says. Does

he believe stories of space kidnappers -
some lurid testimonials about women 
impregnated by aliens? There's a pause. 

"It would be ironic for me, with so 
much said against me, to be in the 
position of finger pointing," he says. "I'm 
not really in a position to comment on 
other people's experiences." 

I believe close encounters of most kinds 
are as unreported as date rape, because 
we are afraid of being alienated and 
typecast as hysterical crackpots. It is that 
reaction, Walton says, that would keep 
him from getting out of the pickup to see 
the huge glowing light up close, if he 
could live that night 19 years ago over 
again. 

"It just completely chan11ed everything. 
No aspect o£ my life could ever be the 
same again," he says. "To a great extent, 
it's because of people's reactions." 

He's lived in Snowflake for about 25 
years, and used to be the last to leave a 
party and the ftrst to start a conversation. 

"Now I try to keep to myself; don't 
socialize. Sometimes, I've thought about 
getting up and going, but I wasn't about 
to be run out." 

But Walton doesn't blame Snowflake. 
"Say what you will about small towns, 

but I would have gotten the same reaction 
in the city." 

Walton isn't a new-age dreamer or a 
braggart. He speaks simply; he seems 
humbler, and nicer, than he would have 
been if his life had continued on its casual 
rural course. He bas a low voice with the 
flat rich tenor of northern Arizona. He 
married the woman he was engageQ to at 
the time of the incident, and they have 
four children. But his friend Mike may 
have been even more scarred than Walton 
himself. In the movie, disillusioned that 
townspeople suspect him of murder and 
then don't believe the alien abduction 
happened, Mike becomes a recluse in a 
forest shack. The real-life Mike has 
moved to another town, Walton says, but 
the pieces 6f his life never fit the same 
way. 

"Our families got together at 
Christmas and New Year's," says Walton,

who married Mike's sister. "He didn't 
come." 

Walton says not a day goes by that he 
doesn't think of the experience, and he 
can't calculate how it changed his life. 

"It's like the road took one direction, 
and we don't know where the other ones 
would go," he says. 

I believe Walton when he says he 
would choose to be cautious instead of 
curious given the chance again. But I 
wonder if Cortez wouldn't have stayed 
out of what is now Arizona if he could 
have foretold the loss of life and illusions 
that awaited him. If John Wesley Powell 
would have turned back from running the 
Colorado River through the Grand 
Canyon had he known he would lose 
beloved crew members. If pioneers who 
came to Arizona would have stayed in 
Boston had they been able to see in 
advance the searing desolation. 

Explorers and those who dare have 
always been ridiculed; told to stay home 
and get over it. Someday, I believe 
Walton will rank with the earliest 
stragglers in other venues we now take fo1 
granted that were herP.tical at their 
beginnings. I am reminded of another 
Arizonan who connected with the stars: 
Percival Lowell. Inscribed on his 
mausoleum on Mars Hill in Flagstaff, 
where he did the work leading to Pluto's 
discovery, is something Lowell said about 
himself- and I believe about Travis 
Walton: 

" ... to see into the beyond requires 
purity ... and the securing of it makes 
him perforce a hermit from hjs kind ... 
for in common with most explorers, he 
will encounter on his return ... the 
certainty of being disbelieved."
