Barry Greenwood reports that CAUS has
received an interesting set of documents
totalling over 143 pages which regard
sightings all over the world, Many of
these we have not been aware of until mow,
including one intriguing sighting over
Barbados in 1984. Also, the documents
include over 90 pages whiah deal with the
United States' attempts to squelch any
chance of the United Nations endorsing

an international UFO study group at the
time that the Prime Minister of Grenada
introduced that resolution to the UN.

There was a spectabular sighting of a Japan
Airliner over Alaska on November 17, 1985.
It was reported on the national media just
before the end of December. Since the FAA
and commercial airline pilots, as well as a
planeload of passengers were involved with
the sighting, FOIA requests have been filed
already by CAUS. It has been reported that
Elmendorf AFB in Alaska was closed to the
public just after the sighting. One object
sighted was described as being as large as
two aircraft carriers. When more definitive
information becomes available, this would be
a good story to utilize in order to obtain
national media publicity for the 1987 UFO
Symposium in Washington, D.C..

There is some talk that Simon & Schuster, now
owners of Prentice~Hall, Inc., will be taking
another look at the book, CLEAR INTENT, with
the intention of reissuing it and launching

a new publicity campaign for the book. Let
us hope that this does happen, and that this
important landmark in UFO literature gets the
public exposure and attesmtion that it deserves
More details when this is definite.

their intentions on earth is even more
dangerous and unwise.

In contrast to these articles, another
article involving an interview with

Budd Hopkins appeared in a Cape Cod
newspaper recently. During that
interview, Budd said that if the
abduction accounts being reported to
investigators are depicting real
experiences, then this would obviously
have enormous implications for mankind.
To the converse, Budd also added that

if these accounts do not detail real
experiences, then their implications

for mankind are still tremendous,
because this would indicate that our
population of human beings is being
afflicted by some sort of international
psychological problem. It is doubtful
if any of us, and certainly not Budd,
feels that the latter is the case,
However, the important thing to note
here is that Budd Hopkins maintained an
objective perspective in discussing this
topic with the media. He used the word,
if and left both possibilities open. He
did not speak of extraterrestrial
visitors to earth as a fact. Budd
Hopkins, perhaps more than any other

UFO researcher in the U.S., is certainly
eur best qualified spokesperson on the
abduction topic, and yet, he chose the
most conservative method of responding.
Bndd's objective outlook, and thorough
investigative techniques have earned him
the high respect of his colleagues and
of the media. This is a vitally
important point to keep in mind when

one is being interviewed by any
publication. It goes without saying that
if one grants an interwiew to a tabloid,
he or she is then letting himself/herself
in for a myriad of other problems, as
Jim discusses in his paper, and is thus
placing his/her credibility in jeopardy.
Need we say any more?
