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Texans Report UFO Slghtmgs

STEPHENVILLE, Texas — In this farming
community where nightfall usually brings
clear, starry skies, residents are abuzz over
repgrted sightings of what many believe is a
UF.

Several dozen people — including a pilot,
county constable and business owners —
insist they have seen a large silent object with
bright lights flying low and fast. Some report-
ed seeing fighter jets chasing it.

“People wonder what in the world it is,
because this is the Bible Belt and everyone is
afraid it's the end of times,” said Steve Allen,
a freight company owner and pilot who said
the object he saw last week was a mile long
and half a mile wide. “It was positively,
absolutely nothing from these parts.”

While federal officials insist there's a logi-
cal explanation, locals swear that it was larg-
er, quieter, faster and lower to the ground than
an airplane. They also said the object’s lights
changed configuration, unlike those of a
plane. People in several towns who reported
seeing it over several weeks have offered
similar descriptions of the ohject.

Machinist Ricky Sorrells said friends made
fun of him when he told them he saw a flat,
metallic object hovering about 300 feet over a
pasture behind his Dublin home. But he decid-
ed to come forward after reading similar
accounts in the Stephenville Empire-Tribune.

“You hear about big bass or big buck in the
area, but this is a different deal,” Sorrells
said. “It feels good to hear that other people
saw something, because that means 1I'm not
crazy.”

Sorrells said he has seen the object several
times. He said he watched it through his
rifle’s telescopic lens and described it as very
large and without seams, nuts or bolts.

Maj. Karl Lewis, a spokesman for the 301st
Fighter Wing at the Joint Reserve Base Naval
Alr Station in Fort Worth, =aid no F-16s or oth-
er aircraft from his base were in the area the
night of Jan. 8, when most people reported the
sighting.

Lewis said the object may have been an illu-
sion caused by two commercial airplanes.
Lights from the aircraft would seem unusual-
Iy bright and may appear orange from the set-
ting sun.

“I'm 90 percent sure this was an airliner,”
Lewis said. “With the sun’s angle, it can play
tricks on you."

Officials at the region's two Air Force bases
— Dyess in Abilene and Sheppard in Wichita
Falls — also said none of their aircraft were in
the area last week. The Air Force no longer
mvestigates UFQs.

New study challenges secrecy and denial

“Aviation Safety in America — A Previously Negledt&actor” presents more than 100 pilot and crewntsppf encoun-
ters with unidentified aerial phenomena (UAP) whigipear to have compromised aviation safety.

Author Richard F. Haines, formerly NASA'’s Chiefthe Space Human Factors Office and a Raytheonamirgcientist,
is chief scientist for the National Aviation Repog Center on Anomalous Phenomena (NARCAP), a reBearganization
founded last year. In stunning detail, pilots anelw describe a range of geometric forms and ligitsnsistent with known air-
craft or natural phenomena. Bizarre objects padexaft at relatively near distances, sometimasalaling cockpit instruments,
interrupting ground communications, or distracting crew.

The data include 56 near misses. Impulsive regsohyg pilots to an approaching high speed objattbeahazardous;
in a few cases violent evasive reactions injurezsspagers and flight attendants. However, Hairsessthat there is no threat of
a collision caused directly by UAP “because ofragorted high degree of maneuverability shown leyUipP.”

While flying over Lake Michigan in 1981, TWA Cagthil Schultz saw a “large, round, silver metal abjevith dark
portholes equally spaced around the circumferehae “descended into the atmosphere from above,brdotg to his hand-
written report. Schultz and his first officer beaicthemselves for a mid-air collision; the objaaddenly made a high speed turn
and departed.

“Most unexpectedly two space ships stopped in fobmiur face, shooting off lights,"” he said. "Tihside cockpit shined brightly
and | felt warm in the face."

In 1997, a Swissair Boeing 747 over Long Island jussed a glowing white, cylindrical object speggdiowards the
plane. According to a FAA Civil Aviation Securit9ffice memorandum, Pilot Philip Bobet said that tlie object was any
lower, it may have hit the right wing.”

Ground systems operators have also been affecteld\By “The element of surprise means a decreasefety because
it diverts the attention of air traffic controlletsat should be focused on landing planes. Thatdanger,” says Jim McClenahen,
a recently retired FAA air traffic control specgiland NARCAP technical advisor.

“Aviation Safety in America” does not attempt topéain the origin of these mysterious objects. Baines writes that
hundreds of reports, some dating back to the 1948igjgest that they [UAP] are associated with gy vegh degree of intelli-
gence, deliberate flight control, and advancedgneranagement.”

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In the 1950's, pilots and crew reported seeinghiiyiliscs, cigar-shaped craft with portholes, angitiyg lights, all with ex-
traordinary technical capabilities. Documents shio&vunexplained objects were considered a natgewirity concern. By order of
the Joint Chiefs of Staff, commercial pilots weeguired to report sightings and the unauthorizéshee of a UFO report could cost
them ten years in prison or a $10,000 fine.

To keep this information from the public, officialgliculed and debunked legitimate sightings, aimgesome pilots. Ac-
cording to the Newark Star Ledger in 1958, more th@d commercial pilots who had reported sightirmgssh with at least 15 years of
major airline experience, blasted the policy ofsmeship and denial as “bordering on the absolutdlgulous.”

These pilots said they were interrogated by theRdirce, sometimes all night long, and then “tredifesl incompetents and
told to keep quiet,” according to one pilot. “Thé Rorce tells you that the thing that paced ydanp for 15 minutes was a mirage or
a bolt of lightening,” he told the Star-Ledger. Ufd to that. Who needs it?” As a result, mangtpilforget” to report their sightings
at all, one pilot said.

According to a 1952 Air Force Status Report on UF@sthe Air Technical Intelligence Center, pilatgre so humiliated
that one told investigators, “If a space ship fleingtip to wing-tip formation with me, | would nog¢port it.”

The vast majority of sightings by American pilote &till not reported. The media perpetuates #resarship and ridicule,
handicapping the collection of valuable data. dmtcast, other countries are openly investigatimg impact of UAP on aviation
safety. A 1999 French study by retired generamfthe French Institute of Higher Studies for NagibDefense and a government
agency with the National Center for Space Studkesnined hundreds of well-documented pilot repamsnfaround the world. The
study could not explain a 1994 Air France viewiligadJAP that instantaneously disappeared as coefirby radar and a 1995 Aero-
lineas Argentinas Boeing 727 encounter with a lumfobject that extinguished airport lights asplame attempted to land.

“Aeronautic personnel must be sensitized and pesptr deal with the situation,” the report statdhey must first “accept
the possibility of the presence of extraterrestialt in our sky.” Then, “it is necessary to cx@me the fear of ridicule. . .”

In 1997, the Chilean government formed the Commnifte the Study of Anomalous Aerial Phenomena (CEFfdllowing
publicly acknowledged observations of unidentifigdng objects at a remote Chilean airport. Bdtle French group and Gen. Ri-
cardo Bermudez Sanhuesa, President of the CEFA/, imade overtures to the U.S. government for catjper on this issue, with
no response. General Bermudez, and Air Force Benis Letty, chairman of the French group saidecent interviews that the
Haines study has international significance andishbe taken seriously.

Brian E. Smith, current head of the Aviation Safftpgram at NASA-Ames, agrees. “There is objectéiviglence in pilot
reports of unexplained events that may affect #ietg of the aircraft,” he says. “Yet getting peopp take an objective look at this
subject is sometimes like pulling teeth.” Indetidd Airline Pilots Association (ALPA), our larggsitots union, and the Flight Safety
Foundation, describing itself as “offering an olijgz view of aviation safety developments,” ignorSARCAP requests for a re-
sponse to the study. In recent phone interviewls this reporter, representatives dismissed thertequt of hand after glancing at the
executive summary. However, such dismissals mag &mose ground. Next Wednesday, John CallahameoDivision Chief of the
Accidents and Investigations Branch of the FAA imshkington, DC, will disclose FAA documentation authsequent CIA suppres-
sion of the Terauchi encounter over Alaska. Calfaill be joined by more than 20 other governmamd military witnesses, and
dozens more on videotape, at a National Pressi@lebing to challenge official secrecy about thibject.

Stephenville prides itself on being the dairy calpitf Texas and the shirts that sell for $10 hayécture of a
Holstein cow being beamed up to a flying saucer.

Not Just Tabloid News

More than 30 residents of Stephenville, Texastla have seen a UFO, described as a mile-widmtsilb-
ject with bright lights, flying low and fast. Andw it's actual front-page news. So what was it?

"It was very intense, bright lights," said localwspaper reporter Angela Joyner.

"The lights were like going like this," said Conga Leroy Gateman making hand gestures to desuaifilze he
saw when he spotted the UFO.

Rick Sorrells says he saw it while he was huntiegrdn the woods.

"You look at the trees, and it was right here,"r8lis told ABC News correspondent Mike Von Fremdhas
showed him the location in the woods where he sddtie UFO.

Steve Allen, a 50-year-old pilot, was at a campfiith friends and says the object was a mile long balf a
mile wide. "I don't know if it was a biblical expence or somebody from a different universe or wbat but it was
definitely not from around these parts," Allen said

Allen drew a sketch of the object, which he saaléted at amazing speed without making a soundléwhi
drawing, Allen told Von Fremd that he saw "an asblape converted in a vertical shape, and theriitaspl made two
of them, and then these turned into just fire amndais gone."

"It's an unidentified flying object," insisted arfoer Air Force technician.

"It was so fast | couldn't track it with my binoaws," said Gateman.

Some in Stephenville are a bit embarrassed abbilteahttention. "It's crazy," said one teenagkigitown.

"A lot of folks aren't used to this kind of thinfhey are not UFO nuts or anything like that arobede," said
City Councilman Mark Murphy.

Like it or not, all eyes are now trained on the ekgr Stephenville to see whether any mysterigtisglobjects
return.

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UFO center moves to old missile site

HARRINGTON, Wash. -- To find the new home of Thetidaal UFO Reporting Center, you must go severadyan-
derground at a former nuclear missile site in Eastféashington.

The National UFO Reporting Center, which movechis sparsely populated farm country from Seatté year, is basi-
cally a telephone, tape recorder and desktop campunh in an underground bunker by one man whectdland publishes UFO
reports from across the country.

Director Peter B. Davenport took over the UFO cesiteork from founder Robert J. Gribble in 1994h&d been lo-
cated for years in Seattle's University DistrigttiuDavenport decided he wanted a change and $iE0®,000 for the former At-
las missile site located about 50 miles west ofk8pe. "There was the allure of owning my own ngssite,” Davenport said.

Missile Site No. 6 now contains a large row of fikbinets and boxes, neatly organized by dateagong thousands of
reports of UFO sightings stretching back decadespkcal file reads: "Longview, WA. February 25999 1158 hrs. (Pacific)
Description: Fourteen forestry workers witness eséshoe shaped object lift an adult elk out offtinest and fly off with the ap-
parently dead, or unconscious, animal."

The missile site covers 22 acres, and the massinerete buildings are underground. The old Atlawmiksiles rested
flat, not upright in silos, in what were called fito launchers." In the event of war, a concrétewould slid open, the missile
would be hoisted upright and the engine fired.

The UFO files, along with some office furnituregatacked in a dark, dank room the size of a bbaketourt, where
the yellow missile hoist remains in place. A feard bulbs provide lights. Davenport is still clegnout the missile site, which
is pretty decrepit, and is living in an apartmennearby Harrington while he works to make it heaibii.

Davenport doesn't spend much time scanning the,skietraveling to UFO locations. Most of his wasktranscribing
numerous calls or e-mails each day from people thimix they have seen UFOs. He places those reportee Web site for all
to see.

Davenport also gives lectures and appears ofteadin talk shows tied to UFOs. He considers hifresong the most
skeptical of ufologists, and estimates that 90 grarof the calls he receives can be quickly dispdpwand many of the rest likely
have a rationale explanation. But that still leagdot of reports for which no terrestrial expléma is available, Davenport said.

Washington has a long history of UFO reports, iditlg the famous Mount Rainier sighting in 1947 tlealt to the coin-
ing of the term "flying saucers." In that incidepiiot Kenneth Arnold reported seeing nine silvehicles flying in formation at
high speed and moving "like a saucer if you skgrcitoss water."

Whether UFOs exist has been hotly debated for dexcaBelievers point to loads of evidence, inclgdihotos and eye-
witness accounts. They contend there must be othabited planets, and some with more advancélizeitions may be visiting
us.

Like many ufologists, Davenport also believes tlwgldis governments and press are hushing up tiséeexie of UFOs
to avoid panic. "There is nothing more bizarr¢hia galaxy than human behavior toward UFOs," he. sai

Despite decades of official denials, UFOs abounahavies, television, books and advertising, he.sdidey even show
up in religion, where some reports of visions hali¢he earmarks of a UFO sighting, Davenport said.

UFO skeptic Jim Oberg said Davenport performs aalale service by recording all the strange thingspte see in the
sky. The problem is that he and other ufologiststao quick to label them extraterrestrial, Obsagl. That doesn't necessarily
mean that aliens are not visiting Earth, Oberg.séRlt the evidence does not rise to the levedrofinavoidable conclusion that
there is no other explanation," Oberg said, ackadgihg that the debate won't end anytime soon.

Last March, former Arizona Gov. Fife Symington shil believes mysterious lights widely seen overe®ho10 years
ago were UFOs. Also in March, France became tise dountry to release its extensive UFO files lom nternet. The oldest
sightings date to 1937.

Earlier this month, actress Shirley MacLaine reedathat Democratic presidential candidate Dennisitich saw a
UFO at her home in Graham, Wash. RepresentativEsi@nich's presidential campaign and congresgdioffece have not re-
sponded to requests for comments on MacLaine'dleetion.

Last fall, numerous employees of O'Hare AirporCinicago reported seeing a mysterious, saucer-stapédhovering
over the airport. The workers said the object hedeover a terminal before shooting up throughdloaids, according to the
Chicago Tribune. The Federal Aviation Administatisaid nothing showed up on radar, and that thletisg was likely a

genetics of steelhead trout. He was friends witibli}e, who founded the center in 1974, and agteatbntinue the work when
Gribble retired. He estimated the center's wot£8500 a month.
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Davenport does not spend all his time on UFO wafe is an unopposed candidate for Harrington Ciyril this
fall, and is considering a run for the state Leigle.
"Initially this job was fun," Davenport said of mimg the UFO center. Now it is just "a secretgoal"

The grandmother, Mrs. Donaldson, and Jake stayBdrain’s house while Jack drove about a mile ddvenrbad to an
overpass.

Everyone made a dash for the cars and piled inith @avel flying, hearts racing and eyes strairtimdook, they all ar-
rived at the parking lot.

The Coynes had done some fast talking during tine skeort ride to the church parking lot. Thispdés was unlike any-
thing they had ever seen. There was not muchieerent in them because they had observed somédténgitnesses had not
seen.

From the parking lot the lights could be observethout streetlights glaring, trees obstructing Hew, and cars racing
past. The lights were now brighter as they bodreo®und in the sky. No one said a word as thegdsin awe of the lights.
This was the opening the Coynes needed.

Ever so quietly, George said, “Folks, what we a@king at is a very beautiful search light displayThe small group
could not believe what he was saying. George $inidey then pointed out the very faint beams cgmip from the ground.
Once their attention was focused on the beamsyd dooan went through everyone. Things were hiked'l feel so stupid”,
“I'm so embarrassed”, and “We have wasted your'time

This group of nice, warm-hearted people had beetetbby a search light display that was taking @laomewhere in
South Bend, Indiana, some nine miles away. It way plain to the Coynes why these people had I@lesn in. They were
awed by the beauty of the lights as they bounceddamced around. They were seeing somethingu@siout of the norm and a
movement that was strange, something they had nétreessed. They were so taken with the ligh& they had not taken their
eyes from the sky. Jack said that he had looked beam from the ground but had been unableetdt s¢ 10:15 pm. This is un-
derstandable because there are some bright gjresttin the corner by Karen’s house.

Everyone climbed back into the cars. The excitemas over and with it came disappointment.

When everyone was seated around the table in Kak#chen, the Coynes tried to make the grouplées embarrassed.
Karen poured coffee for everyone while George sthmaking phone calls. The State Police PostlasNvas contacted, as were
the Niles City Police, Notre Dame’s Fire Departmehe Sheriff's Department for St. Joseph Countgi@ina), and the tower at
South Bend Airport.

We learned from the Niles Post that Indiana hag teri State Police Posts, and none in the Soutld Besa. The Fire
Department at the Notre Dame campus did not knosharg about a light display but said that an RvhBaree was going on at
the campus. The Sheriff's Office in South Benidl $hat they did not know about a light displayt that a carnival was being set-
up downtown. The South Bend Airport did not knetere the lights were coming from or what they werBhey had received a
call from an employee at the Bendix Corporatioe; émployee said that all the people there werd@mdof watching the lights in
the sky. When the calls were finished, everyaked it a night. It was now 1:15 am.

On July 21, 1988, the Coynes drove over to the &NBtame campus in South Bend. They talked withethgecurity
guards, at three different locations, on the camptibe security guards did not know anything ateolight display that had taken
place on July 20.

They thedpleasure of meeting a very
warm and friendly family, they were given a reploytthe grandmother Donaldson and nephew Jake amaftthe people will be
joining MUFON.

Karen and the Coynes strolled into the front yard stood talking quietly as they watched the lidisplay begin with one
light, then two, and suddenly 25. Everyone smiledmly at each other, nodded and knew that ... afl well.

MUFON Deputy Director of Investigations Dan Wright's comments are well taken:

Having taken this call initially, the reported obsation did not sound at all like a grouping of médights. Good investi-
gative work (in the middle of the night) to resolvease that might otherwise very well have beftrufexplained.

Not only was an apparently average family confusgavhat they had seen, but also a pilot and airpersonnel. Also
noteworthy is the effort the Coynes made, afteritiitéal identification of the stimulus type, to mfirm it. The human quality of
the story, and the wonder created in the witnelsgebe unusual and beautiful, render this an isterg tale. George Coyne'’s tact
in breaking the news to the family, and the grac8hirley’s retelling, makes this a “classic” amstructive case. This shows that
good investigative work requires careful observaiod common sense rather than some advanced degdeean have very satis-
fying results, even if (and perhaps especially Whesatisfying explanation is found.
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United Nations May Recognize Alien UFO Visits

Mr. Gilles Lorant an attaché to the French (CNR&tidhal Center for Scientific Research ) and a n@mmiistitute of Ad-
vanced Studies for National Defense (IHEDN - theréh Organization that produced the 1999 COMETAdReponcerning
UFOs) has revealed he participated in meetingsvdek of February 11, 2008, at the United Nationdisguss UFOs.

Mr. Gilles Lorant, reports that on February 12 WS Air Force and the National Guard presentezpart on the subject
of the UFOs to numerous nations on the consequafdd6O demonstrations on many communities in tihédd States. This re-
port is regarded as general interest for all imiisted countries; and representatives of sevepahtries were invited to assist
with the presentation. Then, at the request ofetlixmerican senators, a cycle of three meetingsv@t in the presence of forty
representatives of the twenty eight Member Statelsiding the Vatican (two nations did not send espntatives).

Over these two days, the subject of the UFO walddd during meetings discussing the causes whiaahaffect the social
balance of a nation, and considered the strongafibty of economic recession. The attendees wergied about charlatans, re-
ligious prophecies and the effects on certain $isisn The meetings were very concerned about lsaptaeaval from continued
UFO sightings and the testimonies of individuatsroing to have firsthand knowledge about UFO’sraetrestrial life, and future
global events. It was reported that adverse puklictions to UFO sightings could have a dramatanemic impact that could
lead to recession in some countries.

The UN discussions appeared to match concernsfiddrin both the 1953 Robertson Panel and thel1B&®okings Re-
port to the U.S. Congress, over ramifications ofdkeports and the eventual discovery of extrataiatdife. The year 2009, was
raised as the year when an important change inialffattitudes concerning the UFO phenomenon cbelanade. This suggested
that the official debunking policy underway sinc@53, would be abandoned and more serious studiieofJFO phenomenon
would occur. This indicated an important policyfshihere the study of UFQO’s would be officially encaged. However, certain
global conditions would have to be met for theaifi opening. Most important appeared to be sataility in G-8 countries and
the maintenance of liberal democratic systems weld@ing nations. Lorant also suggested that aitiaffopening in attitudes
would only occur if UFO sightings continued to ocatipresent levels.

This raises the possibility that those preseniifigrmation on UFOs/extraterrestrial life deemedhreaten national sta-
bility or financial systems, would receive spetékntion by national security agencies. The mgsthesults suggest that an offi-
cial change in government policy from ‘debunking’ ‘dbpenness’ concerning UFO’s would lead to offi@aproval to narrowly
define study of the UFO phenomenon. Those clairtorigave firsthand experience of extraterrestrfalwould be targeted as char-
latans. The UN meeting thereby suggested contimuatf policies aimed at exploiting divisions in th&O community between
researchers advocating a strictly scientific stafithe UFO phenomenon, and those wishing to dismstanonies/documentation
concerning extraterrestrial life visiting Earth.

Mr. Gilles Lorant’s testimony suggests that goveents are being driven to a more open approadiett)FO phenome-
non due to the recent increase in sightings.

Others, in-
cluding CNN's Larry King, have asked whether it waa cover-up.]
