I started
scratching it so I put my sock half way down so I could scratch
it easier and as I was doing so I scratched it, left the sock
half way down at the arch of my foot, I left it there. As I was
going back to sleep I could feel myself tingling like 1little
needles punching me. I get that sensation often. I feel like
some body is sticking me with needles and all of a sudden I felt
myself get really 1light. I felt myself leave the bed - float
straight up in a prone position. .

roof top. I don’t know how far I got up - I have no idea. I
couldn’t see anything. The only thing I could see was a light; a
gleaming white light circling my body.

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REPORT FROM HOUSTON UFOCCI
By Ann Bower, Associate Director

Thought I would check in with you and let you know some of the
UFO activity in and around Houston, Texas. I would also
appreciate comments from other members and readers if similar
experiences or sightings are taking place in other areas.

Last September, about Friday the 28th in the afternoon, a UFO
was observed around Highway 288 and downtown Houston. A number
of office workers watched it and it was reported on the 5 p.m.
news, Channel 11. This was the only news report on this sighting
that I know of; however, I Jjust happen to get the report on
video. September 28, 1989 there was a full moon.

On October 8, 1989, I was traveling to New Braunfels, Texas
with another UFOCCI Associate Director. We were 75 to 80 miles
out of Houston on Interstate 10, Judy Stryker was driving, I
began to feel like I was drugged. I could not keep my eyes open.
I fell into like a deep sleep and woke up feeling very alert
after about 30 minutes. This seemed strange to me as I was not
tired and had a good nights sleep. About four and a half hours
later, same day, we were on Highway 46 coming out of New
Braunfels, Texas; Judy Stryker behind the wheel, about 30 to 40
minutes drive out of town, when suddenly Judy almost stopped and
said where are we? Judy was totally confused. Nothing looked
familiar and she felt she was going the wrong way and wanted to
turn around and go back. I convinced her we were going in the
right direction and when we reached Interstate 10 she was back to
herself again. We have been making this trip to New Braunfels,
TX and back to Houston twice a month for about a year. WHO WAS
DRIVING THE CAR????

On January 23, 1990, about 7:45 p.m. my next door neighbor and
her daughter were traveling east on North Belt near the
Intercontinental Airport. The daughter told her mother to 1look

up at the UFOs. She looked up and saw five ships in a circle.
She stopped and watched them flashing pink, purple and blue
lights. They were watching the UFOs with binoculars and a

helicopter went up from the Airport headed for the ships. The
ships scattered and when the helicopter left all five returned to
their formation in a circle. Quickly two more ships came and
went to the center of the circle. They flashed green, yellow and
orange lights. The two ships in the center seemed to dart from
one ship to the other. After a couple of minutes two helicopters
started up from the airport toward the ships. All seven ships
took off so fast they were out of sight in seconds. This is the
third report I have had in about four months of ships around the
airport; but it is the first report I have had of ships with
purple lights. I talked with Ron Medley of HUFON (Houston UFO
Network) and he was not able to get a confirmation of UFOs near
the *fairport, just an incident, but if we would furnish the "N"
number on one of the helicopters they would ask the pilot.
Sorry, no camera was in the car. I did ask about the purple
lights as I had not heard of this color 1lights displayed and was
told of a report last year - 1989 - on three ships near Ellington

January 17, 1990, I woke up for some unknown reason at 2:45
a.m., looked out to see six ships passing over my house headed
east. I found out the next day that a lady in Kingwood (an
addition just northeast of Houston) saw a ship at 2:30 a.m. the
17th. She watched it hover over some trees for a few minutes and
it went up and was gone.

It has been busy here on the Gulf Coast and 1990 may give us
some more interesting experiences.....

Dan Lauber, a 66-year-old engi-
neer, said he was driving west
from Bowie, Md., when he saw a
bright, blue-green light with an
orange-yellow flaming tail speed-
ing south through the sky. Lauber
said the light measured about 40
feet long when he sighted it at
7:12 p.m. K

“After something like maybe
three to five seconds, it disap-
peared,” Lauber said.

The object was reported in all
three Delaware counties. In Mary-
land, sightings were reported

from Allegany County in the
western part of the state to Tilgh-
man Island and Crisfield on the
Eastern Shore.

Maryland State Police reported
receiving dozens of calls to report
strange lights. A police helicopter
pilot who spotted the lights while

flying in the Glen Burnie area -

tentatively described them as a
meteor shower.

The other obvious source of un-
usual lights in the sky, Wallops
Island National Aeronautical
Flight Center in Virginia, re-
ported no rocket firings Saturday.

“We've had a lot of reports,”

said State Police Sgt. Mike Zeig-
ler at the communications center
in Baltimore. “Citizens called and
said they saw a big glow in the
sky.”

“One individual called it green,
like a vapor, and said they saw
sparks. They described it to me as
a turbine breaking up,” said State
Police Sgt. Don Tatterson in
Salisbury. Another person called
from Crisfield and described
bright lights, “something like a
shower,” Tatterson said.

DELMARVA UFO CONTACT CENTER INTERNATIONAL
Wilmington, Deleware

Since the evening of January 11 there has been steady UFO
activity here in Delaware. The object is the typical saucer
shape and 1is bluish-green with some red in the center.
Approximately, three of four people have spotted them, including
myself. It is only seen on clear nights or partly cloudy nights
(if the clouds are in the right places). Sometimes two such
objects can be seen. One witness says she’s seen twelve smaller
ones come out of and go into one of those two objects.

This UFO has gone out of its way to get my attention via my
kitchen window while doing the dinner dishes. These sightings
have been taking place in Northern Delaware south of Wilmington.
They are still happening as of this date. What is most unusual
is that this UFO does skywriting. Usually the object(s) is seen
between 6-9 p.mn. Also, I spotted it between 4:30-5:30 a.n.,
January 16, while scraping the ice from my car windows and on the
way to take inventory at a department store located north of
Wilmington.

Characteristics of the "January'" UFO

BL.... happened by doing the T.V. thing, is loosening up some of
the other people out there and maybe some of those other people
will come forward and they can run with this thing. Then I can

BG I think some other people have come forward by the way!
We’ve had some calls for example, the one where that gentleman
was talking about the Mercury worker down below. He was telling
that story. I think he has come forward. N

BL I am talking about some people from S-4 coming forward! As
a matter of fact I don’t know if anyone knows that on Saturday
they’re going to air that two hour special on the CBS affiliate -
Channel 8 and that should have all the material that was in the
daily news shows.

BG Are there going to be any new twists to it?

BL Yeah. There will be much more information on this show.

BG Are you going to be there as a guest?

BL No. It has already been put on tape.

(& Do you now understand how the propulsion system works and is
it a gravitational device and if so would you explain it?

BL Yes, I understand completely how it works and, as far as
explaining it - no - I’d rather not.

(& Not ‘even in a general sense?

BL No - not even in a general sense. Like I said before, the
entire concept I have no problem bringing forward. The inner
workings and details I still feel should remain classified.

BG Well - that’s interesting.

C Well what’s the general concept then?

BL The concept is the gravitational propulsion and using
gravity as a lens and the power source being an anti-matter
reactor. You have to understand the... a lot of the reasons
these systems are being kept quiet is everything is being looked
at from a "weapons" point of view.

© That leads to my second question; why, if we have the
technology, why are we spending millions of dollars on the space
shuttles B-1 Bombers; Stealth fighters and that sort of thing?
BL You’re looking at two different factions of the government.
One - not knowing what the other group is up to. Certainly if
there was some kind of connection the story would be completely
different.

BG That tells you something doesn’t it?

C I find it hard to believe that one arm of the government
doesn’t know what the other is up to but there’s so much lack of
information between branches.

BL Well this is not a bonafide branch of the government. You
are dealing with a few people; a group that was given executive




power some time ago and has run amuck! They don’t report to
anyone. They have their own little location; their own budget.
They tap into several other things and there is no system of
checks and balances. Congress has no knowledge of what’s going
on.

BG Bob, you made a statement that you still want to keep some
things a secret. 1Is that the words you used?

BL Oh Yeah! Absolutely!

BG Why is that? For security reasons?

BL Theres a lot of that information that is... really should
be kept secret. There’s a lot of other secret information just
in working with nuclear weapons systems. A lot of this is
related. I have no intention and never have had of releasing it.
Not precisely how everything works.

BG Is it because you now it’s right or have you been told "this
is the way to handle it?" Is that why?

BL Ah... yes!

BG Can you ever sit down and look at it from the public’s
viewpoint? Can you separate the two (sure!) have you ever done
that? (Yeah!) You’ve thought that way and you still think it
should be kept secret?

BL Well Yeah. Look at a nuclear weapon. Plutonium gets
squeezed. Do you want me to go into detail precisely how it is
put together? The whole 9 yards of it? There’s no reason.
Since we are on the air it could wind up in all sorts of weird
places!

© These people who have been implanted or maybe even the
people out where you worked; can they be scanned to check for
micro chips and such?

BL They could be x-rayed or cat scanned or something like that.
€ I’m talking about a spectrum analyzer to see if they are
omitting any RF.

BL I’m sorry, I though you were actually looking for the
device.

C No - radio frequency.

BL Sure if it’s in that band something should show up. If in
fact those devices exist and people do get implanted with those.

C Yeah - it’s iffy... it would be a good way to control them.
Over in Viet Nam a bunch of flying saucers were flying around and
they put it out that... is it possible that they could have

picked up some of the soldiers from the way - said they were dead
- and used them as guards by brain washing them or implants?

BL I’ve heard that story before! 1It’ interesting but how can
you say? I have no knowledge about this. That scanner idea is
good. I saw Whitley Strieber; he was on a Fox Network and he
showed his x-rays there. He had a little sphere in his brain and
if in fact that does something, I wondered why no one bothered to
check it out?

€ I worked for JPL for a number of years and I was the one who
reduced the first alpha! A radiation belt from our digital tapes
recorded at JP. (Jet Propulsion Laboratory)

BL What do you mean reduce it?

C Well what they sent up on Reindeer 2



BL Oh - okay - back then. I know what you are talking about.
That’s when they discovered the Van Allen Belt (?) chain.

C Also I’m heavy into electronics. 1I’ve got tons of
equipment.

BG We need to get you to become a member of the Billy Goodman
Happening Club - don’t we? That man’s name is Von, and he’s
putting together a club that meets once a month to show pictures
I receive and documents and such. This is a man you really
should contact. Von’s number is 702-382-7675.

C Bob - where are they from? ,

BL All because I said I knew where they were from.- right? It
was in the report. They are from the fourth planet out from.. in
a star system called Reticulum. It’s Zeta Reticuli II - it’s the
second binary star of the system. They are Qp the fourth planet
out.

C The reason I asked was - I’m having problems accepting what
you’re talking about! Now I don’t wish to impugn you but I feel
like you’re skirting some important questions - some important
issues.

BL Oh ye, the whole insides... in fact the way I’ve described
it before is - as far as the seats and things like that - it
looked like everything was made out of wax! Heated for a time -
poured in a mold and cooled. Everything has a soft round edge to
it. No abrupt changes in anything! Everything looks cast out of
one mold.

BG Do you think you would be comfortable in one of those things
yourself?

BL Well it’s a little small inside. The chairs are only a foot
to a foot and half off the ground!

BG Something you would see in kindergarten?

BL Yeah, it looked like it was made for little kids!

© I have a question for both of you. 1I’ve started hoping
there are going to be these aliens - someone to help us through
these "end times." No I’m almost afraid they are here if their
thoughts are malevolent!

BG It bothers me too. It really does. 1It’s coming out more
and more and now, you, Bill Cooper, John Lear and others - so I
guess it’s the truth! Maybe it’s our idealism. We’d like them
to be nice!

C The bottom line seems to be - say this thing blows wide open
and we find out there are aliens - do you think I have anything
to be afraid of?

BL I don’t know how to answer that question. I couldn’t even
speculate. I have nothing to go on - either way! The reason I
say they aren’t 100% benevolent is because there was a conflict
at one point in time and some people were killed and that’s all I
have to go on!

BG So you are judging it by that conflict that occurred? 1I
heard it was a power play on our end.

BL Right!

BG Okay, you knew that it was a power play and literally they
wiped out like 60 people instantly. They said, "that’s how
duickly it can all be gone!"

BL It is 44 to be exact. Right! Then the information exchange
ended at that point!

BG I‘'d 1like to think - and put yourself in their shoes - all of
a sudden your buddies attack you. You have to react the only way
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you know how. If you show we can overpower you instantly but you
don’t, maybe you don’t mean to harm anybody but you want someone
to know don’t mess with me! 1Is that possible?
BL Yeah, I assume it is!
BG Oh, I’m so glad. Did you ever get any information as to why
we did that?
BL I think ah...
GH I think what happened was there was actually an exchange of
information going on between the aliens and some scientists and
military security guys were doing the security. The way Bob
relayed the story to me is the aliens had some projects going in
a certain place and the military guards were told to keep guard
on them at all times. The problem was if the aliens told the
military that if they came in with bullets in their guns as well
as gun belts it would cause an explosion! So they kills these
two guys which caused a chain reaction.

Claims of inventing an anti-
gravity machine are common
on the fringes of modern phys-
ics and none has ever been
taken seriously. Until now.

One of the world’s most re-
spected physics journals, Phys-
ical Review Letters, has pub-
lished a report by two Japa-
‘nese scientists who claim that
when they spun a special gyro-
scope at speeds between 3,000
and 13,000 rpm, it lost a tiny
amount of weight. The faster it
spun, the more weight it lost.

Weight is a measure of grav-
ity’'s effect and although the
weight loss was small - be-
tween 20 and 60 millionths of
the gyroscope's 11.3 ounces -
any provable loss would ap-
pear to violate the known laws

who have seen the report sus-
pect it is almost certainly
wrong, but no one, including
several senior physicists who
reviewed the research before
the journal agreed to publish
it, has yet discovered a source
of any error.

Unlike most claims of ex-
‘traordinary phenomena, this
one was published with full
technical details so that others
may try to reproduce the re-
sults. The scientists, Hideo
Hayasaka and Sakae Takeuchi
of Tohoko University in Sen-
dai, appear to have designed
their experiments to rule out
many potential sources of
error, other physicists say.
