Dear Aileen : 

Re: Errors by Aliens 
MUFON Field Investigator Preston Dennett wrote in your October issue that 11tO Err is Alien". 
That is, he pointed out how abductees are often returned to the wrong location, e.g., the wrong 
seat in a car or the wrong bed. He suggested that since humans are given amnesia so as to not 
know they were in fact abducted, the mis-location indicates the aliens are making a mistake, or 
that they don't know about our ability to recognize the mistake. 

There is another, better explanation. 
I personally believe that the amnesia is NOT due to the aliens wanting us to be unaware of the 

experience. Rather, the amnesia occurs either because a) such frightening events naturally create 
amnesia in humans, as is seen occasionally in very traumatic accidents, OR b) the aliens know the event 
will be very disturbing on recollection so they supply the amnesia for the comfort of the abductee, or 
both. Hence, the return to the wrong "location .. is NOT an error. They just do not care (since few 
abductees rush right out as a result of the "error" to by hypnotized and lose the comforting benefit of 
the amnesia.) This also explains why a FEW abductees never have amnesia in the first place- they do 
not need it to cope. 

Consider the following incomplete analogy: humans want to study the behavior of certain endangered 
wild animals such as a puma that has been treed. (Aliens want to study the behavior of endangered 
humans.) So the humans dart the animals to knock them out for their comfort. (The aliens abduct the 
humans while they are under the aliens' control AND with subsequent amnesia for their comfort.) The 
animals are moved by the humans while so knocked out to a place convenient to weigh them, take their 
temperature, examine their teeth, etc. (Aliens transport the abductees to UFOs for examination of 
genitals and other physical properties.) The humans tag the animal so it can be tracked for further 
study and later darting. (The aliens·implant the humans for tracking and later abduction.) The humans 
then release the animal, usually not EXACTLY where it was before (i.e., not in the tree where it was shot 
with the dart). (The aliens make a "mistake" and return the abductee to not exactly the same place.) 

Now, in that analogy, would it not be silly for us humans to worry that the animal, upon recovery, 
would say to itself, hey, this is not where I was before?

If we were all 
scientists and "professional" researchers, would we be CUFOS or MUFON, perhaps? I joined UFOCCI to 
be supportive and gain knowledge. I didn't sell my soul in the sacred name of ufology. My loyalty 
remains with a huge variety of brethren on this planet, who are seeking answers. These answers may 
not be honestly found through our government's programs or the incessant chatter of media, but within 
the overwhelming millions of personal contact/abduction experiences of us all.

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Dear Sir: 
I am interested in Big-cats on the loose in Britain and abroad and I am particularly fascinated by 

cryptozoology - the scientific study of unknown species of animals. I have written a book called "Big­
Cats Loose in Britain" which I am trying to publish. Could I appeal to you to please send any relevant 
information that you may possess on this subject to the address given. Do you have any useful 
addresses of authorities, organizations, and individuals who might be able to help me? 

Have any of you had any sightings, livestock kills, (e.g. sheep, cattle, horses, poultry) or seen any 
clawmarks, pugmarks/pawprints, or heard any strange and unusual noises that could be assigned to a 
felid? If you could send me any records, reports, tapes, pictures, photographs, and descriptions of 
these largely unknown and mysterious felids (Big-cats and Wild-cats) in any area, I would be most 
grateful. All information will be treated in strictest confidence and will only be published with 
permission in my book. I shall refund all postage and photocopying costs, within reason! 

These cats are shy, elusive and nocturnal and they do exist, of course. I am talking about such 
creatures as the "Exmoor Beasts" and the "Surrey Pumas". They include such types and breeds as 
Pumas, Black Panthers, (Melanistic Leopards), Lynxes, Leopard-cats, and Jungle-cats. I have seen a 
puma on Exmoor and a Bob-cat (Lynx) on the Mendip hills of Somerset and Avon. I believe there are 
connections between historic Black Dog/Ghost Hound accounts and sightings long ago of large black 
panther-type cats, so I am interested in any local black-dog or black-big-cat stories from the past you 
can tell me about. 

Since August 1986, I have been researching, investigating, and collecting as much evidence as 
possible on these cats. I have thus amassed about 1,000 letters in 25 files describing hundreds of 
sightings by people who are familiar with native wildlife and/or who are skilled at making observations 
such as farmers, gamekeepers, foresters, and policeman. I have no doubt that the cats have been living 
in the fields, downs, woodlands, and moorlands of Great Britain for centuries. In some areas I have done 
fieldwork in various parts of Britain and this includes tracking the cats. Visiting the areas where there 
have actually been sightings, and to find out if they have any information on the Big-cats. I shall refund 
all postage and photocopying costs, within reason.

A recurring theme in the mystery of abductee transformations is the cessation of meat eating diets 
which happens very often after a major encounter. Little has been written on this phenomenon. In an 
attempt to discover a general meaning or purpose behind this change of habit, I am here paraphrasing, 
editing and emerging information from the accounts by conscious recall as well as hypnosis sessions of 
abductees which our institute has investigated. The transposing is quite accurate as taken from its raw 
form: 

The VISITORS do not view the eating of meat as a morally or genetically civilized act. 
Emotional energies contained in the life form are transfe"ed to the consuming organism 
which lower the atomic vibratory level, thus preventing or stunting evolutionary growth. It is 
also a matter of respect from higher to lower living creatures. "They" would not eat us and do 
not wish us to eat other bodies which can bleed or have offspring. Then there is the matter of 
artificial growth hormones, chemicals and poisons concentrated in the meat which are then 
passed into our bodies. These foreign materials may also interfere with our genetic evolution. 

In some instances, it is a bad experience which causes an abductee to stop eating meat. Witnessing 
floating body parts in alien tanks and divisection on fellow humans on a craft by other self serving 
"Intruders" is enough to later jar the abductee's subconscious. The gruesome memory (in the form of 
post traumatic stress syndrome) can be triggered by something as simple as a package of supermarket 
chicken legs or as blatant as a torso hanging in a slaughterhouse. 

It is ironic that we as a species are horrified by the sight of carefully mutilated animals found under 
anomalous circumstances and yet we tolerate the slicing of the very same animals on our dinner plate.

Canada is not that much different than the USA in that it shares similar cultural values and beliefs 
which are shaped by consumerism and technology. We have almost identical abduction accounts 
which involve similar species actions and descriptions. In contrast, The Commonwealth of Independent 
States possesses a very different manifestation of phenomena. 

Over the first four years of intense abduction research I have come across a most interesting piece of 
information. In almost every abduction case we have investigated involving families with either small 
children or pregnant mothers our investigators have discovered power grids (lego- like hydroelectric 
constructions) on or very near the property. When the statistics became clear in late 1990 endless 
speculation ensued such as E.M. windows using the grids to enter interdimensionally, power charging 
the craft, etc. This is not new information except that before it had been recorded only with sightings, 
whereas now we have established a link with abductions. 

An article dated November the 14, 1992 from the Associated Press cites a study from Sweden which 
found that "children exposed to relatively weak magnetic fields from power lines near their homes 
develop leukemia at almost four times the expected rate". The study looked at 500,000 children and 
adults who lived near transmission lines. It is my theory that the controllers of the abduction 
phenomenon are doing a survey of genetic damage in the infants who live near these grids, and may 
even be correcting the harm done. 

We are collecting cases from UFO researchers from all parts of the world which may shed light on this 
connection.

In the November issue of the Missing Link, Brent Raynes, Associate Director in Waynesboro, 
Tennessee relates that when Aileen visited Waynesboro in August and spoke, several of the persons in 
attendance could not relate to her rock story. 

We have decided to run a picture of the "alien" rock and let you judge for yourself. Also an explanation 
of what happened so you will understand better why the ETs would leave such an artifact. The story is 
much more extensive but this is the basis of why the rock was left. 

The UFOCCI was working with an abductee at that time. She lived north of Seattle and we lived in the 
southern portion of the city. Periodically she would come for hypnosis and the person with the "rock" 
would bring her or accompany her. One night the lady was scheduled to be at the UFOCCI at 7:00p.m. 
They didn't arrive until around 9:00 p.m. They did not know where they had been or what had 
happened. While she was being regressed he sat in the outer room with Aileen and wept. He did not 
know what he was crying about but couldn't stop. We knew, but he would not commit to being 
regressed to find out. 

Meanwhile, in the hypnosis session we asked her what had happened on the way. She described him 
being lifted right through the roof of the car while she was left sitting in the car. 

When you have been contacted and do not acknowledge, the visitors have a way of getting your 
attention. In this case he woke up on a Saturday morning; sat down in his easy chair to watch the ball 
game on television, looked out on his patio and there sitting on a decorative stump, looking right at him 
was the rock. He saw the face immediately and panicked. 

This man was extremely fastidious and kept everything in an orderly fashion. He knew there was never 
a rock on the stump before. He grabbed a paper towel and a brown paper bag and put the rock in the 
bag as he was reluctant to touch it. He then went straight over to his friend's house that we were 
working with. All that day she had been endeavoring to draw pictures of her alien contact. He went 
straight to her piece of paper with the drawings on it, sat it down on top of her drawing she had worked 
so hard on and commenced to draw around the rock. She started yelling at him, "Are you crazy, or 
something? I have been working all day on this drawing trying to get it right! Now you have ruined it!" 
He felt very remorseful but couldn't understand his own actions. 

The next time he came with the lady he brought the rock in the paper bag. Since that time I have had it. 
He never was regressed and his life deteriorated after that. I do not know what has happened to him 
today, nor where he is. 

That is the story of the alien rock. Can you see the face? There are two faces, one on each side.

I finally have enough clues and intuitive insights to attempt a description of who the greys are and 
what they are doing here.

When a species comes into being, evolves into another type or faces extinction, it is these helpers who 
instigate the necessary changes. They are attuned to, and a part of nature's timetable. 

In Raymond Fowler's book "The Watchers", the Greys tell Betty Andreasson, "We are the caretakers of 
nature and natural forms - The Watchers. We love mankind. We love the planet earth and have been 
caring for it and man since man's beginning. We watch the spirit in all things. We are the caretakers 
and are responsible. And this is why we have been taking the form from man. We have been. collecting 
every species and every gender of plant for hundreds of years." 

One of my abductee friends has been told by the great beings the Greys work for, that there are only 
around 100,000 human souls that are indigenous to the earth. These are the people who are being 
used most often for breeding stock for the new form man will take. We call them hybrids. They will be 
able to access more planes of reality than the current human form, and therefore will have greater 
access to the "Big Picture". If indeed man destroys himself, these new body forms will be available for 
his soul to inhabit (through the normal birth process I assume). This is a great evolutionary step 
upwards, but we are kicking and screaming all the way. I have many friends who once they understood 
Grey intentions, and dealt with their own fears, began to look forward to the encounters and felt it an 
honor to do their part.

Dear Aileen: 
I implore you to please stay at the leadership another year or two. If not as a favor to me, then to your 

loyal readers. Also, to train/prepare other(s) to eventually assume your role. 
Thank you for once again putting what I sent into your print --altho the pertinence of the asteroid story 

was likely lost to most, without the contextual basis (the fact that it was a remnant of a much larger 
body which we destroyed -- accounting for its anomalous spinning and glowing). But I'm sure you will 
catch up with those explanns later. 

As to your question surrounding the sudden quitting of many researchers, it is not an easy answer. 
While there has been several such individuals we've actively sought to discourage away from the field 
(not always successfully) most of them are leaving because of the inherent frustrvexations -- conditions 
I referred to in my letter #3 (10-10-91) under the heading of "difficulting twist-mix." Everyone is not �s 
persevering as you've been, Aileen, and even you grow tired. Imagine the lesser ones! 

But it's more than that. owing to the route we've taken these past 6 years under my helmship, what 
was experienced as a speeding-up of events has now leveled off. In my last two or three letters, I 
explained something of this, how we have decided to wait till the latter 90s for more fullified 
openization. 

If I give you some added reasons why we've gone back to the original timetable, perhaps you'll better 
understand why we had to conduct in this manner. Allow me an analogy: I've done a little cooking while 
here (something rare to do as almost all of our food is pre-done/automated) and it's like when you put 
the burner on "high" until the water begins to boil, then turn it down to moderate -- retaining a verge�of­
boil state -- because you wish to eat later than originally anticipated. But you couldn't be sure when you 
first set the gauge what your dinner plans would be, say you acted in such a way as to have full-option -­
early or later. 

Or another analogy: A politician is considering running for an office. He does a full run-up, including 
hiring some staff, soliciting funds, etc. But at the day of the filing deadline, he pulls up his engines, 
deciding to wait instead for a future electest. But he had to do it that way, simulating his candidacy 
until the last moment, in case the path was clear. His supporters and funders are disappointed, but he 
had to look at the big picture -- the overall success of his mission/agenda. 

As to the other reasons for the decision-vote to delay quickified contact, I will provide 2 more. One, to 
give credits due, is the success of the Rio-Brazil environmental convention. We were notably impressed 
with the resolves and planactions set into course by the attendees. It's clearevident that some 
worrisom problem areas are becoming on'way to being resolved. 

Second, and related, was our realization during the summer that the Clinton/Gore election was a lock­
up deal, which would insure, among other positive resultants, that the ecovironmental crisis your world 
faces into will be effectively dealt with. As I've mentioned several times, this (fearful) consideration is 
what caused me to "tum up the heat," so as to be in a position, if need be, to establicate early -- to 
concertify against some of these looming ecoclysmic situablems. 

Also, you'll be heartened, we've recently received two more atmo-ships to help with the ozone 
condition, and have been thus able to fight back some of the worst areas. But it is still, as you might 
say, "touch-and-go." 

One of the other problem sources, the old Soviet Union's nuclear waste legacy, has now been 
publicated. (Altho the article I include does not tell the half-story.) Maybe something can be done on 
this, as we have had to assign almost half a convoy ( 6 cruiships, 40 pers'nel) on that constantacious 
alert-duty. Besides leakage, and possible damage from land and subaqueous quakes, there's the fact 
that there exists a few renegade gov'ments (Iran now has some advanced naval vehicles) and at least 
one "Captain Nemo" type person who, if they knew the location and vulnerability of such material, 
would set bombs and blackmail the Russians or the UN with it's detonation. Or steal it to the America 
coastline, and play for big dollars. 
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There have been many criminal attempts of this nature, on a somewhat smaller scale, which have been 
abortated by Interpol and Western Intelligence Divisions-- things you never hear about. And some have 
gotten past their efforts, or escaped their detection altogether, which we have ourselves handled. But 
you can thank us later.

The rad iation is not 
enough to cause immed iate i l lness, bu t 
looters are taking long-term risks. H eal th  
officials est imate t hat  1 0 .000 deaths wi l l  
result  from fal lou t- induced ca ncers. 

Chernobyl is only one of m any exam­
ples of nuclear con tam inat ion and care­
lessness t h roughout the former Soviet 
Union . A devastat ing 1 957 nuclear-waste 
explosion and subsequen t d u m ping of con-

tam inants near .C h elyabinsk. 900 m iles 
east of Moscow. is now t hought to have re­
leased pol l u t ion totali n g  1 .2 bil lion cu ries. 
a u n i t  meas u re of con tam ination . That 
com pares w i t h  a bo u t  3 m il l ion cu ries from 
t he bom b  t ha t  dest royed H iroshima. Says 
Mu rray Fesh bach, co-aut hor of Ecocide in 
the C SSR: ' The new e\' idence of wide­
spread nuclear pol l u t ion is so incred ible.  
i t 's hard to bel ieve . "  

For more t han 30 years t he Soviets i n ­
tent ionally d u m ped enormous quan t i t ies 
of rad ioact i\·e rubbish into t he environ­
ment . Russ ia n  aut horit ies have pinpo i n t­
ed a series of such sites along the cou n­
try"s  Arc t ic coast.  \vhere currents can 
carry contam inants to Alaska and t he 
north coast of Canada .  

T h e  worst of the poisoned sites is No­
vaya Zem lya. two Arc t ic islands used as a 
nuclear-weapons test ra nge. Already con­
tam inated by bom b fal lout .  the islands 
\vere t u rned i n to a nuclear garbage b i n .  
T h e  Russian s  adm i t  t h ey dropped as many 
as 1 7 ,000 barrels of rad ioact ive waste into 
t he surrou n d i n g  seas si nce 1 964. Sailors 
reportedly shot holes i n  some of t he bar­
rels when t h ey fai led to s ink .  

At  least e ight marine reac­
tors, three from the nuclear 
icebreaker Lenin and the others 
from decom m issioned subma­
rines, have been scu ttled i n  No­
vaya Zem lya's shallow bays. 
The dead reactors are encased 
in layers of steel and may be 
harmless f0r m<"ny year� Bu t 
i nside, their cores contain dan­
gerous isotopes. 

The West has been h ighly 
crit ical of t he Soviet nuclear 
legacy but h as done little to al­
leviate the danger. Foreigners 
come mainly to gat her data on 
t h e  effects-med ical ,  indust r ia l  
and polit ical-of accidents, a n d  
t he n  d isappear. "Sometimes 
we feel l ike rabbits in a labora­
tory, " says Viktor Ribachuk. 
U kraine's deputy environment 
m i nister. Ukrai ne officials ar­
gue t hat  t hey cannot do with­
out nuclea r  power for the next 
five or six years, and many con­
t e n d  t hey w i l l  n e e d  i t  
permanently. 

So no one expects to see t he 
e n d  o f  t h ese n u c lear t i m e  
bombs anytime soon.  There are 
plans afoot to extend the l ife of 
some old reactors and to l ift a 
post-Chernobyl moratorium on 
completing others. Dangerous 
reactors wil l  be running into 
the 2 1 st century. The crum­
bl ing sarcophagus over Cherno­
byl 's devastated No. 4 may sti l l  
be t here too-if i t  has not col­
lapsed by t hen.  -With reporting by .

After almost six hours 
of studying this fil m carefully, I feel it is 
the most outstanding first-hand informa­
tion abo u t  extraterrestrials eve r to be 
fi lmed anywhere in the world. 

The fil m, which was done ent irely by 
non-pro fessiona ls, opens with a placid 
scene near the Black Sea. Documenta­
t ion by scientists verified the facts, and 
the fil m  s hows events as they actually 
happened. The following are highl ights 
from over five hours of fi lm. 
• Hundreds of  wit nesses are gazing at 

the sky, watching a spaces hip in the 
daytime. Then there is a shot of a 
mysterious ship flying over the city at 
night. 

• An unbelievable event takes place in 
the apartment of an average family. 
The family is awakened when the beds 
and furniture suddenly burst into 
flame. Everything from upholstery to 
bedl inen is destroyed but, miraculous­
ly, no one is hurt.

• A second family is shown, in which the 
mother' s bed and the baby's crib have 
caught fire. I t  seems that a strange, 
laser- l i ke beam awa kens sleeping 
families. The visitors, who seem to be 
benevolent, don't know their own 
power or what a household door is, 
because they enter from the roo f by 
cutt i ng their  way in with a beam of 
light. 

• For some reason, they throw some odd 
stones that w i t nesses have se en 
materialize. The stones are on fire and 
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are very hot; they cool down normally. 
• jewel ry, a portrait, a make-up compact 

and a l ipst ick u sed as a writ ing instru­
ment on human wit nesses, as wel l  as 
other gi fts, have been left behind by 
these visitors . 

• People have been "taught" by the 
extraterrestrials  to write any quest ions 
on ordinary paper. The answers are 
returned in the morning, written on 
the same paper, i n  fluent Russian by a 
mysterious hand .  Al l  quest ions are 
answered but if the visitors don't l ike 
the quest ion, they cross it out. An 
alien named Odoni Artart says he 
wants to take one o f  the children up to 
the ship.  

• They themselves have written, "We are 
extraterrestrials ."  They have given 
descri ptions a nd instructions on build­
ing flying s aucers, on their religious 
phi losophy, their origin and their  
reason for being. 

• A young woman describes a huge man 
entering her bedroom. The man ap­
peared human. He had a gloved hand. 
She felt his  hand to make sure she 
wasn't dreaming. 

• Another young woman has heard the 
sound of water i n  her room. Her 
mother wit nessed the same thing i n  
the ad joining room. Neither she nor 
her mother cou l d  move. A paralysis 
came over them as someone e ntered 
their bed rooms. When they fi nally 
were able to get up a fter " it" had left, 
they found a smal l mysterious object 
that looks l i ke a compact for face 
powder. 

• A man describes a small grey man with 
big ears being i n  his bedroom. He 
seems to be a fraid of the creature. The 
visitor was about t h ree feet tall, had a 
white face a nd black hair and was 
holding a strange obj ect. The s tory­
teller called on his  friend to tum on 
the l ight a nd they noticed al l  the 
storyteller's papers had been moved to 
another l ocation. At 6 a.m. this s mall  
man reappeared along with another, 
tall being (or coul d  this be a shape­
changer?).  

• A woman hears her neighbor ru nning 
down the street screaming. She and 
her husband see t wo small, fl ickering 
l ights that suddenly d isappear. After 
she assures him that he is  bei ng 
followed by 11 friend ly" aliens, he ceases 
to be upset. 

• A beautifu l  young g irl of about 10 or 
12 years of age is watching an entity 
and describes what is  happening as  the 
camera films her. It is  obvious that the 
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visitor communi cates visually and 
mental ly with the child.  She also 
sketches the amiable visitor for the 
audience and asks the bei ng, "Why 
have you come? "  As she fol lows him 
toward the window, s he says he told 
her something but she is  afraid to tel l .  
The child and the alien seem to have a 
pleasant rapport. They talk even as he 
floats out of the window . . . .  

• Another young girl o f  about 16 o r  1 7  
goes t o  bed and wi nds u p  in a trance 
that somehow develops in her the 
power to heal .  These healing powers 
seem to emanate fro m  an unseen 
"guide." The girl sees with her eyes 
closed. She is asked to use her powers 
to heal a heart patient. She is shy and 
reluctant but describes exactly how the 
alien moves her hands.

She 
takes the viewer to a nearby zoo in an 
effort to prove that animals see and 
sense what she sees. The fi lm shows a 
cage of four wolves, then a cage with a 
large tiger. The behavior of the 
animals clearly shows that something 
is in the cage. Even the j aguar is no 
exception. Each animal sees and sni ffs 
this stranger who is a blurr on the 
screen which shows only outli nes of 
his energy, but it  is  obvious that 
something is definitely there. 

• A woman describes how her son paints 
a visiting ent ity and he shows draw­
ings by his mysterious friend for the 
camera. The entity sees the mother of 
the boy as being green. The al ien 
enters the boy's body and draws what 
he sees. The mother gets added energy 
from the ent ity. S he then describes 
the wonders of this benevolent entity. 
She says he gets his s trength from the 
cosmos . Then she sketches the ent ity 
and asks it, "Who are you?" He 
responds, "I am You and You are Me. "  
S he sketches a n  eye i n  the cosmos. 
The entity enters her body as a body 
of l ight with a circular mot ion in the 
shape of an eye. This  eye shows her 
where people need to be cured. When 
she sees this eye moving on the i l l ness, 
she responds and cures from this 
gu idance. 

• A young boy describes what seems to 
be the abduction of his  brother. Short­
ly before going on the ship his brother 

suddenly starts to limp and walk like a 
robot. Both brothers are finally taken 
on board the ship by a woman and 
two men who operate the ship. The 
inside of the ship has strange writing. 
The boys describe it in great detail .  
The aliens knew the boys were hungry 
and offered them si lver-colored bread 
that "she" carried in her pants. She 
took pieces of ordi nary paper and 
placed them on the boys' heads for 
some reason. She also took off their 
clothes which they didn 't l ike, so they 
ran away. When the boys came back 
they had their clothi ng. They de� 
scribed hearing strange sounds and 
said that the visitors traveled quite a 
long distance . The boys begged to be 
returned home and were dropped off 
in a strange place after dark. The 
aliens told the boys that they felt we 
were at war Wi th them and felt 
threatened. 

• A mother and son talk about being 
asked to come aboard a ship. The 
same family shows how the walls of 
the house are being written on by a 
myste rious hand . 

• An old woman shares how mysterious 
writing appears on the walls .  Another 
woman reads mysterious answers to 
qu est ions ( in Russian).  She even put 
out some fancy pastries which were 
apparently eaten by these mysterious 
aliens. They must have a sweet tooth. 

• A small  boy in a classroom describes a 
being who seems all black with long 
hai r and big ears, and he makes a 
drawing of it.  The being hopped or 
jumped, moving very qu ickly. Sud­
denly he stopped and disappeared. 

• A little girl was pushed to the ground 
and held by a leg. Her girlfriend ran 
for help.  This al ien had a slit for a 
mouth. It was a three-fingered dwarf­
like creature. Other children describe 
various three-fi ngered creatures, and a 

little boy shows how the creatures hop 
down the stai rs. 

• A classroom scene shows clearly how 
an unseen hand teaches the students. 
Mandulay, the alien male teacher, 
reteaches the children biology and 
biochemistry as witnesses look on. He 
tel ls how the chemical elements and 
other sciences are not correct and 
teaches about elements unknown on 
Earth prior to that t ime. Actual 
footage of this classroom work, as well 
as formu las corrected by this teacher, 
are shown on fi lm. The principal was 
surp rised and excited by the ap­
pearance of Mandulay, as were all the 



teachers and pupils. The principal also 
observed mysterious che mical  for­
mulas appearing on the blackboard, 
written by Mandulay's unseen hand. 
A mysterious saucer hovered over the 
school and these strange events have 
taken place ever since. I magine cor­
rect i ng human mathemat ical a nd 
chemical errors before the students 
learn i t  i ncorrectly ! 

• The family of a diabetic girl witnesses 
her in a trance-like state. During this 
state, her family heard voices but 
didn't  i nterfere. The girl describes 
Bonyatari, her wonderful visitor who 
awakened her while she slept, and tel ls 
of the pleasant j ourney aboard the 
ship. She says something was placed 
on her face by another alien named 
Anuda. The girl describes a respirator­
type of device that the aliens used. 
She said that they had faces similar to 
humans except there were no not ice­
able lips. They asked, 11 Are you happy 
today?" as they swept her out of her 
body. While on board the ship, they 
offered her a sweet drink which she 
re fused because she was diabet ic. 
They assurred her that she was now 
cured and told her that they would 
also cure others. The doctor who 
cured her was named Atari.  She sud­
denly came to in her chair  at home. 
Her family doctor did " blood test and 
verified that she was cured. Her 
mother showed objects from outer 
space, some charred objects and odd­
shaped paper that were placed i n  her 
daughter's hands while she slept. The 
beings advised adding some myster­
ious stones to a glass of water and 
drinki ng the water to assist in the cure. 
The girl now shows no signs of disease. 

• A man awakened in the woods with a 
terrible headache. His car was on the 
road, dead. He went to his car and 
seeing him, people thought he was 
drunk. A young man stopping to help 
also thought the man was drunk. The 
first man said his back hurt and would 
the young man take a look at it. The 
young man discovered myste ri ous 
writ ings on the first man's back. Even­
tually another man took him home. 
The first man then remembered that 
earlier, when d riving down the road to 
his home, he had been taken on board 
a spaceship. One of the female beings 
he had encountered reappeared and 
told the man they would teach him to 
cure others and that it would take six 

years. She asked him to come with 
her. From then on she periodically 
appeared and he was taken on the 
spaceship several more times. He 
eventually joined a research group 
who retraced his steps . The dowsers 
were able to monitor the energy at the 
place where he was abducted. 

• A woman who fell asleep while writing 
in her diary awoke with a headache 
and discovered a mysterious watery 
star and a half moon drawn on her 
arm. 

Friendly aliens were responsible for 
all of these events: 
• A scar on a man's arm disappeared in 

12 hours. 
• The shaven stomach of a man shows a 

slight scar. He was permanently and 
painlessly cured of a heart condition. 

• A boy's knee was injured and has now 
been operated on and healed.

• An operation was performed on a 
man's heart, his brain, ears and throat. 
Only a s light burn mark is left. 

• Another man diagnosed as having 
angina was operated on near the heart. 
After the operation there were some 
circular marks on his chest, perhaps 
showing the origin or location in the 
universe of the aliens performing the 
operation. Expert doctors and scien­
t ists are examining these patients. 

• Prof. Bochereshoni, who was visited by

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The following is an excerpt transcribed from a lecture given by Mr. Luis Fernando Mostajo, a 
contactee from Bolivia when he is in Miami early in Novernber. 

The message of hope is not centered in contact with extraterrestrial beings, but with Man himself, who 
is the main player. 

My first telepathic communication came like this: "Yes, I am Aeb, first Commander from the Apu 
Command . . .  in this way I arrive to you."  

It 's this humanity's turn to live in a world that has been called to change. The need for contact is to 
bring some values which are necessary for the world. I t  is physical, mental and spiritual food useful to 
restate our lives in a more balanced way. 

The preparation needed to have a physical encounter took me three years. During this period, there 
were many pre-arranged sightings. 

Xendra - dimensional doors. Domes of concentrated luminous energy that accelerates the frequency 
of the molecular vibratory rate of our bodies in order to be dematerialized and transported. On January 
12, 1980, in the Valley of H uayna Potosi, Bolivia, a lenticular-shaped ship projects a beam of light and 
forms a dome luminosity on the ground. This was my first Xendra experience. Time and space can be 
controlled at will .

"A far greater experience will be an encounter with the Great White Brotherhood afterwards; with the 

Elders, the guardians of the ctheric archives of the world. This knowledge will be to set the basis of the 
new g�ncrations." 

Xenon, a guide from the planet CERPICAN I I  in Canis Majoris, created a hologram to explain about the 
internal positive government of Earth .  He explains to me that we possess seven bodies and seven 
major energy centers. He said that Earth also had seven major natural energy centers where the inner 
retreats are found. "When the elders of the ages of this world will speak, everyone is going to listen, 
since there is nothing that can resist their light."

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WHAT IS IT? 
By Matthew Thuney 

As virtually all other fields of study, the study of Unidentified Flying Objects (UFOlogy) has undergone 
many changes over the past few decades. What started as simply a search for flying saucers now 
encompasses explorations into physics, psychology, sociology, philosophy, and the very nature of 
reality itself. 

When the modern UFO era began in the 1940s, the entire matter seemed simple, if strange, enough. 
We were looking for mysterious spaceships of apparently alien origin. Metallic discs, soon dubbed 
"flying saucers," were being seen with alarming regularity, and the search for proof of their existence 
(presumably in the form of physical evidence) was on. Thousands of startling photos were taken. Burn 
spots appeared on lawns. Rumors of crashed discs abounded. The U.S.  government was said to be in 
possession of pieces of wreckage, whole spacecraft, bodies of crew, even live aliens. A campaign of 
intimidation and disinformation was initiated by certain obscure, perhaps quasi-official, segments of the 
government. UFO witnesses and investigators were being manipulated and lied to, the public being 
wildly misled. Why? Would the knowledge that we are being visited by extraterrestrial civilizations 
lead to public panic and chaos, as was suggested? 

But just when it seemed certain that we were dealing with a physical phenomenon whose parameters 
we could somehow measure (or at least capture on radar for heaven's sake !), the character of the UFO 
experience changed. Witnesses were no longer simply seeing the darned things, but being taken 
aboard them, examined, warned about the future of our planet, then dropped off in a state of anguish, 
anger, and awe. This was getting personal !  But was it physical? Since folks from all walks of life all 
around the world shared similar experiences, the "abduction" phenomenon as it became known, could 
not simply be dismissed as a dream. But is it really real; that is, a real-life, concrete event, rather than a 
mysterious metaphysical manifestation? Are we witnessing a new form of everyday reality (a new 
channel on our existential TVs, so to speak), or participating in a whole new ballgame (some sort of 
"hype-r- reality ")? 

The mutation of the UFO experience has caused an increasing number of psychologists and 
philosophers to leap into the fray. One current theory that's all the rage postulates that the UFO 
phenomenon may be some kind of projection from humanity's "collective unconscious," or, as one 
researcher puts it, "Mind at Large." Perhaps certain personalities are prone to the experience, and 
under certain physical circumstances, can be thrown into a state of altered consciousness wherein they 
have access to this "Mind at Large" which informs the participant that we human beings are really 
screwing things up and really ought to take better care of ourselves and our planet before it's curtains 
for the human race. 

Interesting theory. But 1 doubt it. Unless our collective mind is capable of leaving scars on our bodies 
and landing traces in our yards. You knew I had to get my two cents in, right? So here's my response to 
all this strangeness, my best guess as to what's happening. 

I have no idea. Hardly worth the two cents, eh? Even with the Canadian exchange. 
The problem is, we're not dealing with a single, unified phenomenon, but a whole set of diverse 

phenomena of unknown origin. It is doubtful that a single theory from a single scientific approach can 
accommodate the entire spectrum of experiences. From physical spacecraft piloted by living, 
breathing beings, to metaphysical manifestations of some interdimensional hyperreality, the UFO field 
now seems to be studying what I can best describe as a wide array of phenomena not indigenous to our 
reality but partaking in it. 

I believe we are being issued an invitation of evolutionary importance. If and when, we learn to 
decipher this invitation, we will have grown immeasurably as a species. And we will be welcomed to the 
neighborhood.

American Medical Association would be 
keenly interested in that. The Aborigines 
she l ived with told her that they are 
going to stop reproducing and die out, 
because they have seen that the coming 
Earth changes will leave them with no 
food. They think it better just to leave 
the pl anet .  I devoted l as t  month ' s  
column t o  coming Earth changes and 
this is just another illustration of some­
thing big which is about to happen. 

The newspapers lately have been full 
of news about the turning on of two 
brand new $200,000,000 antennas, one 
in Arecibo, Puerto Rico, and one in the 
Mojave Desert in California. The U.S. is 
trying to discover if there is intelligent 
life "out there." From my point of view, 
it looks like there is a great deal of proof 
that the U.S. and other countries are al­
ready fully aware of at least 100 alien life 
forms and have probably been in con­
stant communication with at least one 
race or species, maybe more, for some 
time now.

UFOs Over New Zealand 

A month ago I had an opportunity to 
view a video tape which was a real eye­
opener. In my opinion the tape clearly 
shows UFOs shooting at each other high 
over New Zealand. NASA claims that the 
film footage (which was recorded by a 
college in Maryland from an open, live 
transmission from the space shuttle Dis-

covery) is simply images of ice crystals 
f loating around outside o f  the space 
shuttle. There are three pertinent seg­
ments o f  fi l m  foot age taped by the 
Maryland college. 

In the first segment of the film, the 
curvature of the Earth's surface nearly 
fills the· screen. In the upper left a bright 
bal l  o f  whi te light is see n rising up 
toward the horizon line. Just as it nears 
the horizon line, a bright flash is seen at 
the lowe r le ft of the screen. Almost 
simultaneously from the direction of the 
flash, a second glowing white object ap­
pears on the screen. It is apparent some­
thing was fired from the second object. 
The first object then makes a quick 90 
d egree turn and darts out i nto space. 
The beam, or whatever it was, narrowly 
misses number one. Then from the far 
right of the screen a star-like object that 
had been sitting there all along suddenly 
streaks off in the same direction that the 
f i red-upon ob j ect, number one, had 
taken. 

In the second film segment, three 
bright star-like objects are on the screen: 
one is moving from left to right, one is 
moving from right to left, and a third 
brilliant object is moving rapidly across 
the screen on a diagonal course. A long 
shaft of whitish light streaks up from the 
bottom of : the screen, coming from an 
unseen source, and narrowly misses the 
glowing object flying diagonally across 
the screen. 

The third film segment on the tape is 
a real mind-blower. An object, brilliant, 
star-like and white, can be seen clearly 
moving slowly from the upper right onto 
the screen. In the middle upper right of 
the screen are two curious stationary ob- . 
j ects, p rob�bly at least a mile or two 
apart. One of the stationary objects, like 
a guiding beacon of some sort, is clearly 
seen to be sending out strobe-like flashes 
in intervals of seven: seven flashes, a few 
seconds' pause, then seven more flashes. 
To the left of the flashing obj ect, near the 
center o f  the screen, is another stationary 
object that has a distinct, regular, back­
and-forth motion, sort of like a scanning 
radar dish. Both stationary objects seem 
to be of an oblong, cigar-type shape. 

Then from the bottom far left of the 
screen a second glowing object moves in 
a straight line onto the screen. The first 
object, moments before, had taken a 60 
degree tum and was moving, still slowly, 
in a direction that took it between the 



two stationary objects. The second ob­
ject, which was e ntering at the lower left, 
fires a l ong,  s h a ft l i ke bolt of l ight at 
moving obj ect number one - and misses. 
Number one speeds up, takes evasive ac­
tion, makes a sharp tum and heads back 
in the direct ion it had come from, toward 
the right side o f  the screen. At that mo­
ment, a t h i rd bri g ht ob ject e nters the 
screen at the top left and also fires at ob­
ject number one. A long bolt of l ight 
streaks from object number three toward 
object number one. This time the beam 
apparently does n ' t  m i s s .  But a spl i t  
second be fore the beam hits fleeing ob­
ject number one, the camera on the Dis­
covery shuts off, or is shut o ff!  The 
screen goes blank for a second, then all 
that is seen is  a new, peaceful scene of 
stars and the Earth below. Ice crystals? I 
sorta doubt it .  

Recent Sedona-area UFO 
Slghtlngs 

Last month I ment ioned that I think 
Sedona is now the world's hot spot for 
UFO activity. A lot of the recent activity 
in the Sedona area has been occu rring 
near Verde Val ley School and in the near­
by canyo n l a nd s .  Two local people, a 
man and a woman, knew about the ac­
tivity near Verde Val ley School. Late one 
night in October, they decided to drive 
down Verde Val ley School Road to see i f  
t hey c o u l d  s p o t  a 

flashing yellow-gold l ight on the top and 
bottom of the ship's middle and there 
were five steadily burning, sparkly, yel­
low-gold l ights evenly spaced along its 
underside. The couple drove on a bit far­
ther in an effort to get a better look at the 
object, but when they finally reached a 
closer vantage point,  the ship was no 
longer there. 

About the same t ime as that incident, 
a man who lives near Verde Valley School 
said that he had seen a large red-orange 
ball of light with a long glowing tail fly 
around Cathedral Rock. This sight ing 
was also late in the evening, about 11 : 30 
p.m. 

In late summer of this year, a man 
who was at the Sedona Airport watched 
as, i n  the d i stance, three "enormous" 
spheres of  whit ish l ight flew past Cathe­
dral  Rock. This s ight i n g  was around 
three o'clock in the afternoon on a clear 
day. 

In yet another sighting in the general 
area near Verde Valley School Road, a Vil­
lage of Oak Creek man reported seeing a 
mil itary-type helicopter which was ac­
companied by three spheres of blazing 
white l ight, all sl ightly smaller than the 
helicopter. The balls of l ight, he said, 
we re flying in fo rmat i o n  behi nd the 
helicopter. 

In Secret Canyon, in mid-August, a 
w o m a n  who was c a m p i n g  wi th her

be like Earth 
WASHINGTON (AP) - Embryonic solar 

systems, churning with dust and the promise of 
new planets, have been spotted around d istant 
stars by the Hubble space telescope, boosting the

idea that there may be other worlds l ike Earth, 
orbiting other stars like the sun.  

"We have found a place where it is very pos­
sible that there will  be planets within the next 
few million years," Edward J.  Weiler, program 
scientist for the space telescope, said Wednesday 
at a NASA news c.Jnfercnce. "This takes us clos­
er to the final proof that there are other planets 
where there could be life ."  

C. R o b e r t  O ' D e l l ,  a R i c e  U n i v e r s i t y  
astronomer, said that photos taken b y  the tele­
scope of a smal l section o f  the Orion Nebulae 
detected at least 1 5  stars surrounded by proto­
planetary d isks, o r  bands o f  dust o f  the type 
thought to form planets. 

The disks,  he said, resemble what the Earth 
and its solar system neighbors may have looked 
like when they were forming about the sun 4.6 
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Planets like ours may yet exist: 
Space telescope catches first 

evidence of creation 's material 
bi l l ion to 5 bil lion years ago. The number of disks with­
in the I l ight-year field viewed by the Hubble suggests 
that planetary formation may not be rare. 

'"We now have direct evidence that material that can 
make planets exists around about half of the stars l ike 
our sun," O'De l l  said . ..  It's much more common than 
we thought before." 

The astronomers said there are billions upon billions 
of stars in the universe about which planetary disks 
could have formed. 

Orion is known as an area of intense star formation 
and astronomers study it to gain clues about the evolu­
t ion of stel lar bodies in the universe. The constella-
tion is about 1 ,500 light years from Earth - very close 
in astronomical terms - and is part of the Milky Way 
Galaxy, which includes the sun. 

Stephen E. Strom, a University of Massachusetts 
astronomer who s"pecializes in the study of star forma­
tion, said the Hubble photos confirm the long-held belief 
by many astronomers that a disk of dust from which 
planets can evolve exists around most stars as they form. 

.. This provides the first real v isual demonstration 
that these inferences are correct," said Strom. "I regard 
this as dramatic proof." 

The pictures, he said, .. show enough material for the 
formation of planetary systems l ike that orbiting our 
sun. You 've all the ingredients there to make a solar 
system." 

Earlier studies, using an infrared detector on a satel­
l ite, had pinpointed four stars that appeared to be sur­
rounded by protoplanctary disks. But Strom said the 
material detected in that work .. was very thin and neb­
u lous when compared to the thick disks that we see 
here." 

The scientists said that the Hubble photos show disks 
at a very early stage in planetary formation and that it 
could take one to 10 million years for planets to actu­
ally form within the disks. What's actuaUy seen are dust 
bands i l luminated by hot, bright stars elsewhere in the 
Orion Neb u l a .  Some of the d isks form si l houettes 
against the bright Orion background. 

O ' Del l  said each of the protoplanetary di!'ks, also 
cal led proplyds, consists of gas and dust that  arc in 
the orbit of the forming star and are moving rapidly to 
be brought into the star's center. 

Strom said the theory is that over t ime individual 
grains in the dust disks clump together. These clumps 
join others, forming boulders, which, in tum col l ide 
with other boulders, forming larger and larger bodies 
and lakin& more and more matc:ria l  from the disk.  
Evc:ntually, the disk material forms into individual plan­
ets, each with its own orbit about the star. 

O ' Del l  said the Hubble pictures confirmed at least 
1 5  planetary d isks in t he smal l  part of  Orion pho­
tographed. l ie said there were 15 others that could be 
disks but which could not be confirmed.

Who better than Californians know abQut earthquakes? From 
time to time we will print tips on earthquake-preparedness offered 
by the California Governor's Office of Emergency Services. 

When you feel an earthquake, duck under a desk or sturdy table. 
Stay away from windows. bookcases, file cabinets, heavy mirrors, 
hanging plants and other heavy objects that could fall Watch out 
for falling plaster or ceiling tiles. 

Stay under cover until the shaking stops. Hold onto the desk or 
table. If it moves, move with it. Here are some additional tips for 
specific locations. 

• U you're in a HIGH-RISE BUILDING, and you are not near 
a desk or table. move apin.st an interior wall, and protect your head 
with your arms. Do not use the elevators. Do not be surprised if the 
fire a1ann or sprinkler systems come on. 

• If you're OUIDOORS, move to a dear area, away from trees, 
signs, buildings, or downed electrical wires and poles. 

• If you're on a SIDEWALK NEAR BUILDINGS, duck into a 
doorway to protect yowself from falling bricks, glass. plaster and 
other debris. 

• If you're DRIVING, pull over to the side of the road and stop. 
Avoid overpasses. power lines, and other hazards. Stay inside the 
vehicle until the sh.aking is over. 

• If you're in a CROWDED STORE OR 01HER PUBUC 
PLACE. do not rush for exits. Move away from display shelves 
containing objects that could rau. 

• If you're in a WHEELCHAIR, stay in it. Move to cover, if 
possible, lock your wheels, and protect your head with your arms. 

• If you're in the KITCHEN, move away from the refrigerator, 
stove, and overhead cupboards. Take time now to anchor appli­
ances and install security latches on cupboard doors to reduce 
hazards. 

• If you're in a STADIUM OR nfEATER., stay in your seat and 
protect your head with your arms. Do NOT tty to leave until the 
shaking is �r. Then leave in a calm, orderly manner. 

After an earthquake. be prepared for aftershocks, and plan where 
you will take cover when they occur.

His words had the Army knocking on his 
door the very next morning! Far less than twenty-four hours later! They marched away with the 
younger Brazel's goodies too! One of the individuals in that bar was an NSA Snitch! And you can bet 
your spurs there is an NSA Snitch(s) here in Roswell too! 

Another little tidbit of information is a letter I sent to Editor Jerry McCormack of the Roswell Daily 
Record. In this letter I solicited a piece of the Corona crash debris! Somewhere among us, a person 
has such an item. And I stated in the letter, "no questions will be asked ... no information given!" It is 
wanted for public display, and not a sale attempt! 

And of course, Editor McCormack would not publish my letter of several months ago in his newspaper. 
"Tell me, Jerry, was it too hot for you?"
